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RAFT GOES TO PIECES.

Large Number of Logs Now Float-
ing on the Pacific.

THE MONARCH UNABLE TO TOW
HER FREIGHT INTO PORT.

The Grand Encampment of Odd Fel-

lows Selects Stockton as the Next

Meetiuc Place—An Old Resident of

Butte County Found Dead in the

"Woods, His Body Ilavlne Been Par-

tiallyDevoured by Hogs*

Sax Francisco, Oct. 18.—Captain Dan

Thompson of the tug Monarch arrived in
port this morning after having a rough
experience with the log rait. Hosaysthat j
it the sea had not been unusually rough he j
\u25a0would have had no trouble in bringing the
big raft into port safely. He further as-
serts that the summer, when the seas are
not so boisterous, is the best time to bring
a raft of such large dimensions to this
city.

The raft in question was ESS feet long,
54 feet beam, and had a draft of 20 feet 5
inches. All told, there were 10,000 piles.
The value of the raft is between
and 980,000.

This makes the second raft which lias
gone to pieces within the last two years,
and it is very likely that another attempt

\u25a0will not be made for some time to brine
one to this city, or at least until some
Letter means are devised.

Captain Thompson and his crew re-
mained with the raft until it was ascer-
tained that there was no possible chance
oi keeping it together, when it was found
necessary to out adrilt.

The spreading of the 10,000 piles and
wandering over the ocean willundoubt-
edly cause some trouble to mariners, but
they will be warned in duo time oi the
"vagrant logs.

The Monarch left Astoria at 10:30 a. m.
October l^th and crossed tho Columbia
bar al 2 r. m., which was then smooth.
While offthe lightship a light southeast I

\u25a0wind came up. At 4 p. m. the tug was I
steered south by east. At midnight the j
gale was blowing at the rate of forty i
miles per hour from the southeast and in-
creasing. Then Tillamook light was ob-
served in the distance.

Tiie tug and raft had made eighteen
miles from the time they left the Colum-
bia bar. With the wind so strong and
with heavy aeas only 1 .\!-lo knots were
made. The wind decreased for a short
time, but increased again, and no head-
way was made. The tug then headed otl
shore and remained in tho trough of the
tsea all night. On the next day about 4
a. m. the wind went down, but mere was j
a heavy sea. The tug was put on her j
course again, soutli by east. When day- !
light arrived Captain Thompson noticed j
piles coming oat of both onus— fore and I
alt. At noon Sunday the tug was four
miles south of Tillamook light. Very
littlo nrogress had been made. At 10 i\

Sunday night the wind abated and the
Captain noticed Cape Meares aboam.
Prom Tilliunook to Cape Meares forty-
six miles had been made. Monday, <)e- |
tober 13th, at i:-;o r. ic, there was a thick
Ukg and uoavy westerly sea. At na. m.
the Captain sent two men in a boat to the
raft to trim the light.

Tiie raft-former was then working
hoavily. Thirty miles were made, it
then became calm and fogey. Tremen-
dous heavy seas again came up. At 12 m.
the wind was from tho north and con-
tinued increasing. When 4 p. m. was
readied tho wind had increased to over
forty miles per hour along with heavy
cross seas. At 8 p. m. the raft com-
menced to labor heavily in the cross and
ugly seas. This caused the light frame
on the raft to break down, leaving it in
darkness. The wind gradually increased
until it reached fifty miles per hour. The
heavy seas and wind continued the next
day. At *; a. m Tuesday Captain Thomp-
son observed the raft going to pieces. At
daylight there were only sevonty-five
ieet left ot the raft. At ffc3o a. m. the
Monarch decided to abandon the tow, as
there was no possible chance ofsaving
any of it. The chains which held the
raft together weighed over sixty tons,
and as thirty tons were on the bottom
they made a sort of an anchor, which was
next to impossible to move. At Hecta
J jght the wiiole rait was abandoned. The
wind was then light and the sea calm
until Crescent City was reached, where a
southeaster sprung ap and continued all
the way until San Francisco was reached.

MURDEB IN THE FIBS'C DEGREE.

Tnoiims Blauck Convicted by a Seattle
Jury.

Skattlk, Oct. IS.—Thomas Blanck, the
murderer of Charles 11. Bridwell and
"William Jeffries, and would-be murderer |
of Detective Cudihee, was to-day fcuud
guiltyofmurder in the lirst degree and
the death penalty imposed.

This was not done, however, until he
bad made two desperate attempts to es-
cape, ami forced the Sherili" to have him
taken into court by main force, lihiuck
w;w ugly at the long drawn out trial and
\u25a0was watching for the lirst opportunity to
escape, which ho thought presented itself
While he was being taken upstairs to the
courtroom beiweou two guards. One
guard had a pair oi nippers around his
right wriat, and me other was walking
by vis aide. Suddenly Blauck struck
tho man who had the nippers on the jaw,
knocking him backward down stairs.
Tho other guard jumped alter them ami
grabbed Blanck by the collar. A lierce ]
light ensued, in which the prisoner was
finally iloored by \u25a0 blow on the right
temple from a revolver in the hand ol ihe 'guaid he had lirst struck. Blood covered i
tho marble lloor at the base of Ihe stairs, i
and the prisoner left a trail of blood on
the way back to the jailor's ouice.

After he was ready to go again to court
ho got sullen and refused to move. Nip-
pers were put on each hand, but he still
refused to move. Suddenly he-sprang to
ins feet, shot both arms out, and theu |
began to kick and bile at his guards.
Jailer Munroo tried to grab him by the
throat, but Blanck got his linger in his ;

mouth and took out a big chunk. The i
light lasted three miuutes, and it took
five men to overpower him. lie still re- j
fused to go to court, and it was only by
the combined force of four men that he
\u25a0was taken in. His counsel uresented no 1
witness. This was a great surprise, as it j
was expected a strong light would be
made on the insanity plea.

The jury was out thirty-five minutes, I
and brought in a verdict of murder in 1
the first degree, and imposed the death;
penalty. Blanck's record before he com-
menced killing people here is stiil a se-
cret, which lie has not divulged to even
liis attorneys.

THE RAILROAD STRIKE.

Brigadier-General Ruger's Report
on the Stirring Events.

COMMENTS ON THE WRECKING OF

THE TRAIN IN YOLO.

Says Thero Is Xo Doubt That the Kill-
ins of Engineer Clark and tlio Tour
Soldiers Was au Act of Strikers
"Who Left Sacramento Before the
Traaody, aud That Other Strikers

"Wore Cociifzant of tho Fact That

tho Track Had Been Tampered

With.

Washington, Oct. IS,—The annual re-
port of Brigadier-General Kuger, com-
manding the Department of California,
was made public to-day. It is devoted
largely to a recital of the stirring events
of tho great strike. After describing the
condition of a Hairs at Los Angeles, and
tho dispatch of Colonel Shatter's troops
to that place, the report goes on:

"The result of the presence of the troops
was that the mail train service was soon
resumed to the Fast and later to San
Francisco. The trains were guarded by
detachments of troops from tho 7th until
the 15th ofJuly, when they were discon-
tinued.

"With the exception of the overturn-
ing by tho strikers on July luth of some
curs on a railroad crossing to interrupt
the running of trains, no overt act was
committed during tho strike, but there is
sufficient evidence for belief that the
strikers would have resorted, in tho ab-sence of military force, to any degree of
violence to prevent the operation of the
railroads operating at this point, except
upon tlio leniis dictated by themselves."

General Kuger touches lightly upon the
conduct of the militia at Sacramento in
those words: "on July lth a force of tin
Mate troops of California, composed ol
two regiments and part of another, were
assembled at Sacramento upon a request
made for such assistance as might bo
necessary to eltect tho resumption of the
operation ofthe railroad, for the carriage
of mails and for the purposes of interstate
commerce.

"]•or reasons and owing to facts which
it is not within the purpose of this report
to state, the object was not accom-
plished."

iiogarding the wreck of the train carry-
ing troops from .•Sacramento to San Fran-
cisco, July 11th, and tho killiug ol four
soldiers, the report says: "There ib no
doubt that the murder of the four soldiers
and the engineer was an act of certain
striken who left .Sacramento before the
train started, and thore is also littledoubt
that it was known beforehand to a con-
siderable number of other strikers that
tho track hat! been tampered with lor the
purpose of derailing tho train.

"The place selected for throwing the
train from the track was a trestle cross*
iug the water and approached by a nar-
row causeway. That loss iK life would
occur in cuse the train was thrown
from the track was almost inevitable.
Proceedings aro pending in tno courts
against the men charged with tho mui-

dera by the wrecking ol tho train.''
General linger pays a high compliment

to the naval forces lauded at < takiand,
saying they were ol essential assistance.
Great praise is also accorded Colonel
Shatter :md his command ami Colonel
Graham and the troops at .Sacramento.

The report saya: "At Sacramento the
trouble upon the arrival of the troops had
passed the limits implied by the word
'strike.' The acts, manner, procedure
and intent, as evidenced by those en-
gaged, were distinctly insurrectionary,
l&xcept for the action of tho troops tho
disorder would have been prolonged and
in all probability would not have ended
without serious bloodshed and after the
destruction ol much proporty."

Attached to the report ofGeneral linger
aro reports iiom Colonels Shatter and
Graham and Commander Reader, ciu-
pictiug in great detail the most interest-
ing phases of the struggle.

OPPOSITION CANDIDATES.
No Proeress Made in Harmonizing: tho

Now York Democracy.

NEW York, Oct. 18.—No progress has
been made toward harmonizing the Dem-
ocratic factious in the Congressional dis-
tricts of this city, which was so urgeutly
recommended by tho Chairman of the
Congressional Campaign Committee,
Senator Faulkner of West Virginia, in
tho address he issued on Tuesday. In
eight of the nine districts coniDrised ex-
clusively within the city 01 2sew York,
there aro opposition Democratic caudi-
datos.

Tammany was first In the field with its
nominations, and for some reason or
other '•turned down" about half of the
delegation as it exists in the Fifty-third
Congress. John Dewitt Warner was el-
bowed out uf the nomination in the Thir-
teenth District by tho transfer thither of
Amos J. Cummioga from tho Eleventh.
E. J. Dunphy, who lias contumaciously
defied Tammany, was retired. The re-
doubtable Timothy J. Campbell was
deemed to have had his full share of
honor and dignity, and the nomination
in his district was given to Henry C.
Minor, the theatrical manager. Boorke
Cockran was shelved, as it is alleged, by
tue express direction of Mr. Uruker, to
make a place for George i;. MeCleUan,
the young President of the Board of Al-
dermen, and the son of the Genoral of
same name, arid some other changes in
the delegation were made.

lumphy aud* Campbell have had their
names placed on the .Stato Democratic
ticket. Every member of the delegation,
with one exception, who voted for the
Wilson bill, was passed over by Tam-
many.

Ex-Mayor Grace, who represents the
Stale Democracy, has demanded an
equitable division of the nominations be-
tweeu his organization ami Tammany,
and specifically the restoration of Crocker
and Warner, but up to the present has
obtained no assurance thai his claim for
the Slate Democracy will be allowed.

Reports That 110 is 8 >oti to bo Made a

Cardinal Xot Doubted.

Satr.Mi is about to be
created a Cardinal are not doubted here,
although the Catholic dignitaries can not
verify the statement that oflioial notice
has been received that the ceroi'.on.. will
occur in two or three weeks, bdg
tolli is absent in Canada, but his assist-
ant, M. Sharretti, said no notice had bfl j

received so far as ho know. Sucfa
munications will go to Mgr. satolli. bow-ever. The ablegate, it was added, bad
not tnado known any such facts to his
boose bold.

When Bishop Kean, rector of the Cath-
olic University, recently returned from
Home, he gave the Associated Press an
interview based on talk with the Pope, in
which Bishop Kean stated that the Pope's
encyclical next month would elevate tho
American ablogate's household, and that
Mgr. Satolli would be made a Cai Imal in
the course of time. The present ro;»c 1
appears to be in line with Bishop Kean's
semi-oilicial statement. The Bishop was
not at the university to-day, but tho vice-
rector, Rev. Dr. Carrigan, said tiiat noth-
ing was known further than has already
been stated by Bishop Kean.

DKTAI&S nio.U BOMS,

Komk, Oct. 18. —Information from the
Vatican makes it possible to give details
about tho Cardinalate to be given Mgr.
Satolli and the retirement of Mgr. Sa-
tolliVs Secretary, Father Papi, from tho
Vatican stall, in order to join the .Jesuit
Order. There have been denials of the
report of Father Papi's move, but the
facts are now learned beyond question.
Four months ago Father Papi applied
hero for his exeat. The request was very
broad, and contemplated retirement from
theso ollicial connections with tho Vati-
can's foreign service, and the prospective
honors it had in .store for him. It was
made known that he desired to retire
from tho world and devote his lift iv the
Jesuit Order to study and teaching; To
this end ho applied to the principal of tho
Jesuits' Order in New York for admis-
sion, and ou granting of exeat hero he
would have beeu transferred. The plans
wero modified, however, by tho prema-
ture reports of Father Papi's intention.
Itwas felt, also, by thoso having .Jesuit
interests tit heart that tho accession oi'
Mgr. Satolli's secretary to the Jesuits
might aronso criticism, ou tha ground
that tlio one best informed of the conti-
dential transactions of the ab'.egate had
joined the order popularly supposed to
bo opposed to Mgr. Satoili. While this
criticism would DO groundless, it was
deemed advisable to avoid tho possible
cause of a "Jesuit trick." For this
reason, is is believed, the New York pro-
vincial willadviso lather Papi to wait :i
year or two before taking his exeat and
joining the order by which time Father
Papi's confidential relations with Mgr.
Satolli will bo terminated.

Concerning tho Cardinalate to bo con-
ferred on Mgr. Satolii, there appears no
ground for tho reports that notice of the
appointment Ims It-en forwarded to tho
ablegate. Tho consistory of Cardinals
which advises with tho Pope on the crea-
tion of Cardinals does not meet until
next month, so the actual determination
ofhis appointments will not be made
until then. In the meantime there are
seven names under consideration, from
which numbor it is considered certain that
the Cardinals must be named, Mgr. S:\ioiii
among the live. There aro no further
American names among those under con-
sideration. It is said the conferring o:
the red hat on Mgr. Satolii will bo celo-
brated at Cardiual Gibbons' church in
Baltimoro, and that several nnbleincn of
high rank and distinguished prelates wili
go from here as personal representatives
oftho l'opp.

There is a doubt yet as to whether Mgr.
Satolli's Cardinalate will carrj' jurisdic-
tion over a diocese, or will bo purely
honorary. Cardinal (iibbons is also Arch-
bishop of the Baltimore diocese, includ-
ing Virginia, .Maryland and tho District
of Columbia, which makes him a promi-
nent as well as an honorary prelate.
Whether a diocese will bo created for the
new Cardinal is undetermined. It is
probable, however, that his jurisdiction
over questions between Bishops and
priests and other church conflicts will be
regarded as equivalent to a diocese. All
of the papers to these triais are in Latin,
and as Mgr, Satolii is a partect Litiu
scholar, as well as a master of common
law, be is considered better qualified for
the work (ban for supervision over an
active diocese. The title is, therefore,
likely to bo honorary without the sup-
plementary power of an Archbishop.
Vet, as the personal representative of the
Pope in America, the new Cardinal will
occupy a station higher than that which
the powers of an Archbishop could bring
him.

CONGRESSMAN "WILSON.

lie Makes n Speech to His West Vir-
ginia Constituents.

BEVERLY (W; Va.), Oct. IS.—The bar-
becue and the presence of Hon. \Y. L.
Wilson attracted fully 5,000 Democratic
voters to this city to-day, the delegations
coming from naifa dozen ('OllllllO3in this
part of tho State. A procession a mile
and a half long escorted tho -speakers to
the fair grounds, whore the barbecue
took place.

During his remarks a voice interrupted
Mr. Wilson to ask as to the truth of tho
Republican report that Mr. Wilson had
brought back with him British gold to
aid him in a free trade campaign. To
this Mr. Wilson replied: "i went 10 Eng-
land not forgold, but lor something in-
finitely more valuable to mo than gold-
health. I thank (iud I brought back
with me no English sold, but a restored
health, enabling me to make this visit to

the mountains of this beloved district.
Thank Uod, 1 never needed gold to make
a campaign in the mountains of West
Virginia. Indeed If 1 had wanted gold
I had no need to go to England for
it.

LANDED IN PRISON.

Jasper Dolby Safely Behind the
Ohio Penitentiary Bars,

WHERF! ES WAS SENTENCED TO

TWBNTT YEARS" IMPRISONMENT.

Governor McTClnley Says Ho "Will Not

X.oavo the State So Lonjj as There

Is a Possibility of Turtlior Trouble

Growing Out of the Aluilr.

GoittTXBUS, Oct. 18.—Jasper Dolby, tho

negro sentenced at Washington Court- j
house to twenty years' imprisonment for
a criminal assault on Mrs. Mary C. Boyd,
an old white woman, was landed in the
penitentiary at 7 o'clock this morning,
lie was escorted by Sheriff Cook and
l>eputy Busick, who were accompanied
on the train by troops. The prisoner was
taken from the train at Denoison avenue
iind walked to tho prison. Tho military
remained in the cars and wero carried to
Union Station. All tho troops have left
Washington Courthouse.

AColumbus reporter who camo with
the train says that after mi.iniglit things
quieted down. The citizens had nearly
all gone home, yet many persons stood
on the neighboring corners until a much
later hour discussing tho affair, as may be
readily imagined In connection with such
a terrible sensation as the killing ot two
men and tho wouuding of eleven others
by the militia.

The military until 3:30 a. m. numbered
less than luo men against hundreds of
men crowded into or about tho Court-
house. The smali band kept up a doter-
'mined front for twelve or fifteen hours.
Finally, when the First Regiment from
Cincinnati and two companies of the
Fourteenth at Columbus arrived, about
2:30 a. m,, s square was formed by tho
men Of the Fourteenth, and escorted by
the 1 irst, tho line of march for the cars
was taken up, tho negro being in the '
square.

The prisoner was in tho Courthouse j
about twelve hours, the oilicers not dar-
ing to attempt to return him to jailalter i
the sentouco had been passed. Just beiore
tho troops left tho death of G. W. John-
son, or "Mac" Johnson, was announced,
making three dead. He lived at Kyies,
Hutler County, Ohio.

Frank Niederbouse, aged 70, who was
shot in luo leg and suffered amputation,
cannot survive. He was tho only prom-
inent citizen injured. Theodore Ammer-
tnan, aged 22, at lastaccouuts is still in a
critical condition.

The reinlorcements called forby Sheriff
Cook at 1 o'clock yesterday did not arrive
until 3:-'.O o'clock this morning. The
shooting of tho citizens occurred about 7
o'clock. It is only thirty-ume miles to
Washington Courthouse, and itis claimed
that greater promptness on the part of
somebody might have saved loss of life.

Tho prisoner stated to the prison olli-
cials that he is not guilty, but entered tiie
plea of guilty because ho bad been in-
formed that be was to be mobbed. He
was clearly identified by his victim.

Governor McKinley. upon being asked
about the affair said : "The act speaks for
itself. Tho troops were sent to sot in aid
of tho civil authorities, who wero power-
less to quell a mob that was seeking to
overthrow tho law aud its orderly admin-
istration."

Tho Governor says he will not leave
Ohio as long as there is a possibility of
trouble. Ho has cancolied his engage-
ments at Louisville aud Nashville, and
the meeting at New Orleans will depend
upon the developments of to-day.

HIS DEATH-BED.I

SppMa! to the Record-Uniox.
St. Pbtbrbubg, Oct. IS. —It is an-

nounced the condition of the Czar has
perceptibly changed for the worse.
Symptoms of general debility and weak-
ness of tho heart aro more pronounced.

The Czar's physicians have given up
the idea of having him taken Co Corfu.

The Grand Dukes Sergius and Paul,
brothers of the Czar, started for Lividia
to-day. The official dispatch indicating
a sudden change in the Czar's condition
was sent to Darmstadt yesterday and' a
reply received to-day saying the Grand
Duke of Hesse-Darmstadt and the Grand
Duchess Sergius, his sister, had started
lor St. Petersburg. Tho news from Livi-
dia caused consternation in St. Peters-
burg and there is a general feeling the
end may be expected at any day. Con-
sequently great anxiety is experienced
regarding the consequences of tho Czar's
sudden demise.

Physicians in atteudanco hope that tho
climate of the south const of Crimea will
have a beneiicial effect upon the health of
tho Czar.
A.NXIKTV REGARDING HIS CONDITION.

London, Oct. 18.—Anxiety regarding
the health of the Czar was increased to-
day by a dispatch from St. Petersburg
distinctly announcing the condition of tho
Czar has perceptibly changed for tho
worse. An oiiioial messenger at St.
Petersburg on Tuesday, in a special edi-
tion, published the following bulletin,
signed by Professors Leyden, Zacharin,
Popoft 1 and Beljaminotf, "physicians in
attendance on the Czar": "After con-
sultation, we find the disease of thu kid-
neys shows no improvement. His ma-
jesty's strength has diminished."

A correspondent of the British Medical
Journal, telegraphing from Lividia, says
he has seen the Czar's two physicians.
The correspondent adds: "There is no
less cause for anxiety than a fortnight
since, although the Czar sutlers less from
vomiting and headache. His immediate
removal from Lividia would be beneti-
ciai in one .sense, but the Czar's weakness
increases."

CHANGE FOB THE WORSE.
P.\i:i>, Oct. 18.—The statement that the

condition of tho Czar has changed unex-
pectedly for the worse is con tinned by
tho news to this effect which has reached
this city. The Grand Duke Vladimir,
eldest brother of the Czar, and the Ura.id
Duke Alexis, the Russian High Admiral,
second brother of tho Czar, leaves Pans
for St. Petersburg to-night.

APPEARS TO BE DYING. .
Berlin, Oct. is.—The Cologne G

has a dispatch from St. Petersburg stat-
ing that the Czar appears to be (tying.
Ail ihu members of the imperial family
are en route to his bedside. It is reported
that after the reception of the Princess
Aiiz, tho Czarowitch's betrothed, into the
ortuodox church a quiet wedding will
follow. Tho marriage will take place be-
foro November 20tb, on which day tho
great fasts ofthe church begin. The linal
appointment of the Czarowitch as regent
is hourly expected. It is persistently
stated that Pobiendonessoff resigned the
Procuratorsnip oi the Holy Synod a-
week ago, but that his resignation was
not accepted.
