
SHALL ORDINANCES BE ENFORCED ?

One Which Seeks to Restrain Boys
from Vice and Crime.

How Inflnonce Was Used to Prevent

Punishment of i'omhs Who

Had Violated It.

Complaints have often been made that
the po|ice do not do their duty in keeping
boys oil' the streets late at night, alter tne
curfew bell has rung out, and the oflicers
have been severely criticised.

An incident occurred within a week
that may givo citizens an idea of how the
Offieanj are encouraged to do their duty.
Chief of l'olice Drew has determined
that the boys, as well a.s others, shall
obey the ordinances he is sworn to en-
force, and issued ordors to the ollicers to
arrest boys found out late at night.

In accordance with his orders, two boys
\u25a0were arrested about half-past 10 o'clock
and taken to the station. Shortly after-
wards, it is stated, Trustee Kent came
down and asked that tlio boys be released.
Chief Drew having given orders that if
the parents came down and promised that
they would keep their boys oil"the streets
hereafter, tne Night Jailor could releaso
them, but that unless they did so the
boys should be hold over night, the Night
Jailer felt that he could not disobey or-
dors and declined to let them go, where-
upon Kent became angry and said he
"would have the boys out ii it cost him
isoa

Finding, however, that there was but
one way in which they could be released
he went away, returning with the parents
in his hack, who gave the required prom-
ise and the boys were released.

It js difficult to conceive what incentive
an ollicer can bo supposed to have to do
bis lull duty if those «ho make the ordi-
nances are umoug the first to insist on
their being rendered of no ellect. The
ordinance, if proporiy enforced, will re-
move tho boys of this city from training
In the worst school of vice that they can
find. The license given them in this city
in this respect, and which, it is .staled, is
allowed in no other city in the country,
is training up a class of young criminals
to iillour jailsand JStato Prisons. Already
have a large number of boys who have
beeu allowed to run loose at night been
sent to jail aud to tho reform schools,
Onlj' a few days ago a youthful burglar, 11
years old, was caught in tho Phoenix Mill
and held to answer belore the Suporior
Court. It was found that his mother
could do nothing with him, aud he stayed
in tho streets at night uutil he chose to go
homo.

Iho question remains to be faced
6quareiy by tho residents of this city,
whether they wish to be still harassed by
the pilfering and burglaries of gangs of
boys who roam the streets till after mid-
night, aud to help pay the expense* of
their prosecution and conviction, or if
they willadd to the force of public opinion
to encourage ollicers engaged in the per-
formance of their duty, against the influ-
ence of those occupying prominent posi-
tions in the city Government who may
wish to indulge in favoritism on account
of friendship or business interests.

In the meantime, Chief Drew is to bo
commended for his ell'orts to correct a
crying evil, in suppression of which
•very good citizen is interested.

QU ESI ION GP LIABILITY.

One of Great Intorosc Both to Pro-
dncen and shipper*.

A case of some interest, arising out of
the recent strike, was on hearing on Wed-
nesday bo:ore Justice Devine. Sumo
time beforo tho commencement of the
strike tne National Fruit Association
agreed t» purchase from C. A. I'i^k all
the Bartlott poars he had that was of a
certain size, and suitablo lor Eastern
hhipinont, uv to a certain date. This lat-
ter data expired dining tho strike. While
the strike was on Fisk notified the Na-
tional Fruit Association that he had 4'JU
boxes* ol the pears ready to bo delivered
to it.

The association declined to take them j
on tho ground that it could not ship them |
Last on account of the refusal of iho
Strikers to permit iho railroad company :
to move its cars. The fiuit became
worthless on tho hands of Fisk.

lie brought suit against tho association >
to recover from il the damages occasioned |
to him by reason of its refusal to carry
out its contract with him, and for its re-
fusal to accept tho 40u boxes of poars ten-
dered to it by him.

Jho association answered the com-
plaint and adniitled tho contract and iis
relusai to accept the tendered Iruit. It |
also pleaded tho tact that by reason of
the strike it could not ship the fruit Kasi,
as it had intended to do when it entered
into me contract. Fisk, tlio plaintiif, is j
represented by D. K. Alexander ami Isaac
Joseph, and the defendant, the associa-
tion, is represented by L. T. llattield.

The argument on boih sides was quite
exhaustive, Flak's attorneys arguing thai
the strike did not prevent defendant from
receiving the Iruit, while defendant's at- \
tornoy claimed that it was excused by tho ;

law irom performing its contract because
it could not siiip the fruit Last.

At the conclusion of the argument tho
court took tho case under advisement
and will in a iow days decide whether
or not plaintiif is entitled to a judgment
npon the admissions made in lue plead-
ings, 'Ihe point involved is a delicate
one and much interest is manifested in
the case.

Barwick of tho State Wcathor Bureau j
yesterday, "in response to a ictter asking
for information concerning the climatol-
ogy of California*

"in connection," ho remarked, "with i
the good the California Weather service I
is doing for Ihis State, lvbringing its cli- :

mate in statistical form belore tho peopie
of the outside world, and whose reports i
are frequently called for by ietters from i

Eastern people, I would liko to say some- j
thing of this service that is doing such a ;
vast amount of good at so little expense

to this State; and, as ocouomy seems to !

be the watchword of the California people ;
just at present, it will do no harm lo
show how cheaply their weather depart- !
nieut is run.

"This soi vice, although called a State
Weather Service, is so in name ouiy, as it
is really run by the United States De- '
partment of Agriculture [Weather Bu- ',
reau branch), which, through its Director '
at Sacramento, collects and tabulates all I
the meteorological data that can be gath- \u25a0

er-ed from peopie who act as voluntary i
observers, tlie United States Govern men t
furnishing Instruments, to a certain ex- ;

lent. Therefore, iiio only cost of this j
State service to California is that of print- :
ing lite monthly and annual bulletins,
aud during the weekly crop season print- j
in-: the weekly bulletins.

"To show the economy with which the
California Weather Service is run, and
which advertises tho Stato's climatic
features, a simple comparison with other :
States, which appropriate f|l,OiJO to f3,OUU
per year to pay for instruments, flags,
printing, etc., will be sufficiently con- |
vincing.

"California, through its State Agricult- \
ural society, simply elands tho cost of
priming the monthly reports ofthe state
service, our .stato Agricultural Soci- j
oty'a eflicient Secretary has been for
years past wideawake in fostering the
tneteroiogical interests of this state. ItI
needs but to be staled that he has taken
this branch ot the United states Weather :
liureau under iho caro and assistance ol
the society during the past thirteen ,
years. As the annual reports of that so-
ciety willShow, they ara me only reports
in the State lruin which, past records of :
California's climatic features can bo I
gathered.

"Our Stato service compares very I
favorably with those Slates whose Legi-.- 'iaturea have appropriated annually sums j
ranging from --!,iMi to £i,OUO, while this
state has a complete meteorological data, ]
and in as good shape lor comparison, as ;
has tlio Mates of New York", Penusyl- \
Vaoia, .Maryland, Ohio, Michigan, Wig-
cousin, t'regou, liliuois and others which I
havo annual appropriations made and :
provided lor such purposes.

"in tact, the California Weather Serv- !
ice. as managed by iho State Agricult- I
urai Society, is so Halislaelory to tuo peo- i

pie and those whom they elect to make

their laws that efforts twjee made to es-
labiisli tiie California State Weather '
Service, by a law enacted lor that pur- j

, failed of passage.
"To show thai Hie United Siales :

Weatner Bureau Department has not
been remits in its dunes to California as
one of the Stales of this Union, it is but
just to say there has beeu furnished in-
siriiineuts lor observations ranging Irom
one act to Delaware to lii>y-se\ou to j
Texas, which is luc largest .state in tno
I'liini;, while California has been s.ip-
l>iied with s;.\ty sets oi instruments lo
assist in gathering climatic dataoi the
only state in tue I uiari that can boa«,t of
perpetual spring and perpetual auiuuin
within its boundaries, oiv ing lo tho eleva-
tions -above and the distance from the
sea.

TWO VERY ELOQUENT REPUBLICANS.

Turner Hall was tilled last night by
citizens who came to listen to addresses
by Spencer G. Millard, candidate lor
Lieutenant-Governor on the Republican
ticket, and (ieorge A. Knight.

George A. Clark introduced to the au-
dience the President ofthe cveiling; Hon.
R. T. Devlin, who mado brio! remarks.
alluding to the absence ofparade* and the
usual election adjuncts. This campaign
is <mn in which the people of the county
arc engaged in a struggle for sell-protec-
tion. Two year* ago, he said, the nation
was intoxicated by its unexampled pros-
perity, wanted to do better; it wanted a
change—and it got it. The result is that
prosperity has vanished and distress and
huiil tiiucs have taken its place; t he re-
sult of want ot c.mtidouce. There c in bfl
only two groat parties in this country.
A mail may be dissatisfied with both and
wish to liud a new one, bui he will lin.l
himself without many followers among
the ll,uaO,<K)O voters of ihe Nation. Ho
paid ;i high compliment to Mr. blstee,
whoso early iito and struggles wore
passed hort; and who lias itOM a tiali niul
reputation, and also to the three oibor*
Irout this couiuy who are on the ticket.
Ho then Introduced Mr. XliHard.

Mr. Mnhtrd expressed displeasure at.
appearing before tins audience, and said

Hfteaken* on thestiitiip— Mr. Knight. Ho
spoke of the advantages oi the atato, and

lay in thu sue - s>oi the Republican party.
He had cume here to talk of Kopubliuau-
ism to them. [Tremeudous applause.]

i'iiere is no better way to lust Iho SUC-
c< us oi a national fiscal policy titan to try
a chauge. The people wore curious to
try the question, and they did so two
years ;.;;<>. lie thought their curiosity
nail been fully satis tied. Stagnation look
the place of activity, tho tin dinner-pail
of the workmen was laid aside and iho
souphouse took us place. President
Cleveland said the trouble was a silver
pauic, ;iud induced Uougresa to repeal
the Sherman Act. Business did not re-
vive, however.

.Mr. Cochrano had a different theory.
lie said the American people bad been
on a debauch for thirty years; they ha.l
been drunk ou protection.

He took up various
articles affected by the tariff, steel rails,
salt, etc., uud enumerated prices under
both systems, comparing the results.

An American tombstone was good
enough lor him; he wauled no Italian
marble monument. If nnyone wants
foreign statuary, liquors, cigars or any-
thing else, lot them pay a tariffon them,
but the Kepublican party wants a tariff
lor both revenue and protection. It will
send to Congress from this district a man
who fully understands this, and will
labor lor it. It wants no liscal policy
tliat willbo welcomed in Birmingham by
ringing ofbells ami manifestations of joy.
It wants a liscal policy that willbuiid up
and luake prosperous our home indus-
tries.

The Democratic party has laid a heavy
hand upon every industry in this siato—
wool, wines, raisius, fruits, wheat aud
others, it lias passed a bill with which
Wilson, Mills and Grover Cleveland are
dissatisfied and which they denounce.
