who manned one of the smail gunboats that pulled close alongside of the British reet, under
cover of that memorable dense {0z that settled down on New London Harbor where the
British fleet was anchored, and so peppered the enemy with their little six-pound cannonades
ns to drive them trom the harbor. His grandfather, John Bugbey, born A. b. 1751, in
Tolland, Conn., was a veteran ol the Revolution, having served  from the Battle ot Bunker
Hill to the close ot the war, and died at Tolland in 1838, at the age of 87 vears. Iiis twao
younger brothers served In the late War of the Rebellion, the oldest of whiech, George H.
vugbey, was the first man wounded from the State of Connecticut, and now resides at Hart-
ford. I. N. Bugbey. candidate for Sheriff, arrived 1n California the 11itnh day of June. 1849,
having chariered the schooner John Castner incompany h the late James \10(713:011\':
Isral Luce and others in New York, sailing thence to BE: . Santiago, thence crossing
through Mexico to Mazatlan, thence by bark Oiympia to Franecisco. On his arrival
here he immediately engaged in mieing on the North Iork of the American River, five
miles above tolsom, Inthe Spring of 1350 he engaged in mereantile business in comrany

with G. W. Champion, now of Red EBluff. In 1852 he Kept the Monte Christo
Hotel on the Coloma road. In 18353 he commenced the furniture busine on the northeast
corner of Fifth and K streets, in Sacramento. The following yvear he ged in farming
opposite Salisbury’s Station, on the American River, si n miiles east

of Sacramento.

In February, 1856, he built the first frame building in the town of Folsom. In September

foliowing Le was elected Constable of Granite Towrship, and served five years—elections hav-
ing been held annually in those days. The first year after h elected he cleared all of that
section of the country of the horde of robbers, highwayn d burglars that infested that
region. On September 5, 1861, he was elected Steriff of Sacramento County, and took office
in October following, with William M. Hoayx as his Under SheytT: B, B, Redding, bookkeeper;
Jaes Lansing, George A. Putnam, 8. W. Griffith, George €. Haswell, J. B. Saul Leander
Culver, John Harj;er, M. Conley and Ed Christy as Deputies, all of whem have since died
excepiing Hoag and Christy, When the Sanitary Commission was organizea for the rellef oi
the sick and wounded soldlers he (Bugbey) headed the list with a subseription of $500 for the
Sherifl’s office, which was sent East. Bugbey planted and owned both the original Natoma

and Duroe Vineyards, and was the tirst producer of raisins for the market in the United
States. He received three gold medals from the Ntute Fair and two gold wedals from the
Mee ics’ Institute Fair, beside hie received from time to time forty-thres diplomas from the

two I'airs mentioned for the best and most meritorious ext
sisting of wines, brandies, chhampagne and raisins,
