idiot, no insane person, no person convicted
ofany intamous criime, no person hereatter
{ convicted of the embezzlement or misappro-

priation ot publiec money, and no person who
shall not be able to read” the Constitution in
the English language and write his name,
shall ever exercise the privileges of an elector
in this State; provided, that the provisions of
this amendment relavive to an educational
qualification shall not apply to any person
pievented by a physical adisability from com-
plying with its requisitions, nor to any per-
sSon who now has the right to vote, nor toany
person who shall be sixty years of age and
upwards at the time this amendment shall
take ettect.

AMENDMENT NUMBER TWO.
Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 14

than real estate, as native born citizens; pro-
vided, that such aliens owning real estate at
the time of the adoption of this amendment
may remain such owners; and provided fur-
ther, that the Legislature may, by statute,
provide for the disposition of real estate which
shall hereafler be acquired by such aliens by
descent or devise.

AMENDMENT NUMBER FiIVE.
Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 17.

A resolution proposing to the people of the
State of Calitornin an amendiment to Sec-
tion 7, Article XI,, of the Constitution of
the State of California.

Section 7. City and county governments
may be merged and consolidated into one
municipal government with one set of otfi-
cers, and may be incorporated under general
laws providing for the incorporation and or-
ganization ol corporations for municipal pur-
poses.

vears, whose turn of oflfice shal be for four
years, whosedu ty it shall be to equalize the
valuation of the taxabie property in the
several countles of ihe State for the purpose
ol waxation. The Controller ot State shail be
ex officio u member of the board. The Boards
ot Supervisors of the several counties of the
sState shall constitute Boards of kqualization
for their respective counties, whose duty it
shall be to equalize the valuation of the tax-
able property in the county for the purpose of
taxauon; provided, such State and County
Boards of Equalization are hereby authorized
and empowered, under such rules of notice as
the county boards may prescribe as to the
county assessments, and under such rules ot
notice as the State Board may prescribe as to
the action of the State Board, to increase or
lower the euntire assessment roll, or any as-
sessment contained therein, so as to equalize

| the assessment of the property contained in

said assessment roll, and make the assess-
ment conform to the true value in money of
the property contained in sald roll; provided,
that no Board of kqualization shail raise any
mortgage, deed of trust, contract or other
obligaiion by which a debt is secured, money,
The
State Board of kKqualization elected in 1894
shall continue in office until their suceessors,
as herein provided for, shall be elected and
shall quality.

AMENDMENT NUMBER SEVEN,
Senate Constitutioral Amendment No. 16,

A resolution to propose to the people of the
State of California an amendment to Ar-
ticle XIII. of the Constitution, Section 1, in
relation to revenue and taxation.

Section 1. All property In this State, not ex-
empt under the laws of the United States,
shall be taxed in proportion to its value, to be
ascertained as provided by law, The word
“property,” as used in this articleand section,
is hereby declared to include moneys, credits,
bonds, stocks, dues, franchises, and uil other
matters and things, real, personal and mixed,
capable of private ownership; provided, that
property used for free public librariesand free
museums, growing crops, proverty used ex-
clusively tor public schools, and such as may
belong to the United States, this State, or to
any county or munieipal corporation within
this State, shall be exempt from taxation.
The Legislature may provide, except in case
of credits secured by mrortgage or trust deed,
for a deduction from credits of deots due to
bona fide residents of this State. $

AMENDMENT NUMBER EIGHT.
Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 31

A resclution to propose to the people ot the
State of California an amendment to See-
tion 7 of Article IX, of the Constitution of
the State of California, by increasing the
number of members constituting the State
Board of Education by adding thereto
the President and Professor ot Pedagogics of
the University of California.

Section 7. The Governor, the Superintend-
ent of Pablic Instruction, the President of the
University of California, and the Protessor of
Pedagogzy therein, and the Principals of the
State Normal Schools, shall constitute the
State Board of Education, and shall compile,
or cause to be compiled, and adopt, a uniform
series of text-books for use in the common
schools throughout the State. The State Board
may cause such text-books, when adopted, to
be printed and published by the Superintend-
eut of State Printing, at the State Printing
Office, and when so_printed and published, to
be distributed and sold at the cost price of
vrinting, publishing and distribating the
same. The text-bOOES SO adopted shall con-
tinue io use not less than four years, and sald
State Board shall pertorm such other duties
as may be prescribed by law. The Legisiature
shall provide for & soud of Education in
each eounty in the State. -The County Super-
intendents and the County Boards of Educa~
tion shall have control of the examination of

teachers and the gmutlng of teachers’ certifi-
cates within their respective jurisdictions.

AMENDMENT NUMBER NINE.
Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 20.

An Act to submit to the people of the State of
California an amendment to Section 23 of
Article IV, of the Constitution of the State
of California. B
Section 23. The members of the Legisla-

ture suall receive, in full payment for their
services, the sum of one thousand ($1,000)
dollars, and mileage not to exceed ten cents
per mile, and for contingent expenses not to
exceed twenty-tive doilurs for each session, 1o
be paid out ot the public treasury. No in-
crease in compensation or mileage shall take
effect during the term for which the members
of either house  shall have been electéd, and
the ray of no attache shall be increased after
he 1s elected or appointed,

Now, therefore, pursuant to the provisions
of the Constitution and an Act oi the Legisla~
ture entitled “An Act to provide for the sub-
mission of proposed amendments to the Con-
stitution of the State of California to the
quullfied electors for their approval,” ap-
proved March 7, A. D, 1583, viz;

‘‘Section 1. Whenever the Legislature shall
ropose an amendment or amendments to the
onstitution of the State, which amendment

Oor amendments shail have been passed in the
manner and iorm required by Section 1 of
Article X VIII. of the Constitution, and no
other mode is provided by law for the sub-
mission of such amendment or amendments
1o the people for their approval, it shall be
the duty of the Governor toadvertise such
proposed amendment or amendments in at
least tour newspapers of general circulation
in this State, for turee months next preceding
the next general election. One of said news-
papers must be published at the clty of Saera-
mento and two at the city of San Francisco:
and in issuing his proclamation for an elec-
tion at which any amendment or amend-
ments to the Constitution are to be voted
upon, he shall include such amendment or
ameudments therein, and he shall designate
them by numbers, in the order in which they
have been proposed.”

Each amendment shall be voted upon sepa-
rately from the others, by ballot, at the next
general election, to be held on Tuesday, the
6th day of November, A. D. 1594,

All property in the Stat
not exempt under the laws of the Unite
States, shall be taxed in proportion to its
i value, to be ascertained as provided by
law. The word “property,” as used in
this article and section, is hereby declared
to include moneys, credits, bonds, stocks,
dues, franchises, and ail other matters
and things, real, personal and mixed,
capable of private ownership; provided,
that property used for free public librae
ries and free museuws, growing crops,
property used exclusively for publie
schools, and such as may belong to the
United States, this State, or to any county
| or municipal corporation within this
State, shall be exempt from taxation.
The Legislature may provide, except in
case of credits secured by mortgage or
trust deed, for a deduction from credits

Section 7. The Governor, the Superine
tendeunt of Public Instruction, the Presi=
dent ot the University of California, and
the Professor of Pedagogy therein, and
the Principals of the State Normal
Schools, shall constitute the State Board
of Eduacation, and shall compile, or cause
to be compiled, and adopt, a uniform
series of text-hooks for use in the com-
mon schools throughout the State. The
State Board may cause such text-books,
when adopted, to be printed and pube
lished by the Superintendent of State
Printing, at the State Printing Office, and
when so printed and published to be dise
tribunted and sold at the cost price of
printing, publishing and distributing the
same. 'T'he text-books so adopted shall
continue in use not less than four years,
and said State Board shall perform such
other duties as may be prescribed by law.
The Legislature shall provide for a Board
of Education in each county in the State.
The County Superintendents and the
County Boards of Education shall have
control of the examination of teachers
and the granting of teachers’ certificates
within their respective jurisdictions,

Section 23, The members of the Legis-
lature shall receive, in full payment for
their services, the sum of one thousand
($1,000) dollars, and mileage not to exceed
ten cents per mile, and for contingent ex-
PODSes not 1o exceed iwonty-five dollars,
tor each session, to be paid out of the
public treasury. No imcrease in com-
pensation er mileage shall take eflect
during the term for which the members
of either house shall have been elected,
and the pay of no attache shall be in-
creased after he is elected or appointed.

NOW THEREFORE, Pursuant to *%;
provisions of the Constitution, and
Act of the Legislature entitied ‘*An Act
to provide for the submission of proposed
amendments to the Constitution of the
State of California to the qualified elect-
ors for their approval,” approved March
7, A. D. 1883, viz:

“*Section 1. Whenever the Legislature
shall propose any amendment or amend-
ments to the Constitation of this State,
which amendment or amendments shall
have been passed in the manner and form
required by section one of article sighteen
of the Constitution, and no other mode is
provided by law for the submission of
| such amendment or amendments to the

people for their approval, it siall be the
duty of the Governor to advertise such
proposed amendment or amendments in
at least four newspapers of gemeral circu-
lation in this State, for three menths next
preceding the next general election. One
of said newspapers must be published at
| the city of Sacramento, and two at the
| eity of San Francisco; and in issuing his
| proclamation for an election at which any

amendment or amendments to the Con-
| stitution are to be voted upon, he shall
| include such amendment or amendments
| therein, and bhe shall designate them by
| numbers, in the order in which they have
been proposed.”
