AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.
Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 8.
A resolution to propose to the people of the

Section 1. Every native male citizen
of tlie United States, every mala cit-
izen who shall have acquired tne

siiail ever exercise the privileges ofan elector
In this provided, that the provisions oi
this amendment relative to an educational
qualification shall not apply to any person
pievented by a physical disability from com-
plying with its requisitions, nor to any per-
son who now lias the right to vote, nor toany
person wno shall be sixty years of age and
lip-ward.-, at the time this amendment shall
take eilect.

AMENDMENT NUMBER TWO.
Senate Constitutional Amendment So. 14.

The Boards
ol Supervisors of ihe several counties of the
State shall constitute Boards ofEqualization
(Ortheir respective counties, whose duty It
shall be to equalize the valuation of the tax-
able property in the county for the purpose of
taxauon; provided, sucli stale aud Couuty
Boards ofEqualization are hereby authorized
and empowered, uuder sucb rules ofnotice as
the county boards may prescribe as to the
county assessments, and under such rules ol
notice as the State Board may prescribe as to
lhe action of the Suite Board, to increase or
lower the entire assessment roll, or any as-
sessment contained therein, so as to equalize
the a- sessment ofthe properly contained in
said assessment roll, and make the assess-
ment conform to the true value in money of
the property contained tn said roll; provided
that no Board of Equalization Shall raise any
mortgage, deed of trust, contract or other
obligation by which a debt is secured, money,
or solvent credits, above its face value. The
State Board ot Equalization elected in 1891
shall continue in office until their suecjssors
as herein provided for, shall oe elected and
shall qualify.

Office, and when so printed and published, to
be distributed and sold at the cost price of
printing, publishing aud distributing thei'
same, lhe text-books so adopted shall con-
tinue in use not less than four years, and said
Stale Board siiail perform such other duties
as may be prescribed by law. The Legislature
shall provide for a Board of Education in
each county in the Stale. The County Super-

AMENDMENT NUMBER NINE.
Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 20.
An Act to submit to the people of the State of

California an amendment to Section _3 of
Article IV.of the Constitution ot tlie State
ofCalifornia.
Section 23. The members of the Legisla-

ture shall receive, iv full payment for iheir
services, the sum of one thousand 1$ 1,000)
dollars, and mileage not to exceed ten cents
per mile, and lor contingent expenses not to
exceed twenty-live dollars for each session, to
be paid out ot the public treasury. No iu-
civaee in eomi>enBation or mileage shall take
effect during the term ior which the members
of either house shall have been elected, and
the pay of no attache shall be increased after
lie is elected or appoiuted.

Now, therefore, pursuant to the provisions
of the Constitution and an Act ot the Legisla-
ture entitled "An Act to provide lor the sub-
mission of prooosed amendments to the Con-
stitution 01 the State of Calitornia to the
qualitied electors for their approval," ap-
proved March 7, a. v. 1&83, viz;

"Section l. Whenever the Legislature shall
propose an amendment or amendments to tlie
(.onstitution ol tue State, wiiich amendment
or amendments shall have been passed in tiie
manner and lorm required by sectiou 1 of
Article XVIILof the Constitution, and no
other mode is provided by law for tbe sub-
mission of such amendment or amendments
to the people for their approval, it shall be
tin duty of the Governor to advertise such
proposed amendment or amendments lv at
least lour newspapers of general circulation
in this State, lor tnree months next preceding
tbe next general election, one of said news-papers must be published at the city of Sacra-
mento and two at tbe city of San Francisco;
and in issuing his proclamation for an elec-
tion at Which any amendment or amend-
ments to the Constitution are to be voted
upon, he shall include such amendment or
amendments therein, aud he shall designate
them by numbers, In the order In which they
have been proposed.''

Each amendment shall be voted upon sepa-
rately from the others, by ballot, at tiie next
general election, to be he"ld on Tuesday, tne
oth day of November, a. d. 1894.

ginning on tbe second day of January,
A. D. 1893, two-thirds ofall tho members
elected to each of the houses of said Leg-
islature voting in favor theroof, proposed
the following described aiuendniouts to
the Constitution of tlie State of Caliiornia,
to wit:

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.
Assembly Constitutional Ameudment

No. 8.

Aresolution to proposo to tbo people ot
the Stale oi Caiilornia an amendment
to the Conatitution of the State, amend-
ing section one of article two thereof,
relative to the right of suifrage.

Section I. Every native male citizen
of the United States, every malo person
who shall have acquired" the rights oi
citizenship under or by virtue of the
Treaty of Queretaro, and every male
naturalized citizen thereof, who shall
have become such ninety days prior to
any election, of the age of twenty-one
years, who shall have beeu resident of
the State one year next preceding the
election, and ot tbe county in which he
claims his vote uinety days, and in the
election precinct thirty days, shall be en-
titled to vote at all elections which are
How or may herealter be authorized by
inwiprovided, no native oi China, no idiot,
no insane person, no porson convicted ol
any infamous crime, no person herealter
convicted of the embezzlement or misap-
propriation of public mouey, and uo por-
son who shall not be tbfe to read tha
Coustitution in the English language and
write his uame, shall ever exorcise tho
privileges of an elector in this State; pro*
aided, that tho provisions of this amend-
ment relative to an educational qualifica-
tion shall not apply to any person pre-
vented by a physical disability from
complying with its requisitions, nor to
any person who now has the right to
vote, uor to any person who shall bo
sixty years of age and upwards at the
time thia amendment shall take ellecL

AMENDMENT NUMBER TWO.
Sonato Constitutional Amendment No.

11.

Aresolution proposing tojtiie people ofthe
State of Caliiornia an amendment to
section three of article eleven of the
Coustitution of tho State of Caliiornia,
relating to the formation of new coun-
ties.

Section 3. The Legislature, by general
and uuiform laws, may provide for the
formation of new counties; provided,
however, that no new counties shall be
established which shall reduce any
county to a population oi less thau eight
thousaud; nor shall a new county be
formed containing a less population than
live thousand; uor shall auy iiue ihereci
pass withiu live miles ot the county seat
of any county proposed to be divided.
Every county which shall be enlarged or
created from territory taken irom any
other county or counties, shall bo liable
for a just proportion of the existing debts
and liabilities of the county or counties
lrom wnich such territory shall bo takou.

AMENDMENT NUMBER THREE.
Assembly Constitutional Amendment

No. 7.

A resolution proposing an amendment to
tbe Constitution ot tho State of Cali-
fornia, by adding a new section to ar-
ticle thirteen of the said Constitution,
to be numbered section twelve and
three-fourths il'__), relating to revonuo
and taxatiou.

Section I_J. Fruit and nut-bearing trees
under tbe age of four years lrom tne time
of planting in orchard form, and grape-
vines under the age of three years from
the time of planting in vineyard form,
•diall be exempt from taxation, and noth-
ing in this article shall be construed as
subjecting such trees and grapevines to
taxation.

AMENDMENT NUMBER FOUR.
Assembly Coustifu'ional Amendment

No. 18.
A resolution proposing to the people of

the State of California an ameudmeut
to section seveuteeen, article one, of
the Constitutiou of the Stato of Cali-
fornia.

Section 17. Foreigners of the white
race, or of African descent, eligible to be-
come citizens of the United States under
the naturalization laws thereof, while
bona fide residents of this State, shall
havo tho same rights in respect to the
acquisition, possessiou, enjoyment, trans-
mission, and inheritance of all property,
other than real estate, as native born
citizens; provided, that such alieus own-
ing real estate at the time of the
adoption of this amendment may remain
such owners; and provided further, that
the Legislature may, by statute, provide
for the disposition of real estate whicli
shall hereafter be acquired by such alieus
by descent or devise.

AMENDMENT NUMBER FIVE.
Senate Constitutional Amendment

2So. 17.

A resolution proposing to tbe people of
the State of California an amendment
to section scvou, article eleven, of the
Constitution of the State of California,

Section 7. City and county govern-
ments may bo merged and consolidated
into one municipal government, with ono
set of officers, aud may be incorporated
under general laws providing for the in-
corporation and organization of incor-
porations for municipal purposes. The
provisions of this Constitution applica-
ble to cities, and also thoso applicablo to
counties, so far as not inconsistent or pro-
hibited to cities, shall bo applicablo to
such consolidated government.

AMENDMENT NUMBER SIX.
Sennte Constitutional Amendment

No. 7.

Aresolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an ameudmeut
to the Constitution of the state, ameud-
ing section nine of article thirteen
thereot, relative to the election of a
State Board of Equalization.

Section 9. A State Board of Equaliza-
tion, consisting ofono member from each
congressional district iv this State, shall
be elected by tho q uaii tied electors of
their respective districts at the first gen-
eral election to be held after the adoption
of this amendment, and at each general
election every lour years, whoso term of
office shall bo for lour years, whose duty
it shaii be to equalize tho valuation of mo
taxable property in tho several counties
of the State for tho purposes of taxation.
The Controller of Stato shall be ex officio
a member of the Board. Tlie Hoards of
Supervisors of the several couiuies of the
State shall constitute Boards of Equal-
ization for thoir respective counties,
whose duty it shall be to equalize the
valuation of the taxaolo property _q thecounty for tho purpose of taxation; pro-
vided, such State and County Hoards ofEqualization are hereby authorized andempowered, under such rules of notice aa
the County Boards may prescribe as to
tha couuty assessments, and uuder such
rules of notice as the State Board may
prescribe as to the action of the Stale
Board, to iucrease or lower the entire as-
sessment roll, or auy assessment con-tained therein, so as to equalize the as-
sessment of the property contained inaaid assessment roll, and make the as-
sessment conform to tbe true value inmoney of the property contained in said
roll; provided, that no Board of Equal-
ization shaii raise any mortgage, deed of
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trust, contract or other obligation by
which a debt is secured, money, or sol-
vent credits, above its face value. Tha
State Board of Equalization elected in

; eighteen huudred and ninety-four shall
continue in otiice until their successors.

j A resolution to propose to the people of

the State of California au amendment to
article thirteen of the Constitutiou,
section one, in relation to revenue aDd
taxation.
Section 1. All property in the State.

; not exempt under the laws of tbe United; States, shall be taxed in proportion to ita
value, to be ascertained as provided by

i law. The word "property," as used in
| this article and section, is hereby declared
to iuclude moneys, credits, bonds, stocks,
dues, frauchises, and all other matters
and things, real, personal and mixed,
capable of private ownership; provided,
that property used for free public libra-
ries and free museuma, growing crops,
property used exclusively for publio

; schools, and such as may belong to the
I' nited States, this State, or to any county
or municipal corporation within thia
State, shall be exempt from taxation.
Tho Legislature may provide, except in
case of credits secured by mortgage or
trust deed, for a deduction from credita
of debts due to bona fide resideuts of thia
State.

AMENDMENT NUMBER EIGHT.
Assembly Constitutional Amendment

No. 31.
A resolution to propose to the people

of the State of Caliloruia an ameud-
ment to section seven (7) of articlo nine
(IX) of the Constitution of the State of
California, by increasing the number of
members constitutipg the State Board
of Education, by adding thereto tha
President and Professor of Pedagogics
of tho University of Caliloruia.

Section 7. The Governor, the Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction, the Presi-
dent ot the University of California, and
the Professor of Pedagogy thcreiu, and
tho Principals of the "State Normal
Schools, shall constitute the State Board
of Education, and shall compile, or cause
to bo compiled, aud adopt, a uuiform
aeries of text-books for use in the com-

jmou schools throughout the Stato. The
State Board may cause such text-books,
when adopted, to bo printed and pub-
lished by the Superintendent of Stata
Printing, at tlie Stato Printing Office, aud
whon so printed aud published to be dis-
tributed aud sold at tbe cost price of
priuting, publishing and distributing tha
same. The text-books so adopted shall
continue in use uot less than four years,
and said State Board shall perform such
other duties as may be prescribed by law.
The Legislature shall provide for a Board
of Education in each county in the State.
The County Superintendents and the
County Boards of Education shall have
control of the examiuation of teachers
and tho granting of teachers' certiiicatos
withiu their respective jurisdictions.

AMENDMENT NUMBER NINE.
Senate Constitutional Amendment No;

SO.

An Act to submit to the people of the
State of Caiilornia an amendment to
section twenty-three of article four of
the Constitution of tlie State of Cali-
fornia.

Section 23. The members of the Legis-
lature shall receive, in full payment for
tneir services, the sum of ono thousand
($1,000) dollars, aud mileage not to exceed
ten cents per utile, and for contingent ex-
penses not to exceed twenty-tive dollars,
lor each session, to be paid out of tho
public treasury. No increase in com-
pensation or mileage shall take eftect
during the term for which tho members
of either house shall have been elected,
and the pay of no attache shall be in-
creased after ho is elected or appointed.

NOW THEREFORE, Pursuant to tha
provisions of tho Constitution, and an
Actof the Legislature entitled "An Act
to provide for tbe submission of proposed
amendments to the Constitution of tha
Stato of California to tbe qualified elect*
ors for their approval," approved March
7, A. D. 1883, viz:

"Section 1. Whenever tha Legislature
siiail propose aii3r ameudment or amend-
ments to the Constitution of this State,
which amendment or amendments shall
have been passed in the manner and form
required by section one ofarticle eighteen
of the Constitutiou, aud no other mode is
provided by law for the submission of
such amendment or amendments to the
peoplo for their approval, it shall be tha
duty of the Governor to advertise such
proposed amendment or amendments in
at least four newspapers of general circu-
lation in tbis State, for three months next
preceding the next general election. One
of said newspapers must be published at
the city of Sacramento, and two at the
city of San Erancisco; aud in issuiug his
proclamation for an election at which any
ameudment or amendments to th© Con-
stitution aro to be voted upou, ho shall
include such amendment or amendments
therein, and he shall designate them by
numbers, in the order iv which thoy have
been proposed."

The said amendments are submitted to
be separately voted upon by ballot by tha
qualified electors of the State, on
