Facts About that Challenge to Debate
Issues.

The Correspondence Places Mr. Cami-
notti in a Very Unfavorable Light
Before the People.

Inasmuch as Mr. Caminetti has beexﬂ
talking quite glibly about his having |
challenged Mr. Johnson to debate the |
the railroad question with him, and that |
Mr, Johnson had not answered him, or |
had declined, we print the correspond- |
ence that passed between the two gentle- |
men as being self-explanatory of this
much-vannted challenge. Mr. Caminetti,
it will be remembered, has not published
these ietters:

CAMINETTI'S LETTER.
SACRAMENTO, October 23, 1804,

Hon. Grove L. Johnson—DEAR SiR:
Your son having, at a meeting held at
Tracy, San Joaquin County, asserted that
the convention which nominated me was
a railroad convention, in justice to the
gentlemen composing that body I am
compelled to take notice of such an un-
true statement. The fact that they be-
longed to a convention which declared
itself in plain terms on the railroad ques-
tion would be a sufficient answer were it
that you were nominated by a conven-
tion "that failed and neglected to take |
any position whatever on the issue,
though warned by the San Francisco
Chronicle for ten days previous to the
meeting of the Republican State Conven-
tion not to trifie with the people in this
matter,

Baving made this unwarranted attack,
1 respectfully invite you to a jointdiscus-
sion of the railroad issue in all its phases,
including the fanding of the railroad
debt and the ownership by the Govern-
ment of the subsidized roads in case of
non-payment of the amount due the
people.

I will cancel all my engagements in or-
der to meet your convenience.

Hon. F. H. Gould, Chairman of the
Democratic State Central Comuinittee, is
authorized to make all necessary arrange-
ments,

A message addressed to Mr, Gould will
reach me without delay.

MR. JOHNSON’S REPLY.
SACRAMENTO, October 24, 1593,

Hon. A. Caminetti—DEAR SIR: Your
letter, dated Sacramento, Uctober 23, 1804,
was received by me this morning at
Grass Valley. You say in that letter that
nry *‘son having, at a meeting held al
Tracy, San Joaquin County, asserted
that the convention which nominated me |
was a railroad convention, in justice to |
the gentlemen composing that body I
am compelled to take notice ot such an
untrue statement,” and, as a result, tur~
ther on, you state in effect that my son |
having made this, by you termed an un-
warranted attack, you respectfully in-
Vite me to a joint discussion of the rail-
road issue in all its phases, incluading the
funding of the railroad debt, aud the |
ownership by the Government of the
subsidized roads in case of the non-pay-
ment of the amount due the people. |

1n reply, I have to say that [ had made ]
1

fifteen speeches in this campaign up to |
Monday, October 8, 1804, In none of |
of‘these speeches had I referred to you |
personally, or to your record as a mem- |
ber of Congress. I had discussed merely l
the platforms of the various parties.
speech delivered in Sacramento, Septem- |
ber, 19, 1804, was published in the Rec- ;
orp-UNioN of September 20, 1894, and |
all my other speeches were based |
substantially upon the same line. You |
opened the campaign at Angel’s Camp |
with a personal attack upen me, ;
You followed it up with a speech in |
sSacramento, on October 6, 1804, in whieh
you personally assailed me, misrepre-
sented my position, misquoted my |
speech, misstated my sentiments, when |
you bad before you a copy of my speech, |
and knew that you were acting improp- {
erly in so doing. |

In addition you made suech a personal l
assault upon me that you felt compelled
to publish an article in the papers ex- ‘
viaining the langnage you had used in |
regard to myself. You followed thisup |
by making speeches in Mono and Inyo |
Counties, where no doubt ygu thought I
would never bear what you said, by
making direct personal attacks upon me.
You followed this course throughout the
campaign. At every place you have I
spoken you have assailed me. You have
caused to be sent to the newspapers tele- |
grams speaking of your meetings, uud!
lauding you for having exposed, as you |
sard, my duplicity. |

1'his course you have pursued for more |
than i{wo weeks, and now, atthis late |
date, when the campaign is nearly at an |
end, when you know that 1 am adver-
tised to speak for every evening but oue |
to the close of election, you writemea |
lelter finding fault with something that |
my son, and not myself, has said in re- |
gard to you, and basing your challenge
upon that statement autributed thus by
you to my son, you chalienge me to a
joint discussion of a matter which is but
one oi the issues before the peovle of this
State.

Atthe beginning of the campaign, before
you acted 1n the improper manner above
detailed, had you signified your desire to

discuss the political issues of the du_\'é .

ever, I feel that your conduct has been
such as to place you outside of the pale ot
legitimate debate, and I cannot, without
loss of seif-respect, condescend to debate
or discuss any measure with you in
public, !

am informed has already accepted the
challenge you claim to have made to dis-
cuss this railroad question with either
about this so-called challenge by your
him or myseli. Your manner of talking
io me shows that you are apparently iu-
sincere in the matter, because, without
wailing for any reply from me, you go to
Ceourtand, a precinet in Sacramento
County, and cause to be seat a florid tele-
gram to the FEraminer, stating that you
fiad challenged me, and that I had not an-
swered you, when you knew you could
not, at the time you spoke in Courtland,
have received any reply from me to your
letter, because, first, your letter was re-
ceived by me this morning at Grass
Valley, and you knew 1 couid not receive
or answer it before you went to Court-
land; and, secondly, you state in your
letter that I shall communicate with the
Hon. ¥. H. Gould, Chairan of the Dem-
ocratic State Central Committee, and not
with you. It would appear, therefore,
that you were seeking to obtain some ad-
vantage by this challenge before I could
act upon it.

BRANNAN ISLAND.
A Bellef That the Levee Will Sink No
More.

Recently the editor of the Rio Vista
News visited Brannan Island in company
with L. C. Ruble, one of the Trustees,
and together with the other two Trustees,
Judge H. F. Smith of Isleton and Fred
Zeile of San Irancisco, viewed that part
of the island on Seven-Mile Slough
where 600 feet of levee recently sunk out
of sight,

The levee, which was built upon peat,
did not give away with a crash but set-
tled gradually, sinking ten feet in forty-
eight hours., A dredger was at once put
at work throwing in mud, andi together
with straw ahd brush and mud the top of
the levee was kept at high-tide mark un-
til it ceased to settle, then a temporary
levee was thrown up on the inside and a
slight one on the outer edge, which was
ieft standing.

Altogether, if the dirt thrown onto the
levee could have remained above the

| surface that part of the island would to-

day boast of a levee thirty feet high., It
is believed that hard pan has at last been
reached, and that the levee will sink no
more. ;
