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 BIRTE OF NAPOLEOK.

The Date Has Long Been a Matter of
Controversy.

Charges That His Father Falsified the
Record—The Changes His Given

Name Went Throughe.

Professor William M. Sloane begins his
mew “Life of Napoleon’ inthe November
number of The Century. It is profusely
illustrated. The opening chapters give
fuller details of the infancy and youth of
Napoleon than can be found in any other
life. Professor Sloane says:

The trials of poverty made the Buona-
partes most clever and adroit. Suspicions
of shiftiness in small matters were de-
veloped later on, and led to an over close
scrutiny of their acts. The opinion has
mot yet disappeared among reputable
authorities that Nabulione and Napoleone
were one and the saine, born on January
17u8, while Joseph was really the younger,
born on the uate assigned to his dis-
tinguished brother. The earliest docu-
meutary evidence consists of two papers,
onein the archives of the French War
Department, one in those of Ajaccio. The
former is dated 1782, and testifies to the
birth of Nabulione on Jauuary 7, 1768,
and his baptism on January Sth; the lat-
ter is the copy of an original which de-
clares the birtn on January 7uh of Joseph
Nabulion. Neither is decisive, but the
addition of Joseph, with the use of the
two French forms for the name in the
second, destroys much of its value, and
leaves the weight of authority with the
former. The reasonableness of the sus-
picion is further high_bened by the fact
that Napoleon’s certificate of marriage
gives the date of his birth as February
8, 1768. Moreover, in the marriage con-
tract of Joseph, witnesses speak ot him as
born at Ajaccio, not at Corte,

But there are facts of greater weight on
the other side. In the first place, the
documentary evidence is itself of equai
weight, for the archives of the I‘rench
War Department also contain an extract
dated July 21, 1771, from the one erig-
inal baptismal certificale, and this ex-
tract gives the date of Napoleon’s birth
as August 15, 1769, Charles’ application
for the appointment of his two eldest
boys to Brienne has also been tound, and
it contains, according to regulation, still
another copy from the ongx_nal certiti-
cate. Itis dated June 23, 1776, and also
gives what is now g_euen_uly accepted as
the correct date. This guite explodes the
old story that Napoleon’s age was falsi-
fied by his father in order to obtain ad-
mittance for him to the military scaool.
The application was made in 1776 for both
boys, in order to secure admission for
each before the end of his tenth year. It
was the delay of the authoritics 1n grant-
ing the request which after the lapse of
three years or more, made Joseph inelig-
ible. The father could have had no mo-
tive in 1776 to perpetrate a fraud,and after
that date it was impossible, for the papers
were not in his hands. The charge was
made during Napoleon’s lifetime, His
‘brother positively asserted the fact, as it
js now substantially known to be, and

Bourrienne, who had known his Em-
peror as a child of nine, was of the same
opinion. In the walk of life to whicy

]the Bonapartes belonged, the fixity of

names was nol as rigid as it later be-
came. There were three Marie-Annes in
the family first and last, one of whom
was later called Elise.

As to the given name Napoleon, there
is a carious though unimportant confu-
sion. We have already seen the forms
Nabulione, Nabulion, Napoleone, Napo-
leon, Contemporary documents givealso
the form Napoleone, and his marriage
certificate uses Napolione. On the Ven-
dome column stands Napolio, Imp., as if
to recall Neopolus, a sainted martyr, The
irreverent schoolboys of Autun and Bri-
enune gave the nickname ‘‘straw nose’’ —
puille-aunez—to the brothers, The pro-
nunciation, therefore, was probably as
uncertain as the form, Na-paille-au-nez
beiug probably a distortion of Napouil-
lone. The chameleon-like character ot
the name corresponds exactly to the cha-
meleon-like character of the times, the
man, and the lands of his birth and his
adoption. The Corsican nobleand French
royalist was Napoleone di Buonaparte;
the Corsican republican and patriot, who
was always present under the mask, was
Napoleone Buonaparte; the I'rench re-
publican, Napoleon Buonaparte; the vic-
torious Geuneral, Bonaparte: the Emperor,
Napoleon. There was likewise a change
in his handwriting analogous to the
change in his nationality and opinions,
It was probably to conceal a most defect-
ive knowledge of French that the adopt-
ive Frenchman, republican, Consul, and
Emperor abandoued the fairly legiule
hand of his vouth and recurred to the
atrocious one of his childhood, continuing
always to use it after his detinite choice
of a country.

Stormy indeed were his nation and his
birthtimme. He himself said: *I was
born while my country was dying.
Thirty thousand French vomited on our
shores, drowning the throne ofgliberty in
waves of blood—such was the horrid
sight which lirst met my view. 'The cries
of the dying, the groans of the oppressed,
tears of despair, surrounded my cradle at
my birth.”

German Women as Farm ifands,

The utilization of women in Germany
as farm hands, which so many moralists
have considered their duty lo censure,
apparently meets with approval from Dr.
Joseph Krauskopt, the rabbi, for in a let-
ter from Germany to his cougregation he
says: ‘‘Such farm work for women is
neither degrading nor too taxing. They
have pledged to become helpmates to
to their husbands, and they regard it
their duty to lessen the labors of their
fathers, and being physically able to do
their share they regard it wrong to per-
mit the stronger sex to slave themselves
to death while they are idling their time
away at home. Judging from their
happy and healthy looks, they seem to
be none the worse for taking their places
alongside the men folk for the purpose of
honestly earnibg their bread. Had we g
little more practical good sense and less
sentimentality among our women at
home many a woman’s life might be hap-
pier to-day, happier for being more
useful, and many a man’s life would be
spared the necessity of slaving itself to
death to indulge a wife’s or a daughter’s
idleness and luxuries.” — Philadelphia
Record. S5

While on the Road.

Some of the Iron=-Clad Rules a Man-
agor Compels Members of His

Company to Sign.

“The salary of the average plaver,”
says Mr. De Cordova, “‘is put down by an
eminert authority as not more than 1,500
a year, earned during a season of about
thirty weeks. In my opinion this is a
high estimate, for §1,200 would be nearer
the mark. Out of this the actor—and I
use the term to include also the women of
the stage—must provide the clothes worn
in the play, which are often very costiv;
he must make a neat appearance in the
street, defray his hotel bills, pay for sleep-
ing-cars on night journeys (for it is only
in very rare instances that the manager

pays for them) and for the luxury of ag4

parlor car when he can getit, He must

also set aside a certain sum to live on dur-*
ing the long interval of twenty or more#

weeks between seasons.”’

**Janitors’ is the name Mr. De Cordova:
gives to those men who control local thea-:
ters and who “*book” traveling companies’

and get a part of the receip:s.

*“T'he janitor bas an important bearing
on the actor’s condition, which finds its!
expression 1n his playing, and possibly
on his nervous organization. lHe sup-
plies the house, and, in most cases, fur-
nishes quarters for the actors such as no
selt-respecting slave-owner would in the
old days have condemned a slave to oc-
cupy.

**1'or the public nothing is too good;
fine silken draperies hang in the boxes;
soft, comfortable chairs are in the audi-
torium, which is as handsomely and har-

moniously decorated as the architect’s,

scheme and the owner’s purse will ailow.
For the actor, on the other hand, any--
thing is good enough. Instead of silken
draperies, he finds only a tattered curtain

at the window, if, indeed, he find a cur-;
tain at all, or even a window which it

might cover., Instead of soft, comfort-

able chairs, one wooden chair none too,

clean, or a chair minus the back, will be
the only seat, and not infrequently, if he
wishes to sit down, be must do so on the
edge of his trunk. Instead of delicately
tinted walls, he will find dirty walls
which have not been treated even to a
coat of whitewash for years.

**The washing appliances of the actor’s
room, if they are found at all, usually
consist of a small basin with a tap of run-
ning water. Most people would expect
that, as the winter is the theatrical sea-
son and the paints used by the actors are
made with grease, hot water would be at
hand. But this is rarely the case, and in
many instances runping water in the
dressing rooms is unknown. It is not un-
common for actors to refrain from using
the basins, preferring to remove the
‘make up’ as well as possible with vase-
line, and to wait until the hotel is reached
to complete this portion of the toilet. l'in
basins and buckets are not the worst that
I bhave seen ‘on the road,” for once the
water was in dirty, battered, old lard
tins, and basivs bad to be bought by our
manager. 1. S, Wiilard, one of the mo t
popuiar ‘stars’ in the country, has re-
fused to book engagements in several
theaters because of tue tilthy condition
of the dressing rocms,
ot this will be better understood when it
is remembered that Mr, Willard plays
only in the best houses.”

**There is a tension in a theater during
a performance which can be distinctly
felt,” says Mr. De Cordova, *‘and after
the play is over the reaction comes, and
with it the need of repose. How does the
manager satisfy this need, especially
when playing one-night stands? By ar-
ranging to leave by as late a train next
day as possible, one would think. Noth-
ing of the Kkind. For this gentleman
there is usually but one train out of town,
and it leaves at some time about 7 o’clock
in the morning, requiring the calling of
actors at 6 o’clock or earlier. Playing
long pieces, packing after the play, and
the necessary supper reduce the hours of
rest in such a case to six hours or less,
and then follows a jolting journey after
an uncomfortable and hurried meal—a
journey from two to ten hours, and in an
ordinary coach, for the average actor’s
salary does not permit the luxury of a
parlor car.

**All this is bad enough for a man, but
think of the wowman who has to face the
same condition. Bad weather makes no
difference, The journey must be taken.
The street cars do not run all night in the
smaller cities, the station omnibus may
not come, and the actress may have to
walk through rain or snow to the station,
and travel until ber wet clothes dry on
ber. The wonder is that more of them
do not fall ill. Think of her condition if
she become so ill that she cannot proceed
with the com yv. Left behind in a
hotel, generally a cheap one, among
strangers who are not interested in her
welfare, the picture need not be painted
in detail to bring home its disconsolate-

dova says, **deserves notice. The man-
ager carries their tickets,a system for
which various invalid excuses are made,
such as that tickets are notissued fora
company, but an order is made out for a
certain number of people to travel be-
tween certain points, and that the actors
may lose their tickets if they have them.
T'he consequence is that, when the con-
ductor comes in, the actor has to explain
who he is, or not infrequently the man-
ager accompanies the conductor, and with
outstretched finger and in loud tones he
points out the members of the company,
thus: ‘That’s one; there’s another,” and
so on, while the other travelers stare at
those who are thus indicated. A mere
detail, some people will say. Perhaps—
but it is just such detaiis of our lives that
irritate,

“But it is not only in such things that
the manager shows his lack of considera-
tion for the actor. The rules he makes
and compels the actor to sign are simply
insulting. Here are some, which are
copied from a contract and are in general
use:

‘*‘Any person employed in this com-
pany acting improperly, talking loudly,
or using language calculated to produce
a quarrel, shall forfeit $5, and be liable
to be discharged at the option of the man-
ager,

_**The manager reserves to himself the
right to discharge from the company all
persons who shall be guilty of conduct
unbecoming ladies or gentlemean, and
calculated to bring disrepute to this or-
ganization; also all who shall conspire
against the interests of the manager, de-
fame the members of the company, make
public the private affairs of the concern,
or by other conduct manifest a disposi-
tion to throw obstacles in the way of the
management,

***Any new rale which shall be found
necessary shall be considered part of
these rules and regulations,’ ”?

This the actor has to sign or lose his
situation.

THE OLDEST WATERING PLACE.

Near Rome, and Used Before the Days
of Rome’s Greatness,

_ The oldest watering place in the world
is within a five hours’ carriage drive
from Rome, and is situated on the Lake
ot Bracciano, celebrated for the castle
which bears its name, and now the prop-
erty of the Odescalchi family. Close to
the castle is a liitle hamlet, called Vica-
rello, supposed te have taken its nameo
from Vicus Aurelii, and remarkable for
the ruins of an imperial villa, attributed
to Trajan. It is also known tor its min-
eral waters, once calied Aquse Auraliwe,
but now called by their primitive name
of Aqu:e Apollinarwe, of the Antonine
Itinerary. It was not till the year 1852
that the real name of the waters was
known, and this is how it took place:

Some workmen were employed in ex-
cavating the ground for the foundations
of a new establishment, when they came
upon a reservoir full of mineral waters,
which were covered by a vault-of Etrus-
can workmanship. This vault was im-
mediately removed and the water
pumped out. This done, it was observed
that the bottom of the reservoir was oceu-
pied by a dense mass of gold, silver,
bronze and other metallic coins, etc.

Fortunately, every precaution was
taken to remove these coins, ete., in the
order in which they were found, and up-
ward of a ton in weight of these coins,
ete., were thus extracted. I'he upper layer
consisted of coins bearing the etiigy of
the Roman Emperors up to Trajan; un-
der these came more ancient types of
coins, and underneath these came those
massive coins known as aes grave sig-
natum,

I'inally came a siratum of aes rude, a
kind of copper dice, such as were first
used as exchange in the beginning of the
history of money; and the place occu-
pied by the aes rude gave evidence of

j an epoch prior to the first civilization

of Etruria. I mustadd that, even under
this most ancient layer of aes rude,
there were still earlier votive offerings
in vhe form of flint implements, Here
then was a bgthing establishment dating
back to centuries before the foundation of
Rome, and the baths still in so perfect a
state that not one of their otferings bhad
been displaced.

These successive deposits of coins and
other objects represented the ofterings of
those who drank or those who bathed in
the waters. They were called stipw, and
were offered as much to solicit the naiads
for recovery as to thank them after re-
covery. During Emperor Augustus’
illness every order of the people threw
stipse yearly in the Curtius Lake, to be-
seech for Augustus’ health (**Omnes or-
dines in lacum Curtii guotannis pro
salute eius stipem jaciebant”’),—E, D.
Berry in Atalanta.
