Important Expression of Opinion

From Attorney-General Olney

AS TO THE RIGHT OF RECEIVERS TO

DISCHARGE THEM.

The Constitution and Rules ot the

Order Calculated to Prevent Rather

Than Inaugurate Ilasty Strikes—Or-

ganized Labor tho Only Safeguard

of the Worklneman in Ilii- Dealings

With Organized Capital.

Philaukli'llla, Nov. B.—The contro-
Tersy between the receivers of the Head-
ing Railroad Company and such em-
ployes as are members of the Brother-
hood of Railway Trainmen has prompted
an expression ofopinion from Attorney-

General Ulney in the form of a letter to
Judge Dallas of the United States Cir-
cuit Court, before whom the case is pend-
ing. The difficulty between the two or-
ganizations reached a crisis on August

l">th last, when General Superintendent
fSweigard summoned before him eleveu
employes and notified them they should
abandon the brotherhood as a condition
ofretaining their places with the railroad
company. Vigorous protests were made
against this alternative and the brother-
hood ureed the receivers to withdraw it,
but inanswer the receivers on Septem-
ber 7th wrote: "The policy of this com-
pany is well known to be that it will not

consent that persons in its service shall
owe allegiance to other organizations j
which may make claims upon them
which are incompatible with tbeir duties
to their employers. This position whs j
taken advisedly and we have no inten-
tion ofdeparting from it,"

Attorney-General <_>luey's letter is an
exhaustive discussion Qf the questions
presented, and he reviews the various
problems and consistent solutions to be
applied in every aspect. In substance
he holds that labor unorganized is prac-
tically powerless; that iv a combination
such as this lies the only saleguard of
the workingmeu iv his dealings witli
organized capital, and that his right to
bolong to such a union—beneficial in
intent and purpose—i* a legal right
which he ran noi be deprived of. The
letter is as follows:

"Suggestions respecting the questions
raised by the petitions ot Hymas, Ryley,
and other members of r,he Brotherhood
of Railway Trainmen, the penuency of
this petition haviaig been incidentally
brought to my attention, the issues
raised imuressed me as *fgreat gravity
and importance, not only as between
the parties immediately concerned, but
•as regards the country at large, in that
view—in which 1 could not doubt the
court would share it—it seemed to me
that the court would not object to a brief
discussion of the ciwe from a public point
of view merely^'aiui uniulluenced by the
wishe* and interests of the particular
litigants before, it. Upon this suggestion
being made to the court, it was at once
cordially assented to. The considera-
tions following therefore are submitted
by me as amiau curia merely, and by
express leave• of the court.

'•1 irst—The material facts may be
brielly stated. The petitioner's are mem-
bers of the Brotherhood of Railway
Trainmen. Some of them have been
members for seven or eight years, have
each year paid annual dues aud assess-
ments, which now amount to consider-
able sums of money, and by continuing
their membership will, in case of death
or permanent disability, become entitled
by themselves or their representatives to
large pecuniary payments from the funds
of tho brotherhood. On the other hand,
by ceasing to be members they lose all
benefit from the assessments and dues
already paid and forfeit all claims on the
urotherhood'treasury. The constitution
and rules of the brotherhood and of the
subordinate lodges are belore the court as
a part of the petition. No controversy or
antagonism has ever arisen or existed be- '
tween the Reading Railroad and any i
members as such members. As it is
claimed that the Reading Railroad has for
some years adopted the rule tuat it would
not have in its service any member
of a labor organization, it is a rule
\u25a0which h;is not been uniformly or in-
variably acted upon, since there has
been a Philadelphia lodge of the brother-
hood on the Reading line for nearly
eight years, and its existence cannot have
been unknown to the Readiug officials.
What has now happened and what has
led to the present petition is this: The
J Leading officers have notified the mem-
bers of the Brotherhood on its lines that
unless they cease to be such members
they will be discharged from their pres-
ent employment on or before October
Mil. The receivers make no complaint
Of the manner in which the Brotherhood
employes discharge their respective
duties. The notice has been given simply
1 ieeause such employes are members of
the Brotherhood, as is conclusively
sliown by a telegram received by Grand
Master Wilkinson iv reply to his re-
monstrance against the course proposed
to be taken. Thus, if the receivers are
right, aud their rule is to prevail that
membership of the Brotherhood by and
ot itself incapacitates for services on the
road", it is respectfully submitted that the
receivers are wrong, and that the action
proposed by them ought to to be sanc-
tioned by the court.

"Seeoud—lt will help to make plain i
the precise question before tho court to
note the opening words of the telegram
to Mr. Wilkinson: 'The policy of the
company is well known to be,' etc. Mr.
Harris, who signs the telegram, both as
President and receiver, evidently forgets
that the company is no louger in control;
that it can have no present policy on the
subject, and that what its past policy was
is of slight consequence. The Readiug
Railroad being now in the hands of re-
ceivers, the receivers and the employes
of the company are officers of the court.
The court, therelore, and not the com-
pany is the employer of all the persons
engaged in the operations of the road.
The present policy of the court, and not
the past policy of the company, is the
material thing to be considered, and
hence the precise question is, Will the
court now lay down the rule that mem- !
bers of tho Brotherhood of Railway
Trainmen shall, because they are such I
members, be discharged from the service
ofihe road?

"Third—The Court, it is admitted,
ought not and cannot lay down any sui-h
rule on the ground that until either i : -poses and objects of tbe brotherhood or
the meant* by which they are obtained |
are shown to be illegal.

"The general purposes and objects of the
brotherhood are stated in tne preamble to
the constitution as follows: 'To unite
tue railway trainmen; to promote the;r
geueral welfare and advance their inter-
ests socially aud intellectually; to protect;
their families by the exercise of a sys- j

teniatic beuevolent society, needful in aj
calling so hazardous as ours, this fraler- |
pity has been organized; persuaded that
tt is for the interests of both our mem-
bers aud their employers that a good
understanding should at all times exist j
between the two, it will be the constant
endeavor ofthis order to establish mutual
confidence and create and maintain har-!
snouious relations.' Such are the aims 1

and purposes of the Brotherhood of Kail-
way Trainmen.

"Certainly these objects must be re-
garded as laudable in the highest degree,
and as deserving the approbation and
support or every good citizen. These are,
indeed, practically tbe same as those for
which the workiug people are expressly
authorized to incorporate themselves by
Act of Congress, the statutory descrip-
tion of such objects being lor tho purpose
of aiding its members to become more
skillful aud efficient workers, the pro-
motion of their general intelligence, the
elevation of their character, the regula-
tion of their wagos aud their hours and
condition of labor, the protection of their
individual rights in the prosecution of
their trade or trades, tho raising oi" funds
for the benefit of death, disabled or un-
employed members or the families of tie-
ceased members, or for such other object
or objects fur which working people may
lawfully combine, having iv view their
mutual protection or beuetit.

"if the means to these praiseworthy
ends be now examined, tiiere is nothing
in them to which the most captious critic
can objoct, except the provisions made
lor strikes, it is well to note thr.t oveu
these provisions are of an eminently
conservative character; that great care is
taken to guard against the abuse of a
weapon which is a two-ed^ed sword and
generally proves as damaging to thoso
who use as to those against whom it is
used. Thus by the broiherhood consti-
tution and rules a strike does not take
effect until approved, tirst, by the Local
Grievance Committee; second, by too
General Grievance Committee; third, by
a Hoard of Adjustment, and fourth, by
the Grand Master, with lho consent of
two-thirds of the memben involved,
while striking or inciting to strike, ox-
cept in accordance with the above rules,
is punished by expulsion Irom the broth-
erhood.

'•Neither tho less among the moans of
accomplishing the ends of the brother-
hood is the bringing about of a strike.
As what a strike is is not defined by
tbe brotherhood constitution and rules,
its precise nature must bo determined by
the court; and as the brotherhood is en-
titled to the ordinary presumption of
lawfulness lor its methods, as well as Us
objects, until the contrary is shown, tho
court williioid tho thins; tornied strike in
the brotherhood constitution and ruies to
be something lavvlui, unless tliore cannot
be such a thing as a lawful strike.

"But whatever may be the customary
or probable incidents of accomplishments
Of a strike, it cannot be ruled tiiat ih>:re is
no such thing a legal strike; that every
strike must be unlawful. ihe nucessary
elements of a strike are only three
known: (1) The quitting of work (2) by
concert between two or more (8j simulta-
neous and of themselves involve no laini.
of illegality. A strike becomes illegal
when to these necessary features are
added others, such as malicious iutent, fol-
lowed by a cruel injury, intimidating,
violence, the creation of public nuisance,
or a breacli of the peace of any sort.

"But it is not necessary to elaborate the
proposition that a strike is not necessarily
unlawiul, since it is emphatically sus-
taiued by the recent decision of tho Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals in the Farmers'
Loan aud Trust Company vs. the Nor-
thern Pacific Railroad Company, just
decided in Chicago, aud itis hardiy neces-
sary to uoint out that the attending cir-
cumstances which often make strikes
unlawful are none of them provided for
by the brotherhood constitution and
rules, and cannot, therefore, be assumed
to be necessary iucideuts of auy strike
occurring pursuant to them.
"If the rule that a member of the

Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen shall
not work on the Reading Railroad cannot
be justified because of anything inher-
ently unlawful iv tho constitution aud
rules of the brotherhood, the only re-
maining ground on which it can be de-
feuded is that of business expediency.• • • It is conceiving, though the
spectacle would be a curious one, that a
Court of the United States may, on busi-
ness grounds, refuse employment to per-
sons lor no other reasons than their mem-
bership of au association whose purposes
tbe laws of the United States exuressiy
sanction. But it is safe to say thai me
eombinatiou of business policy impelling
the Court to the course suggested should
be of the clearest aud most cogent charac-
ter, and that the questiou presented is
one which the Court will recoguize as of
the greatest interest and importance. .

"In considering the question of the
business expediency of the employment
of brotherhood men, such objectiou as
there is to it must arise from the fact that
under its constitution and ruies the em-
ployes may eugage iv a strike with all
the natural and possible incidents aud
consequences. It can hardly De denied
that otherwise the broiherhood organiza-
tion is not only not objectionable, but is
salutary in its operation both au regards
the employes and employers. It should
be remeuiuered, iv the lirst place, that the
risks of a strike are not obviated by ex-
cluding the members of the brotherhood
from the receivers' service. Men, deem-
ing themselves aggrieved and seeking re-
liefor redress, though not associated in
any formal way or for any general pur-
pose, may easily unite for the siugie pur-
pose of a strike. Iv that view, "the
brothorhood constitution and rules may
well be regarded as operating in restraint
of strikes. By compelling the question
of strike or no strike to be acted upou
affirmatively by four or five ditlerent in-
dependent tribunals, they certainly tend
to prohibit a strike that is rash or reck-
less, or for other than weighty cause.
:; \u25a0•* * While, therelore, under the
circumstances of the present ease, the
possible evidence of a strike would seem
to be minimized, it shouid not bo forgot-
ten, in the second place, that the re-
ceivers' proposed remedy, to wit: a rule
excluding or discharging from service
auy all members of the brotherhood, is
itself open to serious objections ana
disadvantages.

"When treatment so apparently un-
fair and discriminating is administered
through tho instrumentality of a Court,
the resultiug discontent and resentment
of employes are iuevitably intensified,
becauso the law itself seems to have got
wrong, and in some manner to have
taken sides agaiust them. Thus the
mischiefs appreheuded from member-
ship in thb brotherhood by the receivers'
employes lie wholly in the future, aud
are as small as is possible iv iho nature
of thiugs.while the mischieis to rise from
enforcing the receivers' proposed rule
are real aud immediate. Whether and
how far this may be regarded as ofisei-
ting one another need not be discussed.
The rejection of the proposed rule uiay
reasonably be expected to be attended
with such substantial advantages that the
court can hardly hesitate as to the course
which sound business policy dictates.

"Not the least of such advantages is the
avoidance of the necessity iuvidiousness
of illegal position that a man shall go
without work unless he will give up a
legal right, a right he may properly deem
essential to his safety and welfare.

No better mode for the settlement of
contests between capital and labor has
yet been devised or tried than arbitra-
tion, and arbitration as a mode of settling
difficulties between capital and labor
must necessarily be applied in the course
ol the receivership and arbitration ivits
best ami most effective form. The court,
by appointing receivers, constitutes itself
not only an employer of labor, but the
arbitrator of all disputes between it aud
the receivers, who may justlybe regarded
as representatives of capital. Itoccupies
the capacity of employer aud arbitrator
naturally and inevitably. Itis an arbi-
trator whose wisdom aud impartiality
certainly should be and must be assumed
to be beyond suspicion. It is an arbi-
trator with whom both parties have rea-
son to be satisfied, both from its charac-
ter and its ability to make its award
effective, and might well be expected to
nirnish, suouid circumstances permit or
require, a conspicuous object lesson
illustrative of the value of the arbitration
principle.

"Ivshort, the question being whether
business policy requires the court to ap-
prove the rule that a member of the

Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen is
'.:\u25a0(<> ineligible as an employe of the

receivers of tho Reading Railroad, an
officer of the court, the concluding con-
siderations may be summed up as fol-
lows:

"First—The rule is of doubtful value as i
a preventivoof strikes, because it leaves
employes to act upon impulse and from
passion, and (reed from the restraints of
the brotherhood regulations.

"Second-The rule is of doubtful value
when the court is the real employer, boih
from the reluctance of tho employed to
defy ttie court's authority, and from tho

i power of the latter to speedily and sum-
marily vindicate it.

"Third—The rule is of positively injuri-
I ous tendency in the dissatisfaction
and discontent engendered among em-
ployes by the denial to them ofrights en-
joyed by citizens generally and deemed j
necessary for thuir comfort and security

"Fourth—The repudiation of tho rule,
| on the other hand, lias tho positive merit
joftending to secure for the service the
good will 01 employes, and thus promot-
ing its efficiency; of recognising tho real
conditions of the capital and labor prob-

| leni, and the fact that labor both has tho
right to organize and is organized; of il-

i lustrating the work, under most favor-
| able auspices, of the principle of arbitra-
tion as the means of adjusting the differ-

| euces between capital and labor; of de-
j monstrating that there is not one law for

; one class of the community and another]
j for another, but the same for ail, and of

] thus tendiug to preserve for tho law and i
j for the judiciary by which it is ailtniais- j
j tered, that general respect and coniidence 'j which have always been a marked char-
jacteristic as well as excellence of our in-
stitutions. KiCHAUD OI.NET."

I'ASSENGKU ASSOCIATION.
Another ElFort to bo Made to Revive

tho Trattscontluentol Body*
CHICAGO, Nov. 8.—Another effort will

be made to revive the Transcontinental
j Passenger Association, ami the meeting
for that purpose may be held in Chicago
on November liith, although the date is
not certain. The Southern I'acilic is, as

j before, tho principal mover in the scheme,
jand it is understood that it will make
considerable concessions to the direct
California lines to induce them to enter
the association. These concessions must
be of a very tangible sort to get the
Atchiaon luto any plan for the reorganiza-
tion of tne association. This road is not
at the present time in a position to enter
into any association obligations, nor will
it bo until the present troubles between
the stockholders are linally adjusted.
The Union Pacific, too, has" objections,
aud they will take somo tune to remove.
Altogether the prospects for the revival of
the association are not better than at tho
time wneu tho Southern l'aciiic tried to
warui itiuto lifetwo months ago.

Ul^llOl* BCATZ.

He Tenders His Uowlunsflon to tho See
of Denver*

Dknvkk, Nov. B.—Bishop Matz of this
dioceso has tendered his resignation to
the Holy Father with a request that it bo
accepted as soon as possible. The Hishop
could not be seen to-night to tind out tho
cause of his resiguatiou, but his Private
Secretary gave the following to tho Asso-
ciated Press late to-night:

"in the absence of tho Vicar-Geueral, I
am authorized by the Right Rev. Bishop
Matz to announce through the press to

! the Catholic clergy and iaiuty ol the dio-
cese the fact that he has sent on to tho
Holy Father his resignation to the See of
Denver, with the request that his holiness
would graciously accept it as soon as pos-
sible. The Bishop considers it necessaiy
to taiie this somewhat unusual course in
order to forestall inaccurate aud mislead-
ing reports which, may find thoir way
into tne press."

An Overdue Steamship.

New Yokk, Nov. B.—lnquiries made
by the Associated Press at the office of
the American Line Steamship shows that
the officers of that company do not feel
anxious about tue salety of the steamer
Rhynlaud, of that line, which, according
to a seusatioual story published here, is
now six days overdue on her voyage
from this port to Antwerp. Under the
most favorable conditions of weather, the
officers of the American Jine add that tho
Rhyuland could not have reached her
destiuation before Monday or Tuesday
last, and in such weather as has been re-
ported on the Atlantic the cteamer would
have gone at a greatly reduced speed.
The Rhydlaud had on board about ISU
passengers.

Drought Sufferers In Nebraska.
Omaha, Nov. B.—A special to the

Omaha Bee from Lincoln, Neb., says:
The Nebraska Rolief Commission, ap-
pointed by the Governor to arrange aid
for the drought sufferers in Western Ne-
braska couuties, organized to-daj-. The
main point to which the commission de-
sires to attract attention is the systematic
collection of relief at as early a moment
as possible. The Secretary says that ho
has proceeded on the plan of districting
the State and dividing the territor}' re-
gardless of religious denominations. In
his opinion every locality should bo
promptly divided amongcharitable work-
ers, that the work may proceed with ex-
pedition.

Attempt to Ban a Town.
WhEBUOTG (W. Va.), Nov. B.—A das-

tardly attempt was made last night by
some unknown parties to destroy Ad-
dison, the county seat ofWebster County,
by tire. The town was set an re in several
places, aud before the Deople could bo
aroused aud the tires put out tho opera
house, D. M. Miller A: Co's store and tho
postotlice were consumed, the loss being
very heavy, with but little insurance. As
Addison is in the interior, only meagre
particulars can be obtained.

Craig Committed Xo Offense.
Washington, Nov. s. — The Civil

Service Commissioners have received an
opinion from Attorney-General olney
regarding the complaint of Lee 1). Craig
of soliciting campaign funds from em-
ployes in the San Francisco Customs
office. Itis the opinion of the Attorney-
General the offense alleged does not come
within the civil service law, and Craig
was in no sense an employe ofthe Gov-
ernment.

CATTLE >OL DISEASED.

Hamburg Shippers Indignant at the
Action ol Prussian uilicials.

Berlin, Nov. S.—lt has come to the
knowledge oftho United States Embassy
that the pretense that the prohibition
against the landing of American caitle in
Germany was based on sanitary reasons
is without foundation, it appears that
tho Hamburg sanitary authorities passed
two cargoes of the cattle in question as
healthy, and thereupon Prussian sani-
tary officers wore ordered to Hamburg
and subsequently announced that toe
cattle were aiilicied with Texas fever.

The cattle-shippers of Hamburg are in-
dignant at the action of tho Prussian au-
thorities, as they have recently built four
cattle steamers for tho American service,
and these have been rendered useless by
the prohibitory orders recently issued.

Revolution In Rio Grande do Sul.
Rio Janeiro, Nov. B.—The revolution

continues in Rio Grande do Sui, and dur-
ing tho last week tho revolutionists
seemed to bo gaining ground. They cap-
tured Santa Ana, Santo Christo and S;»n
Mateo. Thoy succeeded in capturing a
lot of arms, anil the garrisons at tiieso
places all joined them. It is now re-
ported that a conspiracy exists among the
ships of tne fleet to go over to the rebels,
ana several changes in commanders have
taken place to avoid this, but the rebels
claim all this is useless, and it is not
oliicers on whom they count, but the
sailors and marines, and they claim, to be
sure they will have three as good ships
as are in the navy on their side, if tho
revolution continues alter November.

Collma Volcano U Active Eruption.

City ok Mkxico, Nov. S.—The volcano
of Colima is in active eruption and the
people in the immediate vicinity are
greatly alarmed, as streams of lava are
pouriug down the sides of the mountain,
the Uames being visible for many miles.
They have abandoned their homes.

Police headquarters in this city report
a total of lilteen deaths as the result of
Friday's earthquake and the subsequent
eruption.
