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HOPE FOR CALIFORNIA FRUIT MEN.

Compressed Air and Carbonic Gas as
Preservatives.

Now Processes for Shipping Which
May Effect a Great Saving to

the Producers.

Some weeks since the Recorp-UxtoN
referred to the shipment from this city of

a consignment of green fruit in a car
fitted up at the Southern Pacific shops |

here for trying the experiment of pre-
serving fruit while en route to the Kast
by the substitution of natural carbonic
acid gas for refrigeration. The experi-

ment was reported to have been very sat- |

isfactory.

The idea is this: This gas entirely sus-
pends all organic life, and by forcing the
air out of an air-tight fruit car and filling
the sawne with carbonic acid gas all decay
is at once arrested, and it is claimed that

the fruit leaves the car in exactly the

same condition as it was in when packed.
If under-ripe when shipped the process
of ripening will not be resumed until
after the car Is opened atthe end of its
journey, thus enabling the fruit to be

kept that much longer in market. Ifripe |

when packed it will be no riper when
taken out of the car.
This is the claim put forth by the men

who own the carbonic gas supply at Ala- |

maden, Santa Clara County, and they de-
clare that by this method the shipper will
save in the neighborbood ot $125 per car
on the present cost of refrigeration. :

M. Wooster of San Jose, one of the pro-
moters of the enterprise, made a long re-
port on the success of shipping fresh

fruit long distances under the carbonic |

air process. He said that he and his as-
sociates had sent a carload of ripe mixed
fruits and grapes raised in Fresno upon
irrigated lands to Chicago as an experi-
ment, which proved to be a glorious suc-
cess. Carbonic acid gas was introduced

into au air-tight car, which killed ail the |

For all this, the
bulk of the truit reached Chicago in
eleven days in as perfect condition as the
day on which it was gathered. 'I'he only
fruit spoiled was that in the damaged
compartment. After standing for seven
days the cargo sold for better prices than
the fruit just
cars,

This gas lowers the temperature in the |

cars, but bheat does not atfect the contents.
A similar experiment, he said, was made
several years ago when a carload of fruit

was left side-tracked in the Mojave desert |

for three days in a temperature of 1lu”,
T'he fruit was not injured in the least.

Tests in stationary storage with this gas
have proved equally successful in Santa
Clara County, several lots of fruit, berries
and grapes having been kept in periect
condition for three years. The cost uf
shipping by this method is very small.

At Tuesday’s meeting Secretary Filcher
also subimnitted a report on the result of
the Perkins compressed air process lor
shipping fruit for long distances, which
bie said was a success,

Colonel J. P. Irish stated that the suc-
cess of the experiment is due to Secretary
Filcher’s great etiorts to bring it to a

pracuical test, he having obtained the car, |
collected the 1ruit and the means of trans- |

portation. The test so far has proved
satisfactory, and, it the fruit, grapes and
tiowers which were sent to New Orleans

return in as good order as expected, the |
