The Reach of Roots, a Subject in
Connection With Plowing.

Valunble Data for Farmers—Experi-!
ments at the Utah Station Establish |
Facts Which May Lead to Radical

Changes In Cultivation — Cooking

Prunes in Tea — Farm Notes.

It is well known that when a crop is
removed from the soil there 18 left in the
ground a certain proportion of root ma-
terial, which adds so much fertilizing
matter to the soil, according to the kind
of crop removed, and much of this ma-
terial is taken from the soil itself, far
down below the reach of the plow, being
stored in the plants as weil as in the
roots., Agriculturists have never fully
determined the value of the roots to the
s0il except in a few cases with certain
kinds of plants, such as clover and some
of the grasses. The Utah Experiment
Station has, however, made a series of
experiments in this direction, which
throw considerable light on the subject.
Trials with roots at various depths have
been quite limited, and the eftect of till-
age on catting roots will be very much |
modified. There are those who iavor
deep plowing, so as to give the roots bet-
ter opportunities for extending down-
ward, .but others object because deep
plowing cuts the roots.

It was found that the weight of the
roots of potatoes was but 120 pounds per
acre, and the greatest weight was found
in the seventh inch of depth. Jarley
gave 376 pounds per acre, the greatest
weight being in the third iunch of depth.
Corn gave 462 pounds of roots per acre,
one-third of this weight being at the
fourth inch of depth. The first inch con-
tains but 16 pounds, Wheat gave about
443 pounds, the greatest weight being in

the fourth inch. Timothy gave 1,303
pounds, one-half  of which was at the
iirst inch. The oat crop gave 1,858

pounds of roots, the greatest weight being
at two and three inches depth, the most |
being at three inches. The fact that the |
greatest weight of roots 18 found at from |
one to tour inches does not indicate that
deep plowing is a necessity, and itis
probably a surprise to many that the |
weight of the roots of oats is so heavy.
Clover throws all other plants in the
shade in proportion to weight of roots
Jett in the soil, the weight of roots for a
four-year-old sod being 5,630 pounds, and
two-year-old clover roots weighed 1,481 |
pounds., The old clover gave its greatest
weight in the second inch of soil, 1,248
pounds, and the first inch contained 1,058
pounds. After passing five inches in
depth the decrease in weight was very
rapid, being but 125 pounds for the sixth
incly, and 454 pounds for the twelfth inch.
in the face of these facts the value of|
clover as a sub-soiler is not as great as |
wis supposed, its benefit to the soil being |
due to the intluence of the tubercles in
the roots. The preponderance of roots is
shown for the majority of crops to be in
the upper soil, wnere they feed, and the
experiment is not favorable to deep plow-
ing, as many of the accepted theories
seem to be overthrown, Itis, however, a
strong point in favor of the rotation of
crops, and the result of the experiment
will be o lead to radical changes in culti-
vation-—FPhiladelphia Record.

A few hills of late tomatoes can be kept
from frost where they stand by making a
rude tent of cotton cloth over them, and
thus prolong the season of this useful
vegetable.

Cover ‘
only at night.

Chicks wili not raise themselves. To be |
successtul we must take the very best care
of them, watching for and attending to
their every want. There are so many de-
tails to be taken into accountthat it is imn-
possible to record them here, but each
one must attend to them as they present
themselves.—larmer Journal,

A committee sent from Maryland to ex-
amine the truck farms in Lancaster
County, Penn., say the half of one farm
of eighty acres yields annually 816,000
worth of fruit and vegetables, anotner of
six acres yields a prolit oi $6,000; another
of ninely acres makes a return of $20,000;
another of twenty acres returns $,000
worth. y

One of the difficulties encountered in
keeping sheep is that they do not always
thrive if the tlocks are large. Itis for
that reason that Merinos and South-
downs have been more popular than some
of the large breeds, as they are aclive
foragers, and can be keptin larger num-
bers in one flock than the Uxford or
Shropshire downs,

Every farmer should understand horti-
culture. It enables him to grow a large
variety and to rotate his crops to the best
advantage, There is no reason for con-
fining the farm to two or three crops.
T'he soil will be improved when the same
crop is not grown oftener than one year
in five, Small fruits should be grown as
well as grain and vegetables.

Ventilation in the stable does not mean
a draught of air coming in on theani-
mals. It is useless to make a stable
warin with tight roof and wallis, and then
have cold *‘air holes,” misnamed venti-
lators, to allow the warmth to escape.
The night is the time when cold curreunts
are felt. The stable should be ventilated
during the day, by leaving the doors and
windows open, which should be closed at

night. Attention must be given to the
direction of the wind, and bedding should
be plentiful.

Ata recent sale in England it is re-
ported ithat good driving horses sold
triskly at $650 each, good huonters and
saddle horses sold for 31,000 each, while
fine, well-matched carriage horses sold
for §1,000 to §1,500 a pair. England has
plenty of horses and uses electricity; yet
there is a demand for good horses which
are bred for special purposes,

Liquid manure contains nitrogenous
natter, phosphorie acid and potasn., The
largest part of the nitrogen of liquid ma-
nure is in the form of a valuable carbon-
ate of ammonia, and unless nutralized,
results in a loss of ammonia, but by com-
bining with phosphoric acid there is
formed phosphate of amimonia, which is
better adapted tothe growth of plants
than when combined with sulphiuric acid.

The peach may be budded on the plum,
but there is less advantage in this than is
commonly supposed. The peach tree is
usually hardy enough to live, and if the
crop suftlers it is from ireezing the buds
when too far advanced. "This, of course,
the plum stock cannot remedy. Itis a
mistake also to suppose that peach trees
will not do well on heavy soils. They
only require soil that is well drained and
free from stagnant water at any season.

A Scotch homeopathic physician recome-
mends a dose of colchium for cattle that
have been bloated by eating too much ot
anything. It is a homeopathic remedy,
and three or four drops in a glassful of
water is enough. It must be poured
down, and the bloating will stop inside of

! ten minutes. No second dose will be
needed. This remedy is worth trying,
and farmers who bave stock liabie w

bloat should keep some of itready for
euergencies.
