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HOUSE COMMITTEES.

Talk of Possible Chairmen for the
Fifty-Fourth Congress.

BURROWS SLATED FOR TEE REPUE-
LICAN LEADERSHIP.

Governor Sheakley of Alaska Reports

That the People of That Territory

Have Enjoyed a Year ofProsperity,

Hut That If Seal Poaching Is Al-

lowed to Continue as It Has tho

Past Season It WW be Only a Few

Wars Until the Rookeries are De-

serted of Seals.

Washington, Nov. 18.—The House

committees which are expected to be of
the greatest importance iv the next Con-
gress are the Ways and Means, Appro-
priations, Rules, Banking and Currency,

lUvers and Harbors, and Public Build-
ings and Grounds. The lirst three named
always head the list In order of im-
portance. The others are expected to

assume importance in the next Congress.
The Banking Committee will certainly

be one of the most important of the list,
to revise the currency laws and change

the present system. The Kivers and
Harbors and Public Buildings Commit-
tees willhave the delicate task, ol provid-
ing for public improvements, so far us a

committee of the House can accomplish
this work. With so many new men as

there will be ou the Republican side of
Congress it will be necessary lor them to
make a showing to their constituents.
There will,naturally, be a pretty general j
clamor for appropriations lor postollice I
buildings and river and harbor improve- \
meuts. While the Republican party has !

always shown a disposition toward lib- J
erality in public improvements, the low :
condition of the treasury and the fact
that a Presidential election will be so
near at hand will prove strong argu-
ments in this direction, as will the possi-
bility ol a Presidential veto.

The Republicans at present have six of
tno seventeen of the River and Harbor
Committee, and all the members havo
been re-elected except Ilendursou of Illi-
nois. With Henderson out of the
way, Herman of Oregon takes lirst
place in the Republican mem-
bership of the committee, with
Stevens of Michigan, Hooker of New
York, Grosveuor of Ohio following in tiie
order named. It cannot, of course, be
known whether the next Speaker will
followthe seniority rule. 11 he should
Mr. Herman would become Chairman.
Ivlr. Morse of Massachusetts is the only
Republican member of the committee iv
town.

Of the six Republican members of the
Committee ou Coinage, Weights and i
Measures, five have been re-elected to the I
next Congress. In the natural order ol |
events, Hon. J. C. Burrows of Michigan j
Will become Chairman of the Ways and i
Means Committee, with Mr. Keed iv the

chair; there is but little doubt
that he will be given this important po&t,
\u25a0which carries with it the Republican
leadership on the floor of the House.
"With Reed in the bpeaker's chair, and
Mr. Burrows in the Senate, there would
only be three Repnblican members ofthe
present committee to chose from, Messrs.
Payne of New York, Dalzeil of Pennsyl-
vania and Hopkins of Illinois.

Henderson of lowa is the ranking Re-
publican member oi the Appropriations
Committee, with Messrs. Cogswell, iiing-
hani, l>ingley, Grout and Cannon of Illi-
nois coming in the order named. Itis
possible neither Cannon nor Henderson
will tret tho place, for in tho event of Bor-
rows becoming Chairman of the Ways
and Means Committee, the probabilities
are strong that the Last will demand the
<. bairtnanabip of the next most import-
ant committee, which would be the Ap-
propriation*. In that contingency Con-
gressman Wells' chances lor being pro-
moted to the head of the committee
would be excellent.

If Mr. Reed becomes Speaker ofthe
House, the Republican membership of
the Committee on Rules willpossibly be
composed of himself and the Chairmen
ot the Appropriations and Ways and
Means Committees. Ho pursued this
plan in the liity-first Congress, aud
there is reason to believe that he would
revive it, rather than imitate Mr. Crisp's
policy of distributing the honors.

Democratic Senators who are at pres-
ent iv the city decline almost without ex-
ception to outline the probable course of
the Democratic leaders in the forthcoming
session of Congress. The majority of
them content themselves with saying
that they have had no opportunity for
party conference, and they do not wish,
fit this time, to express personal opinions, j

ALASKA TEKRITORY.
Governor Shenkley Says the People

Have Enjoyed a Prosperous Seasou.
WaSHUTOTOS, Nov. IS.—Hou. James

Sheakley, Governor of Alaska, has sub-
mitted his annual report to the Secretary
of the Interior of the condition of the
Territory. He says:

"Notwithstanding the unfavorable cli-
matic condition of the spring and eaily
summer months, many new enterprises
\u25a0were entered upon and old ones com-
pleted. The fisheries have been useful,
aud the mines have yielded profitable re-
turns. The population has been largely
augmented by immigration, and the peo- 'pie have enjoyed a season of progress and
prosperity. The civil officers have been
vigilant aud faithful in the discharge of
their duties in the territory over which
they exercise authority. The buildiug of
sawmills in the Territory has been revo-
lutionized and improved the manner ol
construction."

Ho estimates the population at about
32,000. The Siberian reindeer experiment
he thinks will prove successful. Good
progress is made in education. Consid-
erable trouble has Deen experienced in
the sale of intoxicating liquors. The
patrol of Bebring Sea has not prevented
poaching.

n'Xhm Governor says: "Lieutenant-Cor-

mander Drake, U. S. N.,who came into the
port of Sitka September .30th, reports that
lorty vessels were in Behring Sea hunt-
ing for seal during the months of August
and September, and they had taken on an
average of 1.000 skins each, 72 percent,
of which were female 3. He also stated
that but 12 per cent, of the vessels were
Americans, the others being mostly
British. It is obvious that if this ob-
structive marauding is allowed to con-
tinue it will be only a few years until the
seal rookeries of Alaska' will be fairly
deserted, and sealing go into history."

Alaska, Governor Sheakley says, is a
groat fishing country. While the fur seal
and the otter aud other valuable sea ani-
mals havo decreased, food fishes are in-
exhaustible, salmon and halibut being
the most important.

More Government buildings, he says,
are necessary for the accommodation'of
the public business.

Mining is increasing in Alaska, and
promises to be a permanc.it industry,
borne veins of rich gold-bearing quartz
havo been discovered during the past twoyears, but the quartz worked successfully
in Alaska was mainly of the low-grade
oro.

W. C. T. U. CONVENTION.

Bonds?** Proceeding Devoted to Wor-
ship nuilJJKcst.

Cleveland, Nov. 18.—The proceedings
in the W. C. T. U. Convention to-day
were devoted to worship and rest. Dr.
James W. Bashfbrd of tho Ohio Wes-
leyan University was accorded the honor
of delivering the annual sermon, which
oilice had heretofore .boon tilied by
women. The preacher took lor his text
Matthew vi., 1: Thy kingdom come, Thy
will be done on earth, as it is id heaven.
Ho said the aim of the W. C. T. I. was
to bring in the kingdom of heaven on
earth. He thought the suojoct for tho con-
sideration of the hour snould be the
problem to be solved in bringing the
kingdom, and "the best solution ol tho
problems which confront our civiliza-
tion."- One of tho problems he regarded
to be tho growth of cities. With the in-
crease of population has also come an in-
creased tax rato.

In the early part of his address ho
turned to a discussion of Tammany Hall.
"We have all just witnessed," siiid he,
"the humiliating revelation of municipal
corruption in tho chief city of the land.
Itis estimated that tiie Tweed ring dur-
ing the entire period in which it con-
trolled the city of New York stole Sb',ooo,-
OUU. This was the most enormous theft
discovered in municipal administration
down to that time. But it is now
believed that Tammany has been
stealing $15,000,<MM) a year. The
question of municipal government is
a, national problem, if the corruption oi
our cities grows with the growth of tho
cities during tho next century, and if our
population becomes larger than the rur.il
population, the Republic is doomed. Do
wo not need to pray earnestly to-day,
'Thy kingdom como; Thy will be doneon earth as it i:i in heaven? 1 We are
spiritually asleep," said the preacher,
"dreaming tho self-same dream of racesupremacy that has wrecked the great
uatious of the world. Meanwhile Jeho-
vah is saying, as he said to the Jews of
old, 'Either serve the world or perish.'
America in the twentieth century must
say to ali men, even to tho Lagos,"and to
the Guiteau i, to the Lobengulas and the
Calibans, 'We are brethren,' aud lift them
up to angelhood, or tho Calibans will
hoarsely hiss in our ears, 'We are breth-
ren,' aud drag us down to beastliness."

The latter part of the sermon was an
account of a temperance movement in
Washington's time. "Washington a, hun-
dred years ago was characterized as a
temperance reformer. Washington owned
a distillery and sold whisky. His ex-
pense account in his own handwriting
shows that he spent money lreoly for
liquor when he was a candidate for tho
House of Burghers, and yet one of the
temperance organs a hundred years ago
took refuge under its name. Yet tem-
perance reform has progressed since that
time. The triumph of principles can be
seen in the twentieth century."

TIIAXSMIsSIsSIPPI CONGRESS.
Arrangements Completed for tho Meot-

liiK to bo Hekl at St. Louis.
St. Louts, Nov. 18. — Arrangements

have been completed for the Trans-
miHsißsippi Congress, which will meet
here on the 2oth instant to discuss ques-
tions which affect the country west of the
Mississippi, and may be the subject ol
legislation by the United States Congress,
and to express it through resolutions
and sentiments of the Western people.
The reinonetization of Bilvtjr, the Nica-
ragua Canal, additional bankruptcy laws,
tho improvement of western rivers and
harbors, anti-option, mining laws, etc.,
willbo discussed.

Delegates have been appointed from
most of the Western States, and prob-
ably the largest Congress ever held will
bo called November 2fith. Evening ses-
sions have already been arranged for,
and questions affecting the territory west
of tho Mississippi river will be discussed
by the convention.

NEGROES IN ARMS.

Assemble nt a Jail to Prevent the
LjraohittS ot Onu or Thoiv Iteoe*

Atcuison (Kans.), Nov. IS.—The ne-
groes armed themselves early this morn-
ing to prevent the threatened lynching of
the negro Collins, suspected oi criminal
assault, tioon alter 2 o'clock this morn-
lag Police Sergeant Donahue found about
h' ltynegroes armed with shotguns and re-
volvers, iv an alley back of banker
Clark's residence, aud orderod them to
disperse, but they refused to Obey, and
defied him to arrest them. With aug-
mented lorces, the crowd soon sur-
rouuued tho jail, shouting that Collins
should not bo lynched. The sheriff nmo
went to the jail with a strong force to
protect tho prisoners. At daylight the
mob dispersed. Tho talk of lynching is
frequently heard, but no uiob has gath-
ered with such an intention.

Crushed to Death.
CiiKSTEiMPa.), Nov. IS.—Claries Smith

of Kentucky, the property-man for
"The South Before the War.' last night
met with a horribio death here. The
company was quartered in a car on the
track ot the Burliugtou iV: Ohio Railroad.
Smith was smoking on tho rear platform,
when another train bacKed on to the sid-
ing with a bump and knocked Smitu
over tho rear of the cai. Beiore reach-
ing tho ground he was caught between
the two cars aud crushed to death.

1 he specific charge against Payne is the I
embezslement of moneys received on
contract of his accounts with intent to de-
fraud his bondsmen. The story is a very
peculiar one, and the prominence of the
man arrested lends a sensational air to
the ailair. Payne has had a contract for
a number of years to supply many mili-
tary posts in the West with cereal sup- j
plies. His present contract amounts to
over £20,000. His bond to secure his fui-
liliinetit ol the contract are two protni-
nent citizens of Los Angeles. Itis i:a\a
thai some tinio ago ho borrowed some
money from them, promising to pay
thorn out oi the money received from the
War Department. In order that tiuy
might be doubly secured for thu loan, he
gave them power of attorney to open Ins
mail and hold auy drafts or remittances
that it might cont;iiu. This arrangement
seemed perfectly agreeable to the bonds-
men.

According to the detectives who ar-
restea him and the allegation that is the
basis for criminal charges, Payne, shortly
alter and on November 12th, wrote to
•iuartermasler - Oeueral Atwood that
there were mauy men of his name in Los
Angeles, and in order that there might be
no miscarriage iv tho delivery oi his let-
ters, he directed that future drafts might
bo sent to him at a new address. Major
Atwood, in reply, sent him a draft lor
t'I,)UU. His bondsmen did not learn of
this action on the part of the contractor
until their suspicions were aroused by
receiving no letters addressed to him
bearing the Government stamp. They
instituted an inquiry, ana learned that
one of the periodical payments on account
of the contract was overdue, and a tele-
graphic inquiry was sent to the military
headquarters in this city to ascertain the
address of Payne. Tho answer revealed
his alleged duplicity aud they took steps
to secure themselves.

Payne in the meantime left California
for Colorado. He arrived iv this city on
Saturday niy;ht. Tho dispatch request-
ing his arrest followed a low days later.
Detectives Lallos aud Leyden visited tho
hotel, but learned that the man they were
after was out with some friends. Last
night they were more successful, and
placed him under arrest in his room.

Payne was taken to the polica station,
and was closeted with Chief of Police
Armstrong for nearly an hour. In his
pocket was found a draft for $20 55. He
denied the charge of embezzlement
strenuously. "I do not see," said ho,
"how they can charge me with embez-
zlement, as I used only my own money.
Igave my bondsmen a power of attorney,
but that did not prevent mo from attend-
ing to my own personal business nor

I subjugate my individual liberties. Tho
jdrafts were my own personal property,
and I cashed them as such."

Blame 1 aid On tue Physicians Who

Indianapolis, Nov. IS.—The Sentinel
to-morrow morning will publish an in-
terview with Dr. 11. S. Tanner, a physi-
cian who has given much study to psych-
ological subjects, in which the declara-
tion is made that Con Riordan was prob-
ably killed by tho physicians who made
the autopsy.

STEEIt CLEAIt OF PANAMA.
Not Enough Work for Labor Now

There—Many at l'^oaeut StMrvlu&r.
Memphis (Term.), Nov. IS.—Not long

ago there was received by one of the
newspapers of the country what pur-
ported to be a dispatch from Colon, Cen- i
tral America, on tiie Panama Canal, that
stated thoro was a great demand for labor.
To-day tho OowmerdalrAppeal received
the lollowing from Colon. "In my posi-
tion with tho railroad here I see a great,
deal of the lloating population ol the i
isthmus. Many good draughtsmen, rail-
road men, etc., are starving here, ami oth-
ers are dying from sickness brought on
by the wet season, and every boat brings
more, aud there is not work enough for
any of them. Since tho revival of
the work on the canal the canal
company has not hired one einglo man,
oxcept negro laborers, at GO to 7u cents a
day, Colombia silver.. This equals '27
cents American money \u25a0 day. There are
now men starving to death who gave up
positions at homo to come here."

WOULD-BE KOBBERS.

Unsuccessful Attempt to Hold Up a
Xralu in Mississippi.

Memphis (Teuu.), Nov. is.—An un-
successful attempt was made to hold up a
passenger train on the Mississippi Valley
road near Panther, Miss., to-night. Soon
after nightfall half a do/on strange men
entered tho hamlet ol L'ugard Station and
stayed for an hour or two, but were not
eeon again until the train was ready to
start. As the train passed the signal light
a half dozen unmasked men stood there,
revolvers in hand, and all took shots at
the locomotive cab. Fireman Cole re-
ceived a bullet through the arm and is
seriously wounded. The men were evi-
dently new at the business. Tho railway
ollicials are exerting themselves to appre-
hend tho would-be robbers.

Poison In tho Flour.
Vandalia (111.), Nov. is.—There is

much excitement in the neighborhood of
Shobonier, south of hore, over what ap-
pears to bo the wholesale poisoning of
Martin Sasse, his sou Herman and their
families, ten iv all. Mrs. Sasse baked
some cookies and sent them over to her
sou Herman. Both families partook of*
the cake, aud soon afterwards all became
ill aud began vomiting. The illness in
each case was atteuded by swelling of tho
face. It is thought by the attending
physicians that the Hour of which the
cookies was made contained poison.
Two members of the Martin Sasse fam-
ily are still conliued to their beds.

Unpaid Workmen Becoming Dosporate.

Elkins (\V. Vs.), Nov. IS.—The Ital-
ians employed on the Roaring Creek and
Charleston Railroad, about forty in num-
ber, it is allegod, have not been paid for
three months past aud many of them are
on the verge of starvation and may be-
come desperate. They have already torn
up the switches at Wormlesdorif, ren-
dering the engines useless.

General Booth at Detroit.
Detuoit (Mich.), Nov. I^.—Detroit ac-

corded a hearty reception to General
William Booth of tho Salvation Army
to-day. The General addressed big meet-
ings, and his Bpeeches aroused much in-
terest and gave the local public more iu-
telligeut ideas of the work of the army
and greater sympathy with its acts.

Accident Caused by Train-Wreckers.

EARTHQUAKES IN ITALY.

Great Damage and Loss of Life in

the Southern Provinces.

ONE VILLAGE ALMOST ENTIRELY
DESTROYED.

Romk, Nov. 18.—Details of the earth-
quake iv Southern Italy are coming in
slowly. It is known, however, that the
province of Reggio di Calabria suffered
the severest damage. Little damage was
done in Reggio, the capital of the
province, but there was great loss oi

lile and much property damage else-
where in the province.

The centers of the disturbances were
in the city of Palmi, twenty-one miles
northwest of Reggio, and Bagnara, on
the Gulf of Gioja, almost directly oppo-
site Punta Del Faro, Sicily. The village
of Sarapairopo was almost entirely
destroyed. Sixty persons were killed.
Forty-seven of these met their death in
a church to which they had lied for refuge.
Their bodies are Still in the ruins. At
Bagnara seveu persons were hilled.
Eight lost their lives at Mamerlino and
S;ui Eufmeia, being crushed to death,
while niauy others were injured.

The inhabitants of these places are
obliged to camp in.the open air. Prime
Minister Crispi lias sent a largo sum of
money lor the survivors, anil has placed
two vessels at the disposal of the Prelect
of Bagnara.

Ivthe Caiabrian towns of Triparni and
Marleto many houses were destroyed aud
a number of persons injured.

Much damage was also done in the ad-
jacent province of Catazanara. Tuein-
babitants ofMessina were ina panic last
night. They were in fear of a renewal of
the shocks, and camped iv the open
.squares of tue city. The panic has less-
ened to-night, and in some instances the
work of repairing the damage to the
buildings has already commenced. Largo
electric lights have been erected to illumi-
nate the channel until the lighthouse, de-
btroyed by the earthquakes, shall have
been rebuilt.

Renewed shocks were felt to-day at
Niazza, tiiteeu miles from Messina. The
inhabitants of this place are badly fright-
ened, and remain camped in the open
spaces, fearing to return to tueir homes.
Mo further shocks have beeu reported
from other places.

MEXICO AND GUATEMALA.

Prospect of an Kariy War Between
tho Two Couutries.

City of Mexico, Nov. 18.—Tho na-
tional arms factory here is turning out
cartridges as fast as possible. The great-
est bustle is noticeable in the War De-
partment. This is giving rise to many
rumors. It is rumored that Assistant
•Secretary of War L'seudera is going to
Vera Cruz withiti a few days to see about
better transportation oi troops to tho
Guatemala frontier.

AXXIOfS TO OO TO WAR.
S.vn Cristobal di; las Caras (Mexico),

Nov. IS.—Tue greatest enthusiasm exists
iv this State in favor of war. The Gov-
ernment has been asked to accept volun-
teers. Societies have been organized who
will tender their services to the State and
Federal Governments, and expect to be
sent to the front. A large number of
Guatemalan spies are known to be on the
lroutier and near the military camps, but
so far no attention lias been paid to them,
except to order them away.

IROQPS QOIRG BOOTH.
YKBA Cruz, Nov. is.—The Ninth In-

fantry has embarked on gunboats to go
to Tobaseo. Two hundred and liiiv
thousand cartridges have been shipped
south within the last low weeks. The
Fourth Infantry is expected here in a
lew days to go to Tobasco.

Ma/.atlan, Nov. IS.—The steamship
Jaudro is now ready to take on her new
armament, aud it is reported she will
immediately take I,SUD troops to the
Guatemalan frontier.

PKKSECUTION OF ARMENIANS.
Meeting; at Chicago to Take Action In

lioaard to tlio Massacre.
Chicago, Nov. 18.—Men* cried like

children at the mooting of the Armenians
at Beyer Hall, Milwaukee and Chicago
avenues, to-night, when the story of the
atrocities of tho Turks was retold. Some
wore there who may have lost sisters,
brothers and parents in the receut slaugn-
ter. Pitiful appeals were sent up to the
Christian pepple of the world to take cog-
nizance of the dreadful persecution oftho
Armenians. Speakers advocated taking
up arms in the cause ol liberty and veu-
gwance.

Tho meeting was called for the purpose
of taking action in regard to the reported
slaughter, and to discuss ways and means
by which the sentiment of tho civilized
world can be roused to prevent a repeti-
tion of such an outrage. Several hun-
dred Armenians were present. The meet-
ing closed with tho passage of resolutions
thanking tho press lor taking an interest
iv the cause of the Armenians, and oth-
ers appealing to the pulpit and all good
men aud womeu to lift up their voices in
protest against further persecution of a
Christian people.
TWO THOUSAND ARMENIANSMAS-ACRKD.

London, Nov. IS. —A dispatch from
Vienna says a letter has been received
there from Smyrna reporting that Zeki
Pasha, a Turkish Marshal, with a de-
tachment of Auizams aud a lieid battery,
massacred 2,000 Armenians at Sassum.
The bodies of the dead wore left uubur-
led and their presence has caused an out-
break of cholera. Many Christians are
reported to have lied by secret paths
across the Russian frontier. So far tbero
has been no officialcontinuation of this
news, but ifit is true it is for the Powers
to. share in the responsibility by their
failure to euforce Article »>1 of the Berlin
treaty, which imposes on them the duty
of seeing that the Porte takes measures
to protect Armenians. Tho latter declare
they hope for nothing from Europe, but
they stiil havo confidence in Great Brit-
ain. Numerous appeals have beon made
by the Armeuiaua to the British Foreign
Oiiice.

A dispatch Irorn Constantinople to the
Standard says that In response to the
ptotest made by SirPhillip Currie. Brit-
ish Embaesador to Turkey, tho Porto has
unreservedly withdrawn the charge
against Mr. Haiiward, tho British Con-
Mi at Van, for inciting Armenians at
Sassuni and elsewhere to revolt. The
charge grew out of the investigation made
by Mr. Haiiward in the Armenian
massacre, aud his report to tho British
Ambassador. The Governor of Hit las,
who is seriously involved iv the outrage,
made the charge, it is said, for the pur-
pose of revenge. The Sultan has decided
to send a commission composed ofsix
members of his military household aud
one civil to Sas3uoi lor the purpose of

making an impartial inquiry into the out-
rages on the Armenians. The latestnews is to the effect that many Arme-nians who were supposed to have been
killed followed the soldiery, and are now
returning.

Army Deserters Ler.d tho Attack.
Bombay, Nov. 18.—There is every rea-

son to believe that the recent attack by
Wasario tribos, upon the escort of the
commission acting under an agreement
with the Ameer of Afghanistan in the
boundary botween YVaristau and the
Punjab, was led by deserters from the
Twentieth Kogimeut of Punjab. An ox-
halider, ;i non-commissioned officer of the
Indian army corresponding iv rank to
the Sergeant, was actually engaged in
tho assault. The Wasaries lost in tho at-
tack above mentioned HoU killed. Tho
British losses were throe officers, 1"> sol-
diers and 21 followers killed, and a few
oflicers and 32 men wounded. The Was-
aries wore driven oil', and it is thought
tho punishmont they received will deter
them from further attacking the British.

Death of the Editor of "Figaro."

Paris, Nov. IS.—M. Francis Magnard,
editor-in-chief of Figaro, is dead. He
was 5S yoars old. Magnard was born in
Brussels, but went to Paris at an early
age. He became a contributor to tho
(itiulois and tho Kausehic, and in 18ii.J he
entered the employ of the Figaro, of
which paper he bocanio editor-in-chiof in
Is7ii. Under his direction the paper soon
obtained a high degree of prosperity, and
boL-amo noted by its many subscriptions 'for charitable purposes.

French Victory In Upper Guinea.
Paris, Nov. 18.—A dispatch from Grand

Bassam, Upper Guinea, status that the :
French have captured the stronghold of I
the Akapiesa natives, without loss. Some !
ol tho Akapiesa warriors apparently 'killed fifteen negroes at Krinjabo. A

their mission was successful.

Create Terror by Their Acts on a Pas-

sas and Texas Railroad to-day says his
passengers were terrilied in Indian Ter-
ritory by a dozen drunkou cowboys.

Ho poiuts out that tlio Bodleian
Library, one of the live great libraries of
the world, aud whose income, according
to Dr. istubbs when a, curator, ought not
to be less than £15,000 a year, does not get
as tnuch as £9,000. Yet it is more than
halt as large as the British Museum,
which, alter deducting expenses to which
the Bodleian has nothing to analogous
has an income ot £65,000. 'i'ho Bodleian
is supposed to receive £1,000 a year from
All Souls', but it does not set a lartliing.
And soon, and so on. The fact is that
our universities are exceedingly poor.
Cambridge last year was stated to be in-
solvent; and if Oxford ia not as bad as
that, it is only by starving many old in-
stitutions. Vet more and more demands
are made upon them —for university ex-
tension, new schools, new teachers. If
wealthy men would occasionally Jeavo
money to tho university, as Messrs. Johns
Hopkins, .Stanford, L'hilds have done for
the more fortunate universities of Amer-
ica, ail would bo well. But they don't,
sighs Mr. Nicholson. Aud ho casts cov-
etous eyes at the lour millions just com-
ing into tho possession of a gentleman
who makes £11,000 at one sweep with a
race horse. Query—Should the univer-
sity seil its real estate and try to make
some money on tho turf?—St. James'
Gazette.
