:n the time of his arrival. JJo pro-
tosses to have discovered an explosive of I
tremendous power, which lie declared he j
had firstoffered to the Japanese, but aa
his proposal was contemptuously refused i
he turned to tho other belligerent, ami
sought employment from the Chinese-
Legation ai Washington. Receiving suf-
ficient encouragement for his purposes,!
he started at once for tho Mast, accompa- i

nied by an American assistant, registered I
as "George Howie," and a Chinese inter- I
preter furnished him by the legation.

How tue Japanese were warned of this
transaction ha-; not been discovered, but i
their apprehensions were awakened to j
such an extent that they determined at all i
hazards to prevent the furtoer progress
ol the party. Ihe arrested meu are under
close guardianship in Tokio.

It is understood that the French Minis-
ter in i'ok'o protests earnestly against
tiiO action ot the Japanese in this case, and ;

the character ofthe individuals arrested, j
There is no question that the parties ar-
rested were in the service ofChina. They
bore letters to Li Hung Chang from the !
Knvoy at Washington, and also a formal
contract promising to pay $1,000,000 lor
the destruction o! the Japanese navy and
a specitiod sum for every merchant ship
destroyed. It appears that siou.OOU have
already been paid on account.

The Japanese officials emphatically as-
sert tiiat the seizure was made iv accord-
ance with the methods laid down forsuch
contingencies by the highest interna-
tional authorities, the process having
beeu executed with due caution and dis-
cretion by an oilicer of the Imperial navy.
JSotne doubts are entertained as to the
nationality of Brown and Howie. They
declare themselves Knglish by birth, but
Americans by naturalization, one or both
served until recently in the Brazilian
navy.

The Japanese public receives with grim
complacence the semi-authoritative sia:e-
nioutscnt out from England to account
for Admiral Freemantie's display oi tho
searchlight on the occasion of the Japan-
ese advance upon Wei-Hai-WeL Tho
alleged explanation is that the Admiral's
purpose w:ts to reveal iho nationality of
b is ships, and prevent au attack upon
them by mistake. But the original an-
swer to the charge of giving warning to

tho Chinese defenders was an emphatic
denial that any searchlights wore used,
coupled with an assertion that it was al-
ready daylight when the approach of the
Japanese lleot was discovered, so that it
mattered nothing whether lights were
shown or not. The general belief is that
Admiral Freemantie acted as a partisan of
China, and is not much shakeu by this
latest effort to shield him.

The Coroan Friuce has started for homo,
after enjoying the round of entertain-
ments ottered him by various Govern-
ment officials, While inTokio he naively
attempted a few diplomatic coquetries

with some of the foreign Ministers, ap-
parently unconscious that the game tuight
prove dangerous if carried too lar. in-
experience led him to unofficially over-
step the boundary of etiquoite, but these
indiscretions were leniently overlooked,
and his harmless by-play of international
intrigue was permitted tw-proceed with-
out interruption. The circumstances in

which his country is placed are considered
as entitling him "to a good deal of indul-
gence.

A notable act of justice is recorded to
the credit of the < hineso. .Shortly after
the war had begun a Japanese ship, the
'Teukyo, sailed into the port of Tauu, on
%iie iJeiho River, iv ignorauce of the fact

that she was entering forbidden waters.
V\ ar had been declared during her voy-
ago from Hakodate to China, she washeld for au investigation by the authori-
ties at Pekin, who, alter a delay of three
months, decided to release her and sent
her in charge of a Chinese crew to
Nagasaki, where she arrived November
Is:.

C. F. Crocker, of the Oriental
Steamship Company, and I>. O. Mills
have just concluded a short visit to
Japan, during which they were hospi-
tal jlventertained by Twaski Yankosuke,
a pioneer of the great Japanese steamship
enterprise, and Mr. Yoshakoi, President
Of the Nippon Viisen line, which com-
municates with all parts of the Asiatic
coast from Siberia to India. The travelers
ai'e now on their way to Hongkong.

The ollicial report of the great earth-
quake ol October lid in tho north of
Japan shows that 2,155 houses were over-
thrown, over 2,000 were burn" i and
about -100 people killed. The damage ;o
property is estimated at over 2.000,000
yen.

The Japanese army in Manchuria
inarches with scarcely a show of opposi-
tion on tho part of China. The advance
is being continued toward Moukuen.
Since the opening of the Manchuria cam-
paign General Yamagata has taken iiity-
live fieldcannon, with 20,000 rounds of
ammunition, 1,500 riiles, with 2,ii00,00u
cartridges. The total number ol' heid-
pieces lost by the Chinese between the
end oi July and the end ot October is 105.

General XamagaJa has lost no time in
snnouncing to the inhabitants of the
newly occupied territory that they have
nothing to leur from thu Japanese if they
pursue their occupations peacefully and
abstain from interference with the move-
ments of the soldiers. Notifications to
this effect haw been displayed all along
the line of march, and appear to have
been accepted with confidence and satis-
faction. Most ol those who forsook their,
homes in apprehension of harsh treat-
ment returned hs soon as liiey learned
that no harm would befall them, and
many have sought employment iroui the
officers ol the army.

Deeming it advisable to secure the good
will of the populace, Yamagata has re-
mitted all the taxes for the remainder of
the year, and lias established a temporary
form of civilgovernment under the con-
trol of a Secretary from tho legation at
Seoul, who will iiear ali complaints and
willconsider them justly. The effect of
all this upon the populace is to call forth
assurances of general and apparently un-
feigned gratitude. 'i lie peasantry arc
especially outspoken in compariug the
government they receive from the new-
comers with that which they wore com-
pelled to endure from their predecessors.
Many of them have volunteered to point
out the places in which lar<j;' quantities
Of war material and provisions were hid-
den away. The food supply left by the
Chinese is said to have been enormous.

No information is ottieially announced
as to tho direction in which General
\ amagata wili next march. living
columns havo been sent in pursuit of the
scattered hosts on the two roads leading
to tho old Manchurian capital and head of
the Liatutune peninsula, but if the main
body has sot out its course is kept secret.

The censorship over Japanese newspa-
pers has boen much relaxed, and extras
are issued every day declaring that * \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0n-
eral i lyatna's army has landed safely, and
lixing upon various different places as
tho spot of debarkation. The capture of
Port Arthur and other strongholds at the
northern entrance to the Gulf of Pechili
is constantly proclaimed, but the Govern-
ment will say nothing to verify or deny
these statements.

War is teaching the Chinese Emperor a
less m which he has hitherto stubbornly
refused to learn, For the tirst time he
condescends to notice personally out-
rages committed by his subjects upon
alien residents in his domain. An edict
was issued October 24th, and posted in
tho streets of i'ekin, announcing that his
majesty exercises the same authoritative
benevolence over the Wosteru countries
as he does over his owu.

The insuil-iciont supply of grain in the
northern Chinese provinces excites iii-
creasing alarm. The usual winter
supply from the south is cut off by iho
Japanese ships, and the grand canal
through the center of the empire is im-
passable. Famine vow threatens to add
new terror to the desperate situation in
which the court is placed.

IReports to tiio effect tiiat the imperial
family is preparing to fly from I'ekin are
received almost daily. Several cities are
designated as the proposed place of ref-
uge, Hankow In tho south and Chang
iiekovv in the uorth boing the most fre-
quently specified. Possibly the stories
are suggested merely by the remem-
brance that the court escaped to Jehol at
tho tiuie when tho Capital was captured
by the English and French, thiriy-livti
years ago. At this moment it does not
appear that anything would be gamed by
the Emperor's withdrawal lrom his pres-
ent residence, and tho rumors will uecd
con urination beloro receiving credit.

Preprations for closing the port of Nlng
Poo to trade are in progress.

The Government is rapidly failing into
disorder. Assassination has again boon
resorted to in the Capital. The Vice-
MJnister of Justice, a warm partisan of
Japan, was mu.dered October 31st, and
great uneasiness is felt by his political as-
sociates ivoilico.

PRKSENT WAJB.
Washington, Nov. 20.—The Japanese

Government has anticipated tho recent
oilers of China to the Powers to furnish
complete oflicial correspondence leading
up to the present war, and has ltsell made
public this correspondence. Jt is pub-
lished in full a^ a part oJ the recent pro-
ceedings of the Japanese Diet which havo i
been reported to tue Legation hero.

Letters between Japan and China give :
tho lirst account of tho sharp diplomatic
fencing between the countries up to
within a few days of the war. The letters
run from June 7ih to July 14th They
are numbered from 1 to !».

No. 1 is from Waitg, Chinese Minister
to Japan. Itinforms Japan that a tole-
gram has just been received lrom Li Hung
Chang stating that the Corean < Govern-
ment has requested China to send troops
to suppress the rebellion of 'long Halts.
Yiceruy Li, it says, considers the battle
serious, and therefore complies with the
request for troops to protect "our tribu-
tary" State, iirst notifying Japan in ac-
cordance with a treaty provision that each
inform the other before entering Corea.

No. 1 is irom Mulsu, Mitiister of F'or-
eigu Affairs of Japan. It very pointedly
states: "In ropl}', 1 beg to declare that
although the words 'tributary State 1 ap-
pear iv your note, the Japanese Govern-
ment has never recognized Corea as a
tributary State to China."

No. .; is a notice from the Japanese Gov-
ernment that it intends sending troops to
Cotoa to suppress the rebellion.

Iv No. 4 China shows her teeth for tho
lir.st time. Itis a letter from Tsung Li
Vanien. The letter expresses surprise
tuat Japan should send troops to Corea.
when it had not been so requested by I
Corea. It is written in the following
language: "Your sole object is probably
to protect the Legation and to protect
merchants doing busiuosa in your coun-
try."

No. r> is Japan's answer to the Tsung Li
Yamen, in which Japan also shows her
teeth. It says: "As to the number of
troops to be sent to Cores, Japan is com-
pelled to exercise her own judgment.
Although no restriction is placed upon
the movement of Japanese troops in |
Corea, they will not be sent where their j
presence is not deemed necessary.

Two HonOred Corpses Taken From!

Reports from the province of Reggio
dfl Calebra .state that 200 corpses have
beeu extricated from the ruin* of houses \at Procopio. Forty-eight bodies were

found beneath tho ruins of the church.The number of persons injured is said to
be enormous. It is estimated that tho
damage done to buildings at Palmi, not
counting the loss incurred in contents
destroyed, will amount to 2,000,000 lire.
Fl * '"\u25a0n buildings collapsed entirely, and
300 others are irreparably damaged. At
Palmi'over 900 people were injured.
KU;i.t persons perished at Seminiraand
'l-ii were injured. Tho villages of Barapir
aud Santa wero destroyed.

BHABP FIGHTING IN AFRICA,

Capital of a Robellious Tribe stormed
and OapturwL

BEBXiUr, Nov. 20.—News has reached
hero of sharp lighting between tho «.ei-
mans and Wahehe tribe. The Governor
of German Fast Africa. Yon Schele, tele-
graphed from Darts Salaui tiiat on Octo-
ber 30th Kiurenga, capital of tho Wahehe
territory, was stormed and captured by
the Germans. In the engagement, which
lasted several hours, Lieutenant Mass
aud eight Askaris were killed. The losses
ol the Wahehus wore neavy. A large
number ofcattle, much ivory and a num-
ber of guns aud rifles lost by tho Zelew-
sky expedition were recovered.

Ihe Qermans also captured large sup-
plies of powder and rescued 1,000 women
and children hold as prisoners by the
Wahehe tribe.

HOLMES' CRIMINAL CAREER.

STORY OF Ills Llli: AS RELATED
BY UIMfsLL.I'.

Philadelphia, Nov. 20.—Arch-eon- ]

spirator li. 11. Holmes, accompanied by
Airs, lit/.10 and a pretty woman who
cilis herself Mrs. Holmes, arrived in
Lhis city to-day in the Custody of Detect-
ive Crawford and Special Agent l'erry of
the Fidelity Mutual Insurance Associa-
tion. Mrs. i'lt/.lu's sixteen-year-old
daughter, Meda, and her one-year-old
son wore also with tho party. Mrs.
Holmes soou disappeared after her ar-
rival, ami no clew io her whereabouts
could be obtained, it is thought she is
stopping at a hotel in the neighborhood
of the police headquarters.

Alter the arrival, tuu party was closeted
with Superintendent oi Police Linden
until late in the afternoon. When tho '
conference was over Detective Crawford
detailed tho story of tho trip, tho most
important feature of which was Hie
revelation made to him by Holmes of tho
story of his wholu hie. It reads like the
most sensational of romances.

Holmes sat beside the detective with
haudoulls on. ihe train had scarcely
emerged from tho Boston depot before
the prisoner tried it) bribe his captor. !
He oiierea the ueiocti\t> b^»o if ho would
allow him to escape. Ho said hu had ire-
quently hypnotized persona, having ac-
quired the art from a college professor in '
iho West. Ilesaid he could get the money
from his wife and Mrs. I'u/.le.

Whon he saw his words had no ell'ect,
he entered into general Conversation aud
told the story of his life. Ho said be was 'rai>ed in Burlington, Yt., and so well j
educated in the .schools there that at 15 I
years of age he ww a teacher. For some
time afterward ho went to college there,
and later in Detroit. Mich. Here ho
formed the aoquaintanc of a medical
student, who, he said, luruishod tho body
in Now York in tho present case. He
roiused to divulge his name. Duriug va-
cations they worked on farms to raise
their college expenses, but one summer !
they found themselves without means, I
and the medical man suggested the idea j
oi getting*ji body and beating an insur-ance company, Tins was twelvo years
ago. The doctor got his life insured for
912,000. They obtained a body in Chicago,
looiv it Fast, arranged the details ol ideu-
tiiication, aud successfully got the money
with which they continued their studies.
He relu.iod to name tho company thus
swindled. They worked the scheme
afterward with success, obtaiuing sums
ranging i'roin §10,000 to 920,000.

Uuoe Holmes got his life insured for
$20,000, Ho went toahotel in Rhode island.
Atthai tune ho wore a beard. He secured a
corpse in Chicago, cut off his head, and
took the body to a lonely spot not far
from tho hotel. Then ho shaved off his
beard, returned to the hotel, asked for
Holmes and engaged a room to wait for
him. He had brought the head with him !
and burned it beyond recognition in the !
fireplace in the hotel. This scheme, how-
ever, fell througu, the mother of his wife,
when she discovered the scheme, threat-
ening to tell the ponce, and Holmes lied
to the West.

Resuming his story, ho said that while
living in Chicago eighteen months ago |
he fell in with a typewriter girl, and fur- j
nislied a houso on the outskirts, whore i
they lived together. A younger sister I
came to visit him, and the woman grew I
so jealous of hor thai in a quarrel one day ;
she struck her over tiie head with a stool

STATE MINERS' CONVENTION.

Morning, Afternoon and Evening
Sessions Held Yesterday,

ADDRESSES BY SENATOR PERKINS
AND OTHERS.

Politics Crop Out iv the Proceedlne*.

But tho Subject Is Promptly

Smothored by President NefT, "Who

Declared that tho Convention Was

Composed of Mou of All Parlies,

Who Wen- Only United on the

Question of Mining.

Social to Ilie lUx-okd-Unio*.
s.\n Francisco, Nov. 20.—Three ses-

sions wero held by the State Miners'
Convention to-day. Tho day was de-
voted to the reading of papers, the mak-
ing ofaddresses, election of oiiicers and
committee work, and in the evening tho
reports of committees on legislation and
resolutions were read. The convention
will adjourn at noon to-morrow, but in
the evening the delegates will be euter-
tained at a banquet given by the mer-
chants of San Francisco.

Politics) cropped up only once in to-
day's proceedings, and then the subject
was smothered by President Neflf, who
declared that politics had no phut- in a
body composed oi men of all parties, who
v. ere only united ou tho great question of
mining. In tho course ofan address Con-
gressman Caminetti claimed credit for the
Democratic State Convention of 18!»0 first
having adopted a resolution in favor of
the restoration of mining in this State.
Congressman Loud, who was present,
took, occasiou to reply to Caminetti, who,
in return, attempted to reply to Loud. It
was then that President -Neti interiored
and the Incident closed.

Whim tho convention was called to
order this morning, quite a number
of additional delegates were reported
as having arrived, and their names wore
duly listed. The Chairman then an-
nounced the Committees on Legislation
and Resolutions, whicn he had been au-
thorized to appoint yesterday. Following
are the names ol those appointed ou the
twocommittees, several of tne members,
as will he noticed, being residents of
other Slates, though some of them reside
in California:

Un motion the presentation and consid-
eration of the reports of the Committees
on Legislation and Resolutions wero
made the special order for an evening
sossion to be held at 8 o'clock to-night.

The report of the Committee ou < >rder
of Business was presented and adopteu.
It was very brief, the chief recommenda-
tion made being that the election of olli-
cers should precede the presentation of
the reports of the two committees already
named. •

Later during the morning session it
was ordered, on motion ol Judge I>el-
cher, that the election of oiiicers be sot
lor 2 o'clock m tho atternoou.

United Statos Senator George C. Per-
kins was then introduced and cordially
received. Ho referred to tho fact thai
California had furnished the Nation with
SI,-JlM,ooo,o*>o since mining began within
her borders and was still producing a
million a mouth, in spite of which fact
her claim for recognition at the hands of
the General Government had never been
recognized by the making of such appro-
priations as would help on tho mining
industry.

He spoke also of the silver question,
strongly condemning tho action winch
had driven the white metal to the wall,
ami declaring that the day must come
when the National Government would
break loose from the control ol' Furope in
this respect and establish a policy of its
own. [Applause.]

"There can be no question in my
mind," he said, '"as to the wisdom of the
policy that would open tho mints of the
United States to the product of the
American silver mines. While our Cali-
fornia silver mines may not produce
more thau $600,000 a year, we have iv San
Bernardino and elsewhere silver mines
which Ibelieve willyet rival m richness
those of Nevada and Arizona. The Gov-
ernment is in honor bound to assist us iv
the construction of works lor tho re-
straint of debris in order that hydraulic
miuiug may yo on without injury to tho
tanners."

Ho also referred, in a half-humorous,
hall-serious vein, to his own early expe-
riences in tho mines, at a time when he
was in partnership with tho -President of
the association, and the members of tho
convention aud the Chairman himself
heartily euioyed tho allusions.

Thomas J. Clunie was nnxt introduced.
Hespoke ofthe depression in agriculture,
and said that wheat-growing bad ceased
to pay. The State must turn again to
mining as her chief industry, lie had
beon reared in the Sacramento Valley
and knew what damage debris had
caused, but he believed it would ha\e
beeu better for the valley to have endured
the injury aud let the mining go ou.
[Great applanse.]

••But,* he said, "engineers have found
that the debris may be restrained and
hydraulic mining be allowed to go on
without harming the farmer or anybody
else.

"This State has paid into the coll'ers of
the Nation no less than £io,i 06,000 an-
nually, and lias received in return but a
mere pittance. During war times Cali-
fornia advanced upward of -tssOiiJ.iAxt to
the Nation and never »ot a dollar back,
When be was in Congress he tried hard
to vet a billthrough to recover this sum,
but could not succeed.

'• L'he Legislature should pass a resolu-
tion mat the nation should pay back that
money in the form ol an appropriation
for debris dams, 'lhis State lias already
made an appropriation of ?;2.">o,OOo, to be
used when Congre3S makes a like ap-
propriation. No doubt Congressman
Caminetti can secure at least an appro-
priation ofthat amount this winter, if the
Legislature willpass a resolution author-
izing the Government to make that ap-
propriation a charge against California's
war claims."

Ex-Congressman Timothy Guy Phelps
followed Mr. Clunlo, speaking iv the
same strain.

State Senator C. W. Cross of Nevada
County declared that only the surface of
California's gold deposits had been
bcratched. Iv Nevada County, which
has produced the luoat gold, not one in

I
twenty of tho known quartz mines hasbeen worked to a depth of 100 feet. In
that one county, ho said, there is more
gold that can be prolitably mined than
has ever been produced in the State. Hedoelarcd that in California there is gold
to be produced equal to doiibio the quan-
tity in use in the world to-day.

APPALLING MINE DISASTER.
| An Over-Blast Causes Death and

Destruction in West Virginia.

SIX PEOPLE KILLED AND A DOZSN
OTHERS WOUNDED.

A sixty-foot Steel Smokestack Blown
Down During a Heavy Gale at C hi-
oaco, Falling Upon au Adjoining

Bolldlng, and Causing the tierioua
Injury of Many People.

Special to the Rxcoßß-Cxiosr.
Wheeling (W. Va.), Nov. 20.— Th«most, appalling mine disaster that ever

occurred in this .section of the State oc-
curred nore to-day shortly aitor noon at
the Blache coal mines, on the Panhandle
Railroad, at Collins Station. A now
miner, an Italian, put on an over-large-
blast, which ignited the coal dust and a
fearful explosion followed, carrying

. death and destruction in its path. Thero
were forty-eight men in the mine at the

< time, and tho following: are known to be
killed: Thomas Rooney, Thomas Jor-

I dan, Thomas Tucker, I>avid liowiand,
j John L>9uneiiy aud Antonio Satti. Then
j were about twelve others injured.

The news of tho disaster quickly
j spread, and in a low moments people

; were crowded about the mouth of the
mine. .Many heartrending scenes wero
enacted. Tho wives and children of the
miners wero frantic. In a short time a
rescuing party was organized aud went

j into iho mine after the bodies. When
i tho bodies wero brought to the surfaceI many women swooned at tho sight. Tho
j Prosecuting Attorney auri Coroner Wat-: kins of Wellsburg wero soon on tna
! ground and took charsre of the bodies
and conducted a rigid examination.

This is the second accident of the kind
which has occurred at the mine. The
Mate- Mine Inspector will be here to-morrow to take part in the investigation.

; There were many miraculous escapes.
The miners oharge that the accident was
ui;o to the inexperience of the Italian
miners, aud declare they will not work
with them any more.

111U1I WIND AT CHICAGO.
A Bis Steel Smokestack Uiowa Down,

Injuring Many People.
Chicago, Nov. 20.—The sixty-foot steel

I smokestack was torn from the University
I Club building by the wind to-day, and
I crashing into the skylight of the Handy
j Abstract building, on Washington street,
drove a shower of broken glass into the
oiiices below, dangerously injuring two

I men aud cutting aud bruising almost
i every one of tho 125 people in the oJiice.

The dangerously hurt are: 11. H.
Handy, President of the Handy Abstract
Company; c. O. Foslnck.

Seriously injured: Ex-United States-District Attorney Mileurist* Taylor H.
Suow, real estate dealer; U. A. Tallman,

attorney.

It is not thought either Haudy's or Fos-
trick's injuries will prove lataf. although

The accident occurred just before noon,
, when every desk in the*""Sbstract otiicu
I was occupied and while a largo number
of attorneys and clients were transacting
business there. The skylight, covering a
large portion oi the building, was pro-
tected uy a strong aud heavy steel net-
ting, and that alone prevented the heavy

j smokestack from going through the roof.
Had it done so, large loss oi life would

i have resulted, as twenty-five or thirty
clerks were buuehed close together be-

; low where it struck.
i, Ex-United States Attorney Milchrist
narrowly escaped death. A lareo piece
of glass struck him on the shoulder,
cutting through his clothes, and leav-
ing a long, ugly gash. As it struck
he leaped to one side just as a piece of
the skylight crashed down edgewise on
the spot where ho had stood. H. JJ.
Handy, the millionaire President of thocompany, was cut iv a dozen places and
.seriously injured.

Tne noise ofthe crashing glass and the
cries of the alarmed clerks caused a
small panic in the building, the tenants
rushing'into the corridors aud down tho,
stairways into the street. The Handy
building is a handsome structure, with a
iront on Washington street, diagonally
across from iho City Hall. The offices of
the abstract company are situated in a
broad one-story addition running back
to the alley in the rear. The University
Club's building, fronting on I»earboru
street, is twelve stories high, and the
sixty feet of smokestack, falling iron) a
bight of 112 teen, struck the one-story
Handy addition with torritic force.
