The rate per ton per mile on this staple !

the staple of the South, is carried lor to
-New lork. It is one-half less now than
it was twenty years ago, while the
volume of tonnage it* only 10 per cent,

greater. The I'enu.sylvania road carries
lour times as much as the Southern Pa-
cificrailroad, but the volume of tonnage
to the mile is many times greater.

Il in limos ol normal prosperity the
railroad lower rates, it gets enough in-
crease iv tonnage to make up the differ-
ence, but in bad times it must lose more i
aud more. The railroad of this State is]
"working in sympathy with tkoso whose i

service it performs, but it cannot afford j
to stand in the breach between the i
grower and the cousuuier, and when it;

has come down to cost it should not he
asked to go lower. There has been a vast
reduction of rates since 1572. iiad Iho
rates of. that year been held the road in
1894 would have earned 935,000,000 more.

Growers don't care about, j
the cost of raising this or that variety |

Mr. Buck Baid ton-car lots could be
made up if the growers knew the cars

Mr. Curtis said there seemed to be no
Insuperable objection, but as the ques-
tion for next year must come up wit;i the
other roads, he suggested thai lue matter i
he taken up at the conference with tho
committee.

Mr. Mothers] said that the growers have
to start trains lrom Fresno and Kern
Counties, and have dilliculty in getting
them to Sacramento In time. What can
be done for them?

Mr. Curtis .said the difficulty was to get
ten-car trains, duo car sometimes gets
delayed. Mothers! asked if it would not
be possible to make Sacramento a central
point and send from there. Trains had j
been side-trucked, ho said, for five
days. Mr. Curtis asked ifthat was not |
tluriug the stuke. The company had!
Buttered then for six weeks trow inabil- j
iiy to move cars, lie advised that the
matter be pat in the bands of the com-
mittee.

Buck said growers had much trouble j
in getting cars outside of Sacramento.
Tho growers had as kindly feelings to-
ward tho railroad as it had towards them,
but be did not believe it had lost much j
on green fruit, lie would rather have >
good service at present rates than lower
rates with tho present service. Mr. Weiu-
atock asked whether, if growers quad-
rupled last year's shipments it would
entitle them to better rates iioiu tho com- \
)>any, and Mr. Curtis answered "Cer-
tainly." Weinstock said that in Is-*; tho
company voluntarily reduced the rate j
lroui |600 per car to $300 on Bpecial trains j
oi tilteeu cars. Experience showed that ;
lifteen-car lots were not in tho interest of i
the grower, and a rate of >AW for ten-car
lots was made, the company saying that
the volume of fruit did not allow it to go
lower, and promising if the volume in- i
creased to reduce the rate proportion-
ately. The volume had quadrupled, but
the rate had not beeu reduced.

Mr.Stnurr said in response that prior j
to last year the rate was based on a rate \
of £1 25 por 100 pounds to Chicago on j
trains approximating passenger time,
ami $100 per car more for fast train surv-
ice. This was a radical change of rate.
lie would leave with the committee for
their consideration a circular sent out to
agents of fruit-shipping stations on June
i', 1894, winch he read, with regard to tou-
car trains to run to Chicago in lno hours, i
The company undertook to do tliis at
j«250 per car instead ol (350 as before.
Tnia reduction would have prevailed nad
it not been for the stniio coming at tne
time it did, and will be carried out this
year if satisfactory.

Mr. Weinstock said that the Southern
Pacific Company having made that prop-
osition, as he believe.l, m good faith, he
deemed it the most important thing done
yet, aud that it would result in great gain
both to the grower and the company,
and would quadruple the output of fruit.
It had revived his faith in the prospects
of fruit-growers if this were done.

Mr. Curtis said that the company would
gladly givo to the bureau any informa-
tion they could, and he and Mr. Smurr
took their departure amid loud applause,
leaving the best of feeling behind them.

Mr. SSprague of Los Angeles took um-
brage at thu expression "California ag-
gressiveness," used by Mr. Curtis, and
said tho Sta'.e had suilered from tne ag-
gressiveness of railroad men. They bad
dominated and injured tho State. Be ox-
pressed doubts as to iho figures on luel
presented. lie said that farmers were
taunted about not raising butter and eggs.
They would do to If tho railroad com-
pany would let them. California is cut
oil from communication with other
{States, whereas she should have tne freest
communication, tie made a liery speech
against the railroad, but was stopped by
tho Chair as not speaking to the subject
of transportation.

D. T. Fowler and Mr. Motheral were
added to tho Committee on Transporta-
tion.

Cherry-snippets of Alameda County
askeu that in the question of schedule
time shipments cherries be considered, as
they feared the time shipments wuuid
come too late for them,

General i bipnian believed the conven-
tion hail gone at this matter in tiie wrong
way. lie believed that if approached iv
the right spirit the railroad company
would meets its request fairly ana grant
the growers relief. Ho believed that tno
shipment ol green fruit at a profit to be
the only solution of tho difficulty, if
not so shipped it would become a menace
to the dried fruit trade. The volume of
freight is increasing and the time has
come when freight should be reduced.
When will it begin? The reduction
Khould be urged on the company in a
friendly—a business way: i:: such a man-
ner that it would see that it was for tne

interests of botii parties. The company
had increased the population ofthe State
by the argument that horticulture was
profitable and should therefore help to
make it so, lor-its own sake as well as

that of the growers.
