
DATE CULTURE IN OUR VALLEYS.

An Industry that Might be Made
Profitable.

Something About the Date Palms of

Foreign Countries—How to

Grow Them.

There are over a dozen species of these
palms, all included in tbe genus Phcunix,
and ail natives of the main land or adja-
cent islands of Africa and southern Asia,
extendiug as far east as Hongkong. They
are easily distinguished by their pinnate
leaves, and the botanist finds another dis-
tinguishing characteristic in each blossom
Laving three distinct ovaries. The flower
spikes grow out from amongst the leaves
and bear flowers of one sex only; the
male and the female blossoms being pro-
duced ou different trees.

Phoenix Daetylifera —Is the species most
largely cultivated, and produces most of
the dates found in our markets. The
trees grow from sixty to eighty feet in
liight and are long lived, continuing to
produce yearly crops of fruit for cen-
turies. The Arabs recognize many vari-
eties of this species, differing not only in
time of ripening, size, yield and color of
iruit, but also in adaptability to flourish
under contrasting conditions of heat,
drought, cold and moisture. Every part
of the tree i.s made use of; poor people
make huts of the leaves; the liber of the
stems makes rope and coarse cloth; the
htalks make cratus, baskets, brooms,
walking-sticks, etc., while the trunks
make substantial buildings; the heart of
the young leaves is eaten as cabbage; the
Bap aiiords an intoxicating beverage, or
before fermentation is boiled into palm
sugar.

rim-nix Oanariensia—This species, as
its name implies, is a native of the Ca-
uary islands. Keasouer Bros., nursery-
men of Oneco, Fla., say of it that, "this
j aim is pertectly at home and matures
Jruit in Florida."

Jim ni.r Furinif ra — Is a native of
Southern China. It endures the winters of
(Southern France (never frosilessj with-
out protection. Its fruit is ol a shining
black; pulp mealy, and sweet. Sago is
obtained from the stems in the same
manner as from the bago palm [Sagus
la vi&)% whence ils name, farijiifira.

l'f<"ni.r Leottemtis —I.s largely grown in
Europe as an ornamental. Itis remark-
able for its upright, vigorous and rapid
yrowth.

Phoenix Pumila —Is a quick grower and
early bearer. It requires a rich soil. It
is less hardy to stand frost tnau I.dvc-
z.'/lij-ra, or the following:

J'/iii/K.r Sylvestris —A native of Bengal,
and commonly called the "'wild date" of
that country. It produces large crops of
red or yellow berries. But it is more
useful from its yield of sap, from which
palm sugar is mad*e—each tree yielding !
iroui eight to twelve pounds of sugar an-
nually, and continuing to yield from lilty
to one hundred years. Over liu.OuO tons
of this sugar has been produced in Ben-
j:ai alone in a single year. This is hardy
to endure cold -growing along the mount-
ain sides of its native home to an alti-
tude ot considerable frosts.

Phoenix Rupicoia — From the lower I
Himalayas, is a line ornamental species,
ljutit is very tender, with nothing ot com-
mercial value to recommend it. itisol
acaulesceut habit; that is, its whorl of
loaves spreads right a: the ground, there
being little or no trunk to the tree.

Phoenix Heclinata —Is a native of Zulu-
land; very hardy, and an enormous
bearer ol edible fruit. Its name gives an
idea of its habit of growth—bunding to-
ward tho earth.

Phoenix Tennis —When small is delicate
and of line color, and is advertised as a
"magnificent decorative plant." It is
quite hardy to stand frost, but of its com-
mercial value I am unable to learn.

Phoenix Zeylautica—lm the hardiest of j
all the date palms to endure frosts. It is
a dwarf of drooping habit, useful only as
an ornamental.

In their native countrios, where these
trees are so valuable, they never depend
upon seedlings, bat always propagate by
means of stolons or suckers irom the base
of the parent trees. Stolons from heavy
bearing female trees always produce
heavy fruiting females; while trees from
Btolous ol male trees always produce
only male or pollen bearing flowers.

From a personal inspection of dale-
Crowing on the shores of the Mediterra-
nean, 1 am sure that in time parts of the
{San .Joaquin Vailey will make a success
of the same industry, but success can
come only in the same way it does in
date-growing couutries—propagate only
by means of stolons from such trees as we
wish to produce.

HYPNOTIC HEALING.
Ilow tlie Treatment i:i Carried on in

Europe.

[From the Los Angeles Herald.;
Very few people are aware to what ex-

tent hypnotic treatment and suggestion
have been carried in therapeutics. Most
ot us have heard of instances which have
attracted local interest and comment, but
even these have not been very well au-
thenticated or understood. There have
been published more than one hundred
treatises on the subject during the past
year, and the general public may be pre-
pared at any tune 19 hear that medical
science has adopted afHl engrafted into it
the general practice of hypnotism. Per-
haps the most striking work on the sub-
ject i- ttie new book by Dr. J. Grossman
of Berlin, editor of one of the famous
medical journals of the day. He prints
communication* from thirty of the most
eminent professors and physicians in h'u-
rope, giving the result of their experi-
ence in the application of hypnotic sug-
gestion to the healing of disease. Thus
Van Cedan and Van Reuterghem of
Amsterdam report that from .May 5,
18S7, to June 30, 1593, in the institution
under their charge, l,o'Ji> patients wore
subjected to this treatment; of these 28.28
per cent, were entirely cured; li-j.'i!)per
cent, permanently improved; lil.irjper
cent, slightly bettered; 17.51 per cent.
unaU'ected, and m 9.18 per cent, of the
cases the results are unknown. Dr. Wet-
terstrand of Stockholm has used this
method of medical treatment in T.OitO, and
Dr. Bernheim of Nancy in 1J,()OO cases,
and both express themselves strongly in
favor of it. Indeed, Dr. Bernheim does
not hesitate to declare that the study of
hypnotic suggestion should bo made ob-
ligatory in all medical schools, and that
nowadays a physician who ignores the
psychical element in disease, and has no
knowledge ofthe part it plays in patho-
geny and therapeutics, is no better than a
horse doctor, and should confine himself
to veterinary practice. Auother import-
ant point brought out by Dr. Krafft-
Kbing of Vienna is the influence of "au-
tosuggestion" in the production of dis-
ease. The number of ailments and mor-
bid conditions of this kind that have their
origin in the nervous system and are iv-

dicated by pains, paralysis and other sys-
toma of hysterical, hypochrodriac and
neurasthenic affections, is astonishing.
Although not merely imaginary com-
plaints, they cease with the removal of
the "autosuggestive cause," which may
be affected by any ohango of scene ban-
ishinc it from the thoughts or by baton >-
suggestion {FYemdsHggestion) on the part
of a physician, who may impart it ver-
bally or in the dipguise of a dose of medi-
cine. In obstinate cases. In which the
autosuggestion is firmly intrenched in
mental imbecility, superstition, morbid
appetites and passions, inveterate habits
or abnormalities of character, recourse
must be had to hypnotism. That the
great majority of mankind are capable of
being hypnotized is shown by the exper-
iments of Dr. Freiherr yon Scbrenk-Not-
zing of Munich on s,~o~> persons of differ*
erent nationalities, of whom only t5
per cent, proved to be eutircly unsuscep-
tible.

The basic truths in this whole business
are perfectly well understood by all phy-
sicians and not a few of their patients.
There are tnose who believe tiiat tins
power can and will be successfully used
in dentistry and the more cotnmou cases
of surgery. But whether this ever
Comes about or not, it is of the first con-
sequence to know that it wili henceforth
have tho place in therapeutics to which
it is manifestly entitled. The good re-
sults directly flowing from an intelligent
use of this potent factor in the healing art
will be at onco appreciated by every one;
while the remoter effects, if the practice
becomes settled and as effective as most
of its advocates believe, wili bo of tre-
mendous signiiicance ro society. Itcan
not be doubted that in tni» line the quack
has had the lield mainly to himself m the
past, aud has been able to deceive the pa-
tient and the public, to Iris own enrich-
ment and to ttio disparagement and dis-
credit of the general profession. More
than this, llehasmado use of the most
sacred names and ninctions of religion
itsoll and dishonored aud disgraced them
all, by moans of the simple forces of
mind now just coming to bo understood
and invoked by the faithful seeker after
truth. Let us hope that tho or.linary
fakir and more detested spiritualist
"'healer" will lin.l themselves hold at
their real value and the educated profes-
sion take on the character it is entitled to
bear. Tremendous responsibilities will
come of such prodigious changes as seem
to be foresh; do wed by the probable early
coming of general hypnotic tiealiuj.'.

He can do as much If not
more for the community 03- co-operating
with all etfbrts to foster new undertak-
ings iv the way of local development
than by co-operating to organize inde-
pendent political parlies and start non-
partisan movements.

EKPBOVKD HIGHWAYS*

Los Angeles County needs better pub-
lic roads in the country districts. As a
city, Los Angeles is exceptionally well
supplied with paved and graded and
graveled strepts. Not many cities in the
Union can show more substantial im-
provements in this line, and they are for
the most part kept in fairly good repair.
But it is ditlerent in the county at large.
Out of 2,0W miles of road, perhaps :!U0
miles may be described as good, and 2vO
more as fairly good, with all the rest but
little short of villainous.
People who have been used to bad
roads all theii* lives do not appreciate
what it means to have good ones, and
not a few will be found to declare that
the bad roads are good enough. It is
sell-evident that nothing is good enough
which can bo bettered to advantage,
and although the existing highways
may be said to be endurable, and are not
worse, but on the contrary perhaps a
little better than the roads ten years ago,
they, nevertheless, can be vastly im-
proved, and their improvement would
be to the advantage of every resident of
the couuty.

A TROUBLESOME VICTORY.

11! B smoki. NUISANCE.

A.nuisance is described in Section 3479
>f the Civil Code in part as: "Anything
hat is injurious to health or is indecent
or offensive to the lenses, or an obstruc-
tion to tho free use of property, s<> as to
interfere with tho comforiablo enjoyment
of life or property." Section 3480 de-
scribes a public nuisance as one which
affects at tho same lime an entiro com-
munity or neighborhood or any consid-
erable Dumber of poisons. This doscribes
the custom ofborning leaves orrubbish
in the city, whether in the streets or on
private premises. Law does not permit
»ne to use his own property in a manner
that will prevent others from enjoying
their property in a reasonable mauhor,yot
city ordinances in several California cities
assume to permit every person who feels
so inclined to burn rubbish in tho streets
and s»_-ud the smoko wherever the wind
may carry it; into thoir neighbors' houses
or into their eyes and lungs.

The right or power of a City Council
to pass such an ordinance may well be
doubted. There are numerous decisions
that are against it, and there is also tho
broad principal of law aud good senso
that a municipality cannot legalize any-
thing that is forbidden bystate statute.
Leaf-burning is a survival of the village
state of existence; 01 the days when peo-
ple depended on a smudge to rid them of
the annoyance of mosquitoaa, and de-
serves to be abolished with the sidewalk
pasture system of long ago. People to
windward of a rubbish lire havo to close
thoir doors aud windows, and even the
acrid smoke penetrates aud lills tho
houses with its oJor.
