
ANOTHER DAY WITH THE TEACHERS.

Some Excellent Papers Presented;
Yesterday.

Teachers Resolve Themselves Into a

Committee of the Whole to Dis-

cuss Various Questions.

The second day of the Teachers' Insti-
tute opened yesterday with clouds and
rain, but closed in sunshine. The papers
road were of unusual excellence, ami the j
teachers repeaiedly showed their appreci- j
ation of them.

CHiuntßß'a rights.

Miss Margaret E. Scuallenberger's
paper on "Children's Rights as Seen byj
Themselves" was an unexceptionally ex-
cellent one. We must, she said, study
the child as we would study nature. How
are we to go about it? Ifwe could look
at the world through his eyes we should
get at his inner nature, and begin to un-
derstand him. We are beginning to look
at things from a different tstaudpoint of
late years. We do not accept the phil-
osophical theories of any one, but look at
lads and think for ourselves.

We put ourselves in others' places, and
try to think how we would have acted
Lad we occupied their positions. So, if
we would study tho subject of children's
rights, we must study the children. The
Bubjectis a very large one, and only a
small portion ol it can be touched on.
fc>he gave an account of how some chil-
dren were drawn out to complete stories,
in order that their ideas and the workings
of their minds might be studied. Tne
teachers did not tell them that they were
to write out stories to be sent to the Stan-
lord University, but asked the child to
give its opinion as to the action taken in
reference to a little girl, who used her
new paints to beautify her mother's par-
lor chairs, thinking to please her mother
l)y the improvement, and was punished
lor it.

The ;S,OiX) answers wore grouped under
many heads, such as* ignorance! uninten-
tional transgression, explanation, punish-
ment in a lartre variety of ways, pro-
hibition, threals, etc. The younger
children wore mostly inclined to punish-
ment and the larger onos to a more lenient
view. Many of the younger children's
answers showed that revenge was au
element of the opinion. Out of li.UUU j
answers, 1,102 children of G to 6 years j
did advocated whipping, 7*>3 at 11 years
old and only ISo at lti advocated it.

A large number thought she should be
punished lor the object of preventing
such an occurrence in luture. This is
largely in accordance with our present
laws, which hang a man for murder in
order to deter others. A third division
would explain to her lor her relormatiou.
Here was another curious thing. Out ol
2,000 answers noi one of the six-year-olds I
\u25a0would have explained to the offender
thai the act was wrong and should be
punished lor the purpose of reformation.
Of the twelve-year-old pupils ibl would i
have explained, and 751 oi the sixteeu-
year-old pupils, most of whom wore
ijiris, advocated explanation. The oider
pupils gave in sumo instances a long j
chain ol reasoning, uased on the fact that 'the little thought sue would please
Ler mother oy beauufyiug the chairs,
\u25a0while only tweui3T-tijiee Children of 0
years old gave any thought to her ignor-
ance.

Another curious fact, in contrast to the
general chivalric feeling of men which
induces them to condone the sins of
"women, was that more boys advocated
Whipping than thero were girls who did
bo. Tlie boyn, therefore, were less merci-
lui than the girls.

Threats and forced promises make no
impression on children. Young teachers
often use them; experience soon teaches
them the uselessness of such means 'and they abandon them. Itis dillicult to
ijet at the ideas and opinions of children
of oor 7 years old, for the reason that
they generally aro uuablo to express
themselves clearly or fluently. It was
iouud that the homo treatment of the
children had a great bearing on the opin-
ions given in this case, indicating the pol- i
icy pursued in the home circle, or per- !
liaps in tho schoolroom. Whether the I
children give the results of home en-
vironments, or of what they have been
taught, these experiments give the exact
truth as to their opinions. How many of
us base our opinions upon the truth, and
do uoi rather believe what wo have been
told by others?

Certainly, said the speaker, tlie tired
mother in tho mountain cabin does not
punish her children in the same manner
thai the city mother in her line homo
does, bul tho answers of the children in i
either case showed a remarkable unanim-
ity of idea. Young children, it is evident,
aro more cruel than older ones, ana boys
are more cruel than girls. If a young
child commits a wrong act and is not
punished for it, it fails to recognize tho
lact that it has dono wrong. No real
trail;, however small, iios idle. It is
Bent out into the world to perform its
mission.

MSFnrara.
The next paper was on "Defining," by

I". P. Osborn, which was listened to
attentively.

She called attention to the importance
of her subject and the little attention gen-
erally paid to it in the schools, in com-
parison with other studies. With smaller
children, language work may take tho
place of it. The dictionary willbe a great
lielp, but it should be used under the di-
rection and with the aid of the teacher,
in order that mistakes and misappreheu-
Biou of synonyms may not occur.

Its use will not for the lirst 3ear or two 'lighten labors of the teacher but it will
greatly aid the teacher. No word in the
lesson should be passed over until the i
child understands its meaning.

Tho speaker gave illustrations of meth-
ods of securing good results in tho study
of defining;, and ludicrous instances oi I
the misuse of synonyms.

WHY IS IT?
Miss Annie C. Weeks' paper asked !

"Why l>o lioys Leave School Sooner
Than Girls, and \\ hat are We G^iug to \l)o About It?"

She said that in the schools boys and
girls work side by side ivnearly equal
numbers, but when we enter the High
{School we find that the girls largely pre-
ponderate in the classes. Our boys are
being defrauded of thoir rightful heritage
and are beginning to care littlebecause
they are so defrauded. The need lor well-
educated men is greater to-day than ever
"before, but questioning of boys reveals
the fact that they hold their precious
privileges lightly. In many homes the
\u25a0wages of tho father need to be supple-
mented by the efforts of the other mem-
bers of tho family, and ihe boy who can
earn something lor the common fund
does so, while the girl continues her
studies.

It is said that the girl looks forward iv
her school life to a higher education,
\u25a0while the boy does not look ahead to it
With the same desire. Man's life is a
Struggle to make a living, and the boy
often docs not realize that there is any
necessity of gaining a higher education.
Jioys, when asked, say that their com-
panions, from inattention, idleness or
other cuuses, fall behind their classes,
and then begm to tease their parents to
allow them to quit school and go to work,

do not realize that they are thus
curtailinc their opportunities for advance-
ment in the world, iheir ignorance bar-
ling the way. Another reason giveu by
them is the restlessness and activities of
"boys as compared with girls, and that the
confinement of the schoolroom is more
irksome to them.

All boys, however, do not leave school j
on account of distaste lor restraint and 1
confinement, nor are all boys who leave |
school inclined to be idle or bad. Many
\u25a0who belong to large families feel it a duty
•when they gtow old enough to leave
school and help their fathers and moth-
ers in earning a living for the family.
"What i.s to be the remedy? The senti-
ments of the children iniluence the homes
that shelter them, and iv a lew years it
Will be the ruling one in their house- j

holds. The teacher's influence will go j
iar to modify or change their sentiments. I
In a tew years the boys who are now in j<>ur schools will be beyond all influences !
that may guide them in this respect, jleachers do not realize the influence they j
oßen exert on their pupils, as it is not. al- Jways apparent, but it is very ofteu far- ]
reaching in its consequents and molds \u25a0

and directs the luture career of the child. |
Some teachers direct their influence in:
such a manner that the future life of the j
pupils is onward and upward, a benefit
to himself and others.

Too many of our boys grow up with
the idea that success is to be measured by
the acquisition of dollars, and that a for-
tune is the greatest attainment in lite.
Can teachers not do something to divert
these ideas into the proper channel and
lead them to see that helpfulness to their

! lellow-men and a kindly interest in their
; welfare and sympathy with their misibr-
i tunes are really a greater success than the
I acquisition ot money; that the realiza-
tion of a large fortune often brings un-
happiness to its possessor?

Superintendent Erlewine thought the
paper an excellent one, and one that

j would pay lor special investigation by
i the teachers. He moved that it i»e the
sense oi the Institute that one of the
daily pa:»ors be requested to publish it in
lull, and the motion was carried.

NATURE STUDY.
Miss Nellie Harrison's paper on "Na-

ture Study" was an excellent one.
She gave an account of a visit to the

Stockton schools, and spoke of the largo
space given iv their .ourse of study to
nature study, which takes most of tho
place ol mechanical grammar and lan-
guage. The lirst day the pupils bring in
their specimens, the second day they
write about them, and the third day is
passed iv correcting, revising and dis-
cussing them. This work is iutended to

\u25a0 teach the children to think for themselves
; and to express their thoughts. The chil-
! dren accept the study with enthusiasm—
so much so, in fact, that they are full of
itat home, and many of the parents im-
bibe the idea that other studies are no-
gluctnd, and they remonstrate accord-
ingly.

Tne work is laid out through a special
teacner, and tho regular teachers then
conduct it. Narrative drawing is also
practiced; the teachers telling a story to
be reproduced in drawing by the pupils.
The speaker thought the results already
attained were very satisfactory.

Afternoon Session.
The afternoon exercises opened with a

Deisarte drill by pupils of the Lincoln
Primary School, under the direction of
Miss Lizzie Bernard, which evinced tho
thorough and painstaking drill to which
they had been subjected and iho aptnesa
with which they nail unproved their
teaching, and which won for them a llat-

jteriug reception.
11.1.11 KIIACV.

Mrs. Alice T. Tooiny of San Francisco
then read a paper on "Illiteracy—Its
Cause and Remedy."

Ifshe had her choice of the length of
her paper, she would, sue said, make it
very yhort—the cause, ignorance; the
remedy, education. iier subject was
renlly, however, illiteracy in speech, lor
it is coming to be considered that speech
i.s the test of illiteracy. She was glad to
speak before teachers, lor they were the
lirst in influence on this point, and the
home, unlortun&tely, second. Wo have

! made as much progress in education in
the last few years as iv hundreds of years
before. There is a difference of opinion
as to what education consists of. She
considered it tho cultivation of the special

juptitude shown by the child. The diller-
i euce between the (ieruian and French
cnildreu and the American is due
to the spelling, she thought, as
the German and French words
give the pronunciation of the syllables.
,^ho thought our schools have too many
studies and children are overburdened,
i'ureuts also are too anxious to push
their children ahead. She spoke of the
difficulty of learning to read and spell
"this dreadful English," and the lime
and effort lost, which is increased by in-
distinct utterances and running words
into each other on the part of leachers
and parents. People did not go to church
so much oflate years, ahe thought, ou ac-
count ol the ditliculty of understanding
tho preacher ami consequent lack of it£
terest. This illiteracy of speech she
thought! especially prevalent in America,
and v wa*, perhaps, duo to its cold cli-
mate. Resonant voices belong to warm
Climates. She deprecated the sileut loi-
ters iv the Knglisu language. The Eng-
lish language consists of Anglo-Saxon, I
(Jermau and Latin-French, and requires
two bets of mouth muscles, wuich proi>-
ably makes the moutu tirod, she thought,
and induces carelessness of utterance oi
the vowels and consonants. Sho pre-
dicted that, in spite of its drawbacks, the
English language would some day be in
universal use.

The paper was an interesting one and
fullofsuggestions to tho teachers.

VKKTICAL IIANIMViUTINc;.
Miss Schalleuberger presented the sub-

ject of "Vertical Handwriting." she
did not intend to advocate it, she said,
but simply to place tho facts concerning
it before them. The experts who ex-
amine tho eyes and ears of the German
school children found out that they have
defective eyes, and that one reason for it
is that the children write siamiugly, and,
as the book is held iv a certain position'
the two eyes are not at an equal distance
from the page. Another reason was that
tho position in which the child at present
sits lor writinginduces curvature of the
spine and makes one shoulder higher
than the other. She read from a report
on the subject, which showed that a pupil
in writing vertical script sat up straight,
and il required to write slanting script
fell immediately into a one-sided posi-
tion. The test was made in Germany
about tweive years ago, and vertical writ-
ins is now in use in Denmark, France
and England. Children are inclined
naturally to write vertically, and it is a
dillicult thing to get them to slant their

i letters alike. Vertical handwriting is
clearer and more easily read by those
who have to read it.

Tlie teachers of the institute then sepa-
rated, the city teachers occupying the
assembly room and discussing matters
of special iuterest to the city schools.

J The country teachers met in iho class- I
rooms and discussed the questions: "The
Present Course of Study—ls It Ade-
quate?" "Uur School Apparatus—Why
jls It Dust-CoveredV" "Why Are Older

! Pupils Kept at Homo, to tho Neglect ofI Their School Duties—ls There No item-
ed y For It?" 'i he discussion was ear-
nest, and many ideas on these subjects
were advanced.

The institute then adjourned till 11:30
o'clock this morning.
