Valuable Information in Regard
to Food for Swine.

Relative Merits of Wheat, Grapes and

Other Articles Discussed by W. A.

Sander**-—How to Make Hams—Mill-

ions In Poultry.

The best kind of hog feed, properly fedj
to thrifty hogs, willmako one pound of
live hog for every four pounds of leed
consumed. The best hog feed contains
ono part of nitrogen to five and four-
tenths parts of carbonaceous matter. This
is exactly the composition of wheat mid-
dlings from our valley wheat, ground in
the Reedley mill. Oor wheat, dry, ud-

ground, contains one part of nitrogen to

live and eight-ten ths oi carbonaceous
matter—rather more fatteuing than the
middlings, but to be made available must

be soaked from SO to 100 hours. A hand-
ful or two ofashes should be thrown in
to correct auy acidiiy acquired by long
cooking. The hogs will relish the ashes
—they're beneficial to them.

White Kgyptian corn, though varying
more widely than wheat iv relative pro-
portions of nitrogen, etc., is, on account
of its greater yield, better for hog feed
\u25a0with us than wheat. Itmust be soaked
fully 100 hours to obtain the best results.

No man here with any experience ever
thinks of raising bogs or producing
pork on any single ration. lirst and
cheapest, for a mixed ration, is alfalfa,
which many feed alone, mowing and
throwing into the pen right from tne
mower. Fed in this manner hogs are
produced at a cost of less than a hall-tent
per pouud, live weight. But breeding

bows and young pigs must have other
rations lor perfect results of health and
growth.

The hest of cheap additional rations are
Egyptian corn, and during the time from
June tiU < hristmas in this vicinity, with
our big vineyards and low prices, rine
grapes are very valuable. Thirteen
pounds oi ripe grapes, properly led, will
make one pouud of live hog. 1 have
never seen harmful results from feeding
grapes alone, aud have seen hogs kept on
this one leed for weeks and months, but
1 havo seen hogs die from impact of the
grape seeds in the large intestines from
having been confined for weeks to au ex-
clusive diet of dry raisins.

.So, while approving of grapes, or even
raisins, as a part ration, Ishould hesitate
to leed hogs solely on even the juciest,
pulpiest grapes grown iv our valley for
auy great length of time, but as a mixed
ration, with alfalfa, beets, carrots, sweet
potatoes, etc., lor nearly a half of the
year our vineyards can be mado moro
valuable, at present prices for vine pro-
ducts as compared with prices ot meat
and lard, to use our grapes for hog feed
than for wine and raisins. Mulberries
from their enormous yield and early
ripening are an excellent part ration lor
the spring of the year beiore grapes
ripen.

Figs, also, from their abundance of sac-
charine juice and from thoir lreedom
Irom indigestible seeds, are a valuable
part ration, especially for young, grow-
ing hogs, that should havo free access to
the fruit as it fails from the trees. Plant
fig and mulberry trees in your hog pas-
ture, they grow from cuttings, make ex-
cellent shade, besides supplying a vast
amount of feed. But tho best part ration
before grapes are ripe, because it can be
produced at the lowest cost and in un-
limited quantitiee, is sorghum cane. Cut
and feed the stalks as soon as they are
two feet in hight—they come up again
from the same roots and yield more pork-
making food to the acre than anything
else that can be grown. Where hogs are
expected to eat the refuse fruit and vege-
tables, it is a great advantage to be able
to cook itfor them.

To make a cooking vat, get two pieces
ofboard, oue foot wide, six feet long
and one inch in thickness will
do, but thicker is better —these
will form the sides of your vat.
]Nail to them a sheet ofgalvanized iron in
aucfa a way that the iron shall form the
bottom and ends of the vat. < 'alvanized
iron sheets are 28x96 inches, and your vat
willhold about ninety gallons. It should
be set on walls of adohe or brick about
twenty-two iiuhes apart, set in such a
way as to protect tho wooden sides from
th*) lire.

The material for two such vats should
not cost more than §o. By having two
vats one can be cooking and cooling
\u25a0while the other is being emptied.

1 am not writing this for "foothillers,
\u25a0who run thoir hogs wherever there's a
right smart chance of schack," Out lbr
such as de:_ire to produce the best for
themselves or market. Such should al-
\u25a0ways cure their own pork. Tho first
requisite in this is good salt. Tons of
pork aro lost every year from using in-
terior salt. All Liverpool salt is good.
1 doubt if tliis can be said ofany other.

1 have bad best success ivproducing a
choico liavor of meat by using in the
proportions of four pounds oi" salt to one
pound of brown sugar, and making a
brine as strong as can be made, and keep-
ing the meat covered with it about thirty-
live days; then take out, wash and
smoke, lt is best smoked by a small tire
producing no heat, aud continuo the slow
smoking process for threo mouths or
more—the longer the better.

In this way .hams can bo made equal to
those so famed of Westphalia, a recipe
for which I inclose. We've several times
tested tho recipe and know* it to be genu-
ine, but tail to see benefits compensating
for the greater amount of work that is
required in this as compared with the
briue process above; however, in our
brine process we always repack the meat
once and boil tho brine. It is imma-
terial whether the brine is put on to the
Bleat hot or cold after boiling.

JIOW TO M.-XX HAMS.

The Westphalia lianas are made aa fol-
lows: Well rubbed with dry salt and
lett to drain twenty-four hours. Take
two quarts of salt; two quarts of hag
(rock?> salt; three pounds o

%
i brown sugar;

oue pound saltpeter; four ounces sal-
prunelle and lour ounces juniper berries,
"well mixed and boiled iv six quarts
"water. The brine is then cooled and
skimmed. The hams are taken from the
tsalt aud wiped dry, and the cold pickle
poured over them aud rubbed in. There
.mould be enough brine lo cover the meat.
Turn the meat every second day lor three
"weeks, then take thorn out, wipe dry, ana
a nuxt ure of ground pepper, salt ana bran
Is thoroughly rubbed iv, tilling all cracks
and openings. They are theu smoked a
little every day for throe mouths or more,
until completely dry, when they will
keep and improve In liavor for year.*..
Pyroligneous acid will keep off Ilies and
animalcula of all kinds and improve the
liavor of the meat.—W. A. Sanders.

THK BKST FROM CALIFORNIA.
The following points were made in the

course ol an address delivered at the New
"iork State lair by Ueorge T. Powell:

With the increased production o: fruit
has come an increased demand, consump-
tion having kept tue pace while the cost
of transportation has decreased, and is
constantly growing cheaper and cheaper.
A lew years since it cost the California
shipper (1.20 Iper car to New York, now
it comes for(600 per car, large reirigerator
cars beiug v-ed, while the transportation
is more rapid. At present we are yet-
ting i:00 carloads per week iv New York,
a great competition which we must meet
or lose our market. Tho Paeiiic Coast
fruit finds great lavor in our market, be-
cause of its line appearance, it is well
grown, the orchards being well culti-
vated and leniiized, while the greatest
care is used in grading and packing.

Besides ail this, the shippers bus learned
to employ none but neat, small and at-
tractive packages, whicii the New York
dealer has not. as a rule, yet learned to do.
Pears are lirst carefully graded and se-
lected, ttion shipped in neat boxes hold-
ing a bushel, but which bring more
money than does our New York barrel,
holding nearly three times as much. This

care and slight additional expense the
New York shipper still refuses to incur,
but he will find (some of them already
have) he must if he is to hold the market.
Tno consumer, who is the linal arbiter,
pays his case and will take his choice if
he cau get a chance to doit. California
has given him that chance, and he will
not patronize a New York fruit-grower in
preference to one in California simply on
account of residence. What he wants is
ihe best he can get lor the money he has
invest. Just now the "best" come 3from
the far off Pacific Coast.

kxperimkntim; with fowls.
The Experiment Station at Calhoun,

Ala., has been making some test of egg-
producers and general-purpose fowls.
Here are the results :

The Plymouth Rocks have led, followed
closely by brown Leghorn, Hamburg,
lloudan-Minorea and Langshan. Pre-
vious to this year the Leghorus have
made the best record for egg production
for three successive years. The Fly mouth
Kocks, however, had Ihe advantage ofthe
run of the niace.

It is impossible to maintain the purity
ofthe breeds without close couhtiement,
ami yet such confinement is very preju-
dicial to health and egg preduction. The
Furopeau breeds are all great spring and
summer layers, are small and non-setters.

J Itis pretty well established that the Leg-
horns are the best egg-producers of ail
breeds.

The Asiatics are generally good winter
and early spring layers, aud make excel-
lent mothers, anu are good table fowls.
The Langshans stand at the head of the
list, and are regarded as one ol the best
general-purpose fowls.

The Plymouth Kocks are also good
winter and spring layersaud make excel-
lent mothers; thoy are hardy, of quick
growth and good table fowls.

Ofthe breeds mentioned the Langshan
and Plymouth Bocks are considered the
general-purpose fowls: the Leghorns or
Haniburgs the bost egg-producers. Such
are the conclusions reached after several
years' experience, the hens being con-
fined during the time in small pens and
fed only on vegetable products raised on
the farm. Were a wide range possible
lor them the results might be different.

..-ll.l.mNS IX l-u'.i.Tl.Y.
The figures of the eleventh census, jusl

issued, makes the number ol barn-yard
fowls for the year 1889 at _t08,47__,155; that
ol other towis, 20,846,545, and the number
ofdozen eggs produced in 1889 at 817,211,-
--i lii. This shows during ihe decade under
consideration, an increase in tho number
of barnyard fowls of 153 per ceut. ofoiher
that barnyard fowls of 15 per ceut., and
an increase in the number of eggs pro-
duced ol 79 per cent.

At 11 cents per dozen, a very moderate
estimate, the annual valuo of the egg
product rose trom 955,000,900 in 1879 to
$98,000,000 in LBB9. If we add to this the
meat sold, which equals the eggs in value,
we can form an idea of the importance of
this branch oi rural industry.

Ohio is the banner egg State, followed
by lowa, Illinois, Missouri, Pennsyi-
vaniaand New York, in the order named.
The ."States which lead inall kinds of poul-
try are Missouri, Illinois anti lowa.

To sum the whole thing up, ihe poultry
journals have not been far Irom the mark
wheu they have estimated tho poultry
and egg industry of tiie country at $2U0,-
--000,000 per annum, which is fully ou a par
with livestock. This is tho lirsl time otli-
cial ligures have been given on the poul-
try industry.—Poultry Keeper.

GOOD BUTTER YIEI.I).

Acorrespondent of Hoard?. Dairyman
says that from the Ist of September, 1883,
tillSeptember, 1891, he mado ill.) pounds
of butter per cow—by "per cow" he
nieens every cow that gave milk, whether
old or young, fresh or (arrow, and for tho
entire year. The dairy consisted ol five
two-year-old heifers, two old cows four-
teen years old, past their prime but kept
for their calves, and ten COws from three
to ten years old. Nearly the enure herd
are descendants of these two old cows.
Ue gave them grain to the value of
8246 40 from ihe Ist of October till they
went to grass in May, and none alter that
date.

NOTES.
As a preventive for alfalfa bloat place

a bridle bit in the animal's mouth while
gra/.-ug. < >ne of our farmers who has had
considerable experience in losing cattle
on aifaifa, has tried this method with en-
tirely satisfactory results. By having a
bit in their moutlis tho caitle cannot eat
so fast and the lormation oi gas is thereby
prevented.—M. V. Shutt,Garfield County,
Colorado.

Charles Drown and G. K. Smith have
fixed up a neat and roomy place on the
Brown orchard place, just east of town,
where they have commenced feeding to
(DM) eleven-months-old hogs boiled wiieat.
Feeding wheat in this way is au experi-
ment, but they will make a thorough test
of the value of this cereal as a pork-pro-
ducer, and il they find it a success they
will go into the business extensively.—
Biggs Argus.

SCOTT HELD TO ANSWER.
He Claims That Harmon Sold Him tho

Horse.
The exam ination of James A. Scott for

embezzlement was held in tho Polico
Court yesterday morning.

Scott pleaded lor the continuance of his
case tillnext Tuesday, as there was a
prospect of his being able to settle the
case, the prosocutine witness being will-
ing to accept payment ifho (Scott) could
raise the money. The City Attorney ob-
jected to the continuance, however.

J. S. Harmon, the prosecuting witness,
testified to having promised Scott x_ if lie
sold a horse for him for $lo\_ 50. Scott
did seil the horse, but did not turn over
the money to him and told him he had
not sold the horse. Harmon did not find
out for several months afterward that tho
horse had been sold. Witness did not i
see Scott again till he was arrested a !
short time ago. Scott then told witness
ho had sold the horse and spent tho
money, but would pay him as soon as ho ;
couid get the money.

W. IU. I-jughmaii testified to buying
the horse about a year ago aud paying
--cott slnO cash for him. Scott repre-
sented the last time ho came that the
horse was liis property.

Scott said that Harmon put the horse
| iv his bauds for saie and that they oliered
j it to l.aughman for |175, but he refused lo
pay that price for bim. The horse got

I lame and he Scott) took care of him. He
| claimed that he tnen ollered to buy the
horse of Harmou for $162 50 and Harmon

J agreed to tako that amount, Scott to pay
i for it at a stated timo and he gave a bill
of salo for the horse to Scott. Wituess
stated that he could not liud the bill of
sale, as it was mislaid.

He claimed to have invested the money
i in mining property in Nevada for which

ho had been offered 165,000, but he could
not at present raiso money enough to pay
Harmon the $161 50 he owed him for the
liorse.

Harmon was recalled and stated that
he never sold the horse to Scott and
never had intended to do so. Scott was
to sell tlie horse lor _W>l ,_o and receive a
commission for so doing.

Scott was held to answer and his bail
fixed at 31,000.
