
INAUGURAL BALL, OR RECEPTION ?

The Problem that Confronts the Citi-
zens' Committee.

It Is Likely the Governor-Elect "Will

be Asked to Deterinlue "Which

It Shall he.

The subject of an inaugural ball in
honor oi" the Governor-elect is engaging j
attention, aud tho Mayor has been ap- j
plied to, to call a meeting to make :
the usual arrangements.

This is in accordance with an old-time ,
custom. All capital cities teuder the in- j

coming Governor tliat or some similar \u25a0

welcoming compliment, and Sacramento
has always done her fall duty in that di-
rection, aud willdo so in the present in-
stance.

Bat it is always undertaken after id-
dressing the Governor-elect, stating what
is proposed and asking his consent, and
that will be dono this year also. But
there is a proposition under consideration
that should also bo made to Mr. Uudd,
and his desires in the premises ascer-

tained. ii;s decision as to which of the
two plans will be prelerable willof course
govern.

At tho recent meeting of citizens con-
vened with regard to the approaching ses-
sion of ti»e .National Pomological Associa-
tion in thi- city, the matter oi au inaug-
ural ball came up, because the reception
and ball willcome, iv all probability, in
the same week. It was pointed out that
a ball of necessity is exclusive, in that it
Is con lined to tnose who bear the ex-
pense, and this is always heavy aud (alls

on tho very few. In one year, \\ itb
tickets at $10, there was a deficiency that

cost the members of the Citizens" Com-
mitteo $20 each in addition to the pur-
chase ol tickets. - Two functions in one
week, or within a fortnight of each other,
it was argued, are heavy to bear and tend
to weaken each other.

Now, then, say the advocates of the
change, why not propose to Mr. iiudd,
along with the tender of a ball, a public
reception, at which three or four hundred
members of the Pomological Society ol
the Nation shall aiso be guests? Thus
Governor Budd would have the honor of
beiug the lirst (iovernor at wnoso in-
augural reception nearly all tho States in
the L uion v..re representee., and tliat, too,
by representatives of high character, for
the coming visitors are engaged in a re-
lining business, and represent, perhaps,
the most important of all agricultural in-
dustries, i i tne Governor prefers the old-
time ball, theu go on and get it up as
heretofore. 1f ho chooses the other, or
receptiou plan, then carry that out aud
make it a notable affair.

The idea of the friends of the change is
that the function should be termed "In-
augural Reception by Sacramento to the
Governor-elect"; that to that public re-
ception all tbe l.asteru visitors be in-
vited and be introduced to tho Governor.
This would be at ouec- honoring him and
complimenting the visitors who come by
invitation ofa Stale body, thestate Board
of Horticulture.

Tho plan is that the Capitol would be
beautifully llower decorated, music sap-
plied beneath the dome, and light bever-

i in bullet order furnished to the
guests; that the < iovernor should receive
in tho Assembly Chamber, supported by
tne Citizens" Committee; that there should
be no tickets sold, but invitations issued,
r.nd tliat every decent person, neatly clad,
as is proper, shall havo opportunity to re-
ceive an invitation card, which wouid be ;

a souvenir of tho occasion; that full dress
should not be insisted upon, but that it
snail be a popular reception—a welcom-
ing by tho people, whether rich or poor,
and that the Governor and his party, the
members of tne Legislature, tho .stato j

Lais and the Eastern visitors be con-
sidered the special guests of tho occasion.

By this means, it is held, the atla'r will
bo unique and can be made very success-
ful, anu all division of energy avoided,
which will be inevitable if both tho ball
and the reception of tho Eastern visitors
aro undertaken, whilo the cost will not
Jail upou the few.

While tho reception at the Capitol is in
progress, tlie citrus fruit and llower dis-
play of the central counties now being
arranged for in behalf ofthe Pomological
Society will be op-ui at the Pavilion at
Sixth and M streets, where music will
be discoursed, the promenade there aud
at the Capitol being contemporaneous.
Special effort, say the friends of this
.scheme, should be made also in a superb
lloral decoration of the Capitol on the
occasion. The plau has a great many
friends, and the belief is expressed
that it will be prelerred by the Governor-
elect to the more formal and exclusive
ball.

Those who hold to the contrary agree
that it will be entirely proper to submit
both propositions to Mr. Budd, iv the
letter tendering him inaugural courtesies
in behalf of tho Capitol City. But they
insist tbat tbe time-honored inaugural
hall should be given, and that there are
plenty to furnish the means for both
ailairs. That a ball has beeu the custom
here, and in most other States; that it is
a higher mark of respect, and that as the
reception to the Pomological Society is to
take place on the lath of January, to
avoid any possible friction the ball cau be
lixed for a week later, as it would be out
ofthe question to ask the several hun-
dred Eastern visitors to attend the bali,
most of them probably not coming pre-
pared for such a dress all'air.

To which it is replied that the public
reception will be a more distinguished
lienor, and will bo in a true sense the ex-
tension of hospitality and welcome by all
tho people of ihe city than any ball cau
be, while it will be hotter far to give dur-
ing tho winter two or three select parties
in honor of the Governor and the Legis-
lature, whicii will be less tormal and
lireatiy more enjoyabie.

This is a fair presentation of noth shirs.
The matter will be lurther debated 10-uay
tv \u25a0', o'clock at the mooting of the Citizens'
Pomological Committee, which embraces
all who took part in the reception of the
lute IruitConvention. The meeting will
Lo held at 214 J street, and .Mayor stein-
Inan will preside, he having been elected
Chairman on Wednesday.

GROWTH OF DICTIONARIES.
Some of tho Definitions That Mako the

Earliest Editions Amusing.

Thero was a timo when tboro woro
no dictionaries. Then the master sat in
the midst Of his pupils and explained to
them the mysteries of words, and taught
thorn how to preserve the words in man-
uscript. But as people multiplied, and
tlie demand lor knowledge increased,
pupils became masters in distant lands,
lar from tho schools and their teachers,
where their only reiereuce was the
precious manuscript ot thoir own copy-
ing.

iho first real dictionary was compiled
by John of Genoa, and printed by Gut-
enberg himself in l-HXt, The Brst Eng-
lish dictionary was written by Richard
Francis, a Norfolk man. It was a very
small affair, with but lew pages, and was
called "The Littlo Expositor, or tbe Lit-
tle Disclosure." Itcontained only nouns
aud verbs, the nouns in one list and the
verbs in another.

This was followed by "Tbo Catholicon
Anglicum," dated 1483, wiiich remained
iv manuscript lorm until a lew years ago,
when tho Early Euglish Text Society
was granted tbe privilege ofpublishing
it. A more pretentious word book was
compiled by Richard llulvet in 1.v,-j. Jt
was divided into sections, English. Latin
and French. Tho English was printed in
black letter, the Latin in Roman and the
French in italics. In certain cases where
the author was ignorant of tho French
definition he apologized and omitted it.

In 157:. John l.aret published a diction-
ary which lie called "Tbo Alveria—the
Bee Hive." His pupils, whom he calied
his "diligent bees," gathered the ma-
terial for tho work during tiie course oi'
their studies. It was a quadruple dic-
tionary, having an English, Latin, French
and Greek department, lie apologizes,
for the omission of certain Greek words
in this quaint manner:

"I could not joine the Greeke witb
every Latin word lor lacke ol Greeks let-

ters, which the printer had not leisure to
provide."

A genuine Fngiish dictionary, diminu-
tive in size and curious in construction,
was published in 1616. A girl is described
as a "roe-buck of two years." and a col-
umn is given to the descriution of a
crocodile, closing in this way: "Itwill
weep over a man's head, alter devouring
the body, and then devour the head also."
Possibly from this comes tho expression,
"crocodile tears."

The first dictionary that aimed to give
the derivatives of words aud tho regula-
tions of a, ceius was published in 1671,
and the first dictionary that was written
with a purpose was published in 1623.The author says: "1 believe that ladiesand gentlemon desirous ofa refined and
elegant sj>eoch will also like an English
expositor ol vulgar words, mocke words
aud fustian terms, in order that they
may bo able to express themselves
properly."

John Wesley conies next with his
dictionary of 10U pages, ln the preface he
says: "The author assures you that ho
thinks this is the best dictionary in Uie
world. Many aro tne mistakes in all
dictionaries whicii I nave seen, whereas I
can truly say 1 know of none in this."

And thus we axeled up through tho
ignorance and gradual awakening of the
tunes to Johnson. Ho was a scholar,
with tho dreams of a poet, but he awoke
to tiie needs of the public and wrote a
dictionary. Although be was charged
with making 1,300 blunders, it was too
best tbat had yet been written. It is said
that the volumes grew so bulky tbat
students were frightened away, and it is
uot surprising when ho learned that
when he had arrived at tbe word "lexi-
cographer" ho had filled two large vol-
umes that were half a yard high, a foot
wide and a linger thick, weighing many
pounds. When his work was completed
it represented eight years of solid labor
lor himself and a smaii army of as-
sistants.

Johnson had many successors of all
sorts. There was the Johnston withthe
"t." There was Sheridan, who told hisLreaders to say "veu-zida, skee-i, gho-ar-den, gheido, etc, claiming that these
were tho true Queen Anne pronuncia-
tions, aad being quite sure of bis accu-racy, bocauso be had heard Swift and
Chestertie.d speak. There was Walker,
who told tho public how Swift ridiculedpeople who caiied tho wind wlnn-d, and
said: "Ihave a great nnnn-d to try and
hnn-d why yon pronounce it winn-u."

Some wit meet his ridicule with this
reply: "It I may be 800 boo-old 1 should
lii.c to he too-old why you pronounce it
goo-old?

Aftor dictionaries by Scott, Mason,
Richardson and others, not particularly
noticeable m thoir constructions, wo find
Webster and Worcester, wno were noted
in their day for bo much quarreling over
tho merits of their respective volumes
that hillocks of pamphlets relating to the
strife were written by the contestants.

The ice ot the Ocean.
The only two varieties that are worthyor consideration, owing to their import-

ance, aro i<*e--ergs snd icefloes.The icebergs are originally simple inform—juat huge blocks of ice. They areentitled to the name of "berg," or moun-tain, ouiy because thoy appear as suchwhen floating \u0084n tho flat Burface of iheopen sea. \\ hen soon close to the moun-tainous, rock-bound coast of Greenlandclose to where they have been thrown offby the glaciers, they look remarkably
small and insignificant, Roughly speak-
ing, thoy are about as large as a hou-oand vary in size about as much as bouses
do. To be moro accurate, fow aro overono hundred and lilty to two hundred
ieet in bight, and icebergs reaching abight ol three hundred feet are iaro*ex-
ceptions. The bergs of northern seas are
not so broad and long as those of the An-
tarctic < icean, the latter not infrequently
covering a surface of over a square mile.
Tho former, therefore, look liko liu-e
blocks, rather thau the huge fragments of
ico plateaus of the southern polar seas.
Furthermore, southern icebergs appear
to be composed of two or moro strata, orlayers. Ofice, and aro lar clearer than their
northern sisters, on account of their free-
dom irom foreign matter and tlie parity
of tho ice wnicb composes them. Thesedistinctive features are not so prominent
in the old bergs, which havo beeu partly
melted and broken away by the wa-
ter.

The porous glacial ice of the bergs is
about oue-suvenlh ligiilor than sea water
aud only oue-sovenlh of its bulk juts
above tbe surface of tiio wator. It must
not bo imagined, however, that an ice-
berg oue hundred feet high reaches six
hundred feet below the surface. This
would he Uie c-:.r,e if the berg were au ex-
act geometrical figure, which it is not. It
is one-sevonth of its hulk that appears
above the surface, and not of iis bight.
The i>art undor tho water*—tho remaining
six-seventh—may bo made up In width
and breadth, ratner than depth, as indeed
is generally the case. —Home aud Coun-
try.
