
A CLEAR TEST.

Our esteemed contemporary, the
3'resno J-Txpositur, quotes from tho Post-
master-General's report a statement to

tbe effect that tho carriage of 254,000,000
pounds of second-class matter costs eigbt
cents per pound, giving total cost of car-
riage at _*2->,'.70,000, from which should bo
deducted the postage annually collected
on the matter every year at one cent per
pound, in round numbers, §2,547,000. It
will bo perceived from this that, the actual
cost of the carriage was §20,320,000; and
that the total receipts from the carriage
were §2,5-17,000, leaving a deficit of
§17,773,000. The Postmaster-General
gives the second-class matter credit for
9800,000, for special rates in carrier cities—
that is, for tho papers delivered in cities
by carriers there was a charge of £-800,000,
but that was no part ofthe transportation
of the mails, it was a service rendered by
carriers on foot.

Tho Postmaster-General complains
that thore bave been abuses; that sample
copies, and illegitimate publications of
various kinds are abusing the privilege,
thereby augmenting the quantity of
mail. The Expositor says: "This clearly
shows that great abuses bave crept into
the department in the handling of second-
class matter. " The Expositor misses tbe
real point. Ifthe Government can afford
to carry second-class matter at a cent per
pound, the more it has to carry tbe richer
it will become; the larger the volume of
transportation, the greater the profit, if
thore is any profit in the business.

The significance of the Postmaster-
General's report should not escape tho
attention of our contemporaries. Tho
Postmaster-General says in plain words
that it costs the Government aight cents
per pound, which is §lbl> por ton, to carry
second-class matter; and yet it had a vol-
ume of transportation of 254,000,000
pounds. This is a clear test, and a per-
fect disclosure of the capacity of tho Gov-
ernment to assume the task of the inter-
state transportation of this country.

Thore was a loss to the Government of
§17,773,000, and this was paid by other
enterprises than publishing papors and
periodicals. It was money taken from
the pockets of the people generally, and
contributed to the publication of news-
papers and periodicals, because their dis-
tribution is an indispensable factor in
their publication. Divested of all ob-
scurity, the people of the United States
are paying annually §17,770,0 iK) as a bonus
to the publishers of the country. Thoy
are performing a service which actually

costs eight cents per pound lor one cent

per pound. And yet tbe success of postal
transportation is pointed to by the friends
ol" Government ownership and Govern-
ment operation ol railroads as a con-
clusive illustration of tho great beneiit to
be derivod from that policy.

A XEW LEAGUE FORMED.

An Immigration Restriction League
has been formed at the East, and its cir-
cular letters and accompanying docu-
ments are before us. We do not know
the mon at the head of this leaguo, nor
\u25a0when it was formed. Wo accept as verity
the statement that it ia "non-partisan
atid non-political," and that its aims aud
purposes aro purely patriotic The circu-
lar letter, signed by the Executive Com-
mittee, sets out that the objects of the
league are:

To advocate and work for tlie further judi-
cious rtstri-.tion or stricter regulation oi im-
migration, to lssne documents und circulars,
solicit facts and Information on that subject,
hold public meetings, uud to aiouse public
opinion to ilie aeeeaatty ot a farther exclusion
oi Moments undesirable lor citizenship or in-
jurious to Oiir national character. It ia not
twi object ot this league to advocate the exclu-
sion ot laborers or otiier immigrants of such
character and standards as lit tnem to become
Citizens.

It is claimed that under the present

law the increase of the illiterate pauper

and criminal elements among immigrants
to the United States is very dangerously

large. That under the present law in
1893, 27 per cent, of the immigrants could

not read and 27.4 per cent, could not write
their own language; that only 1,030 out of

440,793 were debarred from entrance; that

tee immigration irctu undesirable coun-

tries increases disproportionally; that
even in the panic year of 1893-91 there
were 311,404 immigrants—an average of
•*>o3 per day; that as regards their distri-
bution 44 per cent, live in the 124 princi-
pal cities of the United States; that, as
bearing on their assimilation, of the total
foreign-born males over 21 years of age
-GU per cent, are not naturalized and '32.0
do not speak English; that a foreign-born
population of the United States, which is
14.77 per cent, of the total, furnishes one-
third of all the iusane and nearly one-
half ofall the paupers.

It 13 held by tho league that the restric-
tion question is one of "social rather than
of political character"; that while we may
believo the right of men to freely migrate,
thero is a higher right, namely, that of
the United States to preserve its moral,
social and political integrity. Three of
the strongest points male in the docu-
ments sent out by the league are:

First—lt is for the intsres. tii tlie workin:;-
--•" *aan ..id..- union*- that none nut
honest, industrious, bealUiyand fit immi-
grants shall be aliowed to enter the United
btates as competitors. The protection whichan American workint man needs is aitaicstthose classes ol laborers who come here with
lower standards, lower aims, lower desires
and lower morals. The competition ol his

ineed not and ought uot to be feared,but the unlimited freedom of immigration ol
other classes, now allowed, tends to depress
wages and degrade t ie tdgb standards oi liv-ingand character 01 tiie American citizen.

becona—At th© present tin.c, when there is
bul a small immigration, turtner restrictionsoan be Imposed with the least hards__ip io
tm ure immigrants and the least injustice to
all classes.

Third—Aa soon as our linancial prospecta
brighten considerably the tide ol Immigration
will .sweep in open r.s again, probably in
great sr volume than ever before, and we
should be prepared In time Becauitc the be.-t
service that Americana can render to ihe
world ia to preserve the American tfcepubllc
and the high standard of American o'.ti/eu-
Bhip, and thia cannot be d< ne unless steps are
at once taken to debar from onr shores ail
liio.se who are unfitted to become American
citizens.

Among tho twenty reasons sot forth
by the league for tho restriction of immi-
gration we do not find auy reference
whatever to tho anarchist, the radical
or destructive socialist or to those dis-
turbers who hold to and practice the gos-
pel ofdynamite. Perhaps the following,
the nineteenth reason, may be held to in-
clude these classes, but it is lacking iv
dolinitoness and precision. Why not
have spokon unmistakably on this point?

Nineteenth—Beeaose ihe immigration ofre-
cent years is largely composed or elements
unfitted to absoro democratic Ideaa of gov-
ernment or to :uicc [art m tbe duties and
I. sj onsi bilities oi citizenship under sued a
lorm ol government.

Itis humiliating that auy considerable
number of our peoplo should feel it to be
necessary to form au organization of this
character. Our National Legislature, if
it is truly a representative body, ought to

be equal to the task of taking up and dis-
posing of the subject; for we undertake
to say that the sentiment of the people is
right on this question; tbe National heart
is sound upon it; the great majority of
the peoplo do demand better and stricter
restriction, and our Congressman are
fully aware of this sentiment. But it is
to be replied that political jealousies,
carelessness and procrastination operate
to prevent speedy action by Congress.

What the leaguo should do, therefore,
is to address itself to Cougress at once,
for public opinion is already "aroused,"
and there is no need to move further in
that direction. Let tho leaguo bond its
energies to the arousing of Congress
rather than public opinion.

The organization is not a secret one; it
soems to be working openly and with-
out concealment, and for a purpose that
has the approval of the great body of
Americans. We cannot see, therefore,
why it should not ljavo public commen-
dation. We confess that it does not go
far enough to suit us. We would hold
the league in higher esteem if, instead of
attempting to iurther stir public opinion,
it would sucgest, out of hand, a form of
legislation aud ofregulations needed, aud
ask the opinion of the people and tho
press upon them, and in the meantime
secure the introduction of the measures
into one or the other of tbe houses ofCon-
gress. Wo would then have something
doiinite upon which to make a fight, for
or against.

Several, voting machines, it is an-
nounced, will be exhibited in this city
during the session of tho Legislature.
That is right. Let us have all the pat-
terns, aud let thero bo a full test mado of
the merits claimed for each. Sacramento
can get up a mock election in short order
to put the machines to practical trial. We
are strongly inclined, from tho successes
of the experiments in the Empire State
with machine voting, to believo that here
is the way out of till theditficulty relating
to manipulation of ballots, tampering
with returns and delaying tbe announce-
ment of results.

Sacramento has put in motion all the
necessary activities for the fit reception
and entertainment of the Americau Po-
mological Society next month. This is
in keeping with the spirit of hospitality
that has always characterized the Capital
City. Let the people give generous aid to

SINGULAR ACCIDENT LAST NIGHT.

A Woodland Merchant Blown Off a
Car Platform.

It Happened Oyer in Yolo—Ben Char-
mal_ tho Unfortunate Man—Ho

Was Found Dead.

A distressing accident happened last
evening in the vicinity of ihe "Sheep
Camp," in Yolo, a few miles west of this
city, by which a Woodland merchant
named Pen Charmak lost his life.

Charmak was a passenger on tho train
for Woodland, whicli left this city at 7:10
P. If. lie was in the smoking-car as the
train sped toward Davisville in the teeth
ofa driving rainstorm and almost a gale
of wind. When in tho vicinity of Sheep
Camp the conductor started in to collect
the fares, and Charmak, finding that he
had lelt his ticket ivhis overcoat iv tho
passenger coach, started to got it.

Just as he reached tho platform a strong

gust of wind caught and hurled him oil*
the car. Thomas King of Da visviile and
l>ol Montgomery of Woodland, who
were on the train, saw Charmak sa ho
went ovor and as quickly as possible
gave tho alarm.

Tho train had run a considerable dis-
tance beforo it could be stopped, but it
was backed up and search made lor tho
unfortunate man. Much to the surprise
oftbe trainmen, he was not found, al-
though the train was run back fully a
mile.

The night was very dark and tho storm
raged lioccely, and besides nobody knew
at exactly what spot Charmak was blown
off the car. The search could not bo
contiuued very long, a3 the train had to
roach Davisvillo beforo tho incoming
local froni San I'rancisco passed there.

At l.avisville word was telegraphed to
the railroad ollico here and tho trainmen
on tiio local, aiso those of the freight
train lroni lvnigh.*s Landing, which 10l-
Lowed, and tho overland express and
Portland express, wore all told to go
slow and look for the dead or injured
man. None of them saw him.

Alter the Oregon express got in at 10:30
o'clock, and the traeii -was clear, Yard-
master Newton and a crew wont out on a
yard ougiuo to see if tho unfortunate
man couid be found. They returned at 1
o'clock this morning with his dead body.
which they found near tho track. His
head had beeu crushed by the fall, and it
is thought his death was almost if not
quito instantaneous.

Charmak was about 12 years of ago.
He is s.iid to have been a person of slight
physique aud rather poor in health.

1 ciation comes in contact braver for the
world's sorrows, aud moro thoughtful iv
its joys.

Tue "noon rest and lunch hour" has
been opened, and during tho past to :
days a hundred and sixty young Indies
have enjoyod its benefits. It ia open from
11:90 a. Urn to 2 r. IL, and oilers to busi-
ness young women an opportunity to lay
aside tho burden of the day, and spenu a
lew moments in reading, music or con-
versation, whereby they may be better
prepared for tho remainder of the day's
work.

An opportunity is also given for tho de-
velopment of tho intellectual sido of lile.
Fifteen education classes havo been
formed, comprising as many subjects,
and at present tbere are over fiftynames
enrolled in this department.

There are also classes in i.ible study, in
which tho instructive study of the Acts
ot tho Apostles and a "worker's training
Claes" are taught by tho General Secre-
tary, whilo on each Sunday, at 1 o'clock,
is held a gospel meeting for women at the
association's rooms.

ono feature of tho work that is proving
especially beneficial this season is the
Free Employment llureau, througii
wbich over twenty young women havo
beeu holped to positions. Notwithstand-
ing these encouragouiont.H, aud tho fact
that nearly 700 young women have been
in attendance at lho rooms, the great need
of reaching out further is keenly felt by
tiio association —aud that cau only bo met
by tho hearty co-operation of Christian
people, both in interest and financial sup-
port.

Une week from to-morrow (Sunday,
December ICtb), thero will be a mass
meeting for women held in tho Sixth-
street M. E. Church, to which all women
are cordially invited. Solos and other
good music willbe provided, aud a help-
ful talk given.

legal iuterest, aliegod to be duo ou bonds
issued by the State in WSSL, to pay tho ex-
penses incurred iv tho suppression of
Indian hostilities.

Tho interest on the original amount
brings the amount of tho judgment up to
£12,01:. 40. The State Control ier ia di-
rected to draw a warrant in favor of Bates

without any presentment to or approval
thereof by the .State Board of Examiners.

A stipulation had been hied in tho case
by the attorneys cm both sides that the
testimony taken in tho caso of Henry
Molineaux agaiust the State, which was a
similar action to tho ono decided yester-
day, is applicablo to this case, and may
be considered as offered in o\ idenoe.

'udgo Catlin in his liudings says that
tho rejection or decision of the State
Board of Examiners referred to in de-
fendant's answer does not constitute and
has not constituted any bar to this ac-
tion. The cause-, of action sot torth in
plaintiffs complaint aro not barred by
the provisions of Sections 337 and 345 of
tho Code of Civil Procedure. Act of the
Legislature of ISSI, authorizing tho stato
Treasurer to negotiate a loan lor tho pur-
pose of defraying tho expenses incurred
in tho suppression of Indian hostilities
is not unconstitutional or void.
