Citizens Wish to Experiment in Get-
ting Rid of Mud.

Trustees Pass au Ordinance Fixing the

License for Jewelry Auctions

at t? 15 lor Day.

Tbe City Board of Trustees held its
ereelily session last night, Trustees
Lawton, Wachhorst, Kent, Devine,
Davis, Leonard, Bragg, Tozer and Pen-
nish being present.

Devine of the Street Committee said
thero were complaints of obstructions uu
the alleys between 'I and X, Sixth and
Seventh, and R and S, Ninth and Tenth
Btreets, houses and fences having beeu
uuilt so as to encroach on tho alleys. He
moved that the Superiutendent ot Streets
take suoh measures as necessary to re-
move the obstructions. The motion was
carried.

He also said that some men who are
engaged in freighting were willing to

furnish material to inclose the wharf
at the foot of X street and do the work, if
allowed to do su, in order to store goods
there, pending their taking tLem away.

He advocated allowing theui the priv-
ilege.

Lawton said that would leave very lit-
tle ofthe city's wharf lor use and he did
not favor giving away all the city's front-
age.

Leonard said ho had beeu requested by
tbe Chief ol Police to ask th. board to
furnish some bedding aud other articles
for the Keceiviug Hospital. Tno Police
Committee were authorized to get the
articles.

Kent said that people were asking if
the streets on Third, from lito V, and T,
from Front to Eighth, had been accepted.
Their bills had been sent to them, but
they did not wish to pay them till tbe
street was accepted.

.Lawion said tbe streets had not been
accepted, and the Auditing Committee
would have to examine the bills.

Chief Engineer Guthrie aaid that he
had never lavorcd allowing the .Salvation
Army to build a building on Fifth street.
Many people have come to him with
complaints ana remonstrated strongly
aeainst allowing the building to go up.
He thought that class of building should
not be allowed within the lire limits.

A remonstrance signed by a number
doing business iv the block wa. received,
asking the Trustees to rescind their
action.

Devine favored laying the matter over
for a week, so that the members of the
ltoard could familiarize themselves with
it, and it was so ordered.

The City Surveyor stated that the ob-
jectors on X street, liom Tenth to
Eleventh, had more thau half the lrout-
age on the property to be improved, and
those on Eleventh street, from J to 1 . had
just half the frontage. Ihe improvement

of both streets was laid over for six

mouths.
.Devine stated that he thought that some

of the board should look alter the weigh-
ing of the coal for the Water Works.
Eawtcfn said that the coal was weighed by
the weigher of tho railroad company and
weight lag* were given.

Davis presented a letter from Professor
J.isiug stating that he had as yet received
no compensation lor the work of hiniseli
and his assistant in analyzing tho water
Irom tho clear water wells iasi winter.

After some discussion ihe matter was
laid over lor a week.

Kent showed some bills prosented by
ontractor King on the street work ofhis

contract, in which he charged tnreeceutsa
loot more for curbing than his contract
allowed. Kent tbought tbe board should
do something to protect the property-
owners from such imposition.

Lawtou did not think the board could
do anything in ihe matter. Property-
owners should go to the City (Surveyor
and ascertain if iho bills were right be-
iore paying them.

Tho application for a license to keep
Baloon at l'r_.'' 1- rout street, another place
that was eiosod for selling liquor on elec-
tion day, catno up, anil Leonard moved
that it be laid over for a week, as ho had
been inloriued tbat the place had been
run for some time by other uarties than
those to whom license was granted.

The application oi J. M. Henderson for
a license to keep saloon at 1bin Kenny's
old placo was laid over for a week by a
vote of live to lour, Leonard and Davis
Baying tiiey would not vote lor tho license
unless Mr. Henderson would appear be-
iore the board and satisfy tbem tbat be
was going to keep tno saloon. Kent,
Devine, Donnish and Wachhorst fougbt
for granting tlie license, but could not
cany their point.

SOUTH YIIIACOMPANT.
Dr. Van Norden addressed the Doard

in relation to tbe wish of tbo Sontb Yuba
"Water Company to obtain a lranclii.se to
bring electric power to this city. Ho said
the compauy wished to bring IKX" horse-
power to this city, and make a bid for
lighting the city by electricity. They
asked no exclusive rights, but simply a
cJiancO to compete witb other companies.

He gave a description of the power
under control of the company, and what
it proposed to do. He read au ordinance
prepared for tlie company, which he said
carefnlly guarded the nghis of tho city.

He had been asked what truarantee the
company offered tttat tlie company wouid
carry out its contract. The company
WOOld in that case ion.it us franchise,
and |15,000 the lirst year, and a lit.c
amount the second year. Jl has aiso 2,000
horse-power going to waste. Which it.
-wants to utilize and realize money from.
Ju regard to a rumor that tne company
would sell out after securing* the fran-
chise, he would say that the amount the
company would eventually realize irom
ibeir franchise ia so lar^e that no amount

could be odered which tbe company
would lie jiistiued in ttCCbptinff. I'nai.
was a \u25a0ell-evident lact which needed no
argument.

and pay ior Mien license before commenc-
ing tueir business, under a penally of
;jx_>o or 100 days' imprisonment, and re-
voking all ncens.s heretofore granted
and requiring new ones to be taken out.

Waohhors said the ordinance was a
copy ofthose passed in Lis Angoles and
tsan Jose, w ..ere mock auction-bouses
became an mil .arable uuisauco.

I). A. Lindleyand others presented the
following communication to the board,
which was read by the Clerk:

To the Board of Trustee*: It is pro-
posed to experiment on removing the
mud from the graveled streets by means
oi a road machine or scraper. Itappear-
ing that there i.s no money available in
the City Treasury, this exuerimeut is to
be made by the aid ol private (subscrip-
tions. Should the experiment prove a
success, it is to be hoped that there will
be money enough transferred to the street
fund to cleau oil the mud beiore iho win-
ter is over and, if possible, before theS Pomoiogieal Convention and the Lo^is-

j laturo meet.
Permission will be asked for privilege

to experiment on some street and to al-
low properly holders to use tue dirt that

I will be left in a row m front of their
property. What cannot be used this way
tiie city will be asked to care tor. We

I understand this city owns somo wagons
j and teams. Ihe work can be done by
nand, if in no othor way, aud a man trau
jdo considerably more wbile the mud is

! soft than sfter it gels hard. It is likely,
j though, tnat a scraper esn be devised to
work while the streets are slushy, per-
haps while it is raining, and move the
mod into rows either toward the sides or
the center ofthe street, as may lie sho wo
by experiment to be the most practicable.

The mud on tho streets lias not, as
many supposed, worked up through tbo
gravel, but is the accumulations ot tne
droppings Ott tlie street and ofthe mud

! that has I eon carried Iron, ihe alleys and
the country roads by wagon wheels. True
enough, a small portion of i:<our.id was
originally mixed in with ihe gravel which
was hauled in lo either make or repair
the street, but this is really much loss
than is popularly supposed and comes oil
Willi the hrst cleaning of a new *iteot.
As many property-holders can hud place
lor a little idling, a low wheelbarrows
and some meals for the hungry might
relieve the city ofconsiderable ol the ex-
pense of carting off the m.id, which
might not be undesirable to mix in with
tho sediment used ordinarily in filling
our lots. \\ are suoh s central place like
tlie Capitol grounds about to lie put out
to grass, a coating of the dropping, irom
tiie streets would be o: some value il
spread over and plowed ill with the sedi-
ment which was used in tilling.

A. recent experiment on ii street, be-
tween Thirteenth and Fourteenth,
showed plainly that a graveled street
would be comparatively dry alter a heavy
rain if ihe mud were removed so as to
permit the street to shed tlie rain. A
.pace of something over a huudred leet
was cieaued to Uio center of _;o street
about two weeks ago. The morning after
the heavy rain oi last 1-ridav night, this
portion ofthe slreet was quite dry, while
the uncleaned part was a mass of mud
aud water.

The quantity of mud that muy be car-
ried in in a few days irom one portion of
a street to another by wagon wheels is
also apparent here, as where the cleaned
space borders on tne rest ofthe umdeaneU

j street mere is already quite an accumula-
tion ol" mud. tins snows tho folly oi at-
tempting to keep a portion ot the streets
clean white the rest remain uncleaned.
The etlect of mud being carried by wheels
is probably best illustrated on Fifth and
Sixth streets, between 1 aud K. If mud
is churned up through tho gravel, ss is

i argued by many, the travel on these
blocks would certainly make them much
more muddy than the outside graveled
stieets. Thoy are, however, compara-
tively free from mud, and, being tree,
dry up much more quickly than ihe less
fortunate Btreets which are not kept clean
naturally as are Fifth and Sixth streets,
and In fact oilier blocks adjacent lo the
bituminous rock streets, iho passing
wheels carry tue mud to the bituminous
rock sueets, which, being kept clean, are
unable to return the compliment.

(hie reason these blocks dry up more
quiclily than the outside ninthly streets
is, thai where there is much mud it nat-
urally works down on to the sides of the
Btreets, and, in a measure, destroys tie
good elfecis ofthe crown of a streei which
is main.ainod ou Fifth and Sixth streets,
necause tho grade is preserved at the
original line ol the gravel. Even asphalt
Btreets require cleaning, aud as there are
.so many unimproved streets and alleys
we must expect io remove tho mud irom
our improved sireeis at least once a year,
li it seems to you better tnat it should be
done at the beginning rather than at the
end ol the winter, and you can nnd a way
to appropriate enough money to carry on
the work if our experiment proves a suc-
cess, wo would bo pleased to make ihe
trial.

When people expect strangers, or aro
about to entertain visitors, whether they
be legislators, grangers or horticulturists,
it IB quite natural for them to either clean
up or dress up ihe house, so as lo impress

the visitors as favorably as possible,
| Strangers expect it, ana if they see tilth
around while things should oe at their
best, they are apt to wonder what the
condition must be when holiday appear-
ance- are cast aside. Oiten times, when
strangers are expected, the whole house-
hold takes a bath. If we clean off tho
mud, the noxl ram may come iv limo to
give the streets their balh, instead ol a
soaking, as is the case as long as tho mud
remains to act as a sponge, and to form,
by the aid of passing wheels, small levees
to hold the rain and prevent it running
quickly into tho gutters, as in case of a
ciean street. Wo aro not of those that
believe we should remain inactive until
moved by an Act of the Legislature.

Mr. Lindloy said that tho signers would
like to know, if possible, whether, in
ease the experiment is a success, any
money can bo changed from one fund lo
another to carry out the plan throughout
tho city. The beginning of the winter,
before the gravel is soltened, is tho time
to take oil iho surface mud.

CONDEMNED SIDEWALKS.
Who is Responsible lor PaelßlauoJ to

Uie Law i
The law providing for the construction

of stone sidewalks where old ones have
beeu condemned is not being enforced as
it should be, and complaints are very
n timorous since the winter rains havo set
in. In many cases where old wooden
sidewalks havo been condemned the
owners have taken them up, tilled in
with loose earth and then allowed them
to remain in that condition in spue ot the
law. Such persons should be promptly
arrested, on complaint of the Sidewalk
Inspector, but lor some reason ihe}- are
not.

Ihe Sidewalk Inspector states that in
some cases the excuse given by tno parlies
is that they nave let tne contract lo a cer-
tain sidewalk builder and iney think thai
for that reason they are not liable lo ar-
rest, v has i.een Bseerted trequeutly
that Ihis same contractor has advised
people to ro. .st tho law and not utiild new
wuiks until they wauled 10. It is claimed
that ho gave this advice wheueve. ho had
plenty ol work on hand, so thai no other
contractor would gei the job. Iftuis is
true thero ought to I o a way found to
punish him, and In any event the fact of
havlug a contract, let suould not protect
any person lv a willfulviolal.cn of the
iaw.

If the law cannot reach ihe contractor
public opinion can, i; he is guilty of the
charge pre.erred against mm. An in-
vestigation is already underway to ascer-
tain ihe truth, ami if th. charge can bo
sustained by proper evidence tue lacts
will tie given lo tho public.

in ihe meantime it is clearly the duty
oi ihe Sidewalk Inspector to enforce me
law, and nol be put od hy lne liiuisy ex-
cuse that a contract has boen let lv a con-
tractor who does not intend to bund lie-
walk until some timo next year, when he
has uo__iu_ else to ilo.

DICK AND MANUEL
Iho Strybe brothers Airain on Trial

for the Damon Murder.
The second trial of Manuel and Richard

.Strybe, charged with the murder of A.
G. Damon, which occurred on Second
slreet, between X and L, on March ti,
188^ was begun In Benartinent Two of
the Superior Court yesterday.

Thoy were found guilty of murder in
the soeond degree by a jury ou May 81,
1803, aud afterward Bomeueed by Judgo
Johnson to thirty years' imprisonment
in the state Prison at Folsom. Their
cases were alter ward taken io the Su-
premo Court, whicb granted tnem a new
trial on tue ground that the lower court
had erred in not charging ihe jury witb
certain instructions prepared by the at-
torneys loi the defense.

THE HALSEY ESTATE ONCE MORE.

Mrs. Haisey's Son Still Trying to
Secure It.

Ho Again Files a Complaint Cbarging

Undue Influence by Bltheli

and Others.

Milton S. Halsey has again commenced
suit in tiio Superior Court against James
Bithell lor the rocovory of his mother's
estate. Ho also auea forfBOO damages lot
the withholding of the estate and 98,000
rents and protits of the estato from the
time il carno into Lithelt's possession.

llalsey commenced a similar action
against Bithell last March, but a demur-
rer to tlie complaint was sustained, and,
llalsey failing lo iile an amended com.
plaint within the stipulated time, the
case was dismissed.

Tlie estalo In question consists of tlie
north fortyfeet oi tiie west sixty feet of
lot I, in tlie block bounded by L and M,
Second and Third streets; the oast fifty
feet of tbe north halfand the nortb •
leet of the south hall ot lot 1. in the
bounded by Maud _.', Fifth audsizib
sireeis.

Halsey alleges iv his complaint that his
mother, sbortly before ber death, sutlers I
severely irom sickness, aud tbat during
that period sbegrew gradually weaker,
both physically and menially, un i: tt! a
died on December 8, Ibt&t kvhilesicK,
tbe coinphuut uvera, sbe was susceptible
ofeasy control aud persuasion, and wss
utterly incompetent to manage berowu
adaira, to trauaact busihess or io v.
ot ber propel ty.

1.-iitit;lt also alleges that on Dccci
o, !_£_, while m a seiu__ouaciou_ htate,
ami w uen she did not know iho nature
and ed'ect ol tho transaction, his mother
was induced hy advice, persuasion and
undue importunity by Bilheii to >.^.i .

estate, and empowei ing him lo collect sil
reuis, issues, protiisaud income thureot.

bis mother signed the do;d liuhoil and
other persons, Whose USUIOS are unknown
lo the plaiutilf, conspired Logetuer ior the
purpose oi preventing Mrs. Halsey irom
leaving the estate to her son, and thai in
order io accomplish the conspiracy tne
deleudant and others acting for him rep-
resented to Mrs. Halsey that tho deed oi
trust contained a disposition ol tbe prop-
erty to the plamiiil, and thereby iuducod
her to -sign tne deed.

Halsey has been administrator of his
mother's estate et or since ber death, aud
as such administrator demand- an
accounting from Bithell for the reins and
accumulations and proceeds of iho estate.
