The Senate Continues Its Consideration

of the Nicaragua Canal Bill—Yhe

Railway Pooling BIill as Reported
by the Committee, With a Few Un-
important Amendments, P’asses the

House.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 1l.—The hearing
before the House Banking and Currency
Committee on the guestion of reorganiza-
tion of the currency laws was resumed
to-day. Among those present were

of the Committee on National Bankers, Lo
formulate the so-called Baltimore plan,
and R. k. Hepburn of New York, ex-
Comptroller of the Currency. These gen-
tlemen represent the currency 1deas emn-
bodied in the Baltimore plan.

It was expected that Secretary Carlisle
would preseut his currency bill and con-

tinue his statement, but as he was late |

Secretary Carlisle came in at this point,
and was an interested listener to White’s
answer to questions as to the want of
elasticity in Carlisle’s curreney bill.

Warner of New York asked what re-
strictions should be imposed on State
banks.

White said he would subject State
banks to the same regulations as those
imposed on National banks. ;

Cox of Tennessee asked if this would
not do awey with the State banks,

White answered that it would. He said
that he believed in one uniform banking
system—not State systems, there being
forty-four States.

Secretary Carlisle then resumed his
statement begun yesterday. He pre-
sented the bill he had prepared, embody-
ing his plan of currency, to the commit-
tee, commenting on it as he proceeded.

In the first section all Aets in relation to
the devosit of United States bonds to
secure circulating notes of national banks
are repealed.

Soon alter
Meyers left, Spragg tied Caley’s hands
behind him and deliberately cut his
throat, Mrs. Spragg rushed into the
room and attempted to interiere, when
Spragg made for her. She ran into the
yard, around the house and then into it
again, closely followed by Spragg. In
the house he caught her, and a desperate
struggie ensued. lie deliberately hacked
her head and face to pieces, and then, cut-
ting her head almost from the body,
dragged her by the hair into the yard.

Covered with gore, the human mounster
now I'(‘s.kll'llcd 1o the house to Ci)lllil)lll)
his work.

fatally hurt, fifteen more seriously in-
jured and a score of others more or less

bruised. The cars were set on fire by
| the stoves, and for a lime there was a
| fearful panic around the scene.

Both the West Madson street lines and
the Milwaukee avenue line cars run
through the tunnel, and at the time the
accident ocecurred, 6:30 o’clock, all the
westbound cars were jammed to suitoca-
tion with people returning from business
on the south side or the river. A Madi-
son-street cablie.drain, consisting of a grip
car and two trailers, were two-thirds of
the way down the incline toward the bot-
tom of the tunnel when a cable train on
the Milwaukee avenue line, also consist-
ing of three cars, entered the tuunel.

Almost  immediately aiter starting
down the slops Gripman Moran of the
Milwaukee avenue iine lost his hold on
the cable and the car shot forward down
the incline. Moran rang his alarm bell,
and he and the conductor set all the
brakes on the train, but were unable to
hold it, and just as the bottom of the tun-
nel was reached the runaway cars struck
the Madison-street train with awful force,
smashing its rear car to splinters and de-
molishing the Milwaukee avenue grip
car.

Both cars were piled upin a heap, from
which such passengers as” wero capable
of moving crawled out, battereds and
bleeding. LEach of the two wrecked cars
| held about seventy-five passengers, and
that a number of them were not instantly
killed is &« wonder. To add to the horror
of the accident one of the wrecked cars
caught fire and began to blaze furiously,
All  the peopie injured on both
cars had been removed betore
tire became dangerous, howaver. A
number of people were pinioned in the
wreck, and others were held fast be-
tween the wreckage and the walls of the
tunnel. All of them were guickly re-
moved, and the fire extinguisbed by an
engine company.
