An Indian Murderer Hanged in the
Streets of Fort Jones.

THE WORK DONE IN A QUIET BUT
DETERMINED MANNER.

Oscar Rogers, Convicted by an Ari-
zona Jury of Robbing an Overland

Train at Maricopa Station, Sen=-

tenced to be Hanged—Two Young
Men Arrested at Santa Rosa Con-
fess to a Number of Crimes.

Forr JonEs (Cal.), Dec. 12.—William
Dean. the Indian who murdered William
Baremore at Happy Camp last Thursday,
was brought here yesterday by Constable
Dixon of Happy Camp on his way to
N\ reka, where Dean had been committed
to the County Jail to await trial before the
Superior Court on a charge of murder.

About 2 o’clock this morning about a
dozen masked men went to the Fort
Jones Hotel, where the Constable and
Dean were staying, and broke open the
door of the room where the men were
The Constable
made an attempt to resist, but he was
soon overcome by the mob, which dis-
armed him and took Dean out of bed.
They tied the prisoner hand and foot, and,
teiling the Constable if he made any dis-
turbance they would kill bim, they car-
ried Dean about 200 yards down the main
street, where there was a derrick, and
put a rope around his neck and swung
him up. :

The mob waited for a short while to
make sure he was dead, then they hur-
riedly departed and disappeared, and this
morning when the citizens of IYort Joues
got around they saw a sight they will not
soon forget. The body of Dean was
swinging in the air, where iL_remamed
until about 9 o’clock, when it was cut
down by the Coroner oi this county.

There is noc clew to the mob, as the
work was done in a quiet and determined
manner and as soon as it was over they
disappeared, leaving no trace behind.

This town was the home of Dean and
he had a bad reputation, and while the
crimne he sutfered for was not done here,
the action of the mob has the approval of
wany law-abidiog citizens.

The verdict of the Coroner’s jury this
afternoon was that Dean met his death
by bhanging at the hands of parties un-
known,

This was the first lynching in this part
of the counntry, bul many crimes have
been committed iately, and it seems that
the citizens have determined to puta
stop to it

DEATI PENALTY,

How They Serve Train Robbers in
Arizona Territory.

Tucson, Dec. 12.—A special to the Star
from IFlorence says that Judge, Rouse
last night sentenced Oscar Rogers, con-
victed of train robbery, to be banged on
the Sth of February. The jury was out
only thirty minutes,

The erime for which he has been sen=
tenced to suffer the death penalty was
perpetrated on the 30th of last September,
when three men, Oscar Roger, l'rank
Arner and John Donavan held up the
eastbound overiand at Maricopa Station.
They seized about sixty ‘sacks from
Wells, Fargo & Co.’8s box and the mes-
senger’s gold wateh, Arner was cap-
tured the following day near Pheenix
after a desperate fight with the Sheriff’s
posse. He was wounded, but has fully
recovered.

“BUNCO” KELLY CONVICTED.

The Jury Brings in a Verdict of Mur-
der In the Second Degree.

PorrTLAND (Or.), Dec. 12.—The trial of
Joseph (**Bunco”’) Kelly, for the murder
of George W. Sayres, September 26th,
was completed to-day by the jury render-
ing a verdict of murder in the second de-
gree.

1t took the jury twelve hours to agree
upon a verdict. The first stocd eight tor
murder in the firsl degree aud four for
murder in the second degree. 'I'he evi-
dence in the case was mostly circumstan-
tial.

The murder of Sayres was oue of the
most cold-blooded murders in the history
of the city. On the night of September
26th he was called from his house at Ful-
ton Park, at about Y o’clock at night.
Nothing more was seen of him unul a
few days later his dead body was found
toating in the river. Suspicion was di-
rected at once toward “Bunco’” Kelly,
who, with several others, was piaced un-
der arrest. All except Kelly were subse-
quently released. Iselly’s arrest was fol-
lowed by that of ‘\.. N. Stevees, a well
known lawyer of this city, whose trial
begins to-morrow, It is charged that
Stevees hired Kelly to put Sayres out of
the way for a money cousideration. The
motive is found in the iact that Steeves
was an attorney in some lawsuits iu
which he was opposed to the interests of
Sayres.

DEBRIS COMDMIISSION,

Plans for the Dam of the Gold Run
Company Not Approved.

SAN Francisco, Dee. 12.—The Debris
Commission has declined to approve the
engineering plans submitted in behalf of
| the Gold Run Company for the construc-
| tion of a debris dam in the North Fork of
! the American River.

After the application was filed an ex-
amination of the river canyon for about
twelve miles above the proposed dam site
was made by Lieutenant Gillette and Mr.
Storey, engineers connecied with the
commission. They found that the canyon
contained large quantities of movable
debris. Asa result of the examination
the commission concluded that before the
dam could be completed its usefulness for
resiraint of fresh detritus would be in a
large measure destroyed by the descent
of' the old deposils into the reservoir cre-
ated by the barrier.

It was also concluded that the dam pro-
posed would not be satisfactory. The
plan called for a rock-filled dam, with
faces laid without mortar or cement. The
site was also found unsuitable, and the
commission recommendad . the engineers
of the mining company to select another,
and to amend the plans for a dam.

NEW LIFE TO FARMING.

Late Ralns of Great Benefit in South-
ern Californla.

Los ANGELEs, Dec. 12.—George L.
Franklin, in charge of the United States
Department of Agriculture, furnishes the
following weather crop bulletin of South-
ern California for the week ending De-
cember 10th:

cotfee. On the latter an entire v illage of
| natives was recently carried into the sea,
| The loss of life has been variously esti-
mated at from sixty to sev euty-five men,
! women and children, while in others of
the group fatalities are also reported. A
layer of ashes from two to six inches
| deep covers the once fertilo fields with an
appropriate shroud.

At Epi, on November 2d, there was a
severe earthquake in the early morning,
which opened an entirely new crater for
the volcano on the west side of Ambrym,
about fourteen miles distant, and ali the
next day the whole isiand trembled.
Since then it has opened in fiveor six dif=
ferent places. Even the Isiand of Epi,
which is much less affected, had, on No-
vember 7th, felt sixty-three distinet
| shocks, and for weeks has been covered
with clouds of ashes and smoke.

The Japanese Minister Disbelieves the
Reported Atrocities at Port Arvthur.
WasHIiNGTON, Dec. 12.—The following

statement was issued from the Jananese

Legation to-day: The Japanese Minister

expresses the strongest disbelief in the

reports of atrocities alleged to have been
comitted by the Japanese troops at Port

Arthur. The reputation of Marshal

Oyama, whose'orders to his troops against

excesses of any kind were of the strictest

nature, and the discipline maintained in
the Japanpese army, in his opinion, ren-
ders such a state of things impossible, He
believes, therefore, that these reports of
Japanese cruelty are greatly exaggerated,

The
legation has as yet no definite advices on
the subject beyond a report that a num-
ber of Japanese laborers who nad been
armed with swords for their own protec-
tion had entered the town during the
battle and were guilty ot some excesses.
