
HOW TO HAVE STREETS CLEANED.

No Necessity for People Wallowing
in the Mud.

Private Enterprise Clearly Demon-

strates Tiiat Streets Can lie Well

and Economically Cleaned.

A few citizens, convinced that the old-
time method of cleaning our residence
Btreet* twice a year is costly beyond all
reason, besides leaving tho streets deep
with mud all winter, some time ago re-
\u25a0elved to experiment udou the sugges-
tions ol 11. li. i'airman, itoad Engineer,
temporarily residing in the city, aud
clean a few huudred feet of muddy
streets by a cheap, aud what was believed
to be efficient method. They wont down
Into their pockets lor the money, secured
consent from the Trustees, and prevailed
upon Mr. I'airman to serve them out of
public spirit.

Street Superintendent Murray being
consulted gave his hearty approval to the
plan, and did ail he could to further the
experiment. The only thiug that caused
him any hesitancy was the question of
moving the mud alter it is raked otf of
the sireets, but it is admitted that what-
ever that cost is, it is already involved
in the old system, aud therefore cuts no
figure iv the new.

As a matter of fact the experiment oi
yesterday is not new. As Mr. i'airman
puts it, "Itis the application oi economic
processes that every good road engineer
i.s familiar with," in response to an on-
looker yesterday.

William Gutenberger kindly loaned to
the experimenters his road grading ma-
chine. It is a wagon gearing with a
quarter round steel blade beneath, set at
an acute augle to the length of tho wagon
frame, and braced and suspended to a
steel framework that lifts and falls by
the operation of geared hand wheels on
lop of the wagon irame. The scraper
blade extends beyond the side bound oi
tho wagon on one end, and the front
•wheels track narrow aud turn beneath
tho gearing ofthe wagon.

Instead of using the steel blade, Mr.
I'airman secured to it a heavy eighl-incu
square timber, with its lower edge drop-
ping below the lip of the scraper. In a
few hours the improvised machine was
ready for service, but it was not taken
out for trial until yesterday afternoon.
Engineer Fairman himself mounted at

the pilot wheel to the amusement of his
lriends and the new street cleaner started
on its trial trip.

11 street, between Thirteenth aud
I-'ourteeuth, was run over with perfect
•success, and iv a few minutes the mud
mas piled upon the inside wail of the
gutters, so that ifit should rain before Us
removal, it will not be distributed again
over the street, nor will it be run over by
teams and respread. Its location, if it

rains, simply advances the gutter street-
ward a foot or so temporarily.

However, property-owners had o liered
to lake soil and remo\e it, and wero glad
to get it. Teamsters stopped anu said
they would tiud plenty of customers lor
all the earth the city had if they were
permitted to take it. They now haul
Hand for filling Irom the American River,
and have to pay for it at tin.i, whereas
the street soil ia lar more valuable and
involves urn a short haul.

VV. J. Irvine, the liveryman, driving
by saw tne rude machine scraping tue
mud otr and carrying it to the siae-. oi

the streot, leaving the highway lree irom
the slush, and doing it so easily that be

\u25a0lopped aud begged the experimenters to
come to Second street, between {_ and L,
and clear that block of mud, and he'd
cart it oil and be gii»d to get it.

1 he Second-street bloclc proved a tough
job, butit was worked over in exactly
twenty-two minutes, though the horses
were too light ior the work, an i (requent
pauses had to be made. There suuuld
have beon four horses employed.

'ihe street in this block is uneven, has
lare,o stony knobs rising in ithere and
there that eaten the lip of the scraper and
give the hinder end of the wagon an im-
petus upward, that several times sent
Fngineer 'airman spuming ori of his
leeu Tho roadway is full of ups and
downs, holes, elevations, ridges and the
like. Our bad country roads are smoother
thau the road surface of this btreet, hard
aud firm though it is beneath iis overcoat
oi mud. "it is only on a well graded
road," explained the engineer, "that any
such machine will work perfectly."

i>ut despite the stillness ol tho mud,
which ought to have beon assaulted one
day earlier whiie more plastic, tne work
Waa well done, and all who saw it praised
the operation of tho rough and hastily
constructed contrivance. The crowds did
not seem to be able to lind words too
•strong in commendation of the operation
of the scrape^, aud the skill with which
its pilot used it.

"Here," said one old-time citizen, "we
liavo been going on for twenty-live years
\u25a0wading in mud all winters, and paying
from oue to two hundred dollars a block
a year in the early spring and late fall to
have it in dried condition dug up and
hauled otf. Now this rigging 1 have
timed, and it has gone over the street in
loss than twenty-five minutes, with but
oue team, instead of two, and a driver
and a pilot, and no shovel man to clear it,
and I'llbet it don't cost ?2 a block."

"How will it work, though, when the
mud gets hard or stiff—if it dries partly,
after a rain and before you cau get to itf"
asked a bystander of Fairman.

"That is easy euouch. With a couple
©{'lengths ofhose or so wet it down irom
tho nearest hydrant or use a drench from
a sprinkler. Tbat is easily done. No
trouble about it at all."

<)u account ol teams standing in tho
cutter-ways, lor which owners did not
appearand no ono would remove, it was
not possible to iinisii the work as it would
other wine have been dono. The chuck-
boles, also, were not weil cleared out, as
a matter of course. Bnt then there should
"be uo chuckholes, aud it is shameful that
the street is not oi even surface, since it
is so important a one. Irvine, who se-
cured the clearing ol the street liy induc-
ing the experimenters to como down I
town, was delighted with the whole :
thing and kept shouting to I'airman. '""Jo on; you are doing well, my boy."
To which tho engineer replied, "it's
nothing new in principle, and what as-
tonishes me is that you people up here
never thought of this kind oi street clean-
ing before."

ft is well known at the East, where
such contrivances arc used for removal
ol snow and slush, but here it has to be
adapted lo our conditions, so as not to
disturb the gravel surface.

When the ISeoond>sireet job wss done
the machine was t ikon to tbe Mock on 1
street, between Eleventh and Twelfth,]
and Cleared offthe nud there ia a jitl'v, I
though a well-constructed machine
WOOld do it far better.

new system it would give us graveled
streets remarkably lree from mud all
winter, and the value and comfort of thatconsideration cannot be measured by 8500a block.

One ofthe citizens who was active in
promoting the experiment of yesterday
writes to tlie Kecobd-Ukios as follows .-

"No doubtea*ch taxpayer iv the crowd
to-day saw al once the great saving such
work wili be, lor the city ought to adopt
the system unless something better comes
to tiie surface as a result of the agita-
tion that our experiment is bound to
bring forth.

"Second street was graveled sometime
in the seventies I remember, and does
not seem to have received much attention
since. It was made and turned
loose to shift tor itself. It has ied
a hard life, a-, shown on its lace,
and it is a shame that auy street
should be allowed to remain fullofchuck
holes so long. It can be readily seen that
whero the holes wero smaller in diameter
than tiie width of tlie machine it was im-
possible to get up all the mud, but tho
street is vastly improved.

"Our idea iv getting the machine at
work was toprovide something that could
remove the mud, but not the gravel. The
machine without tno additions mado by
-Mr. iairman will do excellent work oil
dirt roads wiiere it matters but little if
part of the roadway is plowed up or
planed down. Where, however, thereare
oniy a tew inches or more of gravel thatwe don't want to remove, something has
to be used that will cut no deeper than
the mud.

"The rigid hardwood bar works to per-
fection wherever the grade of the streei is
perlect, for it can be set to plane of any
desired amount. It cau bo "shifted very
quickly by the operator, but oi courso
no quick enough to conform lo small ir-
regularities of the roadbed. It is un-
doubtedly just the thing for all the grav-
eled streets, and will take otf aa much
mud as will be necessary.

".Now that it has been proven beyond a
doubt that machine procoss will work,
let the Trustees put enough money into
the street fund aud cleiiu the streets up
before the lirst of the year. Applications
were made to-day lo us forail the mud
that was scraped up. liut it has to be
taken away sometime, so wedo not count
its removal in our experiment We put
our money up to show what can be done,
and are satislied. Our thanks are due to
Superintendent .Murray and Mr. <.uteu-
berger for aid, and to Fngineer I'airman,
who took otfids coat and worked hard to
prove that scicutihe road knowledge is
worth having.
"I would liko to add that if the new-

plan is adopted, alter further trial per-
haps, and the mud should become 100
stiff to be worked to advantage, use
might be mado of the lire-plug- we have
on every block, and a very little soaking
wonld render the mud mastic enough to
tie handled lo the best advantage by the
machine. In fact, wo could by the use ot
the city water regulate the consistency of
the mud to suit the machine md be en-
tirely independent ol rams. Bnt, once
the streets are clean-.-d, the task of keep-
ing tlie mud oil by our process will no
very light. The hardest work will be in
the hrst cleaning, enviously."

The Kecuod-Uxion suggests tho lur-
ther advantage of the machine in being
the means ot having the gutters cleared.
Outside the paved streets the gutters are
now choked with mud, ami Will be all
winter unless the scraper is used, lor then
they wili have to be shovelea out.

Governor Markhatn did quits a land
office business yesterday in the matter of
grantiug pardons and commutations of
sentences.

He commuted to sixteen years tho sen-
tenco of Simon Ratten, who was sentenced

( in the Superior Court of this county in
February, 1885, to be hanged for the mur-
der ofJames Lansing in this city, which
sentence was afterward commuted by
Governor IStonemaii to life imprison-

; ment. This will release Rates on Feb-
ruary _;, 1885. The Governor has had
this and other cases under consideration
lor tiie past two years or more, examin-
ing into them thoroughly, as Las always

I been his custom and gives the following
reasons for his action:

Tbe original judgment and sentence
passed upon petitioner by tho Superior, Court was that he should suiter death:
