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VESSELS IN DANGER

A Severe Gale Along the Entire
Pacific Coast.

ITS GREATEST FURY AT THE MOUTH
OF THE COLUMBIA.

The Bark Germanla, One of the Over=
due Vessels Which Caused Anxlety

in Shipping Circles, Arrives Safely

at San Francisco—No Tidings

Brought of Other Missing Vessels.

Special to the RECORD-UNION.

SAN Fraxcisco, Dec, 20,—Storm signals
indicating the approach of severe gales
were exhibited all along the coasts of
California, Oregon and Washington to-
day. This added to the apprehension of
ship-owners who have vessels at sea
supposed to be in the track of the storm.
The approaching storm is expected to
expend its fury o!f the mouth of the Co-
lumbia River. The Weather Bureau re-
ports that for the next twenty-tour hours
the gale will be so severe asto be un-
usually dangerous to vessels,

The Germania, one of the eight sailing
vessels which are overdue between San
Francisco and northern ports, came into
port this afternoon. When the Germania
came to anchor in the harbor she was
guickly boarded by several persons eager
for any information of the other missing
and overdue vessels. Caplain Pearson
could give them no consolation. He bad
secen nothing of the missing colliers
Montserrat and ]\'ewoeuaw,_n'or had he
sighted any of the seven sailing vessels
which are considered to be overdue be-
tween San Francisco and Oregoun, Wash-
ington and British Columbia ports.
None of these vessels, however, have
been longer outthan the Germania,which
was eiguieen days from Seattle, and 1t is
reasonable to suppose that they have met
with no more serious mishaps than
betell the Germania. g

Captain Pearson, in his report, states
that on December 9th, in 45 degrees 30
minutes north, 126 degrees west, the Ger-
mania ran into a hurricane from the
south. For hours the bark was swept by
a terrific wind aud a terrible sea, but she
finally weathered the gale, sustaining no
more serious damage than the loss of
several sails.

SNOWING AT DUNSMUIR.

DuxsMuUiRr, Dec, 20,.—It has been snow-
ing here for ten days, and thesnow is now
from four to six feet deep. Several slides
have occurred both sides of this piace,
and tbhe south-bound train is delayed a
lfew miles above here.

NEW RAILWAY INCORPORATED.
To Run From San Francisco to Los
Angeles.

San Fraxcisco, Dee. 20,—The San
Francisco and Los Augeles Railway
Company was incorporated this morning
by Frederick Homer, William H. Mar-
tin, W, H. C, Fowler, A. Judson and W.
J. Behan. Its purpose is to build, lease,
maintain and operate a standard-gauge
railroad between San I‘rancisco and Los
Angeles and running through this, Ala-
meda, Contra Cosla, San Joaguin, Stan-
islaus, Merced, Madera, I'resno, Tulare,
Kern and Los Angeles Couunties. Its total
length will be 500 milee.

The capital stock is 520,000,000, of which
$500,000 nas been subscribed. Of this
amount $45,000 was subscribed by Fred-
erick Homer as trustee and $10,000 indi-
vidually. Each of the other incorporators
subscribed 510,000, Teu per cent. of the
amount subscribed has already been paid
in to A, Judson.

Mr. Homer is a civil engineer, who has
been working persistently on this project
for a great mmany years. He has carefully
examined several routes and has sur-
veyed one which runs east of the South-
ern Pacific’s present line through the San
Joaquin Valley.

RAILROAD COMMISSION,

New Grain lates submitted by the sS.
P. Company Approved.

San Fraxcisco, Dee. 20.—The State
Board of Railroad Commissioners met
this morning, with Commissioners Will-
iam Beckman and J. M. Litchtield pres-
ent, the latter presiding. After the min-
utes of the previous meeting had been
disposed of, the freight rate of the South-
ern Pacific Company to December ¥
1804, was submitted, and upon investiga-
tion, the rate showing an apparent reduc-
tion, the same was aporoved.

A grain tariff, superseding all grain tar-
iffs now 1n eilect, and all amendments
thereto, was also adopted, and ordered
into efiect Decem!er 20th next.

In 1893 the grain carried over the lines
of the Southern chilfc aggregated 415,111
tons. To move this the aggregate freight
charges were $1,039,120 40. For the sawe
tonnage under tnhe new tariff which has
just been adopted the freight rate will
only amount to 880,166 85, a saving to
the gralu-raisers of the State of §158.-
962 65.

This was the only business of import-
ance coming up betore the Commission-
ers this moruing, and, after hearing a re-
port trom the Secretary on some minor
watters, the board adjourned.

A Woman Found Dead in Her!
Home at Topeka, Kansas.

THE ENTIRE TOP OF HER HEAD
CRUSHED IN.

A Farmer Frustrates a Cold-Blooded |
Attempt to Wreck an Express Train ‘

Muis, A. D. Matson
was found dead on the floor of the rooms
of her house, Iifteentb and Monroe
streets, The body had evidently lain there
for at least ten days, as there had been no
life about the house for that time. A boy
who delivers milk at her house had no-
ticed that the can he left about ten days
ago bad staid on the back door step, and
he gave the alarm to the police,

Mrs. Matson lived alone, her husband
being in California. She lived in a good
deal of seclusion as regards her neigh-
bors, who are mostly colored peoble, and
itis not known whether there was any !
mouney in the house or not. Shelay in a
little back room on her back, and in a |
pool of her own blood, which had dried, ’
It appears that she had been critninally |
assaulted. 1

The body was covered with cluthing‘
and rags, and a couple of sacks of pota- |
toes hiad been placed on her head. She |
was lyitng in an easy posilion on heri
back, with her arms at her sides, her head 3

turned totheright, her right limb straight

out and the other drawn up a little. Ier

clothes were thrown up over her head |
and clotted blood held them to the floor.
The eirtire top of her head was crushed |
in as though she had been struck with
one fearful blow.

The neighbors in the vicinity are all
colored, and they say they have not seen
Mrs. Matson for two weeks, Mrs. Rob-
inson, who lives across the street, says
sne saw Mrs. Matson last about two
weeks ago, aud she was then coming from |
the direction of her house, and had evi-
dently been collecting rent. She saw no
one around the house at the time, and
never heard any noise or disturbance of |
any kiud there, {

Mrs. Matson was for several years a
member of the City Board of lNducation
irom the Fifth Ward, and took an active
interest in the city schools. She was at |
one time a city teacher, and was very
well known locally. She was generally
supposed to have considerable money,
and owned five or six houses on the Kast
Side. iler husbaund left her four or iive
Vvears ago and took up a homestead in
California, where he has since lived.

The only person who seems 1o know |
anything about the case is a dea! and
dumb colored man named Geo. Knight,
who saw two men, probably on the even-
ing of the llth, enter the window of the
murdered womaa’s house, and after-
wards saw them ruv away. No intelli-
gent account can be arrived at from Mr,
Knight except through his brother, who
is the only person who can understand |
him.

SECRET SOCIETIES,
satolll Declines to Make Public a Let-
ter From Rome on the subject.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 20.—Monsignor Sa-
tolli, the apostolic delegate, says any in-
formation concerning the recent letter to
Bishop McDonnell affecting secret socie-
ties must come from the Bishop. The
delegate says his only office in the matter
was to transmit the communication ex-
actly as it came from Kome, and that it
involved no action or ruling on his part.
He was asked if the ban of the church
was to be placed on other secret societies
than the l\n_lgm,s of Pythias, Udd Fellows
and Sons of lemperance, but he deciined
Lo give any information 48 to how specitic
societies were aflected, or what pumnisi-
went would be Visited upon their indi-
vidual members in case they continued
their membership. S high ecclesiasticai
authority uulugdu cf the delegation stated
that it was his understanding that the
action of the church as against secret so-
cieties is general, rather than a specitic
society being designated. This, how-

gate. Heinsisted that as he was merely
a channel of comnunication in this case
be had no concern in the subject, and the
proprieties reauired that the Bishop who
received the communication should be
the one to judge how far it should be |
made public.

New Yorgx, Dec. 20 —Archbishop Cor-
rigan denied himself to reporters to-day
who sought to obtain his views regarding
the encyclical interdict of secret societies
promulgated by Bishop McDonnell of
ibrooklyn to a conference of priests of
his diocese this week. Vicar-General
Karley admitted the truth of the state-
ment that such an order had been pro-
mulgated. *“The Odd I'ellows, Sons of
Temperance and the Knights of Pythias
have beeu interdicted,” he said. The de-
cree of condemnation will be at once pro-
mulgated throughout the church, both
from th:e pulpits and by the press. As to
the reasons for this acuon, it is sufficient
to say that they were condemned because !
the Archbishops evidently held that they
were aptagonistic to the church,

AN ARMENIAN EXILE,

Petitlon Asking for the Release of Zuhg
Mahndissian.,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.—Rev. Z. T.
Sweeney of Columbus, and Consul to the
Ottoman Erapire during Harrison’s Ad-
ministration, is here bearing a petition
from the Christian Woman’s Board of
Missicns, with a membership of 300,000,
asking Turkey for the release of Zahg
Mahdissian, the Armenian life exile, in

the oasis of Fezzan, Desert of Sahara, |
He presented it to Secretary Gresham,
asking himn to forward it to Minister
Terrill of Constantinople, who will pre-
sent it to the Sultan. Zahg was a teacher
for the American missionaries in an in-
terior Turkish town. He was convicted
and exiled lor conspiracy acainst the
Government, though entirely iuqocent,
and ever since be has been cut oft' from
communication with friends. Itis hoped
by calling the Sultan’s personal attention
to the case to secure his reiease,
HELD IN A TURKISH PRISON.

Hartrort (Conn.), Dec. 20,—Malcolm
Aghanilian of this city, who has been
working to obtain the names of Ameri-
can citizeus in Armenian prisons, learned
that Dickran Tarseian, formerly of Troy,
N. Y., is held under peculiar circum- |
stances. He left Troy a year ago and es- |
tablished an iron works in Harloot, after |
paying a heavy license fee demanded by |
the authorities. Shortly after the factory |
started it was closed by the authorities, |
who said the smoke . was spoiling other |
buildings. Tarseianfdemanded a rebate |
of his license fee, but this was retused, |
and he was arrested on a trumped up
charge. He laid claim to being an Amer-

ican citizen and produced his papers,
but the Judge tore the papers into bits
and refused to allow him to send a mes-
sage to Consul Mitchell, He was thrown
into prison, and remains there yet.

| Further Particulars of the Killing of

Superintendent Newell.

CrirPLE CrEEK (Col.), Dec. 20.—The
circumstances of the killing of Richard
Newell, Jr., General Superintendent and
Chief Engineer of the Midland Terminal
Road, by A. W. Van Houten, a miner,
near Independence last night, are as fol-
lows: The owners of the Black Wonder
Mine could not agree with the railroad as
to damages for the right of way. Arbi-
tration gave the mine $¥25. Gus Young,

| one of the owners of the mine, told the

men living in the cabin cn the line of the
road not to let the raiiroad disturb them
under any circumstaunces. The railroad
built the track with a sharp curve around
the cavin. Newell went out on a special
car, stopped at the cabin and went in
with papers in his haud., Soon after
Newell came out quickly, and Van Hou-
ten appeared in the doorway with a ritle,
fired it and Newell tell dead. Van Hou-
ten claims that he shot in self-defense,
but it appears Newell was not armed.
Van Houten bad no interest in the prop-
erty. le was jailed ai Colorudo Springs.
Newell was a nephew of President New-
ell of the Lake Shore Road. W. H. Hos-
kin was arrested as accessory. Oflicers
of the Midland iload consider Young
largely responsible, and say they will
prosecute hiw.

THE RUSE DIDN’l WORK,
A Man Who Demanded Money From a
Gank OfMicial Landed In Jail.

TI'be stranger pulled from his pocket a
round package and, holding it above his
head, shouted: **lnis is a bomb; if you
do not give mie money I'll smash it on
tie tloor and kill both of us,”

Mr: Davis ordered the man out of the
oflice. I'he noise brought the clerks to
the rescue, and the man was secured and
taken to the station, He gave the name
of Samuel Brown, born in Russia, but
residing in New York. The bomb was a
large orange wrappad in paper.

GOLD AT LEADVILLE.
Rich Strike In Colorado’s High Mount-
ain Mining City.

DeNVER, Deec. 20.—Recent great gold
strikes in Leadville are causing great ex-
citement. The railroads are taxed to
their full capacity. The Denver, Lead-
ville & Gunnison Railway, the short line
from Denver to the camnp, is preparing to
run extra trains to accommodate the
travel. Gold strikes have been numerous
in Leadville for the past two years, but
none have attracted so mueh atieution as
the two latest in the ilex and Triumph
mines, which establisn that the gold beit
extends al least three miles, the two dis-
coveries being that far apart. The pros-
pect is that lLeadville will in 1805 be the
largest producer of gold in the world,

ATTEMPTED TRAIN WRECK.
A Farmer Averts a Ierhaps serious
Disaster in Indiana.

CiyciNnNaTi, Dec. 20.—An attempt to
wreck a Baltimore and Ohio Southwest-
ern St. Louis express traia near Norti
Veruon, Ind., last Tuesday, was pre-
vented by an unknown farmer.

The question of indirect or consequen-
tial damages having been withdrawn
from the tribunal of arbitration, the pend-
1ng claims are for British vessels actually
seized in Behring Sea or warned out of it
by cruisers of the United States. It wilil
appear from the submitted correspond-
ence that the agreement to pay a lump
sum of 425,000 in full settlement was pro-
posed by this Government. The amount
is considerably below the damage claimed
by Great Britain, exclusive of interest for
a number of years. If this arrangement
does not receive the approval of Congress,
and the disputed questions are submiit-
ted to an international cominission, it is
believed that the amounts allowed and
the expenses of the tribunal, including
witnesses and the taking of their testi-
mony, will largely exceed $425,000,

In view of all the facts and what may
be reasonably expected as the resuit of a
commission, the undergigned submits
that a prompt and final settlement of the

tion of the lump sum agreed upon is ad-
visable.

PHOTOGRAPHIC SCIENCE,
It Gives Tangible Clue to the Identity
of a Murderer.

JamesTownN (N. Y.), Dec. 20.—Photo-
graphic science may have given the first
tangible clue to the identity of the mur-
derer of Mrs. Sherman and Mrs. Davis.
Several have been the suspects and the
clues followed up without success. But
to-day the impression of the murderer
has been found on the retina of Mrs.
Sherman’s eyo. The photograph was
taken by Fred D. Marsh, a local phot-
ographer, and to him is due the credit of
having originated the idea of examining
the organ, 'The existence of the impres-
sion of the murderer on the eye was dis-
covered by means of a powertul micro-
scope. Unfortunately the features of the
man could not be seen, as the view ob-
tained shows only the back and a very
little of the side. An apparently big man
is presented with bushy whiskers and
wearing a long overcoat. The trousers
appear to be badly wrinkled. The Coro-
ner has taken out both the eyes of the
murdered woman, and another photo-
graph will be taken to-morrow by a
skilled photographer.
