
HELPING THE UNEMPLOYED.

A number of public-spirited citizens of
{Sacramento have provided work for un-
employed destitute men. The work con-

sists in preparing road metal—otherwise
breaking rock for use as underpinning in

walks, roads and foundations. Tho re-
quirement is that a man shall work four
hours in order to secure his meals and a

lodgiug.
Tickets were prepared that citizens

"were asked to take at a low ligure to give
to applicants instead of feeding them at
their houses. At once there arose com-
plaint that requiring men to hunt up
(some one having tickets was a hardship;
that men who apply at the rock-pile
Should be given work without tickets.
Accordingly the citizens' committee
handling the matter so arranged, and that
process is now in operation.

Tickets are still offered and the peoplo
ere urged to take them, and let us hope
that they will do so. For it seems never
to have occurred to those who objected to
the ticket as a condition precedent in all
ceases to obtaining meals nnd lodging,

that by the ticket system, or by money

contribution direct only, can revenue be
derived to procure the lodgings and the
lood for the destitute. If tickets aro not

taken by the people, and men are fed and
lodged without the ticket, from what
source are these public-spirited men who
are ruuning this relief institution to get

money to maintain it? It wili be seen
that they must beg it of the people, and
that means to travel up and down tho
business streets and ask for money from
the storekeepers and those in business on
the main streets, who aro called on every
day for something in the way of money-
giving. This is a disagreeable task for
any committee; it is an unequal assess-

ment, and it may well be doubted if auy
body ol" citizens will want to beg for the
coiu for any considerable time.

The ticket system is, therefore, the
right one. Itdistributes the charitable
eilort, it relieves housekeepers ofannoy-
ance and it enables them to discriminate
between the worthy and the undeserving
und assures the promoters of the charity
ofincome sufficient in each case to meet
the cost ofrelief.

It has been feared by some that these
tickets could bo misused and that they
might be sold for liquor for one-third
their value and be resold by the pur-
chaser for two-thirds their value. Uut of
that there is little fear. But ifanyone
has doubt on that head let him give his
money directly to the committee and
Bend no more applicants to tho work
pile than his contribution will feed and
lodge. Thus the committee will bo pro-
vided with means, and the worthy poor
"willnot sutler.

The worthy poor we havo among us
along with many who are unworthy.
There are men suffering to-day in our
midst for food, and who have no place of
Shelter, nor yet sufficient clothing, who
are clad neither on foot nor back for in-
clement weather or for hard work. They
cannot go about naked, they must not
starve, they must not be kept out in tho
Storms and tho night without shelter or
lodging. It is therefore a question for
©very humane citizen who has employ-
ment whether he willgivo money direct
or buy tickets of the Federation of Be-
neficence to eive to applicants for food
and lodging. One or the other every man
ought to do to the extent of his means
and within tho lines of duty to his family
and himself.

More than that should be done. The
committea ought to be given a fund suffi-
cient to lit up a place at the stone works
Where men without means, home or
Shelter, who come there to work, may
cleanse themselves; a tank for them to

bathe in, and a place where they may
Wash their underclothing. General Booth
of the Salvation Army says that his ex-
perience has taught him that you cannot

help a mau to his benefit without first
making him clean. The first require-

ment in the Salvation Army, prior to
living assistance! is that the man shall

wash and be clean. The worthy men
"who go to tbe rock-pile and willingly
labor for food and lodging have not a
cent of money for clothing nor for cleans-
ing; they wish to be clean because it is
the desire of every worthy person, and
because cleanliness is an aid in securing
employment for wages, and filth repels
even the generous.

Why should not some two or three
men of large means, or a dozen of smaller
wealth, order a tauk erected at the rock
works, with shelter, and a few kettles
for heating water, where the decent men
willing to work may wash their bodies,
and thus not only be helped on to remu-
nerative labor but lifted up and out of
despondency in some degree into the
hope and courage that are always felt by
the man who is free from filth and dirt.
Two hundred dollars will outfit a placo
at the rock works that will go far toward
helping where help is most needed, and
wiil make the work at the rock-pile go a
great deal farther in relieving real dis-
tress. Who wiil wear the honor of order-
ing the need to be filled?

BOTH TO BLAME.
The detailed accounts of the capture of

Port Arthur are at hand, and confirm tho
story that the Japanese wero guilty of!
horrible work on that occasion. They
gave no quarter; they butchered prisoners
of war; they shot, sabered aud drowned
women and children; they beheaded the
wounded and looted the town. For all
this there can be no excuse; Japan has
stained her escutcheon to such a dye that
nothing can remove the horrid blotch.

But what of China? How far was she
responsible lor tbe acts of the Japanese
soldiery ? Ifwe are to reason from what
we now know, we must conclude that
China is equally responsible with Japau
for the Port Arthur butchery. It is
proven that she has uo Japanese as pris-
oners of war, simply because as fast as
she takes prisoners she kills them. Itis
proved that the Japs who fell into their
hands just before the reduction of Port
Arthur were killed, their bodies dis-
membered, their bowels ripped out, their
heads placed iv triumphal arches; some
of the prisoners had been burned at tho
stake, and their calcined bones toid the
horrible story.

It is therefore uot so very surprising
that the Japanese officers were unable to
control their men when they entered
Port Arthur and saw the evidences of
their comrades' fate. There was at that
moment a relapse into barbarism, and the
Chinese are equally with the Japanese
responsible for it.

Here is a people just out ofthe swad-
dling clothes of civilization, who to that
moment had conducted a war according
to the highest standards ot humanity and
civilised usage, and who had a right to
expect from their enemy In the field like
conduct. When, however, it became ap-
parent that with the Chinese barbaric
methods obtained, the retaliatory impulse
became too strong to resist, and the pun-
ishment was swift aud awful.

It is useless lor the older nations of
civilization to talk of interference in this
struggle between China and Japan. There
is no excuse for it ou the ground of
humanity, and as for the political phases
of the question, they aro best left alone by
outsiders, because any interposition now
will be hailed by tho Chinese not as an

act of humanity or friendliness, but as
the result of the orders of" their Kmperor,
whom the masses believe to be supreme
over all the world, aud to whom all na-
tions yield obedience.

No; China is learning a lesson; truth is
being bayoneted |iuto her understanding
that would not reach it by auy other
means. She is being taught that there
are other peoples and nations, aud that
they are not the dependents of the
"Brother of the Son;" that the arts of
civilization are superior to brute force and
superstition; that there are on this little
planet people who neither fear her nor
acknowledge her imperial claims of right
to dictate. It is for the interest of civi-
lization, therefore, that the Chinese learn
this lesson so well that it will be impossi-
ble to forget it. The war is more bene-
ficial to China in the task of lifting her to
the level of civilization, thau would be a
half century of labor by a brigade of de-
voted missionaries.

The complaint of the inefficiency and
dishonesty of election officers proceeds
from no one place; it is general. In many
cases no pains aio taken to appoint capa-
ble and honest men, wiiiie in others tho
election arrangements aro iv the hands of
bosses, who deliberately appoint heelers
aud thugs in order to carry out their
crimes against the elective franchise. No
offenses are so difficultto punish as those
against tho election laws, for in most
cases tbo bosses of both parties stand in
with each other to protect those of their
henchmen who have been detected com-
mitting Irauds. 1 heir combined pull is
difficultto withstand, aud the prosecu-
t; i;s of the offenders generally come to
naught. Only when the periodical moral
wave strikes a community does it become
dangerous for the staffers and counters
out. So long as the election arrange-
ments, the reception of the ballots, their
counting, etc.. are left to men, however,
that iong will there be fraud committed.
The only way to bring about pure elec-
tions is by tho use of voting machines,
aud even theu we shall not feel entirely
secure. Inventors are ingenious, but so
are politicians.

THE Ml LWAEKEE S.'lli.MK.

As briefly outiiued in recent dispatches,

"organized labor" has entered upon a
now scheme of organization in Milwau-
kee. So far as cau be gathered from tho
meager accounts of the plau, it is pro-
posed to widen the scope ol tho labor
unions by taking in the entire population
of tho city. "Ward unions" are to be or-
ganized, to includo not only all classes of
wage-earners, but merchants, profes-
sional men, capitalists, etc. Tno idea ap-
pears io be that such au organization
wouid be invincible, and would be able
to sweep everything before it, to tho su-
perlative credit aud glory of "organized
labor."

Upon a superficial examination tho
Milwaukee scheme appears to be Uto-
pian, not to say ridiculous. Jt is like au
inverted pyramid—a bulky superstruct-
ure resting upou a wholly inadequate
foundation. Oil and water willnot mix,
and there is but little probability that the
proposed organization cau bo accom-
plished, aud it it could bo, the result
would bo to wipe out trade unionism In
Milwaukee. The organizers would
speedily discovers that they hau bitlou oil
a much larger mouthful thau thoy could
masticate. In their zeal to swell their
membership by taking inali sorts of peo-
ple, thoy wouid acquire poisons and
classes who wouid not coalesce, nor "pro-
gramme," nor obey orders.

Ut.VtVE IT.

The bill providing lor the exclusion of
anarchists should bo revived. It was
passed by the Souato at tho last session of
Coufjresa, but failed of passage iv the
House owing to adjournment. There is a
pressing necessity for stricter immigra-
tion law, as those we now have are not
eilective in keepiug objectionable charac-
ters out oi" the couutry. As soon as busi-
ness picks up ayain immigration, which
has falion oil the past year, wiil reach its
old ligure aud the L'uitod Statas will be
invaued by foreign paupers and crim-
inals. Now is a good timo to take steps
to provoul this.

THE IMMIiiKATIoNLAV*.

Itis conceuou on all sides that our im-
migration laws should be thoroughly re-
modeled and that they should be much
more rigidly enforced than they have
been in ihe past, it is true that immigra-
tion has fallen oil' during the past year or
two, but this falling on' has been chieliy
because of the hard times in this country.
t>o soon as business revives the turbid
tide of immigration willagain set toward
our shores, unless it is stopped by severer
restrictive laws. This matter should bo
tak&u up promptly and acted upon by
Congress. Aud whilo tho question is uu-
der consideration, it would bo well to re-
vive the anti-anarchist bill, which passed
the Senate at the last session, but failed
in the House, because of the fatter's ad-
journment. Uf all classes of iinmigrant*
the anarchist ia the least desirable, and
ho should be shut out of the country,
along with othor pests.

AM USING INCIDENT.

One of the amusing incidents of the
Convention of the Federation of Labor
in Denver, was the presentation ofa reso-
lution in favor of free coinage in tho pre-
amble, to which it was assumed, as en-
thusiastic free coiners are apt to assume,
that all tho evils of the country have been
due to ono cause, in some assemblages
tho resolution would have been adopted
without the change of a word, but in the
I'ederation ol" Labor it encountered nion
who believe a great many other things
besides free coinage aro needed; they
were ready enough to declare in favor of
free silver, but they would by no means
concede that it alone would cure the ills
of the nation, and therefore lhey pro-
tested most vigorously against the prem-
ises of the resolution, wtiiyh wereaceord-
intriy stricken out. The free coiners can-
not complain of the action of tuo Federa-
tion, which has indorsed tbeir princi-
ples, and yet, by the denial to it of the
importance which lhey are fond of as-
suming, they have beeu hurt iv the house
of their friends.
