I'he bride is one of the numerous hand-
painted fairies who roamn about irom
place to place in quest of susceptible
creatures of the male persuasion. 7The
groom, Gephart, was conspicuous In
court by lus hair-dressing of lint and
ointmeunt which he said he was obliged to
use on account of the etlfects of Lue as-
sault made upon him by Haller. .

‘I'he circus commenced when the in-
jured groom took the stand. liesald he
was frem lioseviile, and bad met Hailer
& few umes pelore the marriage cere-
wmony. He and Haller and another mun
calied on Justice of the Peace Henry, aud
engaged him to perform the cereinony,
wuich was to have taken place ai o:50
o’clock ‘luesday eveniug. ‘IThe Jusuce
was slow in getung around, ana Gephart
Lunted him up o asceriain lhe cause of
the delay.

The Justice, he said, told him that
Haller said Gephart and the woman were
drunk, and thav tue marriage nad been
postponed untl the following day. Gep-
bart said he was ready then and ithere 1o
gotwarried, and the J ustice called around
later, and, 1n the preseuce ol the landiaay
and a couple 0i oluer persons, periormmod
the ceremony.

Gephart then started to go out to pur-
chase a tew bottles of wine, over which
the wedaing was Lo have been celebrated.
He met lialler, and 1n the presence ol
Justice Heury said a man wio would
play such a trick on him ought o
be slapped. Haller took exception to
these remarks and struck witness on the
head witn 2 glass, Gephart then ciosed
in on his assallant and threw him down.

Gephart said that while he ana Haller
were scuilling Justice Henry separated
them. Aiter they had becowme separated
the bride wasbed the blood Iroum Gep-
bart’s head and face. tle sald ne was
Guile sure he was marriea, in which be-
lief he was sustained by the testimony of
the Justice. :

Gephart said he did not know why
Haller wauted to prevent him from get-
ting married. ile hada purchased a
turkey, and was going to have it cooked
and served at tue banquet which was to
have followed the ceremony, and con-
sidered Haller such a Iriend that he
invited bim to join bhim. Halier, he said,
bad received the mouey he (Gephart) sent
to the woruan every week., Haller was

Jealous of him because he married his |

misiress, and he knew tnat Haller wanted
to get rid o hiw,

Justice Heury next took the stand. In
response to a question from acting City
Auworney Humphrey, the witness imod-
esily admitted being irequently called
upon Lo perform marriage cerewmonies,
Gephart, Haller and another man called
upon and eugaged Lim 1o marry Gephart
and Nettie lioward., It was uuderstood
that the wedding was to take place at 5:50
o’clock in the afternoon, On his way to
the Albion ilouse he met Haller, who
said the coutracting parties were boih
drunk and the wedding would take place
the next day.

Witness then went home, and after hav-
ing eaten his supper had started to go to his
otlice, when he wus met by Gephart, who
wanted to know why the Justice was not
on haud in accoraance with the agree-
ment. Witness told Gephart what
ler had told bhim. Gepbart said he was
ready for the sacrifice, and that the wed-
ding party was waiting for the Justice.
T'he latier then went to the Albion touse
and married the parties.

Haller was not present at the cere-
mony, but after Gephart and the woman
were made man and wite Haller came on
the scene. ‘ords tollowed between him
and the groom, and Haller banged Gep-
bart with 2 whisky glass,

Mrs. Curus-Howard-Gephart,
bride, was the next witness. She said
her name was DBessie Curtis, notwith-
standing the testimony of Justice Henry
to the etiect that he had legally married
her to Gephart. She went through some
sort of ceremony, she said, burt did not
kunow it was an ironclad warriage. She
admitted having lived with talier in the
Albion House. Haller struck the first
blow, because Gephart grabbed him by
collar.
