DEATH OF A PRONINENT CITIZEN.

George W. Hancock’s Injury Proves
Fatal,

Biographie Sketeh of One YWho ITas Left
His Impress on Local and

State Affairs.

George Wisner Hancock died at his
home in this city at an early hour yester-
day morniong from the eflects of a fracture
of the skull received last summer by be-

|

ing thrown from his buggy at Tenth and |

K streets,

The serious nature of Mr. Hancock’s
injury did notidevelop until some weeks
ago, and as a Director of the State Board
of Agriculture and Superintendent of the
Park he attended to his usual duties dur-
ing the State I"air in September.

Mr, Hancock had resided in this county
since 1838, and was always a prominent
citizen. He was a man of fine presence
and solid attainments that won for him
the respect of all with whom he came in
contact.

Deceased was born in Barre, Mass., in
1836, and was therefore 38 years of age.
He was a descendant of John Hancock,
one of the signers of the Declaration of
Independence; also of the Lee mu.nly of
Maryland, of which was also General

tobert is. Lee, of Confederate tame, Mr, |

Haucock’s father, Nathan HHancock, in
the early days of Massachusetts, operated
& stage line from Iarre, Worcester
county, to Boston. ’ 2
When the deceased came to California
be joined his brother, William, on a farm
on the bank of the Sacramento river. 1ln
1863 he went to Nevada State, but soon
returned. In 1866 he engaged in stock
raising, fruit growing and farming near
the Cosumnes river, where he raised someo
fine stock. In 1835 he produced the fast-
est yearling filly in the woild (Daisy),
which trotted a mile in 2:384. He organ-
ized the Grangers’ Co-operative Business
Association in this city, and was its first
President.

FOUR COMMUTATIONS.

Probably the Last That Governor
Markham Will Grant.

Governor Markham has commuted the
sentence of William Phelps, who was
sentenced from Tulare County to life im-
prisonment for murderin the first degree
in October, 1881, to twenty-one and a
half years.

From acareful perusal of the testimony
the Governor finds that Phelps had been
on a protracted spree and was suffering
from the effects of it. Omn arriving at the
camp where he and his cOmpanions were
cutting wood a bhallucination possesscd
bim that they were trying to poison ham,
and seizing a shotgun he killed one of
them.

The elements of murder.in the first de-
gree were wanting and, as 's_laled by
many leading officials and citizens, he
should have been convicted of no higher
crime than manslaughter, the punish-
ment for which does not exceed ten
years. lle has served a sentence equal
to twenty-one years and the State Prison
Directors have recommended a cominuta-
tion to twenty-one and a half years,
which is granted.

GREENE COMMUTED.

The sentence of Nathaniel Greene, sen-
tenced in San Francisco in December,
1842, for two cousecutive terms offive
years for embezzlenient, is comulu_led to
two and a half years, the Board of State
Prison Directors and the Supreme Court
having unanimously recomn:ended the
commutation,

TOO DRUNK TO KNOW,

The sentence of Edward Langton, sen-
tenced in February, 1885, from Sierra
County for thirty-two years for murder
in the second degree, to sixtecn years.

The evidence showed that the fatal shot
was not fired with the intention of hit-
ting any one, and that Langton was 8O
drunk that he did not know till the next
day the consequences of his act,

DID NOT INTEND MURDER.

The twenty-five-year sentence of C. E.
Blackburn, convicted in LLake County in
Mareh, 1891, of murder in the second de-
gree, is commuted to ten vears.

THE SUPERVISORSHIP.

J. F. Dreman Gets More Votes Than
All the Others Combined.

The special election yesterday for
Supervisor in the First District, in this
city, resulted in an easy victory for John
F. Dreman, a former Republican, who
had the Populist nomination and the
Democratic indorsement.

The total vote polled was 1,317, or 461
less than was cast at the general election
in November, when Dugald Gillis and
Dreman ran a dead heat with 650 each.

The result yesterday indicates that Dre-
man held his Populist vote, and gained
112 through his indorsemernt by the Demn-
ocrats, while Gillis, his Republican op-
ponent, lost 236 by the light vote and the
fact that J. J, Hurley (who got 132 as an

Independent) is 2 Republican. Foilow-
ing are the returns:
