SECRETARY CARLISLE'S BILL IGNO-

MINIOUSLY DITCHED.

Advocates of tho Measure Defeated in

tho Preliminary Skirmish by the

House Refusing to Adopt the Xcw

Tho 1 irst Rovor.se tbo Rules Com-

mittee Has Suffered in Four Tears.

Washington, Jan. P.—Tho Carlisle

currency bill, which bas been under de-
bate in tho Houso for about two weeks,
was ignominiously ditched to-day. It
bad not strength enough to surmount the
lirst parliamentary obstacle placed in its
path. Tho Committee ou Rules, in obedi-
ence to tho decree of tho 1 lemocratic cau-
cus on Monday, brought in unorder to

close general debate and proceed under
tho five-minute rule untilSaturday, when
the final vote should be taken, but tlio
Supporters of the bill showed lamentable
weakness. They wero unablo to order
the previous question, the demand there-
fur being refused, lirst by a rising vote of
92 to 101, and then on a yea and nay vote

by 124 to 129. The advocates ol the bill
wero dumbfounded when they discov-
ered that they had been beaten iv the pre-
liminary skirmish, aud the order was
withdrawn. This was the lirst reverse

the Committee on Rules had suiiered in
four years. An analysis of the vote

shows that all of tho 124 votes in favor of
the motion were cast by Democrats, while
S2 Republicans, 39 Democrats and S Pop-
ulists voted against it. Of the 39 Demo-
cratic votes against the motion it was
pointed out that 24 were cast by Demo-
crats defeated for re-election. After the
vote the diplomatic and postoffiee appro-
priation bills were passed. The former
carries $1,562,118 and tlio letter $89,442,952.

There was a good attendance on the
floorof tbe House to-day when Speaker
t risp's travel gave notice that a special
onler to terminate the debate on the cur-
rency bill would be reported from the
Committee on Rules, and the prevailing
belief was tne late of the bill would be
determined to-day.

The conference repoit on the Military
Academy appropriation bill was adopted.

Outbw'aite presented a special order
from the Committee ou Rules. It pro-
vided for the closing of general debate
and the consideration of the Springer
substitute as tho original bill uuder the
live-minute rule, to-day, to-morrow aud
J riday until 2:05 p. m., tho bill and pend-
ing amendments to bo reported to the
llouse for a final vote Saturday, imme-
diately alter tho morning hour.

This was
a decisive tost voto and practically kills
the bill.

The supporters ofthe bill mado a des-
perate etlorl tv secure B majority ou the
roll-call, but the previous question was
again rejected, 124 to 129.

A failure to order tho previous ques-
tion threw the special order open to
amendment,

»inthwaite immediately withdrew the
.il order. McCreary, < hairman of

the Committee on Foreign Affairs, moved
to go into Committee of the Wholo for
consideration of the diplomatic appropri-
ation bill, and it was carried without
division.

McCreary explained its provisions

'McCreary offered an amendment to

establish a Consulate at Erzeroum, Ar-
menia, at a salary of $1,100.

Hilt moved for a Consulate at llarpuol,
Turkey.

These amendments led to a reference to
the recent slaughter in Armenia.

necessity ior protecting missionaries,
who were cut down liko sheep. Harpool
was tho nearest point to tho scone of
those slaughters.

Without further amendment the com-
mittee roso, and the bill was passed.

Tho Rostollice appropriation bill was
then taken up. The bill as explained by
Henderson, (.hairman of tho Committeo
on I'ostolhcos and Tost Roads, carried
$89,442,152, or f1.616,330 less than the esti-
mates, but $2,206,355 more thau the appro-
priation for the current year. Tho esti-
mated receipts for the next year wero $2,-
--855,543 less than the sum carried by the
bill.

During the debate under the live-min-
nte rule Quigg ullep. >of New York of-
fered an amendment to a paragraph
included in the last l'ostoiiice appropria-
tion bill relating to books, pamphlets,
«lv. as follows: Provided, that associa-

tions organized to secure improvement
in the condition of public roads and
highways consisting ofnot less than 1,000 ;
members, and maintaining a publication
published at least onco a month, shall j
distribute such publications at second- I
c.ass rates. Quigg explained that the
publioation designed to be admitted to
the mails as second-class matter was the
Organ of tho League of American Wheel-
men, an organization which had 12,1)00
members.

Dockery (Dem.) of Missouri made a
point of order against the amendment,
and Hatch, in the chair temporarily, re-
served his decision.

Caruth (Dem.) of Kentucky took occa-
sion during tho debate to expose the al-
leged scheme to reduce letter postage
from two to one cent. The National
Postage Union, of which Lyman J. Gage
of Chicago was the Treasurer, ho said,
was pushing tbe movement. Through i
the agencies of that union, he said, con-
tracts wero everywhere made with busi- i
ness men by which one-half the postage !
saved during a year was to bo turned |
over to the promoters of tho scheme if it
carried. Caruth estimated that the pro-
moters would divide $5,000,000 if the biil
was passed, and tho reduction of postage
from two to ono cent would save letter-
senders 925,000,000 annually.

Mr. Hatch then sustaiuod the point of
order made against Mr. Quigg's amend-
ment to allow the publication of the
League of Americau Wheelmen to go
through the mails at second-class rates.

Without amendment the l'ostoiiice ap-
propriation bili was then passed, and at
4 p. M. the House adjourned.

IN THK senate.
Washington, Jan. 9.—Harris, just se-

lected for another term ot six years in
the Senate, has returned to Washington
and was warmiy congratulated by his
colleagues when he appeared iv the cham-
ber to-day.

Ex-Senator Edmunds also visited the
scouo of his old duties.

Cockrell, from the Appropriation Com-
mittee, reported the urgency deticiency
bill and it was placed ou the calendar.
Cockrell gave notice lhat he would call it
up to-morrow.

Replying to Quay, Cockrell said tbere
has been no amend men', by the commit-
tee to any portion of the bill relating to
the income tax.

Mr. Quay said he desired to know if
tho Senator from Missouri (Cockrell;
would permit him to commend the mat-
ter to his aLteutiou and cousideration,
because it was too lato to introduce an
amendment of that character at present
in the Senate. Ho asked the Senator
whether it would not be well in tho bill
instead of smothering the name and sala-
ries of employes iv the reports mado by
corporations under the iucouie tax, to
compel a publication in such form as that
tho list of the names of the employes
shall be accessible to the public.

Continuing, Senator (^uay said: "A
circumstance which happened within the
last thirty-four hours has called my at-
tention to the probable importance of
something of the kind. Ithappened that
a gentleman who is very high in politi-
cal position in Philadelphia, no less a |
personage thau a Republican National
Committeeman, in conversation with a
distinguished member of tbe other
branch of the State Legislature, a judi-
cial olficer of tho City of Philadelphia,
and one of tho leading, probably the
leading member of the Pennsylvania
State Senate, in giving a reason why he
could not preserve plighted faith,"and
could not do what ought to bo done in
regard to an important nomination made
there, stated that ho was underaheavy
salary from a great corporation for the
last three years: a salary large enough to
maintain his lamily,and ho was compelled
to do w hat the corporation wished him to
do, and not what he had desired and felt
he ought to do. The amendment I sug-
gest is pertinent simply in this respect,
that men in such a position, with high
power for good or cvii, ought uot to be
permitted to masquerade as acting in tho
interest of tho public, or iv the interest of
any party, when in reality they aro serv-
ing thoso great bodies. They ought to go
about aud meet their follows lairly aud
openly, with the dollar mark of tiie cor-
poration upon their heads, and 1 think
such au amendment as I suggest should
be inserted in the bill before it passes."

On motion of Daniel (Dem.j ot Vir-
ginia, the Senate proceeded to tho con-
sideration of the Sibley ciaim bill, and
Daniel advocated tho measure.

Piatt opposed the bill. Ho saw no rea-
son why the bar of limitation should bo
re vi')ved in this case.

At As.'M tho Senate went into executive
session, and when the doors wero roop-
eued adjourned.

DEFEAT OP CARLISLE'S BILL.

It May End All Financial Legislation
at This Session.

Washington, Jan. 9.—At 2:45 p. m.
Secretary Carlisle arrived at the Capitol
aud held a consultation with Speaker
Crisp in tho latter's room on the defeat of
the currency bill. Carlisle, it is under-
stood, was very urgent iv tho request for
an immediate effort to resurrect tho
measure.

Secretary Carlisle remained in the j
Speaker's private otlice an hour confer-|
ring with House leaders on the effect of I
tho reverse suffered by the currency bill. I
Besides Mr. Carlisle and Mr. Crisp, thoro !
wero present Messrs. Catcbings and i
• nithwaite of tho Kulos Committee,
Springer, who had charge ot the bill, Mr.
Hail oi the Currency Committee and Mr. !
Tucker of Virginia. Tiio taik nartook ;
somewhat of tne nature ofa conference i
as to what course of action should bo
pursued in view ofthe unexpectod turn
oi ailairs.

Mr. Carlisle maintained his usual com-
posure and gave no indication that ho
felt rather chagrined. (Jn tho contrary,
be spoke jocularly of Representative Sib-
ley's sensational speech yesterday and
said ho Would like to know whom "he
had bribed with a Revenue Collector-
ship," as Sibley had alleged. The secre-
tary expressed regret that the rule had
beon defeated, and he shared the opinion
ofothers present that the defeat closed
tho prospects of tho bill in its present
form. Tho result was a surprise to him,
for the Secretary had not shared the \u25a0

doubts of the House leaders up fo the!
tune ol the vote. He expected amend- !
ments would bo suggested that would
overcome the opposition of certain ele-
ments and make the passage of the bill
possible. Now Mr. Carlisle agrees with
tho Houso leaders mat it was desirable to
let the bill rest for a time. He did not
suggest any new measure or any mate-
rial change in tho bill, it appeared to be
the idea, however, that eil'orts would bo
directed toward learning the objections
of those Democrats who had voted
against the rulo in order that these ob-
jections might bo overcome ifpossible.

After the conferouco Mr. Springer said
! that while some concessions might bo
made ia tho interest of barm any, yet no
concession could be made on the basis of
giving the silver men everything they
wanted, "if Mr. Bland and,his lriends
wiil not give us their assistance except

I ou condition ofsilver at a ratio of 10 to 1,
! then they must shoulder the responsi-
bility of the defeat ofall legislatiou, as
no such compromise is possible."

Representative Hlaud, tho exponent of
the silver element of tho House, who
aided in tho defeat, said: "Tho vote un-
doubtedly moans the abaudoumout of
all hope to pass the Carlisle bill in its
present form. But that is not to say that
ends the possibility of legislation by

\u25a0 this Congress. As long as the effort is
mado to give a monopoly to national
banks and exclude silver, the plan will
be found. There may yet be time to
frame a measure adequate for tho present
situation, but it is certain no such meas-
ure will give proper recognition to
silver."

The views of Bland and his associates
led many members to believe tho reverse
of the day might bo turned into victory by
making concessions to tho silver men.
Their votes would be much more than
sufficient to carry the rule and tho bili.

Itwould be such a radical step, however,
in bringing silver into tiie question, that
the conservative meu did not regard the
plan as feasible. It was, however, the
main topic of prospective action.

On tho Republican side the opinion was
general that tho defeat of the rule ended
all chance of currency legislation in Con-
gress. Mr. Reed would uot enter into a
uelailed discussion on the turn of affairs.
Tte Republican leadors in the House as-
sort that they had agreed to oiler no par-
liamentary obstruction to a vote what-
ever if they had been permitted to vote
first on the ninth and tenth sections of
tho bill. Mr. Reed was on his feet for
recognition, with tho draft of a rulo in his
hand, providing lor a vote on the bill
according to this plau. That is. voting
for tho ninth and tenth sections lirst. The
Republicans would all have voted for
this rule.

Mr. Walker of Massachusetts, who had
led the Republican opposition, had de-
termined to withdraw his bill, which he
had previously notified the Houso he
would oiler as a substitute, and which
was the only plan proposed by a Repub-
lican. He says also that no amendments
would havo been oliered to tho(Jar':sle
bill by the Republicans, although ~.» of
them would have voted against the bill.
"The collapse is complete," said Mr.
Walker, speaking of the day's events.
"There will be no financial legislation by
this Congress, unless the Senate sends a
bill to the House, which seems impossi-
ble. Twenty or twenty-live members
voted for the previous question who
would not have voted for the bill."

When tho possibility of the Republican
Congress beiug called into extra sessionwas spoken of, Mr. Walker said: "If
Congress gives ample authority, and gives
it wisely, to tho Secretary of tho Treasury
to issue bouds both to maintain gold pay-
ments and supply tho Treasury deiici-
ency, an extra session may bo avoided,
but at a great expense to the Government.
If the Treasury is given no additional
authority for tue issuance of bonds, with
tho prevailing want of conlidence in tho
management of national finances by the
Administration, it will injure tho busi-
ness of the couutry, and I fear an extra
sessiou will have to be called."

Many of the Democratic Senators re-
ceived tho announcement of tiio adverse
vote on the currency bill as a summons
to tho Senate to tako the question no and
find a way out of the dillieulties ~

with
which thecouutry finds itselfsurrounded.
Souator Voorhees took tho lirst step for
the formal consideration oftho matter by
issuing a call for tho meeting of the Fi-
nance Committee, to bo hold to-morrow,
for the purpose of canvassing tho entire ].situation and, ifpossible, devising means
of improving the condition of tne treas- I
ury. So far as can bo learned, no meas- I
ure has been prepared for submission to j
the committee, but the movers of tho j
meeting hope a general exchange ofviews
on the part of the members of tho com-
mittee will indicato general lines on
which a bill may be framed which would
stand a chauce ot receiving the approval
of the committee and ol the Senate.

It is also understood Senator Vest has
iv mind the outline of a plan for a bill
which he may submit to the committee
and which may prove the basis ofiuture
action. The two principal features oi tho
plan are:

First—To authorize the issuance ofa
suilicient number of low rate bonds t-j
retire the $350,000,000 worth of green-
backs, and second, to provide for the
purchase and coinage of a suilicient !
quantity of silver to increase the silver
issuance to $750,000,000, which would be
an increase of about $150,000,000. This is
suggested as a compromise ou which the
bond advocates and tho silver men can
agree, but the scheme has not met gen-
eral lavor, so far as ithas been canvassed, j

Some of tho silver Senators, notably j
the Republican silver Senators, have I
taken the position that they will accept !
nothing short of a provision for unlimited
silver coinage. They will uot insist upou
free coinage at a ratio of 10 to 1, but are
willing to allow tho Government a liberal
seigniorage. They will not agree, how-
ever, that any limit shail be placed upon
the amount to be received on the terms
agreed upon.

Itis not known how the Finance Com-
mittee will stand upon this proposition,
but the silver men believe a pollof tho
committee wiil show a majority friendly
to that metal. The Republican members
ofthe Finance Committee do not regard
the outlook as promising for any action
at all, and they predict that thero will be
a great divergence of opinion as among
Houso members, and thoy predict that it
will be quite as impossible for tiie Senate
Democrats to agree ou any bill presented
as it has been for the llouse to a^ree on
tho Carlisle bill.

Nicaragua Canal Bill.
Washington, Jan. 9.—Arrangements

have been made for a test vote on the
Nicaragua Canal bill some timo this week.
A motion will be made by Senator George
Of Mississippi to lay the bill on the
table. Ifthis motion is deleated by any
small vote tho friends of the bill claim Tt
will bo decided to push tho bill to an
early voto. If any great opposition is
shown it is probable the bill will be
withdrawn. Tho object of tho test vote
is to ascertain tho standing of tho bill in
the Senate.

FINANCIALLY EMBARRASSED.
Becelvershlp Asked for an lowa Trust

Company.

Siorx City (la.), Jan. 9.—The Fidel-
ity Loan and Trust Company of Sioux
City defaulted payment of $30,000 inter-
est on debenture bonds due the first of
the year. Although the firm has not
failed President Sampson of this city has
beeu asked to accept the receivership
should ono be appointed. Theso de-
benture bonds woro issued to secure
loans made on farm mortgages. Tho
company could not collect interest from
fanners, 980,000 being now duo them, andwas thus forced to default tho interest ou
the bonds, bringing on tho financial dif-
ficulties.

The firm did no banking business, andnono oi the local banking-houses or in-dustries will be involved. Tne failure of
the Lincoln-street Railroad Company of
Lincoln, Neb., lied up $150,000 of thecompany's funds. Tho liabilities of thacompany aro abouts4,ooo,ooo, with assetsnearly as largo. The largest liabilities
consist ot $3,230,000 dobonluro bonds, and
$2,250,000 of theso aro held in New Fug-
land States and other sections of tho Fast.
Ono million dollars were also lloated iv
Scotland. Tho othor $790,000 of liabilities
consist ofstreet railway stocks, etc. Thocompany tried to negotiate a loan in NewYork, but failed.

A meeting of parties roprosenting tho
creditors was held iv New York to-day
to tako action regarding tho company'saffairs, but what was done can not "belearned bore. Joseph Sampson of thiscity. President ol" the company, is tho
principal local stockholder. William G.
Clapp ofNew York is Treasurer.

TRAGEDIES IN WASHINGTON.

Remains of an Unknown Man
Found Near Eagie Harbor.

WHOLE RIGHT SIDE OP THE BODY

BURNED AWAY.

Had Evidently Been Murdered, and a

Fire Built Over the Body to Con-

ceal tho Crime—A Young Man Acci-

dentally Shot and Killed by His

Six-Year-Old Brother Near Fort

Blakeley.

Seattle, Jan. 9.—The mutilated and

ball-cremated remains of a weil-dressed
unknown man were found near Laglo
Harbor, Kitsap Couuty, on Monday, aud
a Coroner's jury found that he was mur-
dered by a person or persons unknown.
Tho body was found Robert Enipett,
while bunting on the abandoned rauch of
a man named Gibson, two miles from
Eagle Harbor. It was in tho henhouso,
and tho feet had been gnawed oli' by aui-
mais, and tbe haudsjand wholo right side
ol tho body burued away. Thero was a
hole in the head, seemingly made by a
bullet, but the condition of the body
would not allow probing.

The man had evidently been murdered
aud takeu into tho henhouse, aud a lire
built ou his breast. Ho was well-dressed,
too well for a miilman or a sportsman,
though some think he is tho latter, 110
is five leet nine iucbes iv hight, and
weighs about 100 pouuds. Tho only
means of idontilication were the clothes,
which wore dark diagonal, with fine
dark hair, aud two pairs of spectacles
marked "C. J."

Charles Sutter, tho niueteen-year-old
i sou of Samuel Sutter, a farmer living
four miles from Port Blakeley, was in-
stantly killed this morning by his six-
year-old brother Elmer. Charles was
painting a window sash, when his littlo
brother entered dragging a rifle, which
for tho lirst time iiad been left loaded,
from tho corner, libed the hammer aud it
went off, the bullet piercing the base of
his brother's brain, kiiliug him instantly.
Tho dead boy published a small monthly
paper called the tjfoideu West which cir-
culated at Blakcloy.

LIEUT-GOVERNOR MILLAUD.

Bad Blood Existing lletweou Attorneys

In tho Case.
Woodland, Jan. 9. —There was con-

siderable talk Tuesday afternoon after
| the taking of testimony was concluded
about submitting the Appleman case
without argument, but it all came to
naught, and the present arrangement is
for Mr. Gaddis, for the defense, to follow
Mr. Clark, who opened for the prosecu-
tion.

Mr. Clark began his speech at half-past

When the court took a recess this even-
ing Mr. (iaddis had uot liuishod his argu-
ment. General Hart will consume all
to-morrow for the defense. Some very
sensational rumors are current concern-
ing the action of ono of the jurors. It is
also charged that there is a conspiracy to
involve an attorney in tho case in trouble.
Bad blood exists between the attorneys,
detectives and witnesses, aud one of them
said to an Associated Press reporter to-
night that he was anxious for the case to
be concluded, as he teared a collision.

The Howell Poiut levee is
still intact, and the water lacks threo feet
of being to the top. It is feared that tho
last storm will break it. If a .strong
southeasterly breeze should start up tho
loveo would certainly go. Somo of tho
best farming laud in the country is pro-
tected by tha levee.

Tho railroad company has sent a pile
driver, aud the bridge over Buckeye
Creek was repaired aud anchored, and is
now considered safe. A gravel train is
at work, and a stroug force of men is en-
gaged in keeping tue road in as good
condition as possible.

A Strike Not Probable.

Taylor, tho outgoing
Stato Treasurer, to turn over the oilico to
his successor yesterday, has started rum-
ors flying of an investigation. Taylor
seemingly cannot be located, but his bank i
at Redfield closed its doors last oveuing, I
and ho is alleged to bo short lor a largo j
amouut ot State funds, just how much j
caunot bo now learned. It is rouorted
about $250,000 should be ou hand. Pub-
licExaminer Meiers has not been able
to secure a statement where the funds
were deposited since last April. Tele-
grams sent from bore appear to havo
failed to locato Taylor. Ex-Gove-ruor!
Mallette, one of bis bondsmen, is on the
road from Indiana, and othor bondsmen
aro on his track.

From absolutely reliable sources it is
learned that the defalcation of Stato
'I'roasurer W. W. Taylor will reach §300,-
--000. Practically all Stato moneys were
in his own hands except some $20,000 or
§50,000, which was on deposit in various
banks. Tho wreck is complete. It has I
been known for a year tbat Mr. Taylor i
personally had boon iv bad straits, but
not ono of his most intimate friends
thought his situation hopeless or oven
desperate. They know ho had boon ad-
vancing and investing money recklessly,
considering tho times, yet thoy never
dreamed tho truth. When tbe officials
make an investigation oftho Treasurer's
office they will be simply appalled at tho
condition ofatiairs.

Waiter XV. Taylor was born in Indiana
about 1854, and for a time associated with
his father, William Taylor, in the whole-
sale coal business atLafayette, Ind. From
the time he was IS years old ho had al-
most exclusive charge of the business,
and demonstrated a wonderful capacity
for grasping the details and intricacies of
very largo trade. Ho came lo Dakota in
1886and established tho First National
Bank of Redtield, which he soon made
ono ofthe leading financial institutions in
this section. He took au active part in
politics from the lirst, was earnest in the
struggle for Statehood, aud was a delegate
from Spink County to the first State Con-
vention held in Huron in 1889. At the
Approval Convention of 1890 held at
Mitchell, ho entered tho raco for State
Treasurer, and secured the nomination
after a spirited and exciting contest, 110
was renominated and elected for a second
term, which ho completed ou the lirst of
Jauuary of the present year.

COLORADO LEGISLATURE.

resolution:

Whereas, That the present manage-
ment of tho Union Pacific Railroad by
i.ye receivers designated by the copora-
tiou is a continuation In authority of tho
same management which wrecked it, and
is not iv the general iuterest, therefore
be it

Resolved, That our Senators bo in-
structed and our Representatives in Con-
gress be requested to resist every effort
which may bo made in Congress to reor-
ganize tbo Pacific railroad companies so
as to reinstate or perpetuate their mauago-
ment or to extend to them the Govern-
ment credit, aud that thoy be further
instructed and requested to urge upon
Congress such action as will direct tho
proper authorities to secure the appoint-
ment without delay of a competent ami
impartial sole receiver to take possession
of and manage the Union Pacitic and
Central Pacific in the interest of tho
Government and all parties concerned,
until it cau be determined what fore-
closure or final adjustment must be
made.

AN ELECTRIC GRASS KILLER
A Mississippi Railroad Man's Useful

Invent lou.
Albert Sharp, Division Superintendent

of the Yazoo and Mississippi \ alley
Road, has the honor of bom^ the inventor
of this electric grass killer, and being no
electrician, tho result ol his ideas may ho
classed as coming under tho head of "ne-
cessity is tho mother of invention." Ho
has been connected with railroads for the
past thirty years, a majority ofwhich has
been passed in a country much troubled
with tho grass problem. At too time his
invention tirst took, definite form ho waa
connected with the operating department, •
having charge ol the maiutouaiieo of tho
roadway, and tho heavy outlays required
for clearing the track of weeds and grass
naturally made a vividimpression upon
his mind. .Mr. Sharp noticed for somo
time that the weak currents of oloctricity
running over telegraph wires would kill
willows and other plants, and ho began
to make experiments. The ro.-uiis at
lirst woro not so satisfactory as might bo
desired, but they were suilicient to dem-
onstrate that ho was on tho right track,
and that electricity would do the work if
it could be properly applied.

The machinery that deals death and de-
struction to tho obnoxious grass and
weeds consists ofa dynamo with suitable
power to operate it, placed upou a car,
aud connected with a who brush, whieli
covers tho space* of tho roadway. This
brush ia so arranged that it can bo lifted
upward if desirea, so as to clear auy ob-
stacle which may bo presented. As tho
car is drawn over the track woods and
othor grasses rising aoovo the level of tho
crossties receive a heavy currout of elec-
tricity from tho brushes, and are speed-
ilyaud effectively killed, tho electric cur-
rent not only destroying tho plaut itself,
but killing us roots.—Washington Star.

Something Now In Cigars.

There are a lot of mon in New York
who do not enjoy a ride on the L roads
bocauso tbo faro is five ceuts, aud there
are housewives who could uot drink six-
cont milk unless the vender charged ten
cents a quart for it. Nothing cau lie so
high-priced but that purchasers will ap-
pear. A Western manufacturer has
placed upou the market a laney brand
of cigars in all tho lashionablo sizes
each ofwhich is incased in a haudsoiuii
glass vial, tho ond ol which is hormoticallv
scaled.

It is explained that "by this process
tho aroma and exquisite qualities of thu
tobacco aro preserved and tho otlecta
reached which aro said to be found in the
cigars smoked by the crowned heads of
Europe.aud for which fabulous juices are
paid." Cigars put up in this style sell
at from forty to sixty cents each by tho
box containing twenty-five, and will no
doubt become popular for awhile among
young mon who have "money to burn."
