Another Chapter in Late Troubles
Given to the Public

MESSAGE SENT TO CONGRESS BY
PRESIDENT CLEVELAND.

Showlue a Notable Difference of Opin-

ion Between Admiral Walker and
Minister Willis Reeardlne the Ne-
cessity of Keeping United States

Warships at Honolulu—Eff,>rts of

the British Government to Secure

the Lease of One of the Islands for

a Cable Station.

Washington, Jan. 9.—The President

to-day sent to Congress another batch of
Hawaiian correspondence supplementary
to the Walker report. This chapter ia
full of interest, inasmuch as it reveals a
notable difference of opinion between
Admiral Walker and United States
Minister Willis regarding the necessity
of keeping Lnited states warships at
Honolulu as long as the British Govern-
ment keeps a man-of-war there, ln the
second place, it discloses that au effort is
being made by the British Government,
With the consent of the Hawaiian author-
ities, to secure the lease cf an island of
the llawaiiau group to be used as a cable
station.

With the correspondence tho President
•ent this message:

To the Senate and House of Represent-
atives: 1 submit herewith certain dis-
patches from our .Minister at Hawaii and
documents which accompanied the same.
They disclose the fact that tho Hawaiian
Government desires to lease to Great
Britain one oi the uuinhabited islands
belonging to Hawaii as a station for a
Bubmariae telegraph cable to be laid from
Cauada to Aus ralia, with a connection
between the island leased ami Honolulu.
Both the Government of Hawaii and the
representatives of Great Britain in this
negotiation concede that the proposed
lease cannot be ettected without tho con-
sent of the lnited Slates, for the reason
that in our reciprocity treaty with the
King of Hawaii he agreed that as long
as the same treaty remained in force he
would not lease or otherwise dispose 01,
or create any lien upon, any port, har-
bor or other territory in his dominion,
or grant any special privilege or rights of
use therein to any other Stale or Govern-
ment.

At the request ofthe Hawaiian Govern-
ment this subject is laid betore Congress
for its determination upon the question
of so modifying the treaty agreement
above recited as to permit the proposed
lease.

It will bo seen the correspondence
which is submitted between Hawaii aud
the Uritish negotiators negatives the ex-
is.ence ou tho part of Hawaii of any sus-
picion of British lriendliuess or lear of
British aggression.

Tiie aiieution of Congress is directed to
the following statement contained in the
communication addressed to the Ha-
waiian Government by the representa-
tives of (ireat Britain: "We prouose to
iniorm the British Government o*t your
inquiry whether they will accept the
sovereignty of Necker Islauu or some
oilier uninhabited island, ou condition
that no subsidy is required from you.
As we explained, we have not feltat lib-
erty to entertain that question ourselves,
as we were defiuiiely instructed not to
ask ior the sovereignty ol any island, but
only for a lease, simply for the purpose
ot a cable."

home of the dispatches Irom our Min-
ister, which are submitted, not only reier
to the project for leasing an uninhabited
island belonging to Hawaii, out certain
interesting luiormatiou concerning the
recent occurrences in that country and its
political aud social couditiou.

This information is valuable, because it
is based upon observation aud knowledge,
necessarily within the scope of diplo-
matic duties, which are intrusted solely
to the charge of this inteiligeut diplo-
matic oilicer representing the United
States Go\ eminent at Hawaii.
i hope Congress will soe lit to grant the

request ofthe Hawaiian Government and
our consent to the proposed lease bo ac-
corded. It seems we ought not by the
refusal of the request stand in the way of
the advantages to be gained by isolated
Hawaii through telegraphic communica-
tion with ihe rest ot tho world, and espe-
cially in view of the fact that our own
communication with that country wouid
thereby be so improved without apparent
detriment to auy legitimate American in-
terests.

TH E ''• ftBRESPONDEKCB.
On Decembor bd the cable proposition

seems to have taken full shape, for on
that date Mr. Willis writes concerning
his former reference to the subject, ana
stating that ihe Hawaiian Government
is of the opinion that ii is stopped from
considering the proposition of tho Uritish
Commissioners by Article 4 of the
reciprocity treaty between Hawaii and
our Government. He adds: "This mat-
ter is now, therefore, at the request of
this Government, submitted to the con-
sideration ol our Government upon the
question of ils willingness to nuiiiiy the
treaty of reciprocity by exempting
-Necker island, French frigate Shoals
«.r Nihoa Bird Island] from the opera-
tion of Article 4 of the treaty, which
reads as follows: *lt is agreed on the part
of his Hawaiian Majesty that as long as
this treaty shall remain iv lorce, he will
not lease, nor otherwise dispose of, nor
create any lien upou auy port, harbor or
othor territory in his dominions, nor
grant any special privileges or rights
of use therein to auy other power.' In
this connection I inclose copies of note
of Mr. Hatch, Minister of foreign Af-
fairs, and of correspondence between
ijim and ihe Commissioners."

In the note to which Mr. Willis refers
from Mr. Hatch the latter explains that
the British propositions involve the use
of one ofthe uninhabited islands belong-
ing to the republic, viz: Necker Island,
French Frigate Shoals or Nihoa (Bird
lslaudi, as a cable station, in considera-
tion ot such use and of such subsidy as
might be agreed upon and the connection
of Honolulu to the main line by a branch
ofthe island which might bo selected.
The Minister expatiates at great length
upon the importance of tho proposed
cable to Hawaii* and recites tho fact that
the I im eminent lias in limes past oliered
considerable subsidies, in oue case
amounting to 825,000 per annum and the
exclusive right lor fifteen years to secure
nucha cable. The opportunity now of-
fered, he says, is one to which his
country cannot be indifferent, ifit can bo
taken up consistently with the treaty obli-
gations, and il no moro desirable scheme
is presented. As the proposition is one
in which the British Government is di-
rectly or indirectly interested, Mr.
Hatch says the Hawaiian Government
feels itself stopped by our reciprocity
treaty from considering ituntil the views
of our Government can be ascertained.

Inclosed in Mr. Hatch's note is a letter
to Messrs. Fleming and Mercier, the Ca-
nadian and British Commissioners, trans-
mitting a copy of tho memorandum of
agreement touching tho cable. These
geutiemen say they presume Mr. Hatch
will briug the proposed agreement to the
aitonliou of the United Slates Govern-
ment, and ascertain whether it will give
its consent. They hope tho Washington
Governmont will be able to do this upon
proper representations.

They endeavor to show the advantages
that \*ouId accrue to the Lnited States
from direct cable communication with
Honolulu, and exceedingly low rates to
Australia, all without contributing to the
capital required for the cable or tho
heavy subsidies necessary for its opera-
tion.
It is said that the United States Gov-

ernment has been some time awaro ofthe
undertaking, and there can bo littledoubt
that it can recognize the advantages to be
secured by it. It is oy no means settled
that the undertaking will, if itis deter-
mined upon, be carried out as a Govern-
ment enterprise. It might be committed
to a company whose lead would not lit-
erally come within the termsof the treaty

with the United States, but having regard
to the eh cumstat ces that foreign Govern-
ments would have a substantial interest
in the lease, the Commissioners are quite
in accord with the suggestions that in
any shapo the agreement should be sanc-
tioned by the United States. It is under-
stood that if the Washington authorities
consent the memorandum will be sub-
mitted to the Hawaiian Legislature.

Tho Commissioners touched upon the
question of subsidy, and say that another
more feasible route thau Hawaii is under
consideration, and the adoption of the
latter must be justified on financial and
commercial grounds. They propose to
inform the British Governmeut of Mr.
Hatch's inquiry, whether they would ac-
cept the sovereignty of Necker Island or
some other ou condition that uo subsidy
would be required, but as they asked
only for a lease, they did not feel at
liberty to entertain that question them-
selves.

The memorandum shows that tho sub-
sidy demanded is .£7,000 per annum for
lifteon years; that the island selected shall
not be fortified or used as a naval station
or other than for cable purposes, aud that
Iho agreement shall terminate upou
breach of its terms.

In his last letter, dated Decembor 14th,
Mr. Willis mentions tho arrest of live
persons on the 9th inst. for conspiracy
and levying war against the republic.
He also says that there have been several
rumors of intended revolution, but uo
excitement or interruption of business.
Tho Government expresses confidence in
its ability to suppress any disturbance
which might arise. The British warship
Hyacinthe will remain in port until re-
lieved by another war vessel.

In ihe course of the correspondence it
is said that the Hawaiian Republic has
been fully recognized by France, Great
Britain, Mexico, Japau, Switzerland,
liussia and Guatemala.

TROUBLESOME TRAMPS.
What Trainmen ou Eastern Roads

Have to Deal With.

Elizabeth (X. J.), Jan. 9.—The train-
men ou a fast Pennsylvania freight that
left Newark last night, bound for Phila-
delphia, had alight with tramps just in-
side the city limits at North Elizabeth.
The tramps boarded the train at the city
line, some getting in the caboose. Con-
ductor Brennan ordered them out, but
they refused to go, and overpowered
Brennan and the rear brakeman. When
the front brakemeu got to the caboose
they were prevented by force from
entering. They peeped through aside
window and saw the tramps searching
the pockets ofthe crew.

Some of tho gang boarded the engine
and tried to take the dinner cans oi the
engineer aud iireman. when the engi-
neer turned a jet of steam on them and
they lied. When the engineer tried to
start tho train oue of the gang on tho ca-
boose with the conductor's lantern sig-
naled the engineer to stop. Ho shut off
the steam.

The two forward brakemen managed
to slip away from the train and ran halfa mile to a signal lower and telegraphed
here for aid.

A squad of police went to the scene,
some ot the gang of tramps broke into an
unusod signal tower and hid there. They
showed tight. Three of them jumned
lroui a second-story and escaped. One
got on an east-bound train. The four
prisoners gave their names as Henry
Brattou, Peter Levison, James Sweeny
and Edward Swift. The man whoboarded ihe east-bound freight train was
taken by the police at Jersey City andbrought back here. He said he was
Mike Doyle.

A LOVER'S SUICIDE.
Ends His Life Beneath the "Window of

ills Sweetheart.
New York, Jan. 9.—A story of love

and disappointment ended yesterday,
when Charles Haeflin, a young dancing
master, stood beneath the window of the
woman he loved and blew out his
brains. The man lell dead beside the
house of Autou Schturman. Young
Haetlin was bom in a village on the side
of the Alps. At the time of the expose of
the Tweed ring, when Richard Con-
nelly, formerly Comptroller, ran away,
he hid in the cottage ofHaetlin's mother.
There be was visited by Waldo Hutch-
nis, formerly Surrogate, aud David '1- ithian, the prominent politician. Wheu !
\\ aldo Hutchins returned to this country 'he found lhat tiie Plaetiins had come !
here. He took an interest in youmr !
Charles aud gave him his tirst start inlife. The boy entered the navy in 1890
and left in April, 1894, with a splendid i
record. Then he was employed in the
dancing academy aud there met the
daughter ofAutou Schourmau, a wealthy
cigar man. The two grew to love each
other, and everything ran smoothly until
December 19th, when there was a recep-
tion at the Scheurmau home. Haetlin I
attended, and on that eveuing was told
that he could see Miss Scheurmau no
more. He had been melancholy ever
since. Early to-day Mr. Scheurman
heard the report of a pistol under his
window. He went down to investigate
aud found Haeiliu dead in the street.

BANK-ROBBERY' IN OUIO.

Sale Blown Open at Defiance, and
About 925,000 Stolen.

Toledo (O.), Jan. 9.—The safe in the
Merchants' National Bank at Defiance
was blown open with dynamite Monday
night aud about $2.">,00(j stolen. The offi-
cials of the institution were unable to
open the vault Tuesday morning, and as
there were no signs of anyone having
beeu iv the bank the night betore thought
nothing of it. An expert was sent ior,
and when he opened the outer door to-
day it was discovered that ihe interior
saie had been blown up. The loss will
uot alloct the standing of the bank.

Sudden Death at Chlcaco.
Chicago, Jan. 9.—P. G. McLaughlin, a

prominent Board of Trade speculator,
dropped dead in La Salle street to-day
lioin heart disease.

ANTONE VITAL.

The Condemned Murderer Escapes
From the Stockton Asylum.

Stockton, Jan. 9.—Antone Vital, the
condemned murderer, who was a short
time ago transferred from tiio San Quen-
tin State Priaon, whilo under sentence of
death, to the State lusano Asylum in this
city; escaped irom the latter institution
some timo last night and is still at large.

The prisoner was watched with special
vigilance in the asylum and was kept in
irons over sinco his commitment. He
was confiued in a roojn on tho top story
cf tbe building. Handicapped as he was
by tho shackles on his hands, he man-
aged to remove the casing from iho win-
dow, and, taktng out the sash weights,
ho used them to break out enough of iho
iron bars to admit of his body passing
through. Ho evidently covered the
weights with the bed-clothing of hisroom so as to deaden the sound. He then
took the cords that held the pulleys and,
making a rope of his bedclothes, which
he tore into strips, and, tying them to-
gether, fastened one end to the remaining
bars and thuß let himself down to theground. The distance is about fifty feet.IIis escape was not discovered untilthis morning, when an attendant madehis usual round of inspection. Tho po-
lice and Sheriff wero at ouce notified of
the murderer's escape, but up to 12o'clock noon uo trace had been found ofhim. He probably has still the hand-
culls on his hands. It is supposed that
he escaped about 11 o'clock last night
The steamers for San Francisco were
searched this morning by the officers as
it was thought that Vital may havo se-
creted himself in one of the vessels andin this way get back to his friends in
San Francisco.

He Ones shot a Negro Who Had Of-

fended His Adopted Sou.

fifteen years ago, when Lounto Clay

man has lately become prominent as tho

the old warrior was the bridegroom. The
General was expecting the arrival of the
boy from Russia, but for some reasons
Bonnie was delayed, and wheu he did
reach Richmond he was left alone upon
the platform of the depot for an hour.
He was auout lvyears oid, and as hand- I
some a boy as I ever saw. His eyes \u25a0

ilasned like diamonds and were black as {
jet, aud his raveu hair curled aboui his 'brow like the locks of a young Apolio. I
People crowded around him, but he stood I
detiaiitiy, and did not quail before the I
searching giauces of a hundred curious !
eyes. He spoke uot a word ot English, |
and did not kuow what would be his fate', i
but he displayed a proud from and un-
flinching stoicism.

"General Clay at length appeared, aud,
after a greeting, the dignity of which was
characteristic of the two, ihey climbed
into General Clay's carriage and drove
away from the open-mouthed curiosity
of the increasing crowd.

"In a few days General Clay came into
town, and, 111 regular lorm of court,
adopted the boy, and had him made joint
heir with the children which nis wife hadborne.

"Time went on, but the strange little
boy was uot forgotten by the people ot
the towu. Nearly every day he droveinto the village wiih the old negress, who
acted as houseekeeper at White Hall,
General Clay's country piace, and never
ceased lo aitract a curious group aboui
him. Never was a child more like Gen.
Clay iv disposition—the bold lront, mag-
nificent physique, aud imperious air were
ail reproductions of General Clay. He j
would nol talk even to his attendant, aud |
haughtily disdained to uotice ihe rabbie i
around him. He was always handsomely
dressed, but looked like some young In-
dian chiefiaiu to whom the garb ofcivili-
zation was incongruous.

"He weut to no schools, but the best
tutors that money could attract were pro-
vided at his home. His only compan-
ions wore his sieru oid loster parent and
the negro servants, who had notice from
their employer that young Louuie's wordshould be law.

"Thus this boy was brought up. Gen.
Clay had heard that a young negro, .son
of his housekeeper, had presumed on hismother's position, and had been insolent
to Bonuie. Ihe old warrior's lightingblood rose at once. He rushed out to
punish the insolent servant, but tho latter
had fled. The uegro hail been reared iv
the atmosphere 01 White Hail, and sent
woids of defiance to General Clay, de-
claring he would kill him on sight. Onebright Sunday morning, some time later,
General Clay was riding on horseback
down a neighboring lane, his beloved
boy behind. A turu ivthe road brought
the rebellious negro in view. At sign" ot
his imperious old master the man's
vaunted courage vanished, aud, leap-
ing a fence, he took to llight across" a
field.

"But General Clay had seen him, and
his doom was sealed. Galloping up to
the nearest point in the road to the fugi-
tive, ho turned sideways, crossing iiis
leus to get a firm positiou, and taking
careful aim, shot his lleeing foe through
the heart. He rode to Richmond that
alternoon, still accompanied by the boy,
and remained all night at the hotel. Next
moruing he gave bond, but tho case was
never tried, 1 think, as the fact of tho ne-
gro's threats was considered sufficient
vindication. Bonnie is now uj years old,
and has never lelt his foster father's side.
