STAFFORD-YATES SHOOTING AFFRAY
I

Both Men Te!l Their Stories in the
Court.

I

Stafford Snys Ynte-* Abused nnd Struck

IIIm—Ihe Case Taken Under

Advisement.

Tho examination of John Stafford,
charged wiih assault to murder Jeff
Yates, occupied the attention ofthe Police
Court yesterday afternoon.

Tbe first witness for the prosecution
was Yates. He stated tbat lie was stand-
ing on the porch of tho boarding-house
eouducted by Mrs. Jacobs, on Twenty- ;
eighth streot, last Monday afternoon, '
just after dinner, and was aoout to re-
turu to the car house, when Stallord en-
tered thegaleaud passed partially around j
the house.

There had been a difference between
Stallord auJ himself for some time, iv
fact, a lew months before he had slapped
Stafford's face and had been given lo un-
derstand that the latter meant to shoot !
him at the first opportunity.

He waited until Stafford had passed :

around the House belore be started to-

ward the gale. As he stepped oil tbe
porch, Stallord, who had halted a short
distance beyond the corner of the buiid- 'iug, e.uled lo him and asked ii be was
heeled. He answered that he was not,
and started to caicii a J-street car tbat I
was going toward the barn.

As be turned he heard the report of a
pistol, and lelt a sharp pain In iho left i
side of his hea i. He did not realize lhat
he was injured until, in replacing his bat,
which had lalien off, he lound biood on i
his baud.

He walked to tho car, got on the lront ;
platiorm, ami told the utotorman that !
Stallord had hit bim all right enough.

Under cross-examination Yates ack- 'nowledged that he hao always lound Slal- j
lord io be a very quiet, gentlemanly lei-
low, but lhat of late he had seemed up: isb
and was disposed to treat him with cooi- I
ness.

A few months belore tiie shooting they
had some words in the barn, and Stafford
had told him that he considered him the ]
most overbearing talker he had ever en-
countered, so the following day he de- j
manded an apology irom Staflord. This
ihe latter refused to tender, so he slapped
his lace.

The defendant. Stafford, made a state-
ment to tiie effect that alter some six
months of warm Iriendship between
Yates and himself, a misunderstanding

arose, and one eveuing Yates struck him
twice.

From that day he had been constantly
bullied and insulted by Yates, aud on the
alternoon of the shooting, seeing Vales
on the porch of the boarding-house, he
passed around to enter the back way, so
as to avoid any difficulty.

As he walked by, Yates called him "a
black ." He turned aud
informed him that he would no longer
stand his abuse. Yates struck at him
with his left hand, and then made a mo-
tion towards his pocket as though to
draw a weapon. He then hred.

Judge Davis announced that he would
take the case under advisemeut.

Rhode Island, although the most di-

; lollyof two Capitals simply because her
people have not outgrown their own
colonial sectional jealousies. Formerly,
Irom ITol to 1873, Connecticut also had
two Capitals, the excuse being similar in. both cases, viz., the love of independ-! ence in each of the two original "plan-
tations" wbicb composed the colonies in
their original form. Newport was, in

j the early colonial days, one of the most
; prosperous cities ou the oast coast. Dur-
ing the Revolutionary War that city sent
out swarms of privateers to piey on Brit-
ish commerce, aud in revenge his ma-
jesty ordered 8.000 Hessians quartered
on the town. They burned most of tho
houses,sacked the library and robbed and
murdered the citizens.
