Most of the Members Spent Sat-
urday Out of Town.

Assemblyman Iluber Pays a Visit to

tho louo Industrial School—Mr. Mc
Kelvey Explains His Position on

tho Senatorial Question—Senator

Pay's Nerves Receive a Shock.

Both houses of the Legislature having
Adjourned from Friday until this after-
noon a majority of the members and the
various candidates for United States
Senator betook themselves to San Frau-
cisco, where they can carry on thoir
operations with less publicity than iv
Sacramento. Those who remain have
notning vow to oiler in regard to the
Senatorial tight.

Assemblyman Orlando 11. Iluber of
Lob Angeles returnod from lone last
evening, where ho paid a visit to tbo
Preston Industrial School, for the pur-
pose ofderiving all the information pos-
sible upon tho subject of reformatories in
general. He states that the institution at
lone compares favorably to that at Wliit-
tier, though local pride prohibits him
from saying that its management is su-
perior.

The trip was made with a purpose. It
is the intention of the Assemblyman to
introduce, at au early date, a bill provid-
ing for the purchase ofan additional tract
of land for the use ol Whittier State
\u25baSchool, with tno idea of making that in-
stitution self-supporting. He ligures
that if forty, sixty or a hundred acres of
land be added to that already belonging
to tbo school, and planted to peach, apri-
cot, prune and other varieties of lruit
trees, iv a short time the truit raised,
dried aud delivered for use ivother State
institutions will easily make the school
Bolf-sustaining.

Mr. Iluber states that land well adapted
to tho culture of trees may be secured ad-
joining the present school grant for sums
ranging fromf250 to |300 au acre. It is
his intention to feel the legislative pulse
before stating tho acreage to be named in
the bill. Ho believes that the bill will be
passed without opposition.

Ills Position Defined.

Turther permit me to say that tho Re-
publicans ot' orange County expressly !
relused to give me any instructions to |
follow iv tho choice of I nited States Sen- j
alor, and I voluntarily declared tbat Sen-

ator Perkins was my choice. He is still
my choice and i will vote lor him iv joint
session, but 1 will not go into a caucus
which does not purport to be a caucus of >

the Republican members ot the Legis- j
latare, but only a caucus of Senator \
Perkina' iriends.

Further, some of Senator Perkins'
friends, quite a number, in tact, requested
me to Stay out o: the caucus, and as that
i- my idea as to the best thing to iv the
premises, 1 Btay out of an}- caucus that. it bind tbe whole parti-. I hope
that this will satisfy the Anxiety ol i

as mentioned in your telegram of
this date. 1 am in this Assembly as an
Asseml lyman of the state of California,
aud 1 hope, by my actions in each and
uvur.v case, lo Uo what is best for the State
oi California aud lor the Kepublieau party
of ibis state.

As I look at it, while I am elected from
iventy-sixtb District, still it is my

duty to work lor the interest 01 the whole
State, and not lor any part or parcel to
the detriment of the whole.

ward, but when detectives go about withbrass bands and rush to the newspapers
With stories of what tbey had accom-

plish in tho sweet by-and-by, sensiblepeople smile.

If ihe daily publication of views to
criminals were followed now and then by
an arrest, there would be some reason to
think that the new way ol working up
murder cases is au improvement on thoold.
If tbo basket-maker who left behind

Detective Fisher's siory, it is just possi-
ble lie might burn up the garment from
which the patch was torn by Craddock'sdog, and in mat case this otherwise im-
portant clew wouldn't bo worth the
breath the detective wasted in telliug how
he lound the bit ofcloth.

Or, ifthe basket-makor should conclude
to emigrate before the detective gets
'good aud ready" to call on him, tho

wrecked seat of his breeches would not
cut a very important figure iv the case.

TOOK POISON.
Georeo Miller Ends Ills Life by the

>i lo of Ills Wife.
The discovery was made Saturday

morning lhat George Miller, formerly a
bartender in the Turner Hail saloon, had
committed suicide in his room in the
Golden state Hotel by taking morphine.

Before retiring he mixed the poison in
a glass and informed his wife that ho was
mixing a dose of medicine. His wife
awoke early the next morning and en-
daavored to wake Miller, bot he did uot
move, she became alarmed, went to a
friend and toid him of her fears, lie
went to Miller's room and there made
the <:iscovery that the latter was dead.

Two empty bottles that bad containedmorphine were lound ou the wa-hstand
in the room. Near by was the glass in
which he mixed thepoison. Millerswal-
lowed enough of the poison to have killed- . eral m< n.

Coroner Mi.ler took charge ol* the re-
mains and held an inquest. Tne jury
rendered a verdict that Miller came to his
death by poison administered by himselt
while in a delirium caused by tno exces-
sive use of strong liijimr.

Deceased was .17 years of" age, and was
a member of the Turner aud Eintracht
societies.

How About Our Sewers i
Eds. R&cor-D-Uxiok. Itis a year since

our present Board of Trustees took
charge of the affairs of tiio city, and
al t:iat time they seemed to be ;ull of life,
vim, push and ambition to put ourmum-.pal affairs in a number one shape
aim improve our antiquateu and inade-
quate public works, Tne sewerage sys-
tem was among the first to engage their
attention. They tovik hold ol it with
vigor and commendable zeal. Special
meetinga ol the board were railed andlasted lone into the night, discussing tiie
merits oi the different propositions pre-
sented by individual members of the
boaid. i'laus were discussed and looked
Into with a view to giving immediate re-liefto the long-tried patiemo ol our citi-
zens.

It was soon discovered that our present
system contained radical defects that no
amount ot patchwork could remedy, andtnat it would be cheaper and better toemploy a competent engineer to go over
tne ground thoroughly and report on
What we already had in operation and
thai could be used in connection with a
system that would comply with our pres-
ent aud future needs for many years tocome.

The 1 rustees deserve credit f>r dis-carding a plan they found would only
be a continuation of our present patch-work system, and wero rally justified in
takiugtimo to have our needs fully in-vestigated by competent authority. Thereseemed to be some chafing at the delay
necessary to fully inves.iirate our obso-
lete sanitary condition, but the Trustees

showed good judgment and generalship
by advancing with caution and making
haste slowly even when in full dash andcharge for progress aud reform.

The Mayor and tho Trustees acted as a
unit, and no time was lost iv having a
competent engineer going over the
ground. A report was presented, with
plans and specifications and estimates of
cost for a complete sewage system.
Again, the Trustees showed good judg-
ment by consulting with the Board of
Health in the matter aud iuvitiug the
public and press to examine what they
proposed to do.

Up to this time all went merry as a
marriage bell. It seemed our city had
got her right foot foremost in tho march
for needed reform. Improvements were
to be carried out on business principles.
The new charter, with its new Board of
City Trustees, seemed a grand success.
Our city had got awakened at last, and
Silurians aud snellbacks were crowded lo
the wall. The good time was coming and
a new Sacramento was about to appear in
our beautiful vadey.

Our trumpery sowers wero to boa thing
ofthe past. Sewage Lake, with its green
scum, was to be blotted Irom our ciiy
map. The storm water was to have new
aud sufficient outlets; our streets ami
alleys and basements were to bo flooded
no more; sipage water was to be utilized
aud taken care of, and our reeking, fetid,
obnoxious, nasty cesspools wore to be re-
moved from every back door in the city
forever.

Why has it not been done, and whose
fault is it that it is not done? Was it
only a case of a now broom sweeping
clean or just a spurt of make-believe
energy and action? The pace was not
too rapid lor the people.

In a year from now tiio term of oflice of
hall tbo board will have expired, and, ifwe are to judge tiie future by the past,
how much nearer will we bo to a new
sewage system tiien thau wo now are?
Three months alter taking ollice the
board wero in possession of complete
plaus. details aud specifications for a
complete system of sewage and pumping
plant for tho city. Why the matter was
allowed to stagnate at this stage is Lest
known only to the board.

Tiio Sewage Committee of the board
havo always scorned anxious to carry
out the work intrusted to them. New
plans were advertised for and havo lieen
acted on long ago, aud it was found
nothing hotter was offered than the plana
tho city possessed and had paid lor. If
our City Trustees will keep close to tiio
needs and wants of tiie people, and show
with tho new year tho vim ami push thi y
had a year ago, a vast am iunt of goodwill bo accomplished. Give the people
wiiose servants you aro au opportunity
to vote on ihis question, and ii it fails
you have done your whole duty by thorn
iv this matter. Tho zeal shown by
the board is commendable, but what
we want at this time is united action fortho public good. There may be other de-
partments of our public works as badiy
oil as our sewers, but to vote against
any measure simply because it does not
come under the department oi any par-
ticular member is wrong, narrow-
minded, and shows a lack of public-
spirit. We need relief from our uresentsewage system. The courts have de-
cided against maintaining them as theyare, aud it is certainly better to put themoney into needed improvements than
hire special counsel and pay damages.

KILLED BY CARS.
Ajred Antonio Morolll Meets His Death

on a Railroad Track.
Antonio Morelli, a patient at the County

Hospital, was struck by the out-going
Stockton train about one mile beyond
Guthrie's Station about 5 o'clock p. m.
yesterday and was killed instantly.

Deceased was 77 years ol age, and was
torn in Tuscon, Italy. Ho arrived iv
California some twenty-six years ago and
engaged in the vegetable-growing busi-ness, out of late years being unable to
work he has beeu an inmate of the County
Hospital since October last.

Yesterday ha visited some Italian
friends, and was returning to the hospital
when struck by the train. His right arm
was brokeu at the shoulder, and his leitleg at the knee. He had a bottle 01 winewith him, and had probably been drink-
ing.

Moielli leaves a wife, who resides inthe old country, and four uephews, two
ol whom are vegetable-growers residingin the viciuity of Twenty-eighth and X
streets, one is a guard at the Folsom
Prison, and the other conducts a cigar
store ou X street, in this city.

The body was taken to Coroner Miller's
otlice.

A HOUSE ROBBED.
The Family Were Out, and the Burg-

lars Had a Picnic.
George Peeler's residence at 1314 Third ;

street was burglarized Saturday night be-
tweeu the hours of 7:30 and U o'clock.
