the Company Accepts the Terms of
the City.

Action ofthe City Trustees Last Night

on tlio Sewerage Question-
Other Matters.

The City Board of Trustees met in
regular weekly session last night, Trus-
tees Lawton, Wachhorst, Kent, Davis,
Bragg, Devine, Tozer, Peunish aud
Leonard being present.

Tho following messages from tho Mayor
were read:

MAP OF WATER PIPES.
To the Board of Trustees; <'n several

occasions 1 have called the attention of
your board to Section 1_ jof the charier,
which provides as follows:

"The Board of Trustees shall cause to

be made provided the samo does not
exist nt the time this charier tal.es
•Reet) a complete and comprehensive
map or chart of the city water-pipe sys-
tem, showing the location of every main,
lateral, aud size of such main, or lateral
pipe, fire-hydrant, house-tap, air-valve,
blow-off and other important features.
Bald map or chart shall be kept up, and
made to show all the extensions, addi-
tions, or alterations made Irom time to
time in the system. Said map or chart
-hail be carefully preserved, and be kept
in the oth.e of tho Superintendent of
Streets."

The City Tapper informs me that tho
city now has a small map or chart which
was made in the year I__l, but that tbe
same is uot accurate, and doea not show
aii tho matters required by the above
Section of the charter, lie is of tiio opin-
ion lhat a new map must be made.

1 therefore urgently request y< ur board
to authorize me to employ ono or more
competent persons to prepare this map or
chart. Il tne work is not done now it
may cost the city a great deal of money
in the future.

The information necessary to make the
map or chart cau bo easily obtained from
the present City Tapper. He is well in-
formed on the subject, and appears to be
theonly person who is. In case ofhis death
itwouid bo a difficult matter to prepare
au accurate map. Respectfully sub-
mitted, B. U. Steinman, Mayor.

TEA GROWING.
Why It Cannot Succeed In Fresno—An

Expensive Business.
W. A. Sanders of Fresno writes to tho

Record-Union an account of his experi-
ence there ia tea culture, iv which he
says;

A dozen years ago Ihad eight hundred
tea trees growing here; to-day I haven't
one, and never _hall have any again until i
1 change Fresno's dry heat ior some-
thing entirely ditferent near the coast.
Tea can be successfully grown in Hum- I
boldt County, but it never can succeed in j
Fresno, one day of tho intense heal of
Fresno's summer sun would kill the
thriftiest lea plantation in tne worid.

My tea trees were growing in a grove of '
cotton woods, whose shade 1 iouud imlis-
peusible to the lifeof the tea trees. 1 also
found, in addition to dense shade, that
water heated in the ditch by the sumnior
sun would kill them as soon as it touched
them, anu that 1 must irrigate them oniy
in the early morning, when the water
was cool.

Observing these two necessary points,
I nursed my t<_-_ plantation until ihe trees
had acquired sufficient foliage to pick. So !
I got a Chinaman trom tne tea-raising \u25a0

r.uiou of China to teach me how to pro- |
eeed. lie deftly cut the leaf stems off j
with the nails ol his thumb and forefin- |
ger. Thus instructed, I_uihered my lirst i
crop ol ie.:.

Tne process was tedious. Isoon conclu-
ded to count the leaves as 1 picked theni,
and thus J ascertained that 1 could select
and pick _50 leaves iv a half-hour. When
1 bad worked oue half-hour I brought tho

jresult to my office, whore, as per instruc-
i tions by my Chinaman, the additional
I work of wining, rolling, etc., was done.
jl ascertained that it took about _,000

! leaves to make a pound of tea, and that
tnis pound oi tea, from the beginning of[ tbe picking to tuo end cf tuo "pan-
liring,'' represented two days' work, and

The Stato Convention to be Held In

'I liis City i.arly Next Month.
The next session of tho Good Roads

State Convention will be held in the
Crocker Art Gallery in this city, com-
mencing Thursday, February 7th, at
2 o'clock. All County Supervisors, or
delegates named by them, Uounty Sur-
veyors, tho Mayor and Councilmen of
cities. City Fngineers, civil and road en-
gineers, members of tho _echnical So-
ciety, the twenty delegates appointed by
Governor Markham and a like number
to be appointed by his successor in otlice,
representatives of the state and Stanford
Universities, other leading educational
institutions, State and local ('ranges aud
Farmers' Alliances, League of American
Wheelmen, transportation companies aud
of all Humane Societies compose tho
membership of tiie convention. All who
sat in the convention of __8_ are delegates
to this session also.

The Legislature bein_ in session at tho
holding of this convention, considerable
time will be given to a discussion ol road
laws. Systems of road construction and
maintenance will aiso receive considera-
tion.

General Hoy Stone, Chief Engineer of
the Departmeut of Koad Inquiry, United
States Department ofAgriculture, Wash-
ington, D. C, an eminent authority on
road-building and care, lias accepted an
invitation to be present and participate
in tho proceedings of tlioconvention. It
is believed that too indications aro favor-
able to a large, earnest aud valuable
meeting.
