His only
conspicuous opponent is M. H. de
Young, Tho term will exuiro next year,
when the Legislature must make another
selection. Thesuccesslul candidate there-
fore will have only two years to servo,
and tlio tremendous energy which is bo-

I ing displayed by both contestants showsjthat this is regarded niereiy as an open-
ing wedge to tho six-year term ensuing.

| Without any desire to relieet upon the
] manner in which Air. I'erkins has con-
ducted himself in the Senate, it may be
said generally that ou the score of use-
lulness to the Stale California has never
distinguished herself iv the selection of
Senators. There is now an opportunity
to select a man who has proved his abil-
ity to conquer and achieve, and who may
bo depended on to lend the wholo freight
of his courage, energy and intelligence lo
tho good of the Slate at large. In the
easy and comfortablo days agone, when
everybody was prosperous and careless
of Government assistance, _uch super-
fluous Senators as wo have been sending
to Washington served a sullicieut end;
but those days are no more, and we cau
no longer atlord to be unrepresented and
ridiculous. When, so me monius ago,
we announced tnat Mr. de Young's re-
markable success with the Midwinter
Fair, in the face of tho meanest and most
