tho vacant places. The kitchen was given
over to tho chef and his assistants, the
dining-room and parlors to the guests,

Three waiters kept up constant commu-
nication between tbe table and tno j
kitcben, and the doctor kept bis piace at ;
the head of the table throughout tbe j
evening, greeting eacii newcomer and
urging bim to eat, or repeating tho his- \u25a0

tory of ibe horse they wero eating and j
teilive how wholesome horseflesh is, and i
how ho expects il to take its place iv the I
markets oi this country iv a short time ]
to be soid on its merits.

The most practical argument for the
introduction ot horse meat, however, was
the manner in which it was served up on
this occasion, and it seemed certain that
tiie rich as wed as the poor would be
firmly convinced of its merits if they
could get it cooked as Dr. Hopkins pre-
pared it last night. There was horsetail
tsoup, richly flavored and nourishing;
boded saddle of horse with borseradistl
sauce, and broiled tenderloin of horse,
While the piece de resistance was a riu
roast. There was a pot roast and plenty
oi broiled steaks, and breaded cutlets
with all imaginable sauces and relishes,
and a variety of vegetables.

There was a great deal of jocular con-
versation at the table and till sorts of
horse talk, but not the slighest indication
of qualmishness. Everyoody wont there
with tiie intention oi eating what the doc-
tor had prepared, and the flrst taste ofthe
palatable soup encouraged all to go on
with the courses. Tno verdict was gen-
erally expressed b/ comparisons with
beef, though a few said that the meat re-
minded them ol elk and venison, but ail
seemed to agree that it was better than
the average beef iv flavor and texture.
The tenderloin wasespeciaily good, while
the pot roast aud rib roast were not iv
any way lacking in tenderness and flavor.

Dr. Hopkins explained bow begot the
bonse. and what inspired him to get up
the banquet. He did not disguise the
lact lhat the animal was old. He said
that it had beeu in the possession of
one man for twenty year., and was at

si., years old when ho bought ir.
Tne owner did not want to sell the aniina]
iuto a life of hardship, anu asked Dr.
Hopkins to kill it. 'me doctor then de-
cided to givo a horseflesh banquet, and
Le bad the animal killed, bled and cut up
by a butcher. The llieat was bung in a
refrigerator for twoweeks before it was
served. The soup was made of the tail
and shins awl the choice parts were
cooked in iho various ways by oue of the
leading cooks of the city. Then at least
one hundred invitations were tent out,
and lully one-half of those who were iu-
vited attended the feast.

THE NORTH BALTIC CANAL.
A Great Enslneerina: Feat and tbo

ii«-S'.l!t Ot It.
The completion of tho North Baltic

Canal marks the successful ending of an
undertaking of much greater difficulty in
many respects than tne Manchester Ship
CauaL Ibe idea o\ connecting tne Baltic
and North Seas by a canal is a very oid
one: in :.. jt, t first waterway, between.. .!.ae aud Elbe Rivers, was built as
lone ago as 135*1-98, while Chaucer was
living, and twenty year., beiore the battle
of AginoourL Thirty years later another
canal was built, this time hot ween tbe
Abater and Trave lU> er.-, and nearly four
centuries later a third was constructed,
between Holtenau, near Kiel, and Toen-
ning. But they wore small affairs, though
good enough for the time w hen tbey were
built. About the middle of the present
century there weie a number of projects
for a uew canal, but it remained ior a
Hamburg merchant aud shipowner, ii.
i ahlstroem, to put forward and properly
promote a suitable Bcbeme. Ii*. pians
were approved by the German Empire
ai.d the Prussian Kingdom in ltSo, and
an imperial Canal Commission was ap-
pointed to manage the work, for wbich an
appropriation of $30, as made.

The building of tbe canal was begun
June ;;, 1-.7, I>3' William 1. The line
runs trom the mouth of Elbe R s .r
through Bend iburg to the Bay of Kiel, a
distance ol u'L.3l miles, one and three-
quarter times that of the Manchester
mho Canal. Starting on the west at
Brunsbueiiel,it rea :hes the Elbe mat
at a distance ol about tw .;:•>\u25a0• ani one-
half miie3, wbich at many places are be-
low the level of the proposed canal, i hen
it runs through the lowlands oftbe
Kuden Take to the hig::l of lan
Gru6nentb i. between t;.o Elbe and the
Elder, where the elevation isaporoxi-

ly seventy-eight feet above the
mean s^a level, irom this point it de-
scends the Valley of the Gleselau to the
lowlands of the Elder, ..long the

Sixty-three per cent, o.' tuo total length
is straight.

There are locks at each end, in onier to
cut .t off from the variable water level,
duo to tides, and for two-thirds of the
length the bed is perfectly level. The
loa est depth of water is twenty and onu-
quarter feet, about six feet less than on
tbe Manchester Ship ('anal. The bottom
is .seventy-two feet wide on the straight
portions and curves ot long radius,
which is nearly fiftyfeet less thau the
width of the Manchester Canal section,
Bnt as the North I'.altic Canal is built iv
many places with very sloping Bides, on
account of the bad character of the soil,
the width at tne water level is generally
about 118 feet, ana oners a passage to all
but a few of tbe largest steam :s in the
traffic which would naturally pass
through it.

TALL BUILDINGS.
An Architect "VYlio TUlnUs Tbey Will

Kun Up to Forty Stories.
An interview with Bruce Price, the

architect, of lite American .Surety Com-
pany's building, corner of Piue and
Broadway, recently appeared in the Xew
"York Herald. According to Mr. Price's
views as there presented, tho possibili-
ties for tali buildings exceed very largely
tbe ordinary expectation on tbe subject.
Ho feels that structures of thirty and lorty
stories are by no means dilueult feats,
and tliat they may be looked lor in tho
near future. He says that now the oniy
check to erecting such buildings is tho
elevator, about _uu or -100 feet being the
limit of tbeir capacity as at present per-
fosted,

tiven thi- requires a piston of fiftyfeet
in length, and the lriction which the rod
encounters sometimes heats it red hot.
Those who take offices in these high
buildings, bowever %are not going to tbe
trouble oi changing elevators, not at least
until the price of realty forces rents
far higber thau they are to-day. This is
is really tho greatest drawback to the
presenl time, and mere is no reason to
suppose that it will remain. Someone
will invent an elevator that will lilta car
eheerly to an indefinite hight. Then we
shalt go on builaiug higher and higher
until we re ;ch a point beyond which m>
one will care to go. What that point will
bo is hard to say.

Five years ago many would have hes-
itated to nave taken an office on tho
tw< ntieth story ol a buildiug, just as ten
years ago they would nave hesitated lo
have taken the twelith or fourteenth.
People become educated slowly to greater
aud greater elevations, and it won't he so
verj long hefore the thirtieth floor will
seem no higher than does the twentieth
row.

Mr. Price looks on the construction of
one oi these buildings as but a simple af-
fair, a question, as ho puts it, of "statis-
tic-:;," a computation of tho weight of the
persons who are occupying it. Then itresolves itself simply iuto providing
sufficiently heavy beams to carry this
live and dead load. The foundations,
however, Mr. I'rice looks upon as a
most important problem, as hero the
whole strain must eventually come withvery tall bulidings. lie says:

"However, the plan is* to make thofoundation of the same si/.e and area asthe building itself, and to distribute theentire weight of the building evenly over
the foundation. Civen ihis latter broadenough ana firm enough and v.c could
rear a tower so high that we should nave
to tai;..- into consideration the fact that thelop of tho tower moved faster than the
base. In tinth, the nay when tbis latter
calculation must bo made is not very far
off."__ Architects will remember the exempli-fication ol his idea shown in a tali build-
ing exhibited by him three seasons ago.
Ihis was built on a base 30 feet square,

Broadway. Itis to occupy 5 and 0, ad-joining the Field l.uilding, and will be
thirty stories hi^h. Mr. Frice docs not
leol that mis class of buildings are neces-
sarily monstrosities and defy tbe artistic
tas'e of the professional to overcome theirinherent ugliness.

Concerning tho artisLic possibilities of
ing, Mr. Price added that,

so far irom being necessarily ugly, the
sky-scraper may be made architecturally
perfect. Thus, ior example, a buildin.may he run up to a hight ten times thediameter ana it will then assume the pro-
portions of;a Corinthian column, widen isthe most perfectly symmetrical ior:u
known to architecture.

Incidentally, it is easier to design a ' dl
building with truly artistic lines upon anarrow base, making it approach the
proportions of a tower or column, than it
is to design a building ol considerablebight upon a broad base.
