A Perfect Avalanche of Bills in

the Senate.

I_.e2l_lat.lo_ Proposed on Almost Every

Conceivable Snbject—Senator Mc-

Gowan Ont for Woman Snffraee—

Appropriation Bills by tbe Score—

Proceedings ln Botb Honses.

In the Senate yesterday, as soon as the
Standing committees had been appointed,

a perfect avalanche of bills descended
upon the Clerk's desk. The number

ran up to 201) in the first round. They

were upon every conceivable subject,

from the granting of the suffrage to

\u25a0women to the appropriation of money to
a Sheriff for expenses in capturing a

prisoner. They were all promptly re-

ferred to appropriate committees, where,

it is to be hoped, many of them will

\u25a0lumber for all time.
In the Assembly the rules have not yet

been adopted, nor the standing commit-

tees appointed, so a very short session
was held. One rule was adopted, which,
if adhered to, will very materially ad-
vance the work of the session. It pro-

vided for morning sessions only of the
Assembly each day, thus giving the com-

mittees a chance to properly consider

bills before thoy come up lor discussion

in the House. In the past more time
has been wasted in fruitless discussion
on bills that have had to go back to com-

mittee for amendment than in the actual
transaction of the legitimate business of
the Senate or Assembly. The real work
of the Legislature should be done in the

committee room, and the Assembly has
hit upon the best possible plan for expe-
diting its business.

SENATE.

The Senate met pursuant to adjourn-
ment at 10 a. m. yesterday with Presi-
dent pro tern. Flint in the chair.

Roll-call showed a quorum present.
Prayer by the Chaplain, Rev. G. A.

Ottmann.
On motion of Senator Biggy the read-

ing ofthe journal was dispensed with.
RULES ADOPTED.

Senator Ford, Chairman ofthe tempor-
ary Committee on Rules, handed in a re-
port recommending that the printed rules
of the last session, with a lew unimpor-
tant amendments, be received and accep-
ted as the rules of the present session.
The reading of the report was dispensed
with and the report, which will appear
in to-day's journal, was adopted and the
committee discharged.

INTRODUCTION OF BILLS.
Aresolution by Senator Mahoney was

adopted providing that when the time
comes for the introduction of bills the
roll be called and each Senator be given a
chance in his regular order to introduce
any bill or bills he may have prepared.
The resolution was adopted.

The President pro tern, stated that the
rules having been adopted, the Senate
was at length ready for the regular order
of business.

PUBLIC OPINION BUREAU.
Senator Ford submitted a petition from

certain people of San Francisco, asking
for the formation of a Departmeut of
Public Opinion. Tho petition provides
that each voter shall be compelled to sub-
mit his individual opinion to the Legis-
lature on all matters of public import-
ance through the medium ofthe United
Stales mail, that a test of public se ti-
ment may be thereby secured beiore any
definite action is taken upon important
matters. The petition was ordered
printed in the journal.

BILLS INTRODUCED.
The introduction of bills was declared

in order, and .Senator Aram scut to the
desk Senate Bill No. 1, an Act to amend
Section 5-1 ofthe Code of CivilProcedure.
The President referred the bill to the
Judiciary Committee, wben such be ap-
pointed.

DEMOCRATS MURMUR.
This caused a murmur on the Demo-

cratic side of the house, and Senator Sea-
well said that as no Committee on Judici-
ary had been appointed a bill could not
be properly referred to one.

Senator Arms entered into a confab
with Senator Voorheis aud stated that it
looked as if it was the intention to keep
his side of the House tthe minority] in
darkness as to the contents of any bills
introduced.

RECESS.
In order that peace might once more

reign Senator Orr moved that a recess be
taken until 11 o'clock __ m., in order tbat
the arrangement of committees might be
etfecied by the President pro tern. The
recess was accordingly taken.

STANDING RULUS.

The Speaker announced that the Com-mitter on Rules was ready to make its
report Tho report recommended stand-ing rules to be adopted for this session.

Pendleton moved that the reading of
the report be dispensed with, and tho
State Printer be instructed to print a suf-
ficient number of the reports to furnishj each member of the Assembly with a

copy, but on the suggestion of the
Speaker that the rules had not yet been
adopted, he withdrew his motion.

The rules were thou considered section
by section.

Pendleton called for the ayes and noes
on tho am.ndniont, and it was adopted
by a voto of 5-i ayes to 21 noes.

Pendleton gave notice of motion to re-
consider ils adoption.

,ennto Caucus.
A caucus of Republican Senators was

held last night in Room 10. The only
business considered was the appointment
of messengers and Sergeants-at-Arms
for the soveral committees. The feeling
of reform was, however, predominant"
and it was determined to apuoint ouemessenger aud one Sergeant-at-Arms for
each committee-room instead of each
committeo. As one room will in some
instances be set apart for the use of a
number of committees, quite a saving
will bo made, which will be good for thocontingent mud but hard on those whohave patiently waited for two weeks to
get a jou with nothing to do.

Aiter making a number of nominations
the caucus adjourned.

Sau Diego's Predicament.
The Senate Committee on County Gov-

ernments and Township Organization
met last night to consider Senator With-
ington's bill to provide a classification
for San Diego County, uuder the head of
an urgent necessity Act.

When Riverside County was carved
out ofSau Diego the latter was left, by au
oversight, without classification. The
result was that Sau Diego County has,since that time, beon practically without
any organized government. The bill in-
troduced by Sonator Withington speci-fies the necessary county ollicers andfixes their salaries. It was reported back
to the Senate with a recommendation
favorable to its passage.

Legislative Xot. s.
Mr. Dixou of San Francisco willsoon

introduce a bill relating to trespass, pro-
hibiting cutting or injuring wood or car-
rying away timber from the land of an-
other, malicious injury to property, dig-
ging or carrying away earth irom private
property, laud of a city or its streots,
without proper consent; putting up adver-
tisements without consent of owner of
property; entering upon another's land
and carrying away oysters and shellfish or
destroying or removing the marks and
boundaries of such lands; entering, with-
out permission, upon the premises of an-
other for the purpose of fishing, hunting,
camping or picnicking or destroying no-
tices prohibiting sucn entry.

Hon. Jacob 11. Nell' of Placer, who has
been mentioned as a possible candidate
for United States Seuator, left for homo
yesterday. He says that he is not a can-
didate and is taking no hand in the fight.

Whiie the name of Irving M. Scott is
frequently mentioned in the papers in
connection with the United States Seua-
torshin, not a single member of the Leg-
islature has yet been found who says he
intends to vote for him.

Assemblyman Thomas! of Nevada in-
tends to introduce a biil providing lor
appointment oi a mining inspector.

Assemblyman Dodge of Alameda will
introduco soveral bids. Gne will pro-
vide for the nomination of candidates iv
conventions by secret ballot, on tho Au-
stralian syatoui, which is intended to ob-
tain a fair expression of tho wishes of
delegates. Anotner is intended to make
uulawiul all combinations for trading of
votes in conventions. Another one pro-
hibits all display offoreign Hags ou pub-
licbuildings. He will also introduce a
bill providing that all officials receiving
a lump sum for their services must make
a monthly statement ofall their receipts
and expenditures, thus making a stand-
ard by which tiio proper salaries forsuch
officers may bo gauged, lie also has a
bill appropriatings37,ooo for tho comple-
tion ol the Asylum for the Deaf, Dumb
and Blind at Berkeley. The pooplo of
Alameda are very indignant at the way
which tbo county has boon classified and
the salaries of officials fixed, aud ho may
also introduce some amendments lo the
count government bill in tho near future.
Alameda is not alone in this respect, and
it is probable that a reclassification will
take place all along the lino of counties.

Assemblyman Wade of Napa will in-
troduce an amendment to the Act pro-
viding for advertising tho constitutional
amendments, for the purpose of cuttiug
down the expense. He will aiso intro-
duce one to abolish the State's Prison Pa-
role Board; oue providing that in case of
commitment of an insane female to an
asylum a female friend or relative shall
accompany her on her journey; one rela-
tive to tho transfer of property so that a
doed executed by a person during life
shall transfer title to projierty after his
death. Uo will also introduce a bill re-
ducing the salary of Railroad Commis-
sion _rs from $4,000 to $3,000; one to repeal
the Weights and Measures Act and a con-
stitutional amendment for the classifica-
tion of counties, providing that there
shall not be more than twelve classes.
