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HE SHOTHERED HIMSELF WITH GAS.

Henry Strong’s Well-Planned Suicide
Yesterday.

Slckneas and Despondency Over the
Death of His Wife Said to

Have Been the Cause,

Henry Strong, a dealer in second-hand
hardware and junk, whose store was on
J street, near Ninth, committed suicide
yesterday morning. He had been dead
several hours when found by a friend
named George Wells.

Woells learned that the store had been
closed since morning and that no one had
seen Strong since the preceding day, so
he opened the place and went in, Strong
was lying on the floor dead. and his sur-
roundings showed that he had gone de-
liberately about the work of ending his
existence.

Coroner Miller was called at once and
an  investigation was made. 1t was
found that Strong had attached a rubber
tube to an overhead gas jet and brought
it to the floor. He then took an iron tub
and turned it on its side directly beneath
the gas jet, placed some rags in it on
which to lay his head, turned on the gas,
covered his head (aud the tub) with a
blanket, and by inhaling the gas slept his
life away.

About a year ago Strong’s wife died,
and ever since he had been despondent.
1t is said that twice before he had at-
tempted suicide. He was also in poor
health, and when removed by the Coro-
ner one arim was found bandaged, while
his right side was covered with plasters.

Deceased came to this city about seven |
years ago from Minnesota and for a time |

worked for the railroad company in iis
blacksmithing department, It issaid he
was a member of the Masonic fraternity.

He had no relatives here.

SCEOFIELD SCORED.

Rebuked and Fined Tifty Dollars for
Wife=Beating.

Charles M. Schofield was yesterday
adjudged guilty by Justice Davis for
beating his former wife.

“You have promised that you will not
repeat your unwarrantable conduct
again, and I will therefore tine you $50,
with the alternative of spending fifty
days in jail, with the understanding that
if you ever come into this court again
upon a similar charge I will inflict the
extreme penalty of the law.”
