place in the Pavilion. Senator Hart said
that as it had been customary to hold the
inaugural balls in the Capitol building,
he considered it bad taste to refuse to
allow one to be held there this year when
the Legislature was Republican and the

Governor a Democrat. The matter went
over until Monday.

Senator Mahoney sent in his resigna-
tion as Chairman of the Committee on

Commerce and Navigation, giving no
reason for his action.

San Francisco Police Investigation.

The resolution of Ewing, which was
introduced in the Assembly yesterday
and weLnt over for one day under the
rules, provides for the appointment of a
committee modeled upon the plan of the
famous Lexow Committee of New York,

The resolution, in a long preamble, re-
cites that it is charged that the San Fran-
cisco Police Department is corrupt, and
that partiality and favoritism are shown
in the administration of the law; that the
police is paid money by the proprietors
of gambling-houses and saloons in order
to obtain 1mmunity from bunishment,
and that an investigation is strongly de-
manded by public sentiment.

The appointment of a commnittee of five
by the Speaker is authorized by the reso-
lution, which shall have power and au-
thority to investigate all ciharges made,
and to push i¥s inguiry in all directions
that seem, in its judgment, necessary to
obtain the information sought; and the
committee is to report to the Assembly
the result of its inquiries, with such
recommendations as, in its judgment, the
public interests require.

Authority is given to the committee to
send for persons and papers; to employ a
stenographer and such counsel and as-
sistants as it may deewn necessary. It is
to hold sessions in San Irancisco and
conclude its investigations in time to re-
port to the Assembly on or before Febru-
