The Hawaiian Question Again
Discussed in the Senate.

SHARP ATTACK AND DEFENSE OP
THE ADMINISTRATION.

The House Judiciary Committee, by a

Vote of Nine to Seven, Decides to

Report a Resolution Censurius
Judge Ricks and Against Impeach-

ment Proceedings.

Bpeolal to the Reco^d-Untox.

Wasiiixotox, Jan. 22.—The policy of
the Administration as to Hawaii was
again the subject ofsharp attack and de-
fense in the Senate to-day. The personal
element in the controversy drew large
crowds to the galleries, which at times
overllowed into the outer corridors. It
iudicated that there was no diminution of
public interest in Hawaii, now that the
course of the Administration is the main
question of discussion. Mr. Gray and
Mr. George justitied the Administration,
and Mr. Gray dwelt upon the persistencs*
and vindictiveness with which the Pres-
ident was vilified and misrepresented.
Mr. Lodge and Mr. Hawley made the
critical speeches of the day, tho former
urging the extent of the foreign British
aggression in the Pacific, while Mr.
Hawley made pointed comment on the
consideration given to Queen Liliuo-
kalam's representatives who visited the
State Department alter the L'nited .States
had formally roeognizad the Hawaiian
Republic. The debate was still in pro-
gress when the morning hour expired,
and tho Nicaragua Canal bill was taken
up. Mr. Turpic spoke against the meas- i

urs lor three- hours, and nad not finished ',

when the Senate adjourned.
The pooling bill was favorably re- j

ported to tue .Senate to-day by Butler
(Dem. i of South Carolina.

Chandler stated that the report was not
unanimous, and gave notice that when
tho bill was taken up he would oiler an j
amendment concerning the submission |
of freight and passenger rates to the In- I
terstato Commerce Commission.

Alien ol Nebraska presented a large
bunch of petitions Irom citizens of Ala-
bama, claiming that they were deprived
of a Republican form ol government,
aud asking the intervention of Congress.

Wolcott (lien.) of Colorado submitted
resolutions from the Legislature of Colo-
rado reciting the circumstances of delault I
in paying the Facitic railroad debt, and
urging me speedy settlement of Hie Gov-
ernment's rights.

A resolution was passed asking the Sec-
retary oi .he Interior lor Information a3
to permits to cm timber from public
lands.

Another resolution was passed asking j
information as to pension suspension,
applications, etc.

This cleared ihe decks for the renewal
of the debate on Hawaii. Mr. Thurstou
ofHawaii was again in the diplomatic gal-
lery, accompanied by his Secretary, Mr.
! luting . : c subject came up on Kyle's
resolution, which :s one expressing gen-
erally tho disapproval of the Senate in
tiio action of the Administration in with-
drawing warships from Hawaii.

Gray (Dem.J of Delaware again took [

the floor to further answer, he said, the j
flimsy attacks made in the Senate againsi
the Administration. Tne Senator ro-
ierred to the st-.itement by Senator Haw-
ley, made yesterday, as to the President

the Royalist delegation which vis-
ited Washington last August, (.ray re-
iterated that the President had never
set n thesa delegates, b'.-ing sick at the
time.

"Are you prepared to nay that they
never saw the Secretary of State?" asked i
Irye.

Hawley rose to reply, holding in his
hand a newspaper slip containing Cleve-
land's authorized statement of the facts
concerning the Royalist delegates. Haw-
ley said he did not intend to maintain
that a personal interview between the
President and the Royalists had occurred.
He had been reliably informed thut thore
had iiteu no personal interview, but con-
tinued reading from the President's state-
ment to show the Royalist delegates had

ueen Secretary Gresham. It should be
kept in mind that these delegates were
tne representatives of those conspiring to I
restore a deposed i^ueen. They were in
Washington < ithor as conspirators against j
the existing Government of Hawaii, or
else they were here on an honest mission.
Ifit was honest they ought to havo been
referred to tho Hawaiian Minister. If
ihey were conspirators they should not j
have been received by Gresham. Haw- !
ley read irom iho letter of the Royalist
delegates to the Secretary of State: " v\e,
the undersigned commissioners, sent by
the deposed Queen, request an interview
\u25a0with the President."

"Just think ofthe audacity," said Haw-
ley. "Think of this re juost ofour secre-
tary of .stuie alter wo had formally recog-
nized the Government of Hawaii." The
Senator said he desired to make no per- |
Nona! arraignment of tho President, but j
be (liawleyi believed the President's
whole course on Hawaii hau been wrong.

Gray again answered the criticisms
\u25a0upon the President, ile said tueso at-
tacks wero no constant, the animus so
evident, that it was useless to controvert
them. Some people seomed determined |
to attack tho President, whatever the \
bui.ject be. if he sat down, ho was too:
long; ifhe stood up, ho was too short.
These critics wore bound to lind fault.
The Presiueni's letter to the Royalist
delegates was purely unofficial. It was |
part of the course by which the Presi- |
dent, with a strong hand, was endeavor- t

jug to conduct business. The Senator ;
declared this agitation aud this talk of I
keeping warships at Honolulu was kept
up largely by the schemers lor annexa-
tion, who thought it would heip their
•ana*

Tue Samoan question was unexpect-
edly Interjected into the debate at this
point, Gray referred to the fact that the
United States was now bound by inter-
national agreement to keep a barbarous
king in power in Samoa. It would not I
do to declaim against a barbarous queen J
when we, at the same time, were protect-
ing and maintaining such a king.

George declared that the Hawaiian Gov-
ernment was b Government of force. It
had been established by force and was
now maintained by force.

Lodge presented a now phase of the I
subject by submitting a long list of the j
islands In tho i'aeiJic which Great Britain ]
had gradually absorbed. In pursuance |
of a settled policy England was taking
every loot of territory she could lay her
hands on. They were now trying to get
Neckar Island of the Hawaiian group.
The British inliuouce was back of the
royalist eiomout in Hawaii. The heir to

the throne was the daughter of an Eng-
lishman, and now being educated in
Kngland. Her guardian was an English |
sympathizer. "The arms used in this |
uprising were bought by an English-
man," declared Lodge. "They wore
shipped in a British ship from a Canadian
port. The insurrectionists wore largely
.Englishmen."

The Senator proceeded to criticise the
action of the Administration in taking j
snips from Honolulu, and in conferring
•with the royalist delegates who came to
\u25a0Washington. Lodge thought it a peculiar
Incident that warships were withdrawn

CASE OF .JUDGE RICKS.
ilie Jurist to be Censured, but Not

Impeached.
Washington, Jan. 21.—The attempt to

impeach Judge Ricks of Cleveland, (_).,
failed to-day in the House Judiciary
Committee by a viva voce vote of !> to 7,
and instead of a resolution for impeach-
ment, which Bailey of Texas had pre-
pared to report to the House, one will be
presented denouncing the fee system,
which, in the opinion of members, has j
made the proceedings possible.

Judge Ricks gave a personal explana-!
tion to the committee of the accounts in]
the Birdsaii case, which he had handledas Clerk of the Court, and which fur-nished ground for the investigation, and
testimony was given against him by
Martin W. Sanders, who had been his
Deputy Clerk and who succeeded him in
the Clerkship when Judge Ricks was
promoted to the bench.

To-day's review of the case, which was
of a bitter and acrimonious character,
changed tho opmiou of no member ol tho |committee, and tho charges were ignored, !as it had been expected they would be
when all the members could bo brought
together for a vote. The case was made
largely a party question, although Ricks
had lour Democratic votes, and as tho
next Congress is strongly Republican i
there is no probability that it will be re- j
vived.

JUDGE RICKS' DEFENSE.J
Washington, Jan. 22.—The House !Committee on Judiciary had an open

meeting to-day to consider the charges
against Judge Ricks, who was present
with his attorney, V. P. Kline. The Cen- {
trai Labor Union of Cleveland waa rep-
resented by Arnold Green and General j
Edward S. Meyers. At the suggestion of i
Chairman Culuerson, Judge Ricks made !
a statement of cases in which improper
receipt of fees was charged.

Judge Ricks said: "iclaim that I had
the rigut to complete the records as Idid.
i claim I accounted satisfactorily to the
Government for all the money. My suc-
cessor as clerk lost nothing by tho trans-
action, and Iacted strictly in accordance
with the custom followed by the courts in
such cases."

Judge Ricks also said ho had affidavits
from the cierks ofseveral courts showing
that it is the practice of the clerk to
charge himself with the completed rec-
ords. The charges fur the work wtre
made eighteen mouths before he was ap-
pointed Judge, and belore he baa any
ide.i that he should be appointed.

Chairman Culbersou inquired why he
had not returned the accounts to the At-
torney-General's otlice in one report,
instead of scattering them through sev-
eral years.

The Judge replied: "It was not my
duty to complete all records, but it was
my option or privilege, so 1 charged my-
self with those in wnieh the parties were
solvent. Had I charged those inwhich
parties werejiusoiveut, and ijwell knew
some of them were, 1 would have become
a guarantor for the Government for the
cost of work. I hold tho clerk was not
obliged to make returns until tho work
waa done."

Had he done otherwise than he did, ho
claimed, it would have been necessary
for him to advance some §1,700. lie said":
"When I became a Judge I ran the risk
ol collecting when work waa dono."

Stone of Pennsylvania asked il it wero
not a fact that in all the Birdsaii cases
lees were estimated in advance by him-
self aud hi» successor as ciork and col-
lected beiore work was actually done.

Judge Ricks said it was a question of
the right to estimate work without know-
ing the exact amount to be done. This
waa discussed, and tho Judge said Hie
general average was about correct, as inuumu cases the work slightly exceeded
the estimates and in othora leiI below.

Judge Ricks stated in answer to a
question Irom Bowers that he had never
passed upon hisowu accounts as a Judge.

iiailey inquired whether if a contest
over tuo records iiad been made ho would
not liavo bean called upon to decide it,
and tho Judge said that as a matter o! 'lace no contest had been made.

Then followed a contention between
Bailey and tho Judge as to whether doc-
uments bearing on certain phases of theca.so had loon submitted at tho heariug
at Cleveland, which eiuio<l with Bailuy
becoming rather angry and declaring:
"I'llbo .sworn and testily thoy wero not."'

"While you swore in your report in
18S8," asked Bailey of the Judge, "that
the fees in the Birdsell cases had been
earned and received, they had not been
actually earned or received ?"

"I think," replied the Judge, "that the
oath can bo fairly coustrued in the light
of what i have explained to bo the u7ii-
versal custom."

The Judge waa about to explain his
construction of the law, wlion Bailey
said: "The committee can pass upon tho
law without testimony. What 1 want to
get at is your motive. Do you know any-
thing of law that justitied you in doing
that?"
"Ihave explained what the custom is,"

said the Judge.
"Ifit woro the custom of clerks to

steal, that would not bo a defense against I
indictment for theft," Bailoy retorted, i
"Your testimony, as I understand it, is j
that you no returned fees in advance as
earned when there was ;i chance to make !
money from them, but did not whou they
were doubtful."

"Icould not beexpaciod to incur liabil-
ities that wero doubtful," the Judge au-J
swered.

The questions and answers passed !
thick aud last, until the Judgo said rather
warmly: "Tho Comptroller, who is the
accounting officer of the Government, 13
satislied with my accouuta, aud ia not
here complaining of them."

"But certain persona who have never
boen indicted for theft have complained
ol' them," Bailey retorted, hotly, "and I
this committeo,which is a part of the Gov-
ernment, has adopted tue resolution for
your impeachment."

ARIZONA TERRITORY.

GOVERNOR HUGHES' MESSAGE TO
THE LEGISLATURE.

Strong Appeal Made for Economy and

Retrenchment In the Public

Service.

.Sppriaito the RKOOttO-Usno't
Tucson, Jan. 22.—Governor Hughes'

message was sent to the Legislature this
alternoon. It is an exhaustive docu-
ment, covering a wide range of subjects.
It makes a strong apueal for economy
and retrenchment in the public service

j by abolishing all unnecessary offices aud
j consolidating others. Itrecommends that
j the Legislature make appropriations for

! all public institutions, and to prohibit
any greater expenditure than the amount
appropriated.

Itdwells at length upon the prison re-
trenchment during tho last two years, and
recommends plans by which it can be
made neariy, if not wholly, self-sustain-
ing.

Jt discusses arid lands, and urges a
joint resolution to Congress to adopt an

i amendment making the Carey Act at
I once applicable to Arizona. Itsuggests
remedies to securo the great reservoir
sites of tho Territory in perpetuity to the
Territory, and recommends more strin-
gent laws requiring irrigation companies
to supply waters sold or paid for, or. in

j default of such payment, to reimburs9
tho purchaser thereof. It recommends
Congressional enactment allowing the
Territory to lease and tax school lands,

! which will give a large amount to the
school fund annually.

l he message calls attention to the non-
enforcement of a number of laws for the

j protection of the people and the conser-
vation ofgood morals. It declares that
the class and scope of legislative actioii |

! may be taken by the people of tho States '! as an index of Arizona's qualifications
i lor admission in the family ofStates, and
, that the enactment of laws for good, pure I

aud economical government must toll in
tho Territory's favor, it refers to the
ravages of the liquor tralfio in the Terri-
tory, aud urges a law prohibiting gam-
bling and traiiic in lottery tickets.

The enactment of a law isrecommanded
requiriug the observance of the American j
Sabbath, and a law in the interest of
purity in elections and against the per-
nicious practice of candidates being re-
quired to make the saioon an important
faclor in elections, and disqualifying any j
candidate guilty of treating or depositing
money ivsaloons for "free drinks" from
holding any oflice lor which he may be
elected.

it recommends that a law be passed
giving the women of Arizona the right
ofelective franchise.

Owing to the rapid immigration and
investment ofcapital in the Territory, it
recommends that the term of residencenecessary to become an elector be changed
from one year to six months.

Itrecommends that a joint legislative
committee be appointed to examine into!
the condition, management and needs of
the Territorial institutions with a view
to public information.

MEXICO AND GUATEMALA.
Tho Latter .Must Concede Demands or

Suffer Consequence!*.
City of Mexico, Jan. 22.—After a very

stormy Cabinet meeting last night Presi-
dent Diaz notified Guatemala, through
its Minister, tkat he would not concede
one iota. Guatemala would have to give,
into Mexico's demand or stiller the con-
sequences.

other Central American representatives
were here at the meeting and made a
statement to President ]>iaz. They un-
derstood th at Mexico was trying to grasp
Central American territory. Diaz denied
tho assertion aud stated that Mexico
would have her right, and that tho bound-
ary lines should be as Mexico claims.

It looks aa if other Central American
republics were behind Guatemala. All
Government students are marching in
the streets with bands and sbom.in»
"\ iva Mexico," "VivaDiaz" and "<>n to
Guatemala." They are now in front ofthe palace 12,(MU to 15,ni)i) strong, clamor-
ing for war and pledging their support
to President Diaz. Mexico has been pre-
paring lor war for some time and has
about 12,000 troops on the border. All
ollicors not on active duty have been no-
tilied to report for marching orders.

Diaz made a speech to the
parading students and others, number-
ing 15,000 or 20.01M, in front of the palacethis evening, stating that he would not
recede from Mexico's just rights.

Tho answer to Mexico's ultimatum iato bo received here on tho 24th, but Diazhas notified Guatemala that ho will not
recede from the original demands.

Both countries are preparing for war.
MET ALMOST INSTANT DEATH.

A Youne Man Killed in a Trap Set for
Burglars.

Yanktox (S. D.), Jan. 22.—Frank
Elliott, residing iv Meckling, a small
town near here, met his death iv a trap
set for burglars by his uncle last evening.
Taylor, Elliott's uncle, keeps a Btoro. He
arranged a shotgun at tho front door so
that it would be discharged through thodoor by the slightest movement of the
latch. The weapon was placed there toguard against burglars, and Elliott was
told of it. Ho forgot it, however, wont
to the door, lilted the latch and the <*un
was discharged. Elliott received the (Ton-
tents of both barrels in tho abdomen
and died soon after.

Many Abandoned Farms.
Concord (N. H.), Jan. 22.—The annual

report of the State Board of Agriculture
soon to be issued will state that during
the year there were 7.">0 abandoned farms
reported, as against 134 when tho work of
ascertaining their number was begun by
the board in ISSy.

BLOODSHED AT BROOKLYN.

The Militia Fires a Volley Into an
Uncontrollable Mob.

ONE MAN FATALLY SHOT AND

ANOTHER WOUNDED.

Numerous Enr-hes Between Military

and Police on Oue Side and Strik-
ers, or Henclstrons, Law-Delylnjr

Citizens, on the Other, Though.

\u25a0Without Serious Results—No Ma-

terial ChaL.£O in the Situation.

Brooklyn, Jan. 22.—The first fatal en-

couuter of the great strike took place
about 11 o'clock to-night, when in an en-
counter with a crowd at tho Halsoy-street
station of the lirooklyn City Railroad
Company a volley was fired by tho mili-
tia. Henry Alien of Now York City was
fatally snot, a musket ball entering his
mouth and passing through his head.
Another man, whoso name is Williams,
was wounded in the arm. The shooting
had the iustantaneous effect ofdispersing
the mob.

The ninth day of the tie-up has closed
without bringing a material change in
the situation. Ithas been a day ofalarm-
ing rumors which, fortunately, had
Blight or no foundation. There were be-
tween daybreak and nightfall numerous
brushes between the police and militia
on one side and the strikers or head-
strong law-defying citizens sympathiz-
ing with their cause on the other.

A mandate of Master Workman Con-
nelly was promulgated ailing upon the
linemen to abandon their situations to-

| morrow morning. The effect of this
I move, which tho strikers have compared
! to the playing of a high trump card, re-
! mains to uo demonstrated.

The developments of the day have not
been reassuring as a whole. In spite of

i the tact that trade is under arms in the
city, 8,000 Stale soldiers and 1,500 police-

i men are on duty, intramural tralhc is
i suiiering a virtual paralysis, in which

tho industries of the city participate to a
greater or lesser degree. Lawlessness is
rampant and, altogether, conditions are
such as may excite the gravest apprehen-
sion.

Adjutant-General McAlpine, the mili-
tary aud personal representative of Gov-
ernor Morton, at a conference with Mayor
Sehioren, Police Commissioner Welles
aud Corporation Counsel McDonald, of-
fered to call out the Third Brigade, N. Y.
2s. G., to effect tho restoration of order,
lie was assured by the Mayor that at
present there is no occasion for tailing
out more troops.
»;Master Workman Connelly says he or-
dered out the linemen because this action
has been necessitated by the action of the

I soldiers.
At -1 o'clock this afternoon, when a

company of the Seventh lLegiinent sur-
rounded tho nail at the corner of Myrtle
avenue and Palmetto street, a squad en-
tered vie hail, and seized the books aud
papers of the local assembly, which has
its headquarters there.

There were many rumors ilying about
Kidgewood all day, but no really exciting
incidents till about, :j p. m., when cars
were started on tho Gates avenue line.
Two shots were lired, one by a policeman
and one by a National uuardsnian, to
enforce the order issued by the police au-
thorities to keep every window closed
along the line of tho road, ilut one mis-
sile was thrown at the lirst car, a piece of
brick from the msido of a 6tore, which
smashed a window, but did not injure
any of the occupants ol the car.

With the exception of the pickets, the
militia were ordered into tho depot, and
quiet was restored. A mass meeting at
the Lyceum in Willoughby avenue at 8
o'clock, drawing oil all the strikers from
the neighborhood occupied by the police
and me militia, was called.

The work of tho linomou was finished
at o o'clock in the afternoon. The con-
struction wagon, labeled on both side 3
"K. ofL.." reached Ilidgewood depot a
few moments alter, so at 3:10 P.M. "as-
sembly" was souuded, and three com-
panies of the .Seventh Kegiment, B, I) and
G, under command of Major Abrahams,
marched out and occupied ail the streets
branching out from the junction of Mill
avenue and Palmetto streets.

After the iirst company marched out a
truck laden with now men, accompanied
by four officers, dashed up, aud as it was
unladen the driver was taken into cus-
tody for causiug a latal accident on Gates
avenue, near Bnshwick avenue. To
avoid any possible attack he had driven
at a furious pace, and, overtaking a light
wagon, dashed into it, throwing the "oc-
cupant out into the street and lracturiug
His skull. The injured man was taken to
St. John's Hospital.

The next incident was a startling ouo.
Car No. 541 of that lino arrived from
down-town with about thirty men on
board, Serjeant Sheldon with four po-
licemen carrying drawn pistols on the
front platform. Captain Kitser and four
men made a similar display on tho rear.
Wheu the car stopped the Captain no-
ticed four or rive men on the elevated
railroad track. Pointing his revolver at
them, ho shouted: "Come, get oil
from that track; wo are through
monkeying; get off or we will show you
we mean business." The military also
ordered them away, and no more wore
on the structure. The platform and stairs
were also cleared.

As tho second company of the Seventh
Regiment swung around into Palmetto
street, tho great crowd of strikers in
lront of their headquartors suddenly
melted away, a large number running
around into Irving aveuue, but about
two hundred crowded into the hall.

Then, at a signal, tho line of men in
blue stretched across the street advanced
at a double quick past the hall doors,
which were at once closed and locked by
the police, and tho men wero like rats in
a trap, secured until all tho cars were seuc
out aud brought back to tho depot, in a
space of a little over two hours.

When the troops reported "Allready,"
Car No. 541, which had been brought
with men as stated, was started down the
line with two motorineu, two conductors,
two policomcu and three reporters on
board. Just as the start was made a
member of tho Seventh regiment could
sea several persons in an open window in
the second story of a hotel opposite the
depot. Ho ordered it closed. The order
was not instantly obeyed, so he tired a
shot in tho air, and the window was at
once closed ami tho laces disappeared.

Many Towns Cut Off From Rallway

Commuuicatlon— Residents of the
Lower Portion of >apa City Taken

From Thoir Houses IvBoats-Manu-
factories in the Latter City Sliuc
Down, liolns Surrounded by Water.

Svx Fran.-iscu, Jan. 22.—Advices re-

ceived by the Associated Press from vari-
ous points throughout California and
other Western States indicate that the.
storm which has been raging for the past
few days is the most severe experienced
lor the past live years.

At Ilealdsburg tho rain has been fall-
ing iv torrents for the past forty-eight

hour^l. Kussiau River is higher than
ever bofore known, and has washed away
the abutments of the railroad bridge,
causing all railroad traflic to cease. At
Cloverdale tho same condition of affairs
exists, and all tho budges across Russian
Kivor are impassaulo. 'iho city water
works are ruined.

From Santa Rosa comes the informa-
tion that almost the entire surrounding
country is under water. The town of
Guerneville, a fewmiles away, has been
practically abandoned. The si^ht of
women and children plodding throughthe driving ruin seeking shelter is
a common one. Occidental and Sebas-topol, two neignboring villages, are cut
oli Jroui the rest ot tho world by high
water.

Monterey experienced a slight clearing
up iv tiio morning, but at noon the storm
begun more severely than ever. Com-
munication from all points down the
coast has been cut oil. 'l ho Carmel Kiver
has oversowed its banks at mauy pointsand is filled with debris from larms anddwellings further np the n\>jr. Tuo out-look is for iicontinuation of the storm.

At Woodiaud the Btorm continued all
j day. All streams in Voio County haveoverflowed their banks in many place*,I and tho damage to tho railroads an<i
bridges has boon very heavy. Railroad
travel has been completely stopped.

HIGH WATEK IN NAPA COUNTY.
Napa, Jan. 22.—For tho second time

within three weeks Napa Kiver is out of
its banks, and running riot throughfields, roads and city streets. Before mid-
night last night many of the residents of
Spanishtowu were taken from their
houses in boats and conveyed to higher
sections. All tho eastern part of town,
and from the steamboat lauding south
aiong tirantavenue, is under water, rang-
ing in depth from a few inches to three

I loet. ihe tanneries, woolen mill, andsome of the other manufactories along tho
river are shut down, being surroundedby water. (.Irani avenue, one or the
principal residence streets, has water
enough to make boating near its entire
lenptu. A washout in tho upper end of
the city on the railroad prevents trains
lrom running, but tho train from the
north camo this far, aud passengers and
kaggage were transferred arouud thebreak likewise. The tram for Ban Fran-
cisco came here aud had its load trans-
ferred to the train north of the track, it,
