Programme Mapped Out for Na-
tional Legislators This Week.

THE HAWAIIAN QUESTION WILL

OCCUPY THE SENATE'S TIME.

Promise of Several Animated Speeches

1)V Members of the Upper House—

Proceedings In tlio Lower Branch
Depending ou Whether the Presi-

dent Sends lv a Messajre ou tlie j
Financial Question*

Washington, Jan. Z7.—The week in

the Senate will open with the renewal of
the discussion or the Hawaiian question,
Which promises to become the subjoct of
several very animated speeches before it
shall be definitely disposed of". The
udopiiou of the Vest amendment to the
Allen resolution, instead of discouraging
the antagonists of the Administration,
had apparently the effect of spurring
them on to even more strenuous and pro-

nounced opposition. They express them-
selves as hopeful of reversing the verdict
of Saturday when the next vote shall bo
reached, which shall be on the anal adop-
tion of the substitute.

Senator Teller will inaugurate tho dis-
cussion lor the work with a continuance
of his speech bagun yesterday. The
Hawaiian question willbecotiiiued to tiie
lirst hours of the daily session, and will,
at tho expiration oi its time, give way to
other subjects.

The bankruptcy bill has baen given the
position o; unfinished business, and will
occupy attention ior thu greater part of
tho week. Senator George will iua;igur-
aie the debate with a speech ou Monday.
lie expects the measure to encounter
very pronounced opposition, and in this
will not be disapu<>iuted, as a majority ot
the Eastern and I\ortuern Senators wiii
be luund to be ayainsi the bill. When
the bill is uisu'osed o;, in whatever way,
tho Senate will probably proceed to con-
sider the pooling bill. 11 tho threatened
conflict between tlii. and tbo Territorial
admission bills should, occur, a majority
of tlio l^epublican .--eiiaiors would bup-
port a faction favorable to taking ui> tho

pooling bill, and wou^d probaoiy turn the
tables iv us favor.

PACIFIC KAILBOADS.

Report of the Senate Committee Pre-
hontcd i>y < balrznan Lirlce.

WASHINGTON, .Jan. Senator Drice,

Chairman of the Senate Committee on
Railroads, yesterday presented a report j
from that committee concerning the Pa-
cificrailroads. The roport ia not based
on any bill belore Congress, aud is in- j
tended simply to supply the Senate with '
all tho information attainable in the in-j
debtedness of tii-o Pacitic railroads, to- '
gether with a brief sketch of the history 1
of the Union Pacific and Central Pacific
systems, which U under the following
Leads as regards tho l nion Pacific:

First—The charter, construction of
roads and subsequent legislation.

Second —The roads composing tho sys-
tem at present and their financial status.

Third—Policy ofowning and controlling
branch lines of road and otiio; outsido iu-
\u25a0veslmeuts.

fourth—Measures ofrelief.
The part of tiie report devoted to Pa-

cificrailroads deals with the charter and

legislation, roads embraced in the sys-
*iui, indebtedness, assets and earnings.
-lie report makes no direct recommenda-
tions, but urges the importance oftaking
up the question of the Pacific road in-
debtedness in the following terms :

"The present practical quostiou of the
indebtedness of the bond-aided Pacific
railroads is ofvast magnitude and of the
highest importance. Its solution and set-
tlement and a tinal adjustment of the
relations of the Government with these
roads, looking to the ultimate discharge
of this indebtedness and the rehabilita-
tion of ttie roads, so thai they may sub-
servo the purpose for which they were
originally created, is imperatively cio-
uianded, not only by the United States
and the roads themselves, but also by the
communities and people which thoy
serve with railroad facilities and by the
holders of valid securities issued or
guaranteed by the railroad companies.

"The measure oi relief to bo provided
ought to le comprehensive and far-reach-
ing enough to embrace ail theso interests,
it should especially aim to preserve tho
rights of the United Statos in the
premises and to be such as tiie roads can
liv« under. Whatever of partnership re-
lations exist beuveen the United States
and iheso roads should bo terminated in
Hitch a manner as shall be U> tho interests
ofboth, in dealing with this subject,
more regard must be had lor the preseut
conditions than for past grievances,
llecoilection of the Credii Mobiiier and
other unjust manipulations should not

overbalance tho souor business thought
ol to-day or outweigh considerations and
conditions obtaining at the present
time."

Alter discussing various methods mak-
ing secure the Government indebtedness
on the Union Paciiic, the report .says:

"Another course seems to have been
left open by the Government under tho
sixth section of the Act of 1862, which
provided that tho grants were made upon
the condition that the company should
pay the subsidy bonds at maturity. This
is v condition subsequent, and for a
breach of the same ttio Lusted States
may, at the maturity of the debt, proceed
to forfeit the charter of the company and
wind up its business through a receiver
and lako its chances !or a recovery of
whatever portion of the debt it may be
able to obtain. From what we have said
above we think it sure that the amount
would bo very small indeed, it is a
question, however, on the whole, i: it
might not be thy best thing uuuer thu
circumstances to do."

L'o :his the report adds:
"Your committee, however, does not

wish to be understood as recommending
tiii.s measure ol relief, biu merely sug-
gests it as an alternative in case other
remedies believed now to bo bolter should
tail."

Positive ground is taken against the
Government's foreclosing the liens and
operating the roads. To this plan they
.say there are many grave objections, and
luuis:

".No considerable number of citizens of
the United Stales, certainly not a major-
ity, have ever declared lor the Govern-
ment control oi railroads, and fewer yet
have ever seriously entertained the idea
that the Government should e:Uer tuo
neid ol railroading as the owner and op-
erator oi'but one transcontinental line of
railroad, and thu.s come in competition
with the other transcontinental lines as
operated uy individuals, Uesides the
main line of the Union Pacific and Cen-
tral Pacific —which were entered by Con-
gress to make aiid constitute one trans-
<\u25a0 tutineutal line—there are now in the
United states four other lines reaching

> Irom the Mississippi River io the Paciric
I Oct^ai), and having their connections witn
j I iaiteru trunk lines. We think it clear
beyond question mat, as a financial in-
vestment, tut! operation ofthe bond-aided
Pacific roads by the Government would
be a iiat lailure; and "«e are abundantly
B.tt.sued that on tae question of govern-
mental policy it would at present und un-
der existing circumstances lh- unwise,
and would bu fraught with serious conse-
quences to the republic and with results
lax-reaching .md :n the e:id injurious.

In case ot the iailuro ofthese plans they
suggest tuat the only alternative would
stem to be to refund the I nion Pacific
debt for a considerable period oi' time, at
a rate of interest commensurate with the
earning capacity of tuo road.

"This, 1' says the report, '"is tho plan
which has tho most favor with financiers.. i i those who nave given this subject

ich attention."

MEXICO AND GUATEMALA.

Should V\Tar be Declared, Matters
Will be Settled at Once.

THE FORMER GOVERNMENT MAY
GOBBLE UP THE LATTER

Persecution of Armenians In Asia

Minor Progressing as Vigorously as

Ever—Probability ofSerious Trouble

In the Spring, In Which Bulgaria,

Greece and Sorvia Mny bo lnvolvod.

City of Mexico, Jan. 27.—1f Mexico
is pushed into the light over the inter-
national boundary, her policy will be as
outlined by President Diaz and his Cabi-
net, to the ehect that the dispute and
other little matters will be settled once
and forever, and the necessary means
used to that effect.

It is prophesied in some quarters that
Mexico will settlo the boundary line by
quietly appropriating tho whoie <iuato-
malau .Republic as part of the United
States oi Mexico, wilii tho City of Mex-
ico as iia Capital, and with tho chief
executive of this republic as its ruler.
The Mexican authorities decline to dis-
cuss this mailer, however, and it is ex-
ceedingly probable that surh a proposi-
tion has not been seriously considered
exeopt as a last resort, and after all other
plans lor reconciliation had Jailed.

In an interview with the Salvadoran
Minister, l>ou Jacinto Castellanos, lie
said: "'l consider the final declaration of
war against • \u25a0uaiomala as a calamity
which ought to be averted, ii' possible,
and which will bo averiea by the anal
recognition oljusuee. It will be retneiu-
qered that Salvador is iv tho position of
a friendiy neighbor to Guatemala, and
will use all its influence to preso.\o Hie
peace. The hope ot Guatemala for form-
iii;; a Central American luiou against
.<:ei:ru in the present tight seems to bo !
growing less and less every day since the f
arrival ot tuo Minister ol Salvador
in this city. He has kopi his home
Government well iniormed of the spirit
of the whole Mexican Republic overt:.'
Guatemalan episode, aud of the activity
ofthis Government in pushing forward
preparations fur a war to a linish. This
sort ofa thing is not to the tasio of Salva-
dor or the other Central American repub-
lics. President iJarrios of Guatemala is
teared by some of the other republics on
account of his vaulting ambition to be j
ruler of ail Central America, and so his !
demands carry some wei^t with them,
when leveled at his weaker neighbors." I

The official daiiy o; tho Mexican Gov- i
erument states that the late attempt of
the attaches of the Guatemalan Legation
to visit the Government arms factory j
was not made in company with an Italian
.Minister, but with Carlos Lioya, the lor-
mer First Secretary of the Mexican Leg i-
tion in Guatemala and later in Italy. Tho
position of tne Government is that n
Guatemala, or any nation, desires to see
the preparati >ns tor war now beiug made j
in the Government arms tactory, or any- j
where ei»e, Mexico has notmug to hide,
and willgive free admission and liberty
oflull inspection to the representatives
ofsuch countries.

General Pedro Hinojosa, Secretary of
th'j War and Navy, has gone to V'era
Cruz, ostensibly ior his health.

Tne O. C. Ord Tost of the G. A. R. have
pashed resolutions ol fealty to the M^exi-
ceu Government in easy w war with
Guatemala.

Particulars of the Bombardment of

*J tJii^r t lion by Japanese.

London, Jan. 28.—A dispatch to tho
Tii s from Shanghai says that news o! i
the bombardment of Teng Chou arrived
lrom tbe Chinese mission by way of \u25a0

Foo. On tbe afternoon of January 18th '\u25a0
three Japanese men-of-war wero seen
moving along tbe coast out of range. A
shot was lired at the fortwest of Teng
Chou and another at tho defenseless city, i

No notice was given of tho bombardment !
of the mission college. Tho resideni ea
situated 200 yards north of the city wall
were in direct liueol the lire, it was im-
possible to dismantle tho fort without \
couching the city. The Japanese retired i
in the evening, but returned the follow-
ing day ana bombarded tho city from
noon to 1 o'clock. Four shells i'ell in the
city, some of them around the mission
premises, over which tho American flag j
waved. One of tbe missionaries put off
in a boat, waving an American llay. He I

close to the Japanese ship, but his !
bail was ignored, the vosaols steaming
away.

The American shipYorktown arrived ,
at Teng Chou on Sunday, and on lha i
following day took away several foreign- i
ers. Tho other foreigners in tho city i

elected to remain. There was a panic
among the Chinese, who were Leaving the
city. *" A severe snowstorm added to the
confusion.

Yokohama, Jan. 27.—(Jouerai Nad-
zoun, an officer in tho Japanese army,
declared thai ho dedinod au olfer made to
him by a Tartarian chief from Kirin, who
recently arrived at tho Japanese Capital
and denounced tho Chinese depredations.
The chief ollered tho sorvh-ea of 60,000
men to join the Japanese in attacking
Moukden and to nvonge Chinese cruelly!
Natives of Liao Yank, Manchuria, have
also petitioned the Japaneuo :o speedily
occupy that city.

Persecution of Armenians.
London, Jan. 27. —A dispatch from

Constantinople says the work oi' perse-
cuting the Armenians in Armenia and
Asia Minor is proceeding as vigorously
as before, adding: "Tho Turkish news-
papers aro evidently under orders to
keep down tho excitement, and it is ex-
tremely difficult to {jet information in
tho interior. Iftho present crisis is pro-
longed, it is probable that there will bo
troubles in Macedonia in tho spring, and,
if they are serious, Bulgaria, Ureoee a:iu
Sorvia will inevitably do involved, and
tho Eastern question will be raised in its
most acute form."

The Armenian Outrages.
Constantinople, Jan. 27.—The com-

mission appointed to inquire into the Ar-
menian outrages has had a preliminary
sitting at Moosh. The Poiie still refuses
to permit newspaper correspondents to
travel in Armenia.
