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Its Waters, Lushed Into Fury, Dash

Over the Raiiroad Grade and

Obstruet Travel.

The north wind was on the rampage
Yesterday, and all traflic between this
city and San Francisco, by way of Davis-
ville, was suspended in the afternoon,
owing to the immense quantity of tule
and other debris that, driven by the high
wind irom the great basin, bad covered
the track for miles to a depth of four fest.

some four miles west of Washington, the
water was dashing in sheets of spray
over the roadbed, often being thrown to
a hight of twelve feet in the air.

Until the track can be cleared of the
tules passenger trains will be moved by
way of Stockton.

The railroad company sent out a force
of workmen yesterday to try and clear
the track, but owing to the sheets of
water that were driven across the rail-
road grade by the gale they could do
nothing.

There is a perfect ocean of water north
and south of the grade, and it was coy-
ered with whitecaps and big waves that
dashed with great violence against the
narrow strip of roadway running through
it. The roadbed is very solid, or it could

not have withstood the terrific onslaught
of the waves.

The sight from the railroad track was
something guite novel to “land-lubbers”
from this side of the river, and even some

of the old Yolo tars, who have boated
across the big tule basin almost every

year since ’4Y, had to admit that they had
never seen anything equal to it.
Stretching away to the north and south
was a vast inland sea, over which good-
sized steamboats might travel without
hindrance except such as might have
been caused by the wind. Far as the eye
could see was a succession of big waves

with the fury of the gale.
run ‘‘mountain high,”
ocean under similar provoecation, they
certainly did the best they could with the
depth of water at their command.

I'he north gale that roared and whistled
over the wild waste of waters bore down
broadside upon the rock-ribbed railroad
causeway that runs directly tarough the
tule basin to the high land near Davis-
ville, Striking the solid embankment
with tremendous force, each succeeding
wave shot upward and over itin blinding
sheets that no man could
minutes at a time, Indeed, it was all that
men could do to kesp from being thrown
from the track by the combined force of
wind and water, and all attempts at clear-
ing the roadbed of the great mass of debris
deposited by the waves bhad to be aband-
oned. Drenched to the skin and shiver-
ing with coid, the workmen returned to
the city toaw aitthe cessation of the wind.

AGAIN TO THE ATTACK.

Last evening news was received that
the water was making inroads on the
lighter material of the embankment,
causing the ripraping to become loose,
Immediately a work train and force of
laborers, under charge of Hoadmaster
IFerguson, were sent out to the vicinity ot
the sheep camp with bags of soil to be
placed along the sides ol the embank-
ment.

tive on that point. There was a tlood
here thirty-two years ago, and every
winter, when the river rises a few leet,

f reports get abroad that Sacramento is in

danger. Only a couple of weeks since,
when the river was not within fifteen
feet of .the top of its bank here, a San

Francisco paper wired for “*full accounts
of the tlood,” with photographic views of
the submerged cily. _

Sacramento is the only place of any size
outside of San Francisco that has not
been troubled by high water for many
years, and when reference is made to
*the danger kne,”” when no danger ex-
ists, it is calcum.od to do the city an in-
jury. If the river should rise to an un-
precedented hight it would be time
enough then to speculate on possible re-
sults.
