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MEXICO AND GUATEMALA,

The Former Country Not Anxious
for Foreign Intervention.

NOT A MATTER THAT SHOULD BE
SUBMITTED TO ARBITRATION.

A Riot Between Workmen in Rival
Mines in Mexico Results in Fifteen
People Belng IKilled and Thirty=-five
Others Badly Wounded—Over One
Hundred Arrests Made.

Special to the RECORD-UNION.

City or MgXxico, Jan, 29.—The daily
Two Republics of to-day contained an edi-
torial'on the intervention of the United
States which may be considered as in-
dicative of the general feeling in Mexico,
as follows:

*““The telegraphic announcement from
Washington that the United States would,
if agreeable to Mexico, mediate in the
Mexico-Guatemalan question created no
little surprise and considerable dissatis-
faction. Guatemala has from the com-
mencement of the present dispute in-
sisted on submitting the Yjuestion to the
arbitration of the Government of the
United States.

**Mexico has maintained that the ques-
tion, having been practically settled by
the treaty of 1882, is not of the character
that should be submitted to arbitration.
There is no question as to the interpreta-
tion of the treaty. It is perfectiy clear
and explicit without a single clause over
which a dispute can be raised. But the
present admiuvistration of Guatemala
does not like the provisions of that treaty
and wishes to ignore it or withdraw
from it.

*‘In proposing to submit the subject to
arbitration it merely wishes that matters
which have been fully discussed and
definitely agreed upon by the two coun-
tries be reopened to the discussion with
the hope that a decision may be reached.
It was with this view that Guatemala
‘aused the invasion of terri-
tory which had tormerly been in dispute,
but which it was agreed in thie treaty of
1582 should be regarded as Mexican,
pending the final survey of the bouudary.

‘“*\When Mexico protested against this
proecedure Guatemala coolly proposed
that the matter be left to arbiiration, and
it is understood that the Guatemalan
Minister in Washington on four ditferent
occasions requested tne United States
Government o otler its services as arbi-
trator aud that oun those four occasions
the request was fiatly refused.

**Now the announcement is made that
the United States Government will ofifer
to mediate in the interest of peace. Me-
diation is not necessary, baut amounts to
almost the same thing. In this case it
woulid be interference in the interest ofa
nation which is endeavoring to elude
compliance with its treaty obligations.

“*Should the profiered intervention be
accepted, Guatewala will naturally desire
to have the treaty of 1882 ignored and
thus reopen to discussion the almost in-
terminable question, which, after vears
of diplomatic consideration, was deti-
ninitely adjusted in 1882,

**Upon the whole the offer of the United
States Government if correctly reported,
seems to be ill-considered and inoppor-
tune, and will probably prolong and vex
the gquestion which now seems to be
drawing rapidly to a settiement. A crisis
has been reached and if there is no out-
side interference there will be an end,
pacific or otherwise, put to the question
in a very short time.””

It is probable Mexico will decline with
thanks the attempt of the United States
to intercede in the Guatemalan aflair.
The reception in this capital to-day of a
telegram from Washington saying that
the United States will endeavor to act as
mediator, that Minister Gray has started
on his reiurn to Mexico to co-operate
with United States Minister Young of
Guatsmala, created uniavorable com-
ment in the limited circles in which it
was made public.

President Diaz, when asked how the
profier would be received by Mexico,
very bpolitely replied that the country in
general naturally felt grateful to the
United States as a sister republic in its
desires to sustain peace, which were ex-
actly his own wishes, but while ex-
pressing his gratitude the President did
not say the oiter would be accepted.

While giving no hint that Mexico will
not listen to a proper extent to the voice
of the United States in the matter, the
press was given the geuneral impression
that Mexico will continue to occupy the
present position on the boundary dispute
and hold to the claimms for damages from
Guatemala which 1t has all along held.

Fiiteen Miners Killed and Thirty-five
Others Wounded.

Ciry of MexiIco, Jan., 20.—A terrible
riot occurred to-day at Ocattan. The
miners who were working in rival mines
became involved in a row, which soon
became a general fight. The police were
sznt for, and with great ditliculty restored
After the men had quieted down
it was discovered that fifteen had been
Killed and thirty-five badly wounded.
T'he men went at it with mining tools
and anything else they could secure*
Over 100 have been arrested and jailed

to-day.

TIIE ORIENTAL WAR.

Chinese Repel Two Attacks Made by
Japanese on Wel Hai Wel.

Loxpown, Jan. 30.—A dispatch to the
Times from Shanghai says the Chinese
military aid naval commanders telegraph
via Chee Yoo thatat 10’clock on the morn-
ing of January 26th the Japanese fleet ad-
vanced upon Wei Hai Wei in two di-
visions of nineteen ships,

The searchlight betrayed their pres-
ence, and the guns of the Chinese fleot
and shore batteries opened fire on the
fiagt division of the enemy’s ships
when they were within 1,000 yards
of the Chinese fleet, T'he fastest Chi-
nese men-of-war and torpedo boats made
a dash at the enemy, and after firing
heavily drove them off,

The first Japanese division went to the
northwest and the secend division south-
ward. The Chinese claimn to have in-
jured several of the enomy’s ships.

At tnesame time the Japanese made an
attack upon Wei Hai Wei from Ning Hai.
This was a surprise from the west. The
alarm was given, however, and the

Chinese repelled the attack, The Chinese
lost twenty-seven sailors. The Japanese
loss amounted to more than 300 killed
and wounded.

Several foreigners are said to be assist-
ing the Chinese.

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QUININE'S HISTOR

Supplanted the
Jleeding.

Animportant epoch in the career of Dr.
Maillot, a distinguished Irench physi-
cian, who died in Paris lately at the ago
ol 90 years, illustrated the great timidity
of medical science in taking up a noaw
maethod of treatment or abaundoning an
old one. Dr. Maillot was known to the
medical world as the practical iniroducer
into French practice of the use of quinine
in the treatment of malarial aud other
fevers.

In 1332, when thesFrench were conduct-
ing a campaign of conguest in Algeria,
the mortality among the troops and col-
onists there was trightiul. France was
being continually called upon for fresh
levies of men and youths to supply this
terrible loss, chielly through fover inci-
dental to the climate and the life the
I'rench in Algeria were leading, At that
time the practice of bleeding still pre-
vailed, *“Bleed them until they uare
white,” was the injunction which brous-
| sals, the medical master of the French,
gave to'his followers when the condition
of the soldiers was reported to him.
Bone, in one year, out of an
force of 5,500 men, 1,100 died of illr
the hospital.

At that time the effects of sulphate of
quinine were not known, and but few
physicians ventured to employ it. Maii-
lot had interested himself in the new
remedy and, going to Bone in the medi-
cal service of the Government, he re-
solved to see if it would not reduce tue
frightful mwortality, which was one to
every three and a half men who entered
the hospital. At first ho employed ihe
quinine merely as an adjunct to the
bleeding. He soon found that bleedin
was Killing the men and that quinine was
saying them, Little by little he lelt oft
bleeding, to the greatscandal of the med-
ical profession. Exactly in proportion as
the bleeding ceased the deaths in the hos-
pital decreased. In two vears the deaths
fell off from one in three and a half of all
who entered the hospital tooneintwenty-
six, and finally to one in forty-six.

Maillot quite natarally enough grew #o
be the opponent of bleeding, but he was
80 ceaselessly vilitied by members of the
medical profession that he becaine em-
bittered toward his coileagues. Nearly
thirty years passed before Maillot saw
the complete trinmph of his ideas. D«
tors continued to bleed their patients
for all manner of ills, Butin 1860 Mail-
lot was made Commander of the Legion
of Honor and Chiet of the Medical Staff
of the French Army, and his influence,
with others, in bringing about a virtual
revolution in the practice of medicine
was fully recognized.
