
Iwould Start with the head ofthe .Nation
and come down to some of the members
Of this road convention and ask them to
bo mem hers of my class."

Mr. Woodson replied that the opposi-
tion to bonded debt had become a fad, a
sentimental fad in many cases where
business sense should rule. The simple
far-is are that in I?'J2, by overwhelming
majority, the people amended the Con-
stitution lixinga bond period or limita-
tion at forty years. In that the people
settled tho sentimentalists. In 1893 the
Legislature by a blunder retained the
word twenty in the County Government
Act. The report advises .simply ;\h the
Governor's message does, that the legis-
lative Act bo harmonized with the Con-
stitution.

As to tho policy of bonds, this is the
truth—in a majority of our counties we
have aud do now pay more road tax than
will pay interest and principal on tho
Bum necessary to build many long
stretches ol permanent roads, and leave a
few cents ofthe tax for sprinkling. Now
is it wise to continue as we have for forty
years and have no permanent roads, or
borrow aud jay no more tax and yet
have the good roads aud all the beneiits
following in their wake, as increased
values, enlarged assessment rolls, lessened
rates of taxation, invitation to population,
betterment ofrural conditions?

As to its putting a debt on future
generations, why not? It is for the uene-
iit of our children, let them bear their
share. But the fact, is the Constitution
requires one-fortieth to be paid annually,
so that it is an even distribution over all
taxpayers who live forty years. J/ut the
bonds in f.ve or ten-year groups aud the
aggregate interest is decreasing at the end
of cacti period, lie enlarged on tho debt
question and gave some homely illustra-
tions, aud ueclared that all great enter-
prises had been carried on, including
achieving our liberties and preserving
them on credit.

Mr. Meacham of Sonoma contended
that bonding was unwise; p;iy as we go,
and get along as we can. He quoted tho
bonded dent of the nation uuu people to
show that pretty soon man's breath will
be mortgaged.

Mr. Webster, a farmer, replied sharply
in favor oi the use ofcapital at low ratoj
to achieve an cud necessary to prosperity,
but was cut off by a point oforder.

Buckingham ofteolauo moved to amend
to allow townships to issue bonds lor

roads in townships, the money to be col-
lected from tne townships voting lor the
issuance ofthe bonds.

A. C. liinKsou of this city said the
amendment was supremely ridiculous.
A county cannot issue bonds for a road
in a particular township.

'i ho amendment was defeated and the
report was adopted with but three dis-
senting voices. ;

: committee. The following resolutions
I were introduced by Abbot Kinuey ofLos
Angeles:

"±UBolved, That all roads should be
managed exclusively by the counties
severally.

"V.isolve* ', That the varying conditions
in this State indicate that tho broadest
latitude should be given tho different
counties to adopt and change their sys-
tem of road management.

"The following suggestions for changes
in the road laws were also suggested:

"The Jioards of Supervisors of each
county in this State may, in their dis-
cretion, deriare certain main roads of the
county trunk roads, which said trunk

I roads must bo principal thoroughfares
; running through one or more townships,
into which main roads minor thorough-
fares or township roads lead.

"For tho purpose of improving said
trunk road*, or keeping them in repair,

i the Sciid Boards OfSupervisors may levy
; a general road tax not to exceed one anil
! a half mills on each $1 valuation of prop-
I erty in said county in any one year, all
the properly in said county ofevery de-
scription to bo subject to the levy of tho
said general road fund tax. Tho money
raised by said tax shall bo applied ex-

I clusively to the roads which have been
declared trunk roads by tho said .Board
ofSupervisors. Tho said general road
fund tax shall in no way interfere with

j the present road fund tax as now levied
"Your committee further recommend

that if the law as proposed above is
impracticable the Legislature be re-

I quested to declare by Act that the true
i interpetation of the law is that where
I Supervisors so determine the matter ol
i subjecting all property in the county for
; taxation lor improving the main roads,; including the property of incorporated
J cities, may be submitted to a vote of tho
inhabitants of said incorporated cities or
towns."

Tho resolutions were adopted by tho
; unanimous voto of tiie committed.

Linsoott moved to strike out one and
one-quarter mills and insert, two mills.

ROAD BRIDGES.
The Special Committee on Road Bridges

submitted the following report:
"Your special committee appointed to

report, on matters of road bridges in this
State, beg loavo to report and recommend
as follows:

"WHEREAS, Much loss is often occa-
sioned by the sweeping away of road
bridges during freshets on account of de-

fective or insufficient piers and abut-
ments; and whereas, tho great expense
for renewal, advertising, etc., may often
be saved to the county by proper designs
of inundations, bridges and culverts,
therefore, be it

"Resolved, That the Legislature Lo re-
quested to so modify the present laws
pertaining to this subject as to enable
JJcards of Supervisors to call for bridge
plans, separate aud apart from bids, lor
all bridges foundations and culverts
where the total cost is not in excess of
$5,000.

"All bridges, foundations and bulk-
heads shall be paid for out of the general
fund of the county.

"The Department of Civil Engineering
in the Slate University at Berkeley
stands ready to furnish such designs and
specifications for these minor road
bridges, etc., at a nominal cost, as for
printing, etc."

The report was adopted.
ADDRESS J'.V J). LUBIN.

D. Lubin here addressed the conven-
tion on "Imports and Exports."

said commission from time to lime dur-
ing the remainder of the session of the
Legislature, and urge upon it the ue-

; ees-ity for good road legislation.
"Resolved, Tuat the thanks of this con-

' vention be conveyed to J. Sterling Mor-
! ton. Secretary ol the Department *of Ac-
! riculture, lor the permission that enabled
I General Koy Stone of the Hoad Inquiry
I oliice of the Department of Agriculture,

to visit California and advise with this
convention, and for valuable contribu-
tions of good road literature.

"Resolved, That this convention hereby
extends to General lioy Stone its hearty

i thanks for hia attendance, his advice and
his contribution to our knowledge upon
the good road question; that we bid him
welcome to California and godspeed when
ready to depart, and wish him safe re-
turn to his home and frequent visitation
to our Stale."

HOW MILLIONAIRS LIVE.

Housekeeping on a Lordly Scale by
New York Nabobs.

Mrs. Ilavemoyer Keeps Sixty Servants,

Spending; One Ilundred Thousand

Dollars Annually.

When a woman has §100,000 a year to
keep house on it ia interesting to know I

how she does it. There are about fifty
women in New York who have this royal j
allowance, and who would be puzzled a j
good deal to know how to manage if the
sum was reduced by §10,000.

Mrs. Theodore A. Haveinoyer, accord-
ing to the St. Louis Ulobe-Deiiwerat, j
spends more upon her housekeeping
than any other woman In New York,
and Mrs. Anaon Phelps-Stokes, who
lives on the opposite corner of Thirty- j
ninth street and Madison avenue, prob- j
ably comes next. There are sixty
servants on Mrs. Havemeyer's pay roll;
twenty are in active service in the town
house, and the rest are scattered between
the houses at .Newport, Tuxedo and tho |
farm at Stamford, Conn. The white-
capped French chef draws a salary of
$lu,ouu a year, and one taste ofthe tassel- j
rode pudding he makes would make you !
declare he was worth the money, lie i
has two assistants and lour Jiitcheu
maids; these he selects and is responsible i
lor. There are, besides, a steward, a but-
ler, lour footmen, a housekeeper and four
housemaids, two laundresses, two ladies' |
maids, a coachman- and six stablemen.
The housekeeper engages all of tho I
servants for the house except the chef
and the ladies' maids, and these are
chosen by Mrs. Havemeyer herself.

Allof the responsibility of the house-
keeping falls upon the sieward and the
housokeeper; he supplies the pantries
and cold-storage rooms with everything
that the markets of the world contain,
and tho housekeeper sees that each ofthe
servants does her work in the most per-
fect manner. The work is not hard, but
the hours are. For the maids, day begins
at 4 o'clock in the morning, for windows,
marble lloors, books, paintings and
everything in the magnilicent house is
careiully gone over every day, and all I
must be finished and every servant ex- j
cept tho butler and lootmau invisible be-
fore the earliest riser in the; family saunt-
ers in for his 9 o'clock break last. When !
the family is assembled down-stairs,
"which is usually not much before 1 o'clock
luncheon, the up-stairs work is linisheu,
and so much work is to be done, and to
be done so thoroughly, that each hour of
the day brings its duties, and there arc
not many rest moments before ttie maids
have their tj o'clock supper. The iirsi of [
each month Mrs. liavemeyer hands the
housekeeper a check for $500—$100 for
herself, $100 for the steward, ?7"> f^r tho
butler and the rest to be divided among
the other ten servants. The chef has

in audition to his salary, to pay his
help; the two ladies' maids share £lUO be-
tween them, and Mr. Havemeyer settles
with the coachman and the grooms, to
the tune of about $400 per month. This
is for only one of four houses, but the
others are not so expensive.

Each morning as Mrs. Havemeyer fin- !
ishes her dainty breakfast of roils and |
chocolate, lier maid brings to her the j
menu mado out for the next three meais j
by the chef. She checks otf what it wouid |
please her to have, and the gonii of the
kitchen do the rest. The amount the j
steward spends in a month is enormous, j
the butcher's biii often amounting to *S>')

por week, or the tidy sum of $1,000 per ,
month. This, of course, includes game ;
of every kiuu, and the cuoicestcuts of tho
most expensive meats in the market. The
umouut spent lor fruit almost equals tne j
meat bill, for the choicest grapes are
sometimes* £-0 per pound, and other hot-
house fruit costs in the same proportion.
Counting the wines, $5,000 would about j
pay for the liavemeyer table for one j
mouth.

Mrs. William Astor keeps house in the •
most delightlul manner, but on a less ex- j
pensive scale than Mrs. Havemeyer. Her j
beautiful home on Fifth avenue and j
Tbirty-iourth street is always perfectly |
appointed, but siuce she has beou in i
mourning she has entertained very little, j
aud|hae not needed the large start of serv-
anta she kept when her husband and
children wore with her. fcha has a stew-
ard who is matchless for worth in tho
whole couutry. He engaged, pays and
superintends the fourteen servants who I
liiake up the Astor menage. When this
Steward came to Mrs. Astor ten years ago !
she said to him: "1 require my house to j
be kept in perfect order from top to bot- {
torn. Ihave no day set in which things
an to be cleaned, but they must be spot-
less, if all of the work has to be done
twice every day. Ifyou have not enough
serrants, get them." This simple, com-
mon sense rule has worked admirably,
and it would be difficult to find a house-
hold in which every portion of the house-
hold machinery works so perfectly, j
There is a chef, and a very good one, but
when Mrs. Astor gives a state dinner or
ball I'mard always serves it, as ho has
done for twenty years and more. The
table expenses rarely exceed (500 per
month, ami £7~j per week is the limit of
the butcher's;bul.

Mra. W. Reward Webb, Mrs. William
Douglass Sloane, Mrs. Elliott F. Sbepard
and Mrs. 11. McKay Twombley, who
\u25a0were the four Vanderbilt girls before their j
marriages, live close to each other on
Fifth avenue. They ail keep boose in
about the same fashion as does their j
mother, Mrs. William 11. Yanderoilt.

They each havo the regulation House- ]
keeper, steward, loottnan, etc., but Mrs, j
W. Seward Webb and Mra. Twombloy j
Lave in addition a trained nurse, a head !
nurse and two nursery maids to care lor
their little children in the study-rooms,
play-rooms, nurseries and dining-rooms,
which are all isolated from the blkmv part
of tne house and reserved exclusively
for these rich little men and women.

A BLAZE AT CHICAGO.

Guests of a Hotel .Narrowly Escape
Cremation*

Chicago, Feb.B. —Eleven persona were
driveu from their beds by fire in the
Koyal Hotel in Adani3 street at -j o'clock
this morning. All of them narrowly
escaped death, and all Buttered intensely
from the cold.

The Koyal Hotel is a four-story brick
building. The fire was discovered by
Mrs. Brown, tiia housekeeper. She was
awakened by the sound of breaking glass
and found her room lull of smoke, and
opening her door saw the room beyond
in llames. She immediately aroused the
other occupants of the hotel and all
rushed to escape, not stopping for clothes
or any other possessions.

Only one narrow stairway led from the
hotel to the street. Escape by that route
waa cut off by the lire. The ilames
roared up the dry wooden stairway to
the second lloor and wore rapidly eating
their way through every lioor of the
building. The only point of egress left to
the occupants of the hotel was the fire-
escape down the front of the building.
In getting out of the building all wero
more or less injured.

Mrs. J. 11. Wilson was the first one
out, and she feli part way down the fire-
escape and waa badly cut and bruised.
Alltne others were carried out by lire-
men and several of them were severely
injured. .Maggie Uryau and
Daniels were the worst hurt. They were
on the top iloor, and all their hair was
burned oil and their hands were cut by
their leeling their way tnroug:i windows.
