
ANOTHER VICTIM OF A TRESTLE.

An Unknown Wanderer Killed By a
Freight Engine.

lie Rose From a Trestle Just as the

Train Came Alonjj—The Body I

Floats Away.

An unknown man was struck and in-
stantly killed by a freight train last night
on trestle No. 84, in the vicinity of the
(Sheep Camp, between Washington and
lJavisville.

His body fell into the water and was
carried away, before the train hands could
reach him.

The man was sitting on one ofthe lower
stringers of the trestle, and had removed
one of his shoes, presumably to remove
tome gravel that annoyed him.

Con Ford, the engineer of the train,
was unable to see the man until the un-
iortuuate fellow rose from between the
lies.

The train wras brought to a standstill,
and efforts made to recover the body, but
as no boat could be obtained it waa found
to be impossible.

Under the second car from the engine
was found the man's blankets, his shoe,
and a barley-sack containing a quantity
of provisions, clothing, a pair of sciasors
and a large tablespoon.

The railroad ollicials have sent men and
boats to the scene of the accident to re-
cover the body, if possible, and the Cor-
oner of Yolo County has been notified.

ALLOWED TO DEPART.
Vagrant George Finley Permitted -to

When George Finley, who had been
convicted of vagrancy, appeared for sen-
tence in the Police Court yesterday, his
counsel made an earnest plea that he be
allowed to leave town, promising that if
leniency were shown the defendant
would take an immediate departure.

City Attorney Brown said he had noth-
ing to say in the matter; that itlay en-
tirely within the discretion of the court.
He believed the defendant guilty and
that he ought to bo punishod.

Justice Davis, in rendering his decision,
said: "Inconsideration of the request of
the prosecuting oilicers the defendant's de-
sire to leavo town will bo granted. Ishall
impose a seutenco of six months In the
Coumy Jail, and tho commitment will bo
withheld for twenty-four hours, with the
express understanding that he loaves
town. But I wish it distinctly under-
stood that in the future no such requost
will be granted in similar cases. Here-
after, wheu persons are convicted in this
court, as this defendant has been, they
will have to serve their sentences in the
County Jail."
