upon the prosperity oi fruit culture,
which has now become almost the primo
industry ofthe State.

Tho foliowiug is a capitulation of what
is desired of tho trausportation compa-
nies:

First—We ask that a live-day ventil-
ated car service to Chicago be in some
manner guaranteed.

Secoud —We a3k that you obtain from
the refrigerator companies a concession
ofat least SviO per car.

Third—That a £1 rate to Chicago be
granted ou ventilated cars for eight-day
service.

Fourth—That carload lots of fruit for
Eastern shipment be hauled to points ou
maiu line ou a basis of through rates in-
stead of local rales.

Fifth—That teu tons be made the mini-
mum amount oi cherries to be loaded in
refrigerator cars, as experience has
shown that twelve tons cauuot be prop-
erly refrigerated; that it is detrimental to

the fruit to bo thus overloaded, and in
the beginning of the season that itis hard
to get over eight tons of cherries for any
ouo car, thus holdiug the fruit too long.

Sixth —We ask that mixed cars of dried
and canned fruits and nuts be accepted
by your company, each variety paying
its own rate, instead ot the hiyiiest raie
iv the article establishing the rate for
the entire car; and that a similar oouees-
sion be made ou mixed cars ol fresh
fruits and vegetables.

Seventh —We dually ask, owdng to the
woful depression of the raisin industry,
that an emergeucy rate of 75 cents be
given ou the raisin crop of lb'db.

Since the intro-
duction of tue ladybug in Hawaii the
mealy bug is practically unknown. Sev-
eral coiomes of the destroyed have been
scut to the experimental statious ivCali-
fornia, with astonishing results. The
ladybug actually eal-, tne pest both in its
larva* aud grown state. The mealy bug
has done great damage, attacking ail
kiuds of platilß aud orchard trees. This
remedy will be colonized aud distributed
throughout the State.

FREDERICK DOUGLASS.

The Noted Freedman Dies Sud-
denly at Washington.

HEART FAILURE THE IMMEDIATE

CAUSE OF DEATH.

Rose From a Slave to De the Leader

of the Colored Raoo —Served the

Govern meut iv Many Responsible

Positions, the Last Doing: Diplo-

matic Representative to the Hay-

tlan Republic Under the Adminis-
tration of President Harrison.

Special to the Recobd-TJkiok.
Washington, Feb. 20. — Frederick

Douglass, the noted freedman orator and
diplomat, died a few minutes before 7
o'clock to-night at his residence at Ana-
costa, a suburb of this city, ol heart fail-

j ure. His death was entirely unexpected,

'< as he had been enjoying the host ofhealth.
During the afternoon heattended theoou-

; vention bf the women oi" the United States
i vow in progress in this city, aud chatted
; with Susan B. Anthony and others of tho
loading members, with whom lie has ucen
ou intimate terms for many years.

When lie returned home he said noth-
ing of any feeling of illness, though he

i expressed himself as being a littie ex-
hausted from the climb up the stairs lead-
ing from the street to his house, whicii is
ou a high terrace. He sat down and
omitted with his wife about the women at
tho convention. Suddenly ne gasped,
clapped his hands to his heart, and led
back unconscious. A doctor v. as hastily
summoned, aud arrived within a very
few moments, but his efforts to revive
him were hopeless from tho first. \\ iihin
twenty minutes alter the attack the faint

I motion of the heart ceased entirely, and
the groat ex-slave statesman was dead.

Mr. Douglass leaves two sous and a
\u25a0 daughter, the children of his first wife.
His second wife, who is a white woman,
survives him.

Tne story of the second marriage is a
roinautie one. Miss Helen Pitts, whom
no married, wasa New England woman
of middle ago, v clerk in tho oilice of the
Recorder of Deeds .d tiie District of Co-
lumbia wheu Mr. Douglass was apppint-
ed to that ollico. Sue was a member of a
literary society to which he belonged.
fbey were thrown much together, and
finally became engaged. Her relatives
opposed the union bitterly on account of

; his color, hut finallyyielded to force of
j circumstances. Some of then have for
some time been living near the Douglass
home ou Anacosta Hights.

Frederick Douglass was born at Tuck-
ahoe, Talbot Couuty, Md., February,
1817. His mother was a negro slave, ami
his father a wu;te uiau. Douglass was a
slave until the age of 10 years, when be
was sent to Baltimore to live with a rela-
tive of his master. His master allowed
him later to hire his own time, and he
was employed in a shipyard, and iv ac-
cordance with a resolution long entor-I taiued, lied from Baltimore and fromi slavery in September, 1838. lie mado

j ids way to New York, and tnence to

| New Belford, Mass., where he married. and lived ior two or three years, Bupport-
j ing himself by day labor ou tho wharves
aud in various workshops.

In 1 >>41 lie attended an anti-slavery con-
, vention at Nantucket, and afterward

traveled and lectured through the New
England state-, in that cause for four
years.

In 1847 he begau at Rochester, N. _\u0084
the puijiicatiou ot Frederick Douglass'
Paper, which title was later changed to
Tin North Star. His supposed implica-
tion in the John Brown raiu in l«j led
to a requisition for his arrest upon the
Governor of Michigan where he then
was, and in consequence he went to Kug-

i land and remained several months.
When tne civil war broke out he urged

upon President Lincoln the employment
oi colored troops and the proclamation
ofemancipation. After the abolition of. slavery he discontiuued his paper and' entered the lecture held.

in ls/71 he was appointed Assistant Sec-
| retary to the commission to San Do-
I mingo, and on his return President < irant
! appointed him one of the Territorial
Council o:' the District of Columbia.

lv VSI-1 he was elected Presidential
Elector from the State of New York aud
was appointed to carry the electoral vote
to Washington. In 1876 he was appointed
I idled states Marshal lor the District of

! Columbia, which oilice he retained till
I 1881, alter which ho became Recorder of. Deeds in tho district, from which oiiice| ho was removed by President Cleveland
\u25a0 in 1886.

In the autumn of that year ho revisited
: England to inform the friends whom he
1 iiad maiio whilo a fugitive slave of the

progress of tho African race in thelnited
States. After his return to the United

| States he was appointed .Minister to Hayii
: by President Harrison in 1889. He was
I sent to Hayti in a Uuited States man-of-

war. He arrived in Hayti on October 8,
1880, just as that country was emerging

! from one oi the most exciting revolutions
!it had witnessed for years. Tiie Govern-

ment existing upon his arrival was sim-
! ply provisional, and even after tho new
i President took oiiice there was some de-j lay in tiie arrival and presentation oi his
credentials. Those circumstances gave

j rise in the I'nited states to persistent
rumors that tho llaytiau Government
had refused to receive Mr. Douglass on
account of his color. Thoy wore denied,
however, and Mr. Douglass was dually
warmly received.

The llaytiau Minister was the last posi-
tion in tho gift of the United States held
by Mr. Douglass. In lssyj Hayti mado an
appropriation of money for tbe Colum-
bian Exposition, and appointed Mr.
Douglass tiio senior of her two Commis-
sioners to the exposition. Since the close
of tho fair Mr. Douglass has lived quietly
in Washington without engaging inany
special business. His wealth is variously
estimated at from 9100,000 -o 9200,000.

Df.nykk, Fob. HO. —-The citizens of Ari-

zona are hostile to tho proposition of the
War Department to remove the troops
from Sau Carlos Indian Agency. San Car-
los is uuder the direction of General Mc-
Cook, Department of Colorado, aud a lew
months ago it required the presence of
soldiers to put down an outbreak among
these Indians, in Which the widtes had
no interest oue way or the other. What
the citizens most fear is that, with tho
troops removed, the Indiaus will have
their principal source of revenuo ex-
tinguished, aud they will then bedriveu
to desperation by starvation aud insulii-
cieut clothing, and wdll commence to
murder and pillage settlers aud their
homes, as in years past.

Army ollieers aro not a unit in indors-
ing the proposition oi tho Washington
authorities to take troops out of the sec-
tion. It is claimed that there are vow
4,000 Apaches Indians located near tho
agency, and that the ellectof the proposed
removal is hardly realized by the Indians,
who heretoioro havo iurnished nearly all
of tiie fuel, hay and barley consumed by
tho military, besides finding a market for
various other products oi their farms and
Indiau manufactures. Notwithstanding
aii theso rsveuues, tho Indiaus have su£

I fered for the necessaries of life, and the
majority have bad to go hungry lor sev-
eral days in the week.

FORGER TRUESDELL.

Appears to Have Had a Look Career
ofCrime.

Washington, Feb. 20. — Frank 11.
Truesdell, who is said to have been ar-
rested in Kansas, was a number of years
ago Washington correspondent of the
Baltimore American. He left tnis city
under a cloud. Ho comes of a New Jer-
soy family and was born in Janesviile,
Wis., whore his father lived for a few*
years. Frank has not lived in Wisconsin

| since lie was an infant, but ho has several
! times imposed on Wisconsin people, who
thought him a son ofJohn M. Truesdell,
a lawyer and politician of tbat State.

Truesdell first made himself known
while a reporter ou tiio Now York
Tribune by stealing from Thorn dyke
Kice tbe proof stieots of an article which
General Grant had written for the North
.1 merican Review. This article he soid
before its appoarauce in the Review. In
LBB6 Truesdell forged Senator Van
Wycke's name ou paper, which realized
him x&OO, and swindled several uieu in
Washington.

Throe years later ho returned and was
arrested for stealing a horse in Elmira,
N. Y. He had then secured a lucrative
position aud promised to reform. Since

sale arrival. Mooshir i'asha, the Mili-
tary Governor of the city of Erzenjau,
started by older of the Sultan into tho
Sassoun district last September. In-
numerable burned villages aud 7,j >d lives. was the price of this official's visit. Ibe

Tne lirst town entered by
Mooshir was Shinik. lt contains four
villages — Shinik, Mesera, Cojook and
Dopoy. "When our people here heard of

i the arrival of the Pasha, Father Johannis,, with idrty of the leading townsmen, went
j to Motheui to beseech him to have mercy
ion tbem. They were surrounded by
j soldiers loug before they could get toI Mooshir Pasha, aud everyone was killed.
j Their bodies were put in tbe church and; burned. Then they proceeded to buru the
: villages. Tbe number killed in Shinik
j proper numbered 623, and 817 from tho
j rest oi the villages. Those who escaped
, are now in the villages surrounding this

towu, but tbe villagers are themselves
I very poor, and many go hungry.

"Mooshir Pasha leit Shinik to go to tbo
' next town in the Sassoun district. This
: towu is Alyon, and has lour villages.
; The peopie heard of his coming and that
j be had twenty-four companies, each of
| luo men, besides twenty-three cannon.

They knew tbat it was useless to appeal
| to him, so they lied to the village of Chi,
; because of its rocks ami steppes, aud

there they could better escape him. They
j staid in the mountains for almost tweuty
! days, ami wneu ali food was gone and
| there was nothing else to do, they liod as
I best they could. Two thousand bodies
i were kept behind at Chi.

"Gali-Gazan was next, and because the
i town has twenty-four villages around it,I Mooshir brought tno Kurds, Ahmidies

and irregulars, numbering 80,000. The
town was deserted, lor tne people, with
all the food they could carry, had lied to

j the mountains. Thoy remained in their
: la.stne.sses for thirty days, and at last
; with a lreuzy born of hunger aud des-
i peratiou, they made a terrible rush down
1 the mountain sides and attacked tbe
I tyrants, instead of waiting to be killed.
i l'atriot Vartan was like a God, and killed: teu men with his own sword before he
fell dead. Bather hedoas was a soldier,
too, and encouraged bis children, and

i when he was at last killed his body was
cut in pieces and given to the dogs.

"Alag was the last town that the blood-
: thirsty tyrant visited, and this place con-
| tains seven villages—Verein, Chaddor,
i Mooravar, Eukik, Kalaxas. Choroop and
j Davidrig.

Chandler Creates Something of a
Sensation in the Seuate.

OUTLINES SOME STEPS TO BE TAKEN

BY THE NEXT CONGRESS.

Says an Investigation Will ho Had of

the Recent Pnrchnao or Gold by the

President of the United Statos at a.

Loss ol'Many Million-,of Dollars to

the People — Proceedings in tho
House,

Washington, Feb. 20. — Chandler

created something of a sensation In tho
Senate late to-day by outlining some im-
portant stops to be taken by the next
Congress, including a Congressional in-
vestigation of tbe reoent purchase of gold
by the President of tho I'nited Statu.-*.
The speech came unexpectedly as an in-
cident to the debate ou tne Indian appro-
priation bill. During the early hours of
the day the silver bili made its exit from
the Seuate. Jones of Arkansas, in charge
of tho measure, announced that its
friends would mate no furtner effort to
pass it at the present session. The dis-
posal of tbo measure was emphasized by
the decisis c vote of 55 to 12 on Gorman's
motion io take up the Indian appropria-
tion bill, the effect of whicii was to dis-
place the silver bill and send it back to
tho calendar. Wolcoit's resolution, de-
claratory for silver, but postponing ac-
tion, aiso went to tbo calendar for final
action, lt was discussed briefly to-day.
Higgins opposed it as meaningless. Mau-
derson proposed an amendment urging
au international bimetallic agreement.
'Ihe speech ol (.'handler significantly
urged that the time was near at hand
when tho Republican party must take
affirmativeaction on bimetallism. Most
of the day was given to tno Indian ap-
propriation bill, final action uot being
takeu.

The Senate began its 11 o'clock session
to-day, rendered necessary by the press-
ing demands ot tho appropriation bills.
I Inly ton Senators were present when tbe
session opened, but the galleries were
tilled with delegates to the Woman's
National Association, in session here.
Hill oi New York, always watchful
against surprises, was one of tho earliest
comers. .Jones of Arkansas, in charge

amoug his associates.

Piatt (Rep.] »>!' Connecticut, Higgins

| with an important announcement.

Gorman appealed to the Senators to stop
tho fruitless discussion on tho pending
Woieott resolution, and moved to take
up the Indian appropriation bill.

Butler, in charge of the pooling bill,
objected, and demanded a roll-call. Tno
motion prevailed—55 to 12.

Manderson offered au amendment to

Chandler addressed the Senate on tho
Woieott resolution. He said: "Indefer-

tion on the part of other great nations, 1 'shall vote against tbo pending resolution. I
But 1 very much regret that 1 cannot also |
now vote ih favor ol some affirmative I
measure in ihe direction of bimetallism ;
to promote which tbe Republican party
is sacredly pledged by tho'promises ol its
National Convention of lb[)2, which as
yet nothing has been douo to redeem.Gold monometallism is our destiny if
some affirmative action in another direc-
tion is not soon taken."

Chandler, "that tho President will tall I

edly take up the Nicaraguan Canal pro-
ject, and pass a bill lor the building of I
the canal, not by a privato corporation, ibut by the United States. i believe j
the next House of Representatives
will take stops to bring about tho certain
and ultimate annexation of Hawaii, i
Moreover, tho next Congress will inaug- i
urate an investigation ot ihe recent pur-
chase of gold by tho President of tbo
l nited States.
