WasHIiNGTON, Feb, 22.—Senator Black-
burn, on behalf of the Committee on
Appropriations, to-day Introduced an
amendment to the sundry civil bill to
provide for the payment of the full
bounty on the sugar produced in 1893,
and for the payment of eight-tenths of a
cent, per pound on the production”of
1894, The amendment for payment of
the first-class claims carries an appro-
priation of §230,280, and is as follows:
*‘That thereshall be paid by ihe Secretary
of the Treasury to these producers and
meanufacturers of sugar in the United
States from maple sap, beets, sorghum,
or raw sugarcane grown in the United
States, who complied with the provisions
of the bounty laws as contained in the
schedules of the tariff of 1890, a bounty of
2 cents a pound on all sugar testing not
less than 90° degrees by the polariscope,
and 13 cents per pouund on all sugars
testing less than 90° and not more than
#0° manufactured and produced by them
previous to the 25th of Auvgust, 1894, and
upon which no bounty has previously
been paid.”

The provision for the payment of a part
of last year’s bounty is that there shall
be paid to producers who complied with
thre McKinley bounty law by filing appli-
cation for license and the bonds required
prior to July 1, 1894, and who would have
been entitled to receive a license, bounty
of eight-tenths of a cent a pound on
sugars actually manufactured and pro-
duced in the United States testing not
less than 80° during the period of the fis-
cal year ending June 30, 1895, comprised
in the period commencing August 28,
1894, and ending Juue 30, 1895, and for
this purpose §5,000,000 is appropriated.

Mr. Milburn opened the session
of the Senate to-day with a fervent and
eloguent prayer extolling the public and
private virtues of George Washington,
who, he said, showed a steadfast devo-
tion to the interests of his country, sub-
ordinating his private wishes and will
to the good of the wholé people.

Senator Mills has given notice of the
following amendment to the sundry eivil
appropriations bill: **And all laws which
authorize the Secretary of the Treasury
to sell bonds for any purpose are hereby
repealed.”

When the executive bill comes before
the Senate a wmotion will be made to
egtrike out the provision for the Utah
Commission, It is claimed that as Utah
will become a State in the fall with full
powers, the cominission should be abol-
ished. 'I'be commission will continue
until July Ist.

The two IHouse bills were passed
amending the articles of regulation of the
army.

A spirited contest arose over the con-
gBtruction of the bridge over the Dela-
ware River at Philadelphia. It was
finally agreed to take a vole on the ques-
tion to-morrow noon,

Gorman secured unanimous consent
that unobjected cases on the calendar
should be taken up at the night session
next Tuesday.

The Indian appropriation bill was
then taken up. The pending amend-
ment was that of Pettigrew of South Da-
kota, that of the $1,104,350 appropriated
for industrial and day schools 1or Indians
$715,000 shall be used for contract schools
and that 20 per cent. of the latier shall be
used in purchasing such contract schools
as may be otlered for sale.

A vole was taken on the amendment
of the Appropriation Committee, striking
out the House provision that the Secre-
tary of the Interior should reduce the
expenditures 20 per cent. annually, so
that at the end of five ycars the entire ex-
penditures for sectarian Indian schools
shall be at an end. The commitiee
emendment was sustained—yeas 41, nays
23, The eifect of this was to do away
with the House provision for the gradual
ebandonment of the contractschools dur-
ing the next five years.

The Pettigrew amendment was de-
feated —yeas 13, nays 36.

Lodge withdrew his amendment of-
fered last night, fixing three years as the
limit for the abandoning of the contract
schools, instead ot tive years,

With the changes made, the provision
for Indian schools makes a reduction of
%0 per cent from the expenditures last
year, but leaves future Congresses to
make such further reductions as they
see fit,

Morgan offered an amendment for the
establishment of United States courts in
Indian Territory. Hespoke of the bar-
barous condition of aflairs among the five
civilized tribes, where an armed vendetia
existed.

Berry urged that a territorial form of
government was the best remedy for the
evils existing in the Indian country.
T'rain robbery, lawlessness of all kinds
and the absorption of Indian lands by a
few persons constituted the main abuses,

The discussion of conditions in the
Indian Territory lasted throughout the
afternoon,

Mills made a point of order against
Morgan’samendment, on the ground that
it was new legislation, and being submit-
ted to the Senate, the amendment was
declared not in order.

Call, in charge of the Indian bill, sought
to havea time fixed for a final vote.
There were objections,

**if this bill does not pass to-day or early
to-morrow,”” said Call, *‘then some of the
remaining large appropriation bills will
gurely fail.”

At this point Pettigrew (Rep.) of South

-~ Dakota came forward with a most em-

phatic objection. *It is understood,”
said be, *'that a plan is on foot to get this
bill out of the way, and then to take up
the pooling bill at 3 o’clock to-morrow
and sit it out even over Sunday. 1 want
to say here and now distinctly that the
plan will not succeed if I can prevent it.
And, what is more, the pooling bill can-

 mot become a law if I can do anything to

prevent it; especially it cannot be passed
on Sunday.”

Pettigrew made his statement with the
evident consciousness that the Senate
yules permitted the opposition of one
man to be very effective. This and the

~ other objections prevented any time be-

pg fixed for completing the ludian bill,

MARE ISLAND NAVY YARD.

No Report Received at Washington
Condemning Work Done.

WasaINGTON, Feb. 22.—It is positiveiy
denied at the Navy Department that any
report has been received from Admiral
Beardslee, commanding the Pacific sta-
tion and now at Honolulu, condemning
the character of the work at Mare Island
Navy Yard or that Secretary Herbert has
ordered an investigation of the afiairs ai
the navy yard.

It is also said that so far as the depart-
ment is informed the work done at this
yard is fully up to the standard else-
where.

Touching the report that the Philadel-
phia’s starboard engines broke down on
the trip to Honolulu, the Secretary him-
self has stated that Admiral Beardslee’s
report made no mention of any such mis-
hap, but attributed the delay in the pas-
sage mainly to inferior coal.

As for the Boston, which is also cited
as an example of bad worl, it is said that
the vessel has been lying at Mare Island
Navy Yard for months out of commis-
sion, although ready for service and in
good order, simply for lack of men to
make up a crew,

‘I'he Bennington is being held at Aca-
pulco, according to Admiral Ramsey, the
Chiefof the Navigation Bureau, not be-
cause she is not in perfect order, but be-
cause this is a convenient port at which
vessels may be ordered at short notice to
proceed either south or to Central Amer-
1ca or across the Pacitic.

As for the Yorktown, which is said to
be sutfering from leaky boiler tubes, it is
said that this is probably true, but it is
notin any sense a refiection upon the
character of the Mare Island work that
the tubes should leak after the vessel had
crossed the Pacific and had been in hard
service on foreign coasts, 5

In the Senate Navy Affairs Committee
a resolution was adopted by a unanimous
vote to-day recomimending the increase
of the navy as provided in the naval ap-
propriation bill now before the Senate
Committee on Appropriations.

The committee agreed to report an
amendment to the naval bill for an ap-
propriation of $100,000 for the dock yards
at Mare Island, and another providing
that officers of the navy detailed for shore
duty shall receive sea pay while perform-
ing this duty.

TRAIN HELD UP,

But the Robbars Fail to Geot Any
n Plunder.

AURORA (Mo.), Feb. 22,— Frisco train
No. 1, westbeund, Conductor Wightman
and Engineer Stephenson, due here at
7:5 P, M., was held up two and a half
miles east of this city to-night. Three
men boarded the train at Martinsville,
five miles east of Aurora, getting on the
blind-baggage car., When about half the
distance between that place and Aurora
they crawled over the tender and covered
the engineer and his fireman with re-
volvers, commanding them to stop the
train. Then they were marched back to
the express car, one of the robbers telling
the captives that if they did not break in
the express-car door both of them would
be shot.

The door was soon opened and the rob-
bers made a search for the express mes-
senger, but did not succeed in finding
bim, as he had made his escape through
tha (lOOl.‘ in the rear of the car, locking it
aiter him., After making a thorough
search of the car and not finding any-
thing, and not having anything with

which to open the sate, the bandits es- |

corted the engineer and fireman back to
the engine and disappeared in the dark-
ness, firing several shots as they de-
parted, and which were answered by the
conductor and brakeman. There is great
excitement here, and a posse is being or-
ganized to search for the outlaws. The
crew on the train is the same one that
was held up a couple of months ago about
eight miles west of here,

A Miser Tortured.

St. JosErr (Mo.), Feb. 22.—William
Walsh, a miser, was called out of his bed
this morning by five masked men, who,
at the point of pistols, attempted to make
him divulge the hiding place of his
money. He refused, and they set fire to
his hair and beard, burning them off, and
burned his body with a redhot poker.
He still refused, and they placed his fest
over a fire and roasted them. Upon his
still refusing, they beat him into insensi-
bility, and after ransacking the house,
escaped.

PorrLaxDp (Or.), Feb. 22.—Only one
more day remains of the active session of
the Oregon Legislature, and unless a
United States Senator is elected by to-
morrow night, Oregon will have but one
Representative in the upper branch of
Congress for the next two years, Dolph’s
strength is gradually melting away, and
it is now practically settled that he can-
not be elected. He lost two more votes
to-day, which brings his vote down to 37,
or Y short of a majority.

In the event of a break
from Dolph or a decision on part of his
supporters to name a man, the support is
liable to go to George H. Williams, Govy-
ernor Lord or C. W, Fuiton of Astoria,

The Populists have decided to take no
part in the fight. One ballot was taken
to-day with the following result: Dolph,
87; Williams, 30; Hare (Pop.), 10; Raley
(Dem.), 3: Smith, 1; Fuiton, 1; Lord, I;
absent, 3.

$500, died to-day from the eflects of his
injuries,

AFFAIRS IN BRAZIL.

They Seem Yet to Be th an Unsettled
State.
[Correspondence of the Associated Press.]

R1o pe JANEIRO, Jan. 26.—When the
steamnship between Matana and Parinda,
of the Petropolis line, was steaming into
this city, full of passengers of all ages,
sexes and conditions, yesterday, one of
the friends of the insurgent military and
naval commaunders, General Caldas,
while discussing with others the acts of
the last administration, uttered the fol-
lowing phrase: **Oh, Floriano Peixoto
e un bandido,”” (Floriano Peixolo is a
bandit,)

The words were scarcely out of his

mouth, when Dr. Santo Da Silva, with |

the mouth of a pistol, politely requested
him to retract thetn, which he did, much
to the disgust of his friends. At the same
Colonel Fonteura, who was with Santi-
ago, intimated that if General Caldas had
any friend in the crowd who wished to
repeat what he had said and retracted, he

| was at his aisposal to compel him to

swallow the words.

Those people who aided Peixoto while
he was still President are here called
**abyssinians,”” and the newspapers—
clerical, monarchist, federalist—all in
fact, who are trying to ‘*‘get in’’ atthe
cost of those who defended the legal
Government, are doing their best to de-

moralize those who were kind and loyal |

to the rapublic. Many persons here be-

. lieve the navy is being re-equipped, and

that on January 23d the Supreme Mili-
tary Tribunai decided that the revolted

Stoclk-
1ugs which shall sell at ihree ceuts a pair
are proposed. In fact, the experiment of
making paper stockings has been going
on for several months, and the party en-
gaged therein believes that paper mit-
tens or gloves would possess advantages
in their season. The goods are light and
airy and very comtfortable in summer.

When finished and dyed their appear-
anco is similar to ordinary fabric goods.
The knitting is from paper yarns. The
paper yarns are made pretty much after
the plan of making common paper
twines, except that the former are put
through certain special processes. 'I'he
principle is that of making a sort of a nap
on the yarns, This is done automati-
cally. Ordinary paper twine or yarn
is too smooth, but a good gigging up
gives the yarn a nap and this imparts
softness. After the knitting has been
done the goods are placed in a sizing
bath made froin patato starch and tallow,
which imparts solidity and durability to
the texture. >

SIX LIVES LOST.

The Result of a Disastrous Fire at
Hot Springs, Arkansas.

MANY BUSINESS BUILDINGS LAID
IN RUINS.

Three Men Blow Up a Safe at Thomas=
ton, Connecticut, Securing =all the
Money In the Vault—Three Hun=-
dred French Soldlers Killed in the
Interior of Africa.

St1, Louts, Feb. 22.—A special from Hot
Springs, Ark., says: A fire which broke
out here at 4 o’clock this morning de-
stroyed four blocks of buildings. Hot
Springs has no adequate fire depart-
ment, and the streets are narrow and
the buildings frame.

Three people are known to have
perished in the fire which started in this
city at 4 o’clock this morning. Four
large blocks of buildings were soon laid
in ruins, Itis feared the number of dead
will be much greater than three, as many
people who lived in the destroyed build-
ings are missing,

How the flames started is a mystery.
When discovered the fire was under a
strong headway and it made such rapid
progress that the department could not
do much toward checking it.

The people who roomed in the doomed
structures were caught almost without
warning, and nearly all who escaped did
80 in their night-clothes, being unable to
save any of their effects.

The dead are: Mrs. Clara Sammons,
boarding-bouse-keeper, Hot Springs; D.
W. Wing, Glen Falls, N. Y.; Mrs. Mag-
gie Hecox, a boarding-house-keeper, and
a woman whose name is not yet known,

Mr. and Mrs. Bronson of Macon, Mo.,
were slightly injured in jumping from
the burning building.

The ftire originated in the bakery, over
which were furnished rooms kept by
Mrs. Sammon. The other buildings
burned were: The Laclede, Ouchita, Ilii-
nois, Missouri, Uak Lawn and Bloom-
ington boarding-houses, H. M. Hudgins’
residence, R. L. Williams’ three-story
brick, Joplin’s grocery, ii. Randolph’s
residence, l.edgerwood’s bakery, Ten-
nessee Stables, West House and fifteen
cottages. lotal loss, $75,000. Very little
insurance.

The fire burned both sides of Ouchita
avenuoe to Hawthorne, one side of Haw-
thorne to Woodbine, and both sides of

CALIFORNTIA EGGS.

A Carload Sold at Chicago, the First
Timo in History.

Crrcaco, Feb. 22,—Shipping eggs from
California to Chicago is like sending coals
to Newcastle, nevertheless a carload of
eegs laid on the Pacific Coast was sold to
a Chicago dealer to-day.

*“This is the first time California egg:s
were ever sold east of the Missours
River,”” said the broker. *“Never before
would such a shipment have been profit-
able. The price in San Francisco fre-
quently ranges {from 50 to 60 cents a dozen.
Whirteen months ago we shipped four or
five carloads of sggs to San Franciscoand
sold them there tor 16} cents a dozen, but
last winter was warm and eggs were
cheap in Chicago. The wholesale price
here now is 25 cents a dozen. 'T'he car-
load we bought in San Francisco cost us
16 cents a dozen. The freight cost 3} cents
a dozen, leaving us 2 nice profit. Tlwe
carload contains 12,000 dozen. We re-
ceived a messege this morning from the
same dealer ordering another ecarload.
They are what are called Calitornia ranch
eggs. The cold rains on the coast are
no over, and the warm weather has
causged the hens to lay rapidly and eggs
are cheaper now than they have been for
many years.”’

WOMEN’S CONGRESS.

Proceedings of the National Convorm=
tion in Session at Waslhington.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 22,.—This being
Washington’s birthday, the National
Congress of Women now in session here
chose patriotic subjects for consideration
at both its morning and evening sessions.
The morning session was divided into
two parts, aseignod to patriotism as an
clement in government and patriotism in
school government,

Kate Brownlee Sherwood of Ohio rend
the revort of the Committee on Patriotic
Teaching. She then discussed the infly'-
ence of patriotism in founding and pre-
serving free institutions. She said, in
part: ‘“‘Patriotism does not reach its
highest form on the battlefield when the
trumpets blare and the General cries
‘IForward.” Spiendid is the patriotism
that leads a man to die for his country in
the fore front of batile; but splendid be-
yond human speech to depict is the patri-
otism that leads to the martyr’s stake, to
the death of humiliation, defeat and the
reproach of men. She who leads a tem-
perance crusade is nobler than he who
wrenched Jerusalem from the Saracens.
He who tounds a school is greater than
he who builds an armory. A free kinder-
garten that teaches the use of hand and
eye and fertile brain is better. A training
school of industrial arts would do miore
for popular advancement in a decade
than West Point has done in all the years
of its existence.”

Then she declared that women are citi-
zeus, if not voters, Their interest in
moral and municipal reforms was arous-
ing them to a sewse of their duty and
power for good. She held that woman
was a natural reformer, and that her in-
terest should be awakened not only where
purity and temperance are involved, but
in every question that affects national

prosperity for a principle of right or
wrong.

Louise E. Barnum Robbins of Michi-
gan then discussed the part played by
patriotism through the schools in form-
ing the character of American citizens.

If need
be, let them assume control of the text-
books, and let a few Jeffersons and Web-
sters and Clays and Weundell Phillips be
found for the noble task of compiling in
our school books the high thoughts of
man and God and patriotism, to be ab-
sorbed by the outreaching hearts of chil-
dren.

Teach the inspiring ‘Star-Spangled Ban-
ner’ and ‘Rally Around the Flag,” and
there will be a rally, and the children
will learn to love the flag whose folds
protect them. Teach youth the splendor
of great ideas by recounting thoe num-
bered examples taught in our history."”

DOUGLASS’ LAST LETTER.
Written to a Resident of Butte, Mon-
tana, on the FPolitical Situation.

“F. P. Passmore—MyY Dganr Six: I
cannot say I am much elated by the vie-
tory by the Republican party, though I
am glad that the Democratic party has
met with deteat. I have my fears that
the victory of the Republicans may
niake them even a little more inditterent
about protecting human rights, under
the Constitution, than they were when in
power before. It is to the shamse of the
Republican party that it could protect the
rights of American citizens everywhere
but at home. It made no earnest efiort to
see that the Constitution was obeyed in
the Southern States and the ballot-box
protected. The fourteenthi amendment
declares that when any State shall de-
prive any of its citizens of the elective
franchise, representation shall be re-
duced, ete. No attempt has been made
to enforce this provision by the Republi-
can party or any other, yer all swore to
support the Constitution. I have not de-
clared for any particular candidate for
the Republican nomination in 15396, nor
do I sem any need of such declaration at
this distance of time. The man likely to
get it will be from a State which the Re-
publicans may think it diflicult but im-
portant to carry. Old Mr. Availability
will, as usual, deciae the question as to
who the man shall be.

STEEL AND IRON TRADE,

More Hopeful Feeling Spreading
Among Eastern Manufacturers,

NeEw Yorg, Feb. 21.—The Iron Age,
to-day says: In spite of the continued
low prices of iron and steel products, a
more hopeful feeling is spreading among
Eastern manufacturers. This is due prin-
cipally to the fact that costs have been
steadily crowded down, until now makers
feel that they arc partly safe in their own
territory. Thisappliesto pig iron as well
as to steel. In the latter the basis is upon
hearth ‘furnaces, wbich has become the
salvation of the Eastern maker. Pig iron
for this purpose is being delivered at a
low price, while cheap melting scrap has
been available in quantity in their terri-
tory, 'The result i1s that, with modern,
improved practice, open-hearth steel can
be preduecd in the B A6 s
close to the price at which Western and
Bessemer can be laid down in the Eastern
markets., ‘Thisis a phase of recent de-
velopments which has inspired so much
confidence that considerabie improve-
ments in rolling mill and steel plants are
either under way or arein contemplation.,

The current week has brought little
that is sensational. In Bessemer pig
Pittsburg records the sale of one 10,000-
ton block at §10, but has done relatively
little in steel billets or wire rods. On the
whole the market is steady.

The advance in the prices of rough iron
pipe seems to have had the usual eifect of
causing buyers to test the sincerity of
sellers by keeping out of the market.

In metals an advance in tin is noted.
Copper is weaker, while lead has de-
clined under the pressure of moderate
sales.

DECLARED A DRAW,

The Fight Between Hall and Maher at
Boston. °

JosToN, Feb. 22.—The Suffolk Athletic
Club, at a meeting to-night, presented a
six-round bout between Peter Maher,
champion middle-weight of lreland, and
Jim Hall of Australia as the chief feature.
The referee, J. A. Keliher, called it a
draw at the finish, and the 2,000 specta-
tors hissed the decision.

The battle was very tame, Maher fore-
ing the fighting in all but the fourth
round, and doing the most etfective work.
Throughout the contest Hall was on the
defensive, and the coolness with which
the sixth round was fought, which was
expected to be the hottest round, when
both men walked to their corners, called
forth hisses from the spectators,

Maher was in perlect fighting form at
171 pounds.
