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OREGON'S NEW SENATOR.

Dolph Fails in His Effort to Se-
cure a Re-electiou.

THE PRIZE FALLS TO EX-SECRETARY
OP STATE M'BRIDE.

End of a Blttor Contest for a Kepre-

sentative in the Upper House of

Congress From the "Webfoot State—

The Lucky Man. Brought Forward

as a ComproiniHe Candidate, Secures

the Entire Vote of Ills Party iv the

Legislature.

Sat.em (Or.), Feb. 24—The struggle for
the election of a Senator to succeed J. N.
Dolph iv tbo United States Senate, which j
has been carried on iv the Legislature for j
thirty-three days, came to a close at 11:45
o'clock last night by the election of
George W. Aleiiride, ex-Secretary of
State. The contest has Loan a bitter one

from beginning to end, arid up to thirty

minutes before tho hour set lor final ad-
journment it looked as though there
would be a deadlock.

Senator Dolph held thirty-seven votes
Bolid euough to defeat an election up to

11:15 p. m., at which time a recess was
taken lor live minutes.

The excitement was growing intense, ,
when it was found that if Oregon was to j
have two Senators in the next Senate
something must be done at once, as iiiid-
uight, the hour set for final adjournment,
was rapidly approaching.

When the joint assembly was called to
order again, the first few names called
showed no change in tho vote, but when
Hie name of Cieetou, a strong 1 Dolph man,
was reached, he arose, and inimediately
the vast assemblage became silent. it
was evident some action hud been de-
rided upon by the Doiph men. liespoke
lor a couple o; minutes, and when he men-
tioned the name of Melixide Che house
broko into a wild hurrah. ile then re-
corded his vote lor J-lcßride. Each aue-
cee>iintj Republican whoso name was
called voted for Moßride, who received
forty-live votea, the number necessary to
a ciioice.

Amid the greatest confusion aud cheer-
ing a motion was ma.de to have ail liio
Republican votes recorded lor ftAcßride ;
and it carried with a rush. Mclinda •

therefore received seventy-two votes,
being that of every Republican in tho j
.Legislature. Ho was iv no sensa a can-
didate lor the oliico, though his name bad
beeu mentioned iv connection with tho
Henatorship.

The contest has boen a remarkable one j
in many respects. Une moncti before the \
Legislature met it was considered a <;er- j
taiuty that Senator Dolph would have no
opposition for re-election, but from iUat
time until the Legislature mot the f.iee
Hilver men beiiau a campaign to de:e:u :
his re-election. They had no particular j
candidate, but simply were opposed to \
Dolph on account of his views on tiie
money question, uu the second uay of |
the session the Republicans went ;nto 'caucus, wiion i»oiph received the uiiani- j
tnoua nomination. Tue vote in separate I
session was tuken one week from tLio j
time of the caucus, but twenty-four mem- j
hers ofthe House who had voted for him '<
in caucus refused to do so in the separate \
Kessiou. lie received a majority in ibo j
Senate, but lacked one In tho House. Him j
total vote, however, in the two houses i
footed up forty-eight, a majority of.;»<>. I

The next day in joint session lour more j
votes left him, which prevented bis elec- !
Uon by one vole, 110 continued to drop
offfrom day to day until his support j
down to thirty-eight. The opposutiou j
stood linn, and it becamo evideut sOiue i
days ago that Dolpb could uot be ele I .
Though his supporters agreed tostand by !
him to the last, rather than cause a dead- i
lock, they yielded at the lasi moment, '
and brought, forth Mcßride, upon whom i
ail factions could unite, and u« was ohoseu 'on liiß sixtieth ballot.

George Washington Moßride is a na-j
live son of Oregon, having been born in
VaminU County in 1851. He is a sou of
Dr. James Mcßride, who was well- !
known as one M the earliest and sturdiest i
pioneers o; this Stake, Mr. Mcßride was i
educated iv the common BCboois, and at !
Williamette University, Salem, la I^7 \
liis parents lett Yamhill County, and lo- |

at St. Helens, Columbia County, |
which place be baa made his homo over ]
since. In 1882 ho was elected to the Ore- J
ijon House of Representatives, and was :
subsequently chosen Speaker of that !
body. In 1886 Mr. Mcßride was noun-,
liiited by the Republicans for Secretary of
State, and was elected, iiis popularity
is attested by the tact that the two princi-
I a: nominees on tho ticket with him—
Governor and Treasurer —were defeated.
Mr. Mcßride performed the duties of his
oilice so satisfactorily that lie was renomi- 'nated by acclamation in LB9O, and re-elected by a handsome majority. Ho
served out the full term, and retired the 'urst of the present year to give way to I
his successor.

COCKING MAIN RAIDED.
But the Officers Kail to Find Any Indi-

cations ofFitjhtinir.

San Jose, Feb. 24.—Sheriff Lyndon
and a number of officers from this city
went to Milpitas at au early hour this
morning to raid a cocking main that was
reported to be in progress. The pit was
located in a barn in the rear of French's
hotel at Milpitas. Iv it wore gathered
about 200 sports from San Francisco,
Oakland and San Jose.

The Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals has determined to j
stop mains, and at its instigation the offi-
cers arrived on the scene about 2 o'clock
this morning and forced their way into j
the barn. As soon as the situation was '
understood among the crowu there was a i
grand scramble to got out, and all but \
fiftyescaped botoro theolhcers could force !
the door. There was then au investiga- I
tiou, but as no birds were found in the
pit or building, and no evidence ofa right,
no arrests were made, and theollicors re-
turned to San Jose again. Precautions
had been taken not to have any birds in
tho barn except during tho lima that
lighting was actually in progress.

Mho officers happened to strike the place
just at a time when there was an inter- j
ruption in the mains. Before that time
there haii been threo iigiits, and there :
were several after the officers lelt. There |
was not much betting, and very little i
money changed hands. There was a
number of birds from San Francisco,
Oakland and San Jose. The birds Irom
this city won most of the lights.

Gaa Explosion.

Oakland, Feb. 24.—The Galindo Hotel
barroom was wrecked by a gas explosion
early this morning. Joseph A. Uouquot,
the proprietor, went to the saloon at 7
o'clock.

I
Bouquet was hurled out through tha
doorway and on all sides of him thera !
was a suower of glass from the brokeu i
windows. Miraculously, Bouquet was j
uui seriously injured. The bar aud fix- j
tures were badiy shattered. A leak iv |
the gas meter had liiled ttie room with j
gas during the nigut. The sound of the i
explosion was tremendous, causing a j
panic among the holal guests.

STAMBOUL KILLED.

Tho Great California Trotter Meets'
Death In a Uaflroad Resident.

Oconomowoc (AVis.), Feb. 24.—.\u25a0stam-
boul, the great trotting stuiiion of An-
drew Uildebrand of this city, was killed
by tho cars yesterday aiternoon. The
great trotter was 13 years old.

Stamboul was one of the most noted
horses on the American turf. Three times ':

he lowered the world's trotting record lor
stallions, placing his best mark at 2:074.
This romark«ib;e record was made at
Stockton in a rainstorm on November 'Z'
1892.

110 lirst broke the world's record with
2:OSA. Kremlin, the Eastern trotting !
stallion, at Nashville ujado &08J. 'J'he
dethrone.! Stamboul beat tins wnh 'J.-A.H,
and was again king. Kremlin made
2207|, and all tue world wondered; but!
btaruboul was uot yet through, and he i
placed tho mark at -:u7r, as staled. Soon
alter this remarkable performance ho was
shipped East by tho executors of the llo-
bart estate and sold at auction.

Stauiboul was bred ou the farm of L. J.
ISose of !.<!« Angeles, and was mio of the j
most beautiful specimens of horsotlosh iv !

America. Ho was sired by Sultan, and !a.s a two-year-old went in 2:37; three-year- i
old, 2:26; four-year-old, ±si; live-year-
oid, 2:17; six-year-old, 2:141, and on Oc-
tober 24, 188», ho made 2:12{. He was a
dark bay, 15 hands \i Inches high, and I
weighed 1,120 pounds.

was Hambletonian, mid closely mixedwith thai wa.s the blood of Clay i'ilot Jr iand Mambrino Chief, thus uniting in theveins ol the great stallion tho blood ofthe lour greatest trotting lamilies the turf
ever knew.

Stamboul was purchased by the lato W
./. Hobarl ror|so,ooo, and on "the doath ofthe latter was sold to Uildebrand at tho
trustees' sale for 820,000, and has since
been kept in the Fast.

CAPTAIN HOWGATE ACQUITTED.
The Jury Brings In a Verdict or Xot

Guilty on One Charge.

Washington, Feb. 24.—Captain Henry
Howgate, formerly disbu»sing clerk of
the Signal Service, who hay been on trial
here since January liSth on two indict-
ments charging him with embezzlement
and forgery, was to-day acquitted of the
charges. The case was given to the jury
at noon on TJt^irsday last, aud it waa uot
until noon to-day that a verdict was
reached. In the lirst ballot it is said tho
vote stood seven to live foracquittal. The
jury reported yesterday their inability
to agree, but Judge McComas insistod
that thoy should remain and try again.

The Howgate trial has betn unusual in
many ways. Fourteen years ago import-
ant frauds affecting large sums of money
were discovered in tho Signal Service ac-
counts, and Howgate waa charged with
having committed them. He was ar-
rested, but by a ruse escaped from his
guards, and for thirteen years remained
in New York City. Although a reward
of S^ilinO was otlered for his capture, lie
was not arrested until last fall. At the
beginning of the trial there was a hot
legal battle in regard to the validity of the
indictments on which it was proposed to
try Howtrate. Thoy were finally sus-
tained, and the case tried on its merits.

The juryfound thai the case was not
barred by the statute of limitations, but
held that llowgato was not guilty of tho
particular offenses charged. After the
verdict was reached Howgate was sent
back to await trial on tho boven indict-
ments still remaining against him. It is
not known which of theso will lirst bo
tried.

INGERSOLL LECTURES.
In Spltoor Protests by Leading Divines

of Hoboken, New Jersey.
Nf.w York, Feb. 24.—The attempts

made to prevent Colonel Kobort Inger-
soll from delivering hi 3 lecture on the
"Holy Bible" at the Hoboken Theater
to-night, proved a failure. As tho result
ofa protest issued by the pastors of three
of the most prominent churches in that
place, Mayor Fitgau yesterday issued
orders that the theater be closed to-day,
thereby practically debarring Colonel
Ingersoll Irom appearing. The Mayor's
decree occasioned a great deal of com-
ment last night, with the resuit that the
matter was reconsidered 10-tiay.

Before noon Corporation Attorney
Minturn and .Mayor Fagab called upon
the Rev. H. T. iieaity, tho minister who
is at the head oftho reform movement in
Hoboken, and stated that it was the
opinion of the Corporation Attorney that
no steps could be taken by iho authori-
ties to stop the lecture. " Shortly afternoon a consultation was hold inC-hiefof
ofi'oiico Donovan's oiii.;e m which, in
addition to the Chief, .Mayor and Mr.
Clurk, manager for Colonel Ingersoll,
and Mr. Jiavis, the managers of the
theater were present. Th^ two mana-gers were informed of tho decision of tho
Corporation Attorney, and they departed
with the assurance tual the lecture might
take place.

To prevent any disturbance on the part
oi the audience, and &iso lo stop any
blasphemous utterances on the part of
the lecturer, several detectives were sent
to the theater. Beyond frequent bursts
ofapplause, the audience was. most or-
derly, and the speaker coulined himself
almost entirely to his text with au occa-
sional comic allusion to the clergymen of
Hobokeu and the statute or .New Jersey
law to which the re:orniers had been
clinging. He began his well-known iec- j
lure with reference to the attempt to stop
him, until he had reached a point in ihe
discourse for which he had evidently
been waiting—where he alludes to th'a
ignorance and eavagery of the IJible. He i
broke away from his text long enough losay:

"Th;»re was enacted a statute in the
.State of New Jersey a hundred or so
years ago, when most of its inhabitants
were bavagc-s, whiuU says that nobody |
shall c «!r discuss tho Bible except on one
side. &hce t'iuu the inhabitants haye 1

grown more civilized. Thoy have grown i
to s knowledge of fair play; they have
been civilized to a degree where they can
realize the absurdity, and to realize that j
mat statute sleeps in tho dimness of the
past, it has been invoked by a number
oi narrow-minded persons who should
have lived ouo hundred years ago.
