acall from the Marquis de i'ombal, Mas-
ter of Ceremonies, who appeared to be in
;v slate of considerable excitement. The
Marquis could speak about twenty words
of English, 1 about half a dozeii of
I ranch, and no Portuguese, but by the
aid of an attache of tho hotel I soon
learned that tho kingdom was in a state
ofthreatened collapse.

"Here," aaid the handsome Marquis,
"is tho awful situation. You have beeu
presented to the King, bui not to the
t^uoen. Now you aro invited to tho re-
ception sit the palace to-morrow. Tho
Queen can not speak lo you when you
bave noi been presented, and to speak to
the others aud pass you by will boa
.•light which we can not think of yer-

I mitting and which you could not brook.
But what is to be done? Gracious

I heavens ! Did any ono over hear of such
j a horrible complication?" And the Mar- I
guis gesticulated in Fronch, and called
upon divine interference} in Portuguese, I
until the whole tiling was decidedly com-
leal, and he was evidently greatly cur- I
I risod that Idid not luine and swear and j
walk the lloor as he did.

Alter finding that he had no solution of
the puzzle I suggested that Iremain
away from the receptiou altogether.

The absence of any Minister j
known to be in the capital will be noted j
and commented upon. No, no, no!" and j
he sank into his chair again. "Then"' I i
said, "what is the matter of my going up
and being presented to the (^aoen boforo I
the reception—certainly there will be
time." The Marquis jumped to his feet
and iairly llew at me. Ho pounded his
breast, while his face became radiant.

Tiiauk you! j
Much obliged. Nothing is easier!" he j
exclaimed, wringing my hand. "Le
Queen sail approach you! and vat you j
call him sail gif you ze prematur audi-
ence !

Promising to seu to it at once lie de-
parted, and at an early hour the next
morning word camo that 1 was to beat
tho palace at '2 sharp, when 1 would be 'presented to the Queen.

AX AUDIENCE WITH THK KING.

Before speaking of my experience j
in observing this programme, let me de- I
scribo my formal presentation to the j
King the preceding day. The hour for
the ceremony was fixed at hail-past -J.

I o'clock, and a few minutes before this I :

' men in tho vast reception-room on the
first floor. There I was to wait a sum-. mons Irom her majesty.

To face a King is easy, but when it
comes to meeting a real livo t^ueen it re-
quires the courage of a lion. However, I j
pulled myself together as well as 1 could, j

j took the arm ot the Marquis and entered jj tho royal apartments. Tho (Juemi, a'\u25a0
j beautiful ami charming woman of2t> or 'thereabouts, was standing in the center

i of• room aoout fifty feet long, supported
• on eiilior side by her ladies in wailing
1 and maids of honor. Wo bowed as wo j
entered the room, again when wo had
approached half way to where she was
standing, aud still again wlieu wo stood

in front ofher. Then the Marquis per-
formed the ceremony of introduction,

J and the Queen extended her hand and
i gave me the orthodox greeting. She wel-

comed me to Lisbon in perfect English
I and carried on her part of tho conversa-
tion for several minutes with ease aud

jvivacity, after which we bowed ourselves
I out. 1 drew a sigh ol relief, aud was
! congratulating myself on having passed
tho trying ordeal, wheu I was again
tapped on the Bhoulder by the Marquis,

I who informed me that I was to be pre-
; sen ted to the Queen Dowager. Again we
; formed and went through tho ceremony
]of inarching and bowing. The Queen's
| mother does not speak English, and I
i was forced to say what 1 had to say
! through the Minister of Foreign Affairs,
who kindly came to my rescue. Few
Americaus would be at a loss for words
to address the daughter of Victor Eman-
uel, and when 1 told her that 1 lelt deeply
gratified at meeting her, both as Queenand as the daughter of one whom all

! Americans delighted to honor, she re-
sponded most leelingly and becomingly.

'[ i was then presented to the King's
i brother, Uom Alfonso, and here the in-
troductions terminated, and wo returned
to tho diplomatic room.

THE RECEPTION.
Iv a few minutes the corps of diplomats,

I with the ladies accompanying them, the
Pope's Nuncio, who is the doau of the
corps, leading the way, proceeded to tho
throne-room, when the geuUemou took

• their places in a line lacing tho throne,
! tho ladies forming in a line at the end of
tho room to the left. Immediately tiiere-
after a couple ol dignitaries appeared,

I leading tho way,for the royal party. First
! came the King and Queen, then tho
|

Q'.ieon Dowager and the Prince, and then
| tho numerous ladies in waiting composed
ol the favorite-, among tho uobility. They

' wero followed by the Cabinet Ministers,
i and the scores of nobles and military and
I naval offic rs of high rank. When all

were assembled tu<j King passed to tho
head of the diplomatic line, and begin-

\u25a0 ning there shook bands and held a faw
; minutes' conversation with each member
:ul the corps. Tho Queen did the same
with the ladies, and after greeting each

I one she passed on, speaking to tho gen-
tlemen, while the King wont down tholine "f iadie.s, offering his hand and say-
ing a few words to each iv the same
manner.

A TRY i N(i ORDEAL.
This ceremony concluded there camo a

| raised dais, and at signal the lads* at the
head of the line walked alone and unat-, tended to a point opposite the chair ot tho

opposite the chair of the Queen, and re-

i poated tho salutation; then to the Queen
; Dowager, whore she courtesiedagain, and
' linaliy, saluting the Prince with simply

a bow, passed out of the room. When: sho had gone, the second one of the linoI followed, and so on until all had gono

: some of the ladies that nothing in life
j tried their nerves like this lone display
before the royal family and the assem-

l bled hundreds, ail of whom were intent
upon observing the dress, bearing and
general appearance of the victim. They
declared that stago fright was nothing to
it.

COMMERCIAL.

Produce Markets at San Francisco in
an Unsatisfactory State,

"Wneat Dull, With Scarcely Any

Change ivValues—The Situa-
tion IvLocal Circles.

Sax Fi:anciso>, February 24th.
The local market for Dairy Produce is iva

very unsatisfactory condition, and present in-
dications are not ofan encouraging nature for
either dealer'or producer. Supplies ofButter
are plentiful, but outside of Creamery and
Fancy Dairy there is little stock moving. Eggs
are particularly dull, and low-priced. Sup-
plies have been coming to hand very freely
lor some time past, and many dealers are
heavily overstocked. With a view to pro-
tecting value:- in ttie local market there have
been five or six carloads forwarded to Eastern
points. This has been done noi so much for
the object ofgetting good prices there as for
the purpose ofrelieving the overstocked mar-
ket here and thus sustaining prices. Tills has
been successful to some extent, for if local
stocks had not been partially cleaned up
prices would surely be lower than the figures
now quoted.

The local Produce market continues quiet
and fluctuations in prices are unimportant.
Oranges arj in good supply, but the demand
does noi appear to increase very rapidly.
Kales are slow, and even Kane.- Navels arc nut
veryflrmiy held. Seedlings are moving offquite well at the low prices quoted. ChoiceApples are In light supply aud dealers hold
quite steady for full tlgures. common stocK
