THE EX-QUEEN FOUND GUILTY OF
TREASON.

She May U.ivo to Spend a Toi'm of

Years In I»rlson—Prince David

Also Found Guilty.

Special to the Rw»BD«OHiOJff.
Hoxoltjta', Feb. 17.—Ex-Queen Lilino-

kalani has been found guilty of inispris-

ion of treason, and is now awaiting the
sentence ofcourt. Humor has it that she
may be placed in confinement for five
years, but Attorney-General Smith stated
that her sentence has not been approved
as yet by President Dolo. According to

the Attorney-General Bha will uot be sent

out ofthe country.

Prince David has also been tried and
found guilty, but has not yet been sen-
tenced.

The Government caused the arrest pi

881 persons since the (iib ofJanuary. <X

that number ninety-lour have boen tried
before the military court. Senieuce* in
Lut twenty-tour cases have been made
public, those of twenty-throe natives

charged with inisprision of treason.
Fifty-live men have been released by
the authorities and the militarycourt ac-
quitted two. Three men, Cranstouu,
Johnstone aud Mueller, were deported.

The military court is atill in session,
and about 2W cases remain to be tried yet.

Tho twenty-three uaiives convicted oi
treason have been sentenced to prisoi? ior
terms varying lrom live to ten years. In
•ach case a line of $600 was imposed, bill
tins was remitted by i'residont Dole. T^e
following is the list of those whoso sen-
tences have been made public:

The latest sentence approved by the
President is that of John Bowler. He is
sentenced to live year.-.' imprisonment
and lined $5,000 on a charge of inisprision
of treason. The degrees of punishment
ineled out to the conspirators found in-
\u25a0tant favor among the people generally,
though some were of the opinion that
Bipikane at least should have been sum-
marily dealt with.

The following persons have been al-
lowed their liberty with the understand-
ing that they will leave the country
within a reasonable length oi lime: Jo;»n
ltadin, Fred Harrison, F. H. Redward,
Lj. J. Levey, Arthur White, <\u25a0. i.. Rit-
in:tn, J. C White, I. J. Camarinos, M. O.
Jiiiiiey, A. McDowell, J. Carianne, Fred
Wundenburg and James Brown.

The latter have signed an agreement
that they will not return to this country
until granted permission by the Govern-
ment. Several of the men calied on Brit-
ish Commissioner iiav.es, but lie gave
them to understand that ha would not in-
terfere in their behalf, as they udiuitted
their guilt when they signed tho agree-
ment.

A strong light is being made to save the
neck of W. 11. iiickard, one of the con-
demned men. He is a njembor of the
.Masonic oruer. That body h-.is interested
itself in bis behalf. The (iovenimeiit is
very reticent regarding the uato set lor
the executions to takf; place.

The steamer Australia, leaving here
on the 23d instant, will carry away a
number of men who took part in the re-
bellion and who are leaving of their own
accord, suon^r than Btand trial.

Martial law is still in force. In ail
pro!.ability tho hours wiJl be extended
until 11:30 o'clock at night, so as not to
Interfere with social functions.

WALKEB'e DJBPO&TAT* i.v.

Sax Fbancisco, Feb. 24. —Among the
arrivals ou the steamer Gueiic from Hono-
lulu was F. D. Waiker of the sr.boouar
Norma, who, according to the stories cir-
culated, was askei to leavo the republic
for the republic's good. Mr. Walker de-
nies this, and tells a tale of now he left on
commercial business. Walker was origin-
ally from Victoria, IJ. C, and went to
the Islands first live or six years ago.
There have been suspicions lor a Loos
time that he was eugagt-d in opiutn smug-
gling from British Columbia to Hawaii,
and not long siu> c the Norma was
believed to have unloaded a lot ol
arms for the revolutionists at one ol
the islands. As Walker made fr3-
yuent trips back and forth, the Gov-
ernment considered :t hau a strong case
against him. Shortly aitjr the recent at-
tempt to restore the Queen, AJr. W&lkei
\u25a0was preparing to nail lor Victoria on the
"Wan i-.00. At the last moment lie was
fcaked to see the Marshal, and wheat he
did so his passport was taken up. Ai
this, so Mr. A alker stated, he went to set
President Dole, and then Attorney-
General \V. *». Both were absent,
however, and ho got iittlo satisfactioi
lrom suijoruinates. Then he went D(

British Ck>nsul Hawea, but Ilawes tolc
him it was a time ol war, and he got little
satisfaction from him.

Tho upshot ol it was that lie was do-
tained till the Government could look
into his case, and then ho word that
he was to be deporte 1. Walker says th;ti
he was not deported, but thiiro are inti-
mations that lhat is about what itamount-

ed to.
Walker's story is tlint he did not really

own the Norma, but that she whs "in his
came,' 1 while, in lact, Mr. Uowell <>1
Honolulu was the proprietor. At the
same time. F. J. Claxtou, of Dolby A:
Claxton of Victoria, had Lor charterod.
v\'alker tells that the Norman at the time
she was supposed to be smuggling arms
aud opium bad really gone to the head ol
Ciueen Charlotte Sound for salmon.

Walker proteased loyalty lo the lln-
~wajian Government, ami says that .just
before the recant revolution ho was pre-
paring to vi.sit London, with tho concur-
rence of President bole and tho Cabinet,
to raise funds lor hiving a cable from
Vancouver to Honolulu. WaUtet v en
route to Victoria.

DEMURRER SUSTAINED.
The Complaint In tho Griffey Damage

Suit Was Defective.
Superior Judge Johnson lias rendered

a decision on the demurrer in t<h<» c use >>\
Lucy Griffey against the Southern l'a-

cilic Company for |30,00 I damages for tlie
loss ofher husband iv a railroad aecideui
at Davisville on * October 25, l - 2.

The defendant demurrod to theoom-
plaint on three grounds, tho most im-
portant of which was that there was :i de-
fect in regard to tho parties plaintiff. The
demurrer was overrulod as to two of tha
grounds, and sustained on thai referred
10. The court says:

"The complaint alloce3 that plaintiff ia
one of tho heirs of the deceased. W«
must presume from the text of tho com-
plaint that there are other heirs beside
plaintiff. (Section 377 of tho <'odo of Civil
Procedure road-:

" 'When tho death of a person, not be •
ing a minor, is caused by the wrongful
act or neelect of another, his heirs or
personal representatives may maintain
au action.'

"ihia implies that the action may be
commenced in either of two ways. That
is, that the personal representative oi tho

tased, or Jiis heirs, must lie parties to
the action. 1: tno latter, then all must
be—not one ofthem, as in this case -
made partis.-..' 1

BEST ROAD FOR FARMERS.

A Narrow Stone Koutl Alongside a Dirt

There is little dilliculty in determining
from experience what kind ofroad should
bj ijudt between large towns, in viliago
streets or in city suburbs, and ihore is no
great difficulty in gottiug the right kind
of a road built in such localities, but in
this country so low good roads have been
made in purely agricultural districts that
experience avails but littlein determin-
ing what will ue-t servo the needs aud
suit the means oi the farmer, says Hoy
Stone in "New Hoads and lload I.awa."
In the :irst piace, the road must not bo
too costly, or it will not get built. In tho
.second place, it must be as good as tho
best for its purposes whan it is built, lor
tlie farmer should be able to do his heavy
hauling over it when his rields are too
wel to be worked and his teams ai*e lieu.

Track Given (ioo<l Itesults.

The road that seems to lill ttie farmer's
eye, having in view all these considera-
tions, is a solid, wcil-bodded stone road,
but so narrow as to be only a single track
and having an earth track on each side.
A visitor at the Koad League headquar-
ters at the \Vor,d's Fair left this memo-
randum: "Forty years' experience on
roads has given me this idea—that there
should bo a dirt road next to tlio graveled
road, as in the summer months the dirt
road would be used in preference. Where
a dirt road has been made alongside tho
lifeof a graveled road has been found to
be five years longer. Dirt roads will
keep the snow m winter, while no snow-
will stay on tho pike."

This recommendation was discussed
by many subsequent visitors and very
generally agreed to, and the specimen of
very narrow stone road <eight ieet wide),
with the earth track alongside, was
usually pronounced much the vest lor
country roads, in fact, some farmers de-
clared they would oppose the building of
stone roads unless a dirt track was pro-
vided.

The questions raised regarding tho
method of construction are whether the
function ol tho eariu and stone sections of
the road can be kept even, so as uot to
have a jog in passing from one to the
other, and how the meeting and passing
oi loaded teams is provided for. But
practical experience has already been
sullieieni to hettle botli these points, i i.c
Canandaigua iN. V.) roads, some of
which have been in use two or throe
years, show no sign of the division be-
tween the earth autl the stone, ai.d thus.'
who use tLem say that no difficulty is
lound in passingteauiHi it is only neces-
sary ior out) of the wagons to run one
wheel off tho macadam, and since the
erirtii portion of the road is never used
when it is wet it is always linn and
smooth enough to permit doing this with
ease.
