brains. Both died within an hour.
The afiair grew out of l'hillips'jeal-

ousy of his wife. Phillips had been at J
the logging camp during the week, and ]
returned unexpectedly. Shortly alter j
his arrival his wife came from town, ac- ;

companied by a young man named Jap j
Bowen. She went into the house, leav- ;
ing Bowen at the gate. She had scarcely
stepped across the threshold before a I

She had beeu Biiot iv i
tho arm and ayain through the left tern- j
pie. Phillip* was on the bed holding tho
revolver In his hand. He had sent a bul-
let crashing into his brain.

leave without my wife, I have taken this ;
way to keep her with me. We have no \
friouds to mourn lor us, and let this be a :

Good-by to what friends Ihave,
(\u25a0el us into the ground as soon as you)
can."

l'hillips' wife had borne a good reputa-
tion, but it is said she had been drinking
in a back room of a saloon with Bowen |
before going home. Sue had two chil- j
dren, but these Phillips gave away tea j
days ago, and on that occasion his wile ;
tried to commit suicide with morphine. |
The couple were stricken with poverty,
and the miserable little house in which ,
tue tragedy occurred presented a uitiabie
Buectaele when the neighbors^brojie m.

AN ACT OF HEROISM.
A Yonnjs lied Saved From a Watery

Gruve.
San Dieoo, Feb. '25.—George J. Leovy,

a lawyer of this city, saved the life of
Urmie Lynch of San Diofjo at La Jolla
yesterday. Young Lynch, who is about
16 yeara of age, was standing on a rock
uear the caves, when an unusually large
wave advanced and washed him into the
sea. He was taken completely by sur-
prise, but being a good swimmer, man-
aged to keep his head above water. He
was unable to make headway against the
swells, however, and a moment later was
carried out of sight into a cave. As soon
as the condition of the surf would per-
mit, Leovy fastened one end oi a rope to
a rock, and with the other end tied to
his body, he plunged in aud entered tho
cave. He appeared a few minutes later
with young Lynch, and brought him to a
place of safety. The boy had beeu iv the
cave live hours staudiug nearly up to his
hips in water.

Doyle and E. F. Preston as theiucorpora-
tors oi the company. The articles of in-
corporation were completed and wero
sent to Sacramento to-night by a special
messenger, to be filed with the Secretary
oi Mate. This done, the company will
have legal existence. To-morrow or
Wednesday the directors will meet again
aud elect their oliicers, aud then the
actual work of launching the new rail-
road project will be begun.

Azolf Kesenteneed to bo Huntied.
Santa Cruz, Fob. 2o.—Anthony Azoff,

who was convicted of the murder of De-
tective Len Harris at Boulder Creek, was
brought from San Qnentin to-.iay, and
was resentenced to be hanged. The date
of the execution was set for May 7th.
Azoffis in a cheerful frame of mind,
laughing and chatting as though nothing
troubled him. Azoff explains that it was
impossible for him to have killed Harris,
for the reason that if he. had stood on the
platform above the detective, as witnesses
testified to at the trial, the bullet would
have ranged upward.

Mullen, while driving a span of fractious
horses Sunday, lost control of the team,
overturning the buj;gy, receiving in-
juries from which he died to-day.

He was an
ardent lover of line horses, aud at various
times possessed some of the finest stock
in tiie state.

HELD AT WASHINGTON.

The Remains Shipped to Rochester,

Xew York, Where tho Interment
Will Take Place.

At Mr. Douglass 1 late residence brief
services were conducted by Key. Hugh
G. T. Stevenson. Among che iloral pieces

i sent to the church was a beautiful design
prepared at the instance of the Uaytiau
Government. While colored persons
predominated in the crowds that viewed
the remains, there were hundreds ofwhite

; people.
The church was crowded at the funeral

service this afternoon. Key. Dr. Alexan-
der Cromwell, Bishop Wayman, Key.
Dr. Jenifer, Key. H. T. Stevenson, Dr.
J. E. Kankin, John If•\u25a0• o'linson, Susan

i B. Anthony, Mrs. May Wright Sewall
i and Kav.

services.
As the time for the services approached

the crowu ivthe street increased to such
I proportions that passage was almost im-
possible, and early the church was well
iilled with those admitted by special
card, general admission being denied
until alter the beginning of the services.

BANK BURGLARIZED.

The Vault of an lowa Institution
Blown Open by Robbers.

FRIGHTENED BY THE GREAT NOISE.

THEY HASTILY DEPART.

Not Thought to Have Secured a Very

Lur^e Amouut of Plunder—Omaha

Olllcers Attempt to Arrest the Sup-

posed Bandits and a Hattle .Ensues,

In "Which Several Persons Are

\u25a0Wouuded and Much Powder Burned

—Two of the Desperadoes Lodged

In Jail.

BATTLE WITH THE DESPERADOES.
Omaha, Feb. 25.—A Council Blurts

(la.) special to the Omaha Bee says: A
spirited light between bank robbers and
the local authorities occurred here late
this afternoon, in which several persons
were shot and much powder burned,

officers had been notilied to watch for
the men "who this morning robbed the
Griswold, la., Bank.

Just alter dusk, as one of tho officers
was patrolling his beat, he noticed a man
sittiutr in the otlice of the Kiel Hotel who
answered the description telegraphed
I'roin Griswold. SherilT O'Brien was
notified, and concluded that be was one
of the men warned, and called to his as-
sistance Deputy SheriffHooker, and in
company with Officers Peterson and
Ware the party entered the office and In-
vited the suspected man to jail. As the
live men left the hotel two other hotel
guests rose and followed, keeping several
yards behind.

Just as they reached the steps of the
Courthouse O' Briendropped behind, tell-
ing his prisoner to walk in front. As he
did this, the two men who had been fol-

i lowing the party commenced tiring at

the officers. Pulling their guns, the offi-
cers returned tiie lire, the prisoner and
the two strangers separating from tho
officers and shooting as they ran. For
some minutes the fusillade was kept up,
citizens and other officers joining in the
battle, which had become general all
along the line, uuiil the desperadoes were
overcome and two of tnem placed under

I arrest and taken to jail, where they gave
their names as John Hiley and James
Wilson.

As soon as they were secured behind
the bars, the officers started lo look for
the wounded, and in the search they dis-
covered O'Brien severely wounded, a ball
having struck him in the abdomen, en-
tering the body and lodging near the
spine. Riley was hit in the groin, the
ball penetrating two inches. The third

! man escaped and lied toward the river
! pursued by a posse of citizens, but ho
managed to elude them. It is thought
that he is now in Omaha, and the polico
have been notified to be on the lookout
for the man.

Searching the men at the jail, their
pockets yielded a large number of post-

j age stamps and a quautity of small
change, which tact convinces the officers
that the two prisoners now under ar-
rest are members ofthe gang that robbed
the Griswold Bank.

While the shooting was goinj; on Motor-
man Scullen met with a peculiar acci-
dent. His traiti was iD the vicinity of
the battle, and just as he was about to
seek the seclusion ofthe inside ofhis car,
a bullet struck a brick building near by,
and, glancing, Hew bark and struck him

! between the eyes, cutting the flesh to the
bone.

The men under arrest refused to talk on
the subject of the robbery. They say that
they are farm hands. In regard to the
shooting, they state that they were
scared, and did not know that the men
whom they were fightine were officers,
and that they shot, as they supposed, to
defend their lives.

CUT IN PASSE .\(iEK KATES.
The Atchisoa Koad Announces a Uo-

duction in .Fares.
Chicago, Feb. 25.—The Atchison road

has given notice that, beginning Wednes-
day next, it will reduce one way rates
from Los Angeles east by 82 50. The cut
is openly made, according to the Atchi-
son, because the other lines have for
some time been making it in connection
with the sale of tickets over the Texas
Pacific road. The cut has been diverting
business from the Atchisou, and that
road has made up its mind that it could
not longer stand such conditions, The
action of the Atchiaon has been a heavy
blow to the Western Trunk Line Com-
mittee, just as it is preparing to go into
active operation. All the connections of
the Texas Pauinc deny in strongest terms
that they had any share in the cut, and
the Alton, one of the lines accused of be-
ing in with the Texas Pacific, has shown
conclusively that it has not had a Texas
Paciiic passenger within the interval in
which the cut is said to have been made.
All manner o!" heavy pressure is being
brought to bear on the Atchisou to induce
it to rescind its action, but so far nothing
has been accomplished.

WILIi GAXSSft A WAR IN RATKS.
Los AxiiELK.s, Feb. 25.—The action of

the Santa Fe in aunounciug a cut of $2 60
in second-olass passenger rates haa not
yet provoked any retaliatory measureson the part of the Soutiiorn Pacific. For
the present tho iattar road stands pat, but
it is hard to say what the next few days
may bring forth. H. E. Huutington,
assistant to the President of the road at
San Francisco, will be in the city to-nior- j
row, and probably something will be de-tided upon at tho conference to be held
with tho local officers Itis certain, how-ever, that if the plan decided upon by the
Santa Fe is carried into effect, and the
cut in rates is put into ellect Wednesday,
there will be a war of rates again, which
in all probability will again disorganize \
the passenger traffic of all the Western i
lines.

WILL NOT JIEKT THE CUT.

San Francisco. Feb. 25.—The Santa
Fe cut of £2 50 on each ticket from Los
Angeles to Chicago surprised the South-
ern Pacific officials, who say they will
not meet the cut at present, but will refer
the matter to the committee recently or-
ganized, and which meets in Chicago on
Wednesday. The Santa Fe cut is attrib-
uted to tho action of the brokers, who
have been given a commission equal to
the cut on tickets on several other lines.
Rather than pay this commisaiou, the
Santa Fe resolved to meet it with a cut.
