Early
cherries that would have been oil the
market in two weeks are all gone. The
late varieties are thought to bw all right, i
as they are only just blossoming. The
almond crop, which was advanced about
the same as apricots, is ruiued. It is im-
possible to determine at present just
what damage has been done to peaches, j
as they are just coming out of the bloom, j
and do not show as plainly. This is also
true ofplums and prunes. The weather
is quite cool again to-night, and there is

every prospect of another frost, though
Hot as heavy.

The Department of State Moving
With Great Caution

IN MAKING UP THE CASE AGAINST
THE SPANISH GOVERNMENT.

Eudeavoriutr to Get Possession of the

Exact Facts of the Pirlnu Upon

tho American Steamship by the
Foreign Cruiser la Order to Avoid
the Humiliation of a Retraction
Through Making; a Demand That
Could Xot be Sustained by F.vldonee.

Washington, March 14. — The De-

partment of State is moving with de-
liberation in making up its case against
the .Spanish Government, based on tho
liring by a Spanish cruiser on the Amor-

I ican steamship Allianca. holding that
lin matters of such moment it is abso-
lutely essential that our Government
Hhould be in possession ofthe exact faotH,
so as to avoid the humiliation of retrac-
tion throuch making a demand that
could not be sustained by the evidence,
So iar no reply has been received at the
department in response to the request
made upon Captain Grossman, of the
Allianca, for farther particulars of the
incident. In tho meantime, the officials
are industriously looking up precedents
for their guidance, and Mr. Uhl, who is
still acting Secretary of State during the
continued illness 01 Secretary Gresbam,
is in lrequent consultation with his
superior at his rooms in his hotel.one of the precedents which lias been I

! unearthed and brought to tho attention of

Shepard, Chief of the Keveuue Service
of the Treasury Department, died here
to-day from pneumonia. Captain Shep-
ard was stricken with a congestive chill

j while at work on the sth instant, and has
Ibeen confined to his bed ever since. His

illness is attributed to his efforts to se-
cure legislation for the benefit of the su-
perannuated officers of the service. He
leaves a wife aud two enildreu.

The Captain was one of the oldest and
most efficient officers in the revenue cut-
ter service. A native of Massachusetts,
he was appointed a TLurc! Lieutenant in
18b'5, was promoted to £1,. \u0084.d Lieutenant
in 1869, First Lioutonanf in Ls7o and a
Captain in 1888. In l'ecctnber, 18S9, Sec-
retary Windom detailed h:m as Chief of
the Revenue Marine Division, an olfice
previously held by civilians only, and he
has served there continuously ever since.
He saw much hard acthe service, and
has an exceptionally fine record. Prior
to his transfer to Washington he com-
manded the revenue cutter Bear, and
made several cruises iv Behriug Sea and
Northorn Alaskan waters, to carry out
the policy of the (iovernment to pre-
vent illicit sealing. He was very well
known and highly esteemed.

PACIFIC RAILROADS INTERESTS.
C. P. Hnntlncton Has an Interview*

With Secretary Smith.
Washington, March 14. — Collis P.

Huutington had an interview with the
Secretary ol the Interior to-day concern-
ing the interests of the Pacific railroads.
Regarding the report that the Secretary
intends to issue au order directing that
no more patents for land be issued to the
Union and Central Pacific roads until
there has been a settlement of the iudebt-
ednes of those companies, Huntington
represented to the Secretary that the lauds
had all been earned, and that iv many
cases they bad been transferred to per-
sons who had occupied them from ten to
twenty years, lie also s;u<! that the com-
panies were not seeking patents in in-
stances where the roads had not disposed
of the lands, as ttioy became taxable as
soon as tue patents were issued. States
and counties in which the lauds were sit-
uated were more interested in securing j
patents, as they became entitled to taxes
as soon as the patents were grauted as
stated.

Further than this, the companies de-
| sired to dispose of the lauds to secure

money to meet the payments now about
! due. iluntiiigton thought that it would

hinder the company securing money on
lauds ifsuch au order had been passed,
and he represented that nothing overt
ought to be done by the Government to

I prevent the company ruisin-r the lunda.
liuutingiou, however, did not consider

this ofso much importance as be did tho
i question of the settlement for tho Pucilie
j roads' debt, and he believed recommenda-
j tions made by the Secretary of the Inte-
i rior would have great weight in the next
j Congress.

AFFAIRS IN SAMOA.

NO CHANGE IV THE POLITICAL
SITUATION.

Powers Petitioned to Hocall President

Schmidt—Scandal Implicating Hob-

erc l.miii Stevonson.

Samoa, Fob. 27. —Matters political re-

main iva somewhat similar condition to
what they were when I last wrote. Dur-
ing the temporary absence of Justice Ide,
the President (who was acting as Chief
Justice,'behaved iv such a manner as to
destroy what vestige of respect remained
for foreign institutions, and Ide, who re-
turned on January 31st, has caused great
dissatisfaction by appearing to indorse
the illegal and vindiciive acla of bia
locum teneng.

Of one thing there can be no doubt, our
group ofislands was never in so unsatis-
factory a condition, and when the un-
prejudiced observer reflects that this con-
dition has been solely brought about by
the incompetency of the ollicials who
were appoiuted by the treaty Powers
i. c., the United States, Great Britain and
(iermany, one can understand the anger
of local residents when they see the
country in political turmoil and every-
thing iv the semblance of business swept
—it is to be hoped temporarily— out of
existence.

The Uenuan firm of Frings iV. Co., which
was Drought into unpleasant notoriety
through importing and selling to tha
rebels rifles and ammunition, is insolvent,
and a receiver and trustee have been ap-
poiuted. A largo number of local trades-
men are atl'ected by this bankruptcy,
which has beeu brought about by negli-
ger.co.

A bank is about to be started here—a
branch of a British institution—which
will prove an immense boon.

The dengue .ever, which has been the
prevailing epidemic here lor the last three
months, has now almost left us. A large
number of deaths have resulted from its
ertects.

The rebel party are at present congre-
gated in Aana and are discussing as to I
the advisability of attacking the Govern-
ment, the supporters of which aro now
so duplexed, owing to the suicidal Dolicy
which has been pursued by the treaty
olhcials, that unless the Powers inter-
vene the rebels will obtain an easy
victory.

The municipal elections which took
piace ou the sth inst. were bitterly con-
tested on purely national lines, the Ger-
mans opposing the Britishers and Ameri-
cans and vice versa. The result was an
equal division of honors, three Britishers
and three Germans receiving the sui-
frayjes of tiie voters.

A scandalous rumor has been promul-
gated here implicating the late Robert
Louis Stevenson and his family with the
importation of cuus and ammunition.
The Captain and agent of the United
States steamer l-.cjuator were also impli-
cated. The author of the scandal has
been arrested and is now awaiting trial.

The British warship Wallaroo is the
only warship in port at present, The
Bussard (German'i is soon expected.

The Sauioau King and Government
have impeached lierr Schmidt, the Pres-
ident, and have sent a petition to the
Powers praying for his recall. Tho words
of the petition form a very strong indict-
ment, arid President Schmidt will have
much difliculty in disproving tho charges
which have been made.

Several of tho members of the London
Missionary Society have taken their de- j
parturo from Samoa, and so lar their ;
places have not been tilled.

A new German Consul-Goneral in the

PROTECTED BY MILITARY.

Laborers Resume Work Along the
Levee at New Orleans.

NO OUTBREAKS OCCUR THROUGH-

OUT THE DAY.

Troops and Police Guard the Stations

"Whore the Men are at Work-Gov-

ernor Foster Determined to Carry

Out His Proclamation to Preserve

Order at all Hazards—Militia Will

be Kept on Duty Until the Troubles

are Ended.

Special to the RKConn-Uxios*.

New Orleans, March 14.—The stormy
scenes alone the river front of New Or-
leans have been succeeded by a calm,
and something approaching the normal
condition of allairs is restored. Work
was resumed on the wharves to-day, at
least partially, but it was only the col-
ored scrowmea who took up their tools,
and then only under the protection of au
armed guard. Where there were no
troops there was no work. The white
screwmen held aloof, preserving a threat-
ening silence,' but none made a move
which would cause the militia to use
force to suppress it.

Though Btill strained, the situation is
much improved to-night. Governor Fos-
ter is still in the city and has announced

| his determination to remain here until
J the trouble is finally sottled. Negotia-
tions are in progress which may produce
this happy result, but their outcome can-
not be predicted at present. Meanwhile
the State authorities aro taking no
chances. The troops who have been on
duty ail day are sleepiug oil' their fatigue
and are uuder orders to report on duty
to-morrow morning, when work on the
shipping will be resumed.

By <i o'clock this morning all were astir
in the armories, where troops have been
quartered for the last few days. Marcb-
iug orders were received from headquar-
ters at 11 a. m., and tbo militia, divided
iuto three sections, were marched to the
levees aud took up positions at the Harri-
son line wharf, at Third street and at

j Sixth street. The entire force numbered
something over t>oo men, commanded by j
Brigadier-General iiartrand, under the
supervision of Major-General John

' txlynn, Jr. The men were in full serv-
i ice uniform, with cartridge belts filled
I with ugly-looking missiles. At the point
j where the greatest danger was appre-
j heuded Hotchkiss and<>atling guns were
| uulimbered in such position that they

! could be quickly trained up or down the
; wharves un advancing mobs.

The headquarters of the screwmen. at
the apex of the French Market triangle,
in the up:>er stories of which were stored

j quantities ol ammunition, was sur-
| rounded by the Washington battalion
artillery, whose howitzers were trained

| on it, prepared to destroy it at the first
hostile movement. {Stationed aloug the j
river front, at intervals, were picket lines i
of police, mounted ana-dismounted, who i

i were under orders to co-operate with the
troops, and who seemed to be iv hearty
sympathy with them.

Ocea-ionally crowds gathered at one !
point or another ami the police wero j
called on to disperse them, which they '\u25a0

jdid without trouble. Not a shot was :
1 urad at any point, nor was there auy
j violence.

Ihe negro serewiueu went to work
without hesitation wherever troops were
stationed. They also started to work at

j .Soutbport during the morning, but as
; neither militia uor poiico were on duty
j there, they soon abaudoued the work |
though there wa» no prospect of trouble. :
At 5:60 v. m. the screwineu had all fin-,
ished their day's iabor, and the troops
were ordered to report again at 8 o'clock
to-monow morning.

The conference of delegates of mercan-
tile bodies resumed its session to-day but
took no action, haviug practically deci-
ded to leave the settlement of the trouble
iv the Governor's hamis.

Luscuasing the matter this evening, re-
ferring particularly to the calling out of
the troops, the Governor said it was very
unlortuuate that H became his duty to :

THE COLORADO TRAGEDY.
Quiet Heluned All Day at Waisenbnrg

—Search for Missing Bodies.
Pueblo (Col.) March 14.—A warm wind

at Walsenburg this morning melted the !
snow ofyesterday very rapidly and dried :
the earth so that this afternoon searching
partial set out again to hunt the bodies of
the two Italians killed by the mob Tues-
day night, but uo trace has as yet been
found.

U;uiet has reigned all day, but the ex-
treme close-mouthedness tuat has charac-
terized everybody in Walsenburg and
House since the mob did its fatal work
still continues. There is no doubt but
that a very considerate number of peo-
ple know thoroughly well who did the
killing, but they know too well. Walsen-
burg has for years been a rather hard
town, with an element that occasionally
shows its teeth and uses us guns. These
men are ot more or less prominence or
notoriety, and it is believed that they did
the work. No one dares to suy so or !
acknowledge any cognizance of the par- !
ticipants, for iear of being himself used I
as a target. The notorious Hob Ford, !
slayer of Jesse James, ran a dance hall in i
the town of Walsenburg lor several years. [
.Six of his pals are now in the Stale Peni- j
tentiary lor various crimes, but others are
still on hand.

Walsenburg is r hamlet of but 1,000
people, with coal mines and miners at
her doors on every side, and the tarbu-I
lent element is therefore larjre, and espe- !
cially since the strike t.» last summer,
after which mans' miners, who wero
steady men and had aocuumla.ed some
property, moved away.

ITALIAN GOVERNMENT APPRISED OF THE

Rome, March 14.—It is seini-oflicially

announced that a dispatch from Wash-
ington has boon received by the Govorn-
mcut saying that on the receipt of yester-
day's lirst reports of the kilfmg oi"
several Italians in Colorado tho Italian
i-.mbassador addressed a note to tiie
Federal (iovernmout on tho mattor, and
also telegraphed the Italian Consul at
Denver lor information.

Aa it was not known
whether the murdered Italians were
naturalized Americans, the Kmbassador
charged the Consul to inquire into the
matter oi their citizenship. Meanwhile
the Governor of Colorado telegraphed to |
the Embassador that ho had .sent troops
to protect the Italians near tho scene ol
the trouble.

Tiie dispatch received here added that
the United states authorities displayed a
most conciliatory disposition, and ivpur-
suance of the Embassador's request, ex-
pressed their intention of obtaining an
exact account of tho incident and the |
causes of it. and to take whatever meas-
ures were required.

lated of the newspapers of Rome, says
that to Italy's remonstrance against tiiokillingofItalians in Colorado, tiie i uited
States puts out the plea of the independ-
ence of the States comprising the Union,and adviEo* Kaly to await the action ol
the Colorado judiciary.
