
POLLUTION OF OUR RIVER WATER.

How It Can in a Measure be
Prevented.

If"We Cannot Have Pure "Water, Let

Us Have the Best Under tho

Circumstances.

For th9 past week or two complaints
have been made that the city water has
been of almost milky whiteness, and that
when first drawn from a faucet it seethed
and effervesced like highly charged min-
eral water.

Old residents have not paid much at-
tention to this, for they been accustomed
lo it for many years. Not that they are
indifferent as to tho cause, but simply be-
cause they cannot help themselves—they
must either drink the foul stall or go
thirsty. Some, who have had bitter ex-
perience with typhoid and malarial fevers,
have learned to boil the water before us-
ing, which is the only way it can bo
made lit to drink, but there are thousauds
who do not take the trouble to do this.

The cause of this particularly foul con-
dition of the water just now is decayed
vegetation. For several months past the
tule basins havo been overilowed and the
vegetation therein haa been rotting, and
now, as the river has fallen sulliuieutly to
permit the water to How back into it
from the submerged basins, polluted
with rotten vegetation, myriads of"dead
and decayed carp, dead hogs, cattle and
\u25a0heap, it is simply unlit for use by human
beings.

The few Silurians in the city who de-
claro that the river water must be all
right, as they have "drank it for forty
years without injury," entirely overlook
the fact that typhoid and malarial fevers
are always with us, and that the young
and delicate who are not pickled in
whisky fall daily victims to the deadly
water that they have to drink.

Now conies the statement of yester-
day's Leader, that "a number of dead
hoga have recently been found lloating in
the river above the city, in the vicinity
of Bannon Slough. And yet there are
many people who will insist that the
river water, polluted with all the filth be-
tween here and Ked liluli and Foisom, is
the purest in the world."
Itis not a new thing lor dead hogs and

other varieties oi rottiuy animals to be
dumped into the river from which our
drinking water is obtained. The river is,
and always has been, the dumping-place
forall the refuse and oil'al of the ranches
along its banks. When a cow, a horse or
a hog dies the carcass is thrown into the
river and carried away—away from the
ranoh to the suction-pipe of our city
waterworks.

Within a mile of this city the river
liows through a mountain 01' manure—
the deposits oi a score of years—thrown
from the barn of a big dairy on the bank.

These are facts that no person can suc-
cessfully dispute. They are known to all
Sacraineutaua who are familiar with the
conditions that prevail along the river to
the north of the city; they are known to
the oity authorities who nave refused to
listen to the voice oi the people demand-
ing pure and wholesome water. These
same men who have been standing bo-
tweeu the city aud her advancement and
prosperity will perhaps again ueuounce
the Record-Union lor telling the plain
truth, but the truth has been too long
suppressed.

Everybody is talking about our city
water, not only in thia Stale, but in tue
Kast. It is the one thing that every vis-
itor remembers when he goes away, and
it is the one thing that has been keeping
Sacramento in the rear of the procession
for many years, despite her many other
advantages as a residence aud business
potut.

Bat if the people are to be longer de-
nied the privilege of having a supply of
pure water, the least the authorities can
«io ia to protect ihe present supply from
pollution as far as possible. A recent de-
cision of the Supreme Court gives them
the^power to do this.

Tue town ofHesperia, San Bernardino
County, was troubled byL»omiugo Bords,
whu h«d some lU'OG sheep corraied on the
banks ofthe Mojave Kiver, juat auovethe
town. Hesperia drew its water supply
from thia stream. The charge against
Bords was made under the neciiou of ihe
Penal Code which makes it a misde-meanor to keep live stock penned, cor-
raied or housed in, over or on the borders
of a stream, the waters of which are
thereby polluted and are drawn lor the
supply ol any city or town of this State.
Bords was convicted, and he appealed
from the judgment aud order denying anew trial. All the points he raised were
ruled against and judgment was given in
favor of the householders of Hosperia.
Bords wiil now have to pay a line ifhe ':

does not go to prison. Above all, he will
have to move his sheep.

Here, then, is the opportunity for our
city authorities to do something in de-
fense of the river water wnicn they so
admire. Let them set on foot some plan
to determine to what extent it is pol-
luted, and then apply to the courts for
protection. True. :he pollution from de-
caying vegetation and fishes cannot be
guarded agniust, but the evil can be
greatly lessened.

THREE RUNAWAYS.
Saturday "Was a Lively Day for Wreck-

There were three runaways Saturday

afternoon. At Kigiith and XBtreeta a
horse attached to a Chinese lauudry
wagon started on a rampage.

Vauiua, causing the loss of a wheel from
that vehicle. During the runaway the
Chinaman was thrown out 01 his wagou
and had his face badly cut.

buggy belonging to Mrs. JS. Ammuiu of
Clarksbufi; became frightened on X
street, between Fourth and Fifth, and
started on a runaway. He collided with
Davis' furniture wagon, causing the horse
to run away. The lurmturu wagon struck
a buggy, m which wore seated Mrs.
George OiDbs and Mrs. Ed Slapleton.
Both ladios were thrown out,but neither
received serious injury.

grocery wagon, and tho homo ran away,
scattering groceries iv every direction.

SUPPOSED MURDER.
Charley nice, the Actor, Believed to

Ilavo Killed Mrs. Lonir.
A dispatch to the Record-Union states

that Charles Kice, a variety actor, well
known in this city, was found on the street
near his lodging-house iv San Francisco
early yesterday morning, -blowiug a po-
lice whistle. He said his wile was dead
up-stairs. Investigation revealod a hor-
rible spectacle. The woman's throat had
been cut with a razor from ear to ear, her
head being all but severed from her body,
and tho bloody razor hidden under a pile
ofclothes. Rice said he loft the room for
a briof period and upon returning found
his wife dead.

The police believe that Rice is the mur-
derer. Neighbors heard the pair quar-
reling upon their return the night before
from the concert hall where they were

jemployed, but as rows between them
\u25a0were of common occurrence, no one
thought ofinterfering.

Kice, who was also known as in man
and as (•'.N'oill, was once stage manager
of llrown'i Theater Comique in this
oity. 11<> eloped with the wife of one
Jack Long, and she had lived with Rice
ever u.u-u. .-ho was known on the stage
as i 'm .1 urctt, also as Cora Long.

At t:,o time oi tho elopement Rice had
a wile an.l child, the wile dying in an
aluishou-,. m San Francisco six weeks
ago. Long, who was deserted by tho
murdered woman, died in this ciiy six
months ago.

Fire at Perkins.

The
lire was started by a dog running against
an oil stove and upsetting it. Beit War-
ren attempted to pick up the stove, but
just then the lamp inside exploded and
he was badly burned about the face and
hands.
